Injured in the second crash was
Arnold Grupe of Route 2, Wingate
and Lois Sanders and her two
young sons, four-year-old Shon and
nine-year-old Shane, of Brecken-
ridge.

Troopers said the accident occur-
red as Grupe was apparently at-
tempting a left turn from the
highway.

Mrs. Sanders was trapped in the
wreckage of her small auto until a
rescue unit from the Abilene Fire
Department reached the scene.
The two young boys were thrown
from the car and found about 20
feet from the car.

The teaching of our children is indeed a sacred trust
and we should pause during the observance of Public
School Week, March 1-7, to give attention to our
schools and pay tribute to the dedicated teachers who
are the custodians of the future of our state and nation.

The New Budget

No one reading a newspaper, watching the evening news, or
listening to the radio can miss the only story in town these days,
The story, of course, is the proposed budget for fiscal year 1983,

It would be perfectly appropriate to describe the President’s
budget as the most difficult set of budget options ever presented
to the Congress. This results, in part, from the unique interaction
of inherited economic programs and redirected pmon'al policy
objectives which provide the fiscal backdrop for this year’s budget
presentation. : A :

The budget came to Congress with a message declaring its main
themes: laying a foundation for economic recovery, growdmg for
a strong national defense, and improving the efficiency of the
federal government. . et

The budget which my colleagues and I will be reviewing for the
next several weeks and working on for much of this year proposes
receipts of $666 billion, outlays of nearly $758 billion and a deficit
of slightly more than $91 billion. . ‘

The main reason given for the increase in the deficit forecast
since last year is based on changed assumptions about the state of
the economy. ; )

The forces of recession have released a combined series of fiscal
effects which will at the Federal level reduce expected revenues by
$32 billion, increase debt servicing by $17 billion and add $8
billion in unemployment outlays.

We have had a tendency in the past to equate large deficits with
a generalized notion that the budget was out of coptro[ and caus-
ing runaway spending. Fortunately, with our victories of last
year, we have begun to restrain government growth and reverse
unwise spending habits.

I support the thrust of the President’s budget message. We
must all make conscious efforts to do whatever possible to lower
the deficit, get interest rates down and bring inflation under con-
trol. I am equally committed to the proposition that the ultimate
budget package not place an undue burden on any segment of our
society. Proposed increases in defense spending must be considered
not only with national security in mind but also with regard to the
Pentagon’s own fiscal responsibilities in the budget scenario. We
in Congress will make the final decision. To prophesy now on the
outcome would be premature.

No one can muster a good word for recession and there are no
blessings in unemployment. But the greatest danger to our
economy, free enterprise, and personal freedom is inflation. In
recent years, inflation has undermined our economy and curbed
the traditional rise in our standard of living. Even worse, inflation
betrays the thrifty and rewards the spendthrift. As one pundit
observed recently, life on the double-digit merry-go-round has
turned businessmen into gamblers and workers into squirrels on a
treadmill.

A lack of economic growth has been a prime factor in the cur-
rent and projected deficits. As a rough rule of thumb, each time
growth fails by enough to produce a |1 percent increase in unem-
ployment, the budget deficit widens by more than $25 billion. In
fact, if we had grown fast enough over the past four years to get
unemployment down below 6 percent, the current deficit would
be roughly $75 billion lower.

I realize there has been concern over the apparent reluctance of
business to plunge ahead with new investment, which will induce
growth. Some are waiting for lower interest rates. Some are
waiting to make certain Congress makes no drastic changes in the
new tax laws so business can plan with confidence. Nothing kills
investment faster than uncertainty.

As the President said in his budget message, this is not the time
to retreat. The current recession, which follows hard on the
downturn of 1980 and the weak economy of this spring, began in

recovery was implemented. The program is in place. Now we
must, as the President challenged us, roll up our sleeves, face our
responsibilities squarely and persevere at the unending task of set-
ting, and keeping, the nation’s affairs in order.

Anyone can have
“housewife hands”

Admittedly, the term
“housewife hands” is out
of date today, but the con-
dition it describes isn't.
Anyone — man or woman
— whose hands are expos-
ed to harsh cleaning
chemicals may experience
skin problems, says the
Texas Medical Associa-
tion.

Most people first notice
the condition when the
skin underneath a ring
breaks out. It wusually
starts as a red, itchy rash
but can turn into skin
eruptions if not treated
promptly and properly.

Although many people
attribute the rash to an
allergy, it is rare that a
person is allergic to either
the metal in rings or a
cleaning product.

Some people try to pro-
tect their skin from harsh
chemicals by wearing rub-
ber or waterproof gloves.
Most experts advise that
when this is done thin cot-
ton gloves (dermal gloves)
should be worn under the
rubber gloves. If this is
done, and if the gloves on-
ly are worn for 15 to 20
minutes, any adverse ef-
fects caused by the skin's
inability to perspire can
be drastically reduced. In
addition, for maximum
protection the rubber
gloves must be free of
holes. Also, avoid expos-
ing the skin above the
gloves to irritating com-
pounds.

When a rash does ap-
pear, the best course of
action is to avoid the sub-
stance which produces
the reaction. Although
people often apply creams

or lotions on the rash,
sometimes a greasy pre-
paration which covers the
skin may slow down the
healing process.

If the chemical which
produces the reaction can-
not be identified, if the
rash refuses to heal or if
skin eruptions develop,
medical help should be
sought. Since the average
person comes in contact
with so many chemicals
each day, it often takes an
expert to identify which
one produces an adverse
reaction.

Incorrect SS number
delays tax refunds

To avoid federal tax re-
fund delays persons who
changed their names last
year, such as newlyweds,
should report the new
name to their local Social
Security Administration
(SSA) office. The name
and number on tax
returns must match those
those of the SSA, the In-
ternal Revenue Service
said.

Incorrect Social Securi-
ty numbers and addresses
slow up processing of tax
returns and can delay
federal tax refunds.

Another good way to
guard against unnecess-
ary refund delays is to use
the peel-off identification
label provided with the
tax package. If the name,
address or Social Security
number is incorrect,
changes can be made
directly on the label.

Tax credit for

energy savers

Taxpayers who take
certain steps to save
energy in their homes can
cut their federal income
tax bills substantially.

The law provides for a
tax credit of up to $300 for
energy conservation
materials installed in the
home, with a separate
credit of as much as
$4,000 for taxpayers who
install ‘‘renewable”’
energy source items such
as solar or wind equip-
ment, the Internal
Revenue Service says.

The credit for energy
conservation materials is
figured at 15 percent of
the first $2,000 spent on
such items as storm or
thermal windows and
doors, insulation,
weather-stripping and
caulking. Also qualifying
are furnace replacement
burners, flue-opening
modifications, electrical
or mechanical ignition
systems to replace gas

pilot lights, and _clock
thermostats. Only

materials installed in
homes that were substan-
tially completed before
April 20, 1977 are eligible
for this energy credit.

The ‘“‘“renewable”’
energy source credit is 40
percent of the first
$10,000 invested in quali-
fying solar, wind or
geothermal equipment us-
ed to heat, cool or provide
hot water for use in the
home according to the
IRS.

Both credits are
available for items pur-
chased and installed on a
taxpayer's principal
residence on or after
April 20, 1977, and before
January 1, 1986. The
“renewable’’ energy
credit is available for both
existing and newly con-
structed homes. Renters
as well as homeowners
are eligible for the credit.

For additional informa-
tion on energy -credits,
taxpayers can order the
free IRS Publication 903,
“Energy Credits for Indi-
viduals” by using the han-
dy order form in the tax
package or by calling the
IRS Forms/Tax Informa-
tion number listed in the
telephone directory.

Form 1040A can be us-
ed by taxpayers whose in-
come consists only of
wages, salaries, tips, in-
terest, dividends, and
unemployment compensa-
tion for the taxable year.

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Selective Service list
open to public viewing

The Selective Service
System is continuing to
maka available for public
inspection lists of regis-
trants and their tentative
local board assignments.
This is in keeping with
the intent of Selective
Service that its pro-
cedures be open to the
public.

The list may be viewed
at the County Cour-
thouse.

The lists cover
registrations processed
through September 30,
1981, and include men
born in 1960, 1961, 1962,
and 1963.

Local board assign-
ments are arranged by
ZIP code based upon the
registrant’'s permanent
address.

The requirement to
register applies to U.S.
citizens, and to aliens
residing in the United
States, born on or after
January 1, 1960. Men born
in 1960 and 1961 were
scheduled to register dur-
ing July 1980; men born in
1962 were scheduled to
register during January
1981; those born in 1963

were scheduled to be
registered during 1981.
Men born in 1964 are re-
quired to register within
30 days of their 18th bir-
thday. They may do so at
any U.S. Post Office.

On January 7, 1982,
President Reagan an-
nounced his decision to
continue peacetime Selec-
tive Service Registration.
In announcing his deci-
sion, the President
declared a grace period
during which late
registration would be ac-
cepted without penalty.
That grace period ex-
tends through February
1982.

Anyone who was sched-
uled to register previous-
ly but has not yet done so
is encouraged to register
immediately at any U.S.
Post Office in order to
avoid any possible penal-
ty.

Changes made
in MediCare

insurance

The 1981 Social Securi-
ty amendments recently
signed into law made
several changes in
MediCare's medical in-
surance, according to
Frank Upp, manager of
the San Angelo Social
Security office.

The medical insurance
deductible will be chang-
ed in two ways beginning
in 1982. First, the annual
deductible will be raised
to $75.00 from the current
$60.00. The second change
concerns the ‘“carryover
rule” presently in effect
which provides that any
medical expenses incur-
red during the last 3 mon-
ths of the year counting
toward the year’'s annual
deductible can also be
counted toward the next
year's deductible. This
carryover rule has been
eliminated and starting
this year — 1982 — the
annual deductible will
have to be met each year
without regard to the
previous year’s expense.

Since last summer this editor has researched, wrote
and carried a manuscript outline back and forth from
the office to home at night and weekends. The pro-
jected deadline was February 15, 1982 to have the book
off the press. We made it!

Fifty Years At The San Angelo Stock Show & Rodeo
is back from the bindery and on sale at the San Angelo
Convention Center and will be sold at the 1982 Stock
Show as well, March 8-14. Hardback books will sell for
$20.00 and soft-covers for $5.00. If anyone desires to
order by mail, please include $2.00 for shipping and
handling.

I am pleased with the finished product of 104 pages.
We have not only given a complete history in word and
picture of every year’s Stock Show & Rodeo since in-
ception in 1932, but have also included 27 years of Rop-
ing Fiesta history. It was a giant undertaking from the
author’s standpoint simply because the Stock Show of-
fice had little to no records.

But thanks to a good staff, we were able to stir the
microfilm files in a number of libraries plus find pic-
torial support from all over the West Texas area. I am
extremely excited about all the material we uncovered
and I know the purchasers of the book will be thrilled
as they read through its pages. Just about every one
participating in the show for the last 50 years is
represented.

The book is dedicated to the memory of J. Culberson
Deal. Deal organized the event as a youth project
designed to interest young people in agriculture.

The story goes that in midsummer of 1931 shortly
after Deal had been elected manager of the San Angelo
Board of City Development, he was sitting at his desk
pondering over whether to encourage his directors to
attempt staging a fair in September of that year.

The more he looked at the statistics on the Fair of
1930, the more convinced he was that San Angelo was
not a “Fair” town. Suddenly the idea hit: Why not a
Spring Stock Show? .

Hurriedly he called a meeting of leaders known to
be interested in the livestock industry, the late Claude
A. Broome, John R. Lee, J. Willis Johnson, D. T. Jones,
County Agent W. I. Marschall, and others.

At this meeting developed the plans for the first San
Angelo Stock Show — dedicated to the promotion of
better breeding, and the fattening and finishing of
livestock, on West Texas ranches and farms. At the
meeting it was also decided that a major feature of the
show would be the participation by 4-H Club Boys and
Vocational Agriculture Students in the area.

Mr. Broome was elected chairman. Packed in the
pages from that first show, the story unfolds year after
year to 1982.

Mr. Broome’s grandson, Harold “Brookie” Broome,
the first president of the San Angelo Stock Show &
Rodeo Foundation, publishers of the book, was the
moving force behind the writing of the book. He com-
missioned this writer to take on the project.

Other than having problems in uncovering so much
of the material, the task was easy working with

Brookie. Each time I confronted him with a problem, he
just smiled and said: “That's what I hired you for , ..

you work it out!” On a project of this caliber, an editor
appreciates having the reins. If the publishers had
bird-dogged me, I don’t think we would have finished
the book.

Brookie passed away a week after the manuscript
went to the printers. At a meeting of the Foundation, I
was authorized to re-write parts of the book and add a
memoriam to him.

As West Texans look to the 50th Anniversary San
Angelo Stock Show & Rodeo in a few weeks, March
8-14, the book will certainly be a major part of the
celebration.

Calfhood vaccination
of heifers important

Important changes in
the Texas brucellosis pro-
gram have been proposed
and should have an impor-
tant impact on the control
of the disease, explains
Allen Turner, county
agent with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M Uni-
versity System.

Public comments are
now being sought by the
Texas Animal Health
Commission on regulation
proposals to require calf-
hood vaccination of heifer
calves for brucellosis con-
trol under certain condi-
tions. Amendments to the
Texas program now pro-
posed would require calf-
hood vaccination of all
heifers born after Jan. 1,
1982 for movement into
the state or when chang-
ing ownership. Excep-
tions would be heifers
consigned to a quarantin-

ed feedlot or pasture,
those consigned to

slaughter, or those S
branded and consigned to
a special regulated pas-
ture.

Reduced dosage of
Strain 19 vaccine, which
has been available for the
past year, is almost as ef-
fective as the higher
dosage used in the past.
With the old strength,
Strain 19 was sometimes
blamed for causing female
animals to be diagnosed
as having brucellosis,
when, in fact, it was a
reaction of the vaccine

Century IV Celebration Marks Philadelphi

Philadelphia will mark its
300th birthday with a
Century IV celebration in-
cluding a varied round of
festivities extending over
eight months.

Reduced dosage is ex-
pected to help eliminate
confusion over levels of
antibodies in the blood of
vaccinated heifers. Some
females in the past dev-
eloped persisting residual
blood titers after vaccina-
tion with the old strength
of the vaccine. The titers
are measurements of anti-

bodies resulting from vac-
cination or brucellosis in-
fection.

Titers induced by the
vaccination using the
reduced dose are lower
and recede rapidly
although the degree of im-
munity is practically
equal to that produced by
the higher dosage, Turner

explains.

Vaccination ages for
eligible heifer calves are
now four to 12 months for
all breeds. Being able to
vaccinate animals up to 12
months of age with less
worry about false reac-
tion to blood tests is

another advantage, he
adds.

The vaccine must be ad-
ministered by certified
veterinarians or person-
nel approved by the
Texas Animal Health
Commission, since the
vaccine is fragile and
must be handled under
controlled conditions to
establish good immunity.

Time to apply
dormant oil

Has your big, old pecan
tree been losing a few
limbs each year and ap-
pears to be declining in
vigor? Chances are it is
being attacked by obscure
scale, a tiny insect which,
under it's scale covering,
sucks sap from limbs and
branches causing them to
loose their leaves and die
back from the tips. The
scale covering of a fully
grown female, about 1/8 of
an inch long, is usually
dark gray and closely
resembles tree bark. In-
fested tree limbs appear
to have been sprinkled
with wood ashes. The
next time a dead limb
falls, look to see if it looks
like someone sprinkled it
with ashes. If so, you pro-
bably have a scale pro-
blem.

The only effective way
to control the obscure
scale is to spray your
trees with a dormant oil
spray during the winter
months. The dormant oil
simply covers these tiny
insects and suffocates
them. You should do this
when temperatures are
above freezing and
preferably above 45
degrees. If you have a
tree that has been losing
lots of limbs, both large
and small, Allen Turner,
the Runnels County Ex-
tension Agent, strongly
urges you to apply a dor-
mant oil at the rate of four
gallons of a 97 percent
dormant oil spray per 100
gallons of water-or 1/4
pint per gallon of water
for a smaller amount.

All trees need to be
watered at this time of
year and it would be bet-
ter to have them well
watered before applying
the dormant oil.

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Plea bargaining:

A workable

What is plea bargain-
ing?

It is the method of
disposing of the vast ma-
jority of eriminal cases in
every state and federal
court in the nation. It is
not a system separate
from the jury system in
which criminals are let off
scot free. Plea bargaining
is directly tied to what

juries are doing in
criminal cases.

Since trying every case
by a jury is not
economically possible,
let's look at how plea
bargaining functions. For
example, in order to try
each of the 5,000 plus
felony cases each yearina
large urban county, the
county would need about
45 additional judges, with
all their courtroom and
staff requirements, and at
at least 135 additional
prosecutors. By the same
token, instead of summon-
ing about 600 jurors per
week, that county might
need to call in 6,000 per
week-at a cost to the tax-
payers of $10 per day per
juror. That would mean
that 300,000 county
residents could expect to
appear for jury service
each year.

After a case is filed
against a defendant, an
experienced trial at-
torney: (1) reviews the
evidence and estimates,
based upon his experience
with actual jurors from
the community, what a
jury would do with the
case if they heard it in a
trial setting, (2) offers the
accused a punishment not
greater and probably
less - than what the par-
ties think a jury would be
likely to assess, and (3)
negotiate with the
defense attorney on what
experience indicates that
a jury would do.

When harsher or
lighter verdicts than ex-
pected are given, they are
taken into account in
future negotiations. In
the process of plea
bargaining, if juries begin
coming down hard on
armed robbers, for exam-
ple, longer sentences are
recommended for that
crime. Thus the punish-
ment imposed by a jury in
one trial actually will af-
fect the disposition of
many other cases in which
a plea bargain is ultimate-
ly reached.

There is a popular
misconception that plea
bargaining means that a
defendant always gets
probation or that a felony
case is always reduced to
a less serious misde-
meanor. That is not true.

It is not uncommon for
a defendant in the plea
bargaining process to
plead guilty in return for
a punishment of 25, 30, or
45 years in the peniten-
tiary, or occasionally even
for life in prison. In 1980,
approximately half of the
felony cases disposed of
resulted in a punishment
of confinement in the
penitentiary, but only
about 5 percent of those
cases were the result of
jury trials. Therefore,
many criminals are going
to prison because of plea
bargaining. Our bulging
prisons and jails are
evidence of how often
criminals are sent to
prison through plea
bargaining, since that is
how most cases are
disposed of.

In our state courts,
there is also a check and
balance in the plea
bargaining system
because all the pro-
secutors can offer in the
bargain is to recommend
a certain punishment to
the judge. It is the judge
who makes the final
determination, and he
may reject the agreement
if he finds it unfair either
to the people or to the ac-
cused.

Finally, there is a major
advantage to the prosecu-
tion, and ultimately to the
public, in obtaining a plea
bargained punishment.
With certain rare excep-
tions, a plea of “guilty”
arising out of a plea
bargain cannot be appeal-
ed. That means that the
public is guaranteed that
the defendant will “stay
guilty” and serve his
time.

A sentence that is cer-
tain to be carried out and
that is imposed as near as
possible to the time of the
crime will do more to
deter and punish
criminals, and safeguard
the public than will a
(possibly) slightly lower
sentence imposed, if at all,
somewhere down the line
after a lengthy appeals
process.

In summation, plea
bargaining: (1) enables
prosecutors to dispose of
95 percent of the cases ex-
peditiously, (2) does not
burden the taxpayer with

Raymond Rush named
Outstanding Rancher

Raymond Rush, area
rancher and resident of
Runnels County since
1930, was recently award-
ed a plaque by the Run-
nels Soil and Water Con-
servation District at their
banquet in San Angelo.
Rush has been a
cooperator with the Run-
nels SWCD since 1953. He
owns and operates 2071
acres which was in the
Great Plains Conserva-
tion Program. Under the
GPCP he constructed
numerous water troughs
and storage facilities and
livestock ponds to aid in
the distribution of
livestock and to provide
for wildlife waterings. He
has installed 5024 feet of
pipelines to carry the
water to areas lacking the

additional expenses, and
(3) greatly increases the
certainty that the punish-
ment a criminal receives
will e carried out.

Unless someone comes
foreward with the financ-
ing for a system in which
each case can be tried by
jury, there is no alter-
native to some form of
plea bargaining.

The criminal judicial
system functions much
better, in the prosecutors’
view, than the public’'s
opinion would indicate.
The system will function
even better if the public
also understands how it
really works. With
understanding can come
both confidence and
cooperation.

He trys to give the
pastures a complete grow-
ing season’s rest one year
in three.

Mr. Rush prefers grub-
bing and aerial spraying
to control mesquite in-
stead of rootplowing. He
says these are good prac-
tices to control mesquite
when there is a good
grass cover present and a
minimal amount of

ground disturbance is
desired.
