Memories of a Fighter Pilot

Brigadier General Henry A. Sibley spoke to
members of the Literary and Service Club and invited
guests on Thursday at the Housing Authority. He was
introduced by Mrs. Barry Sullivan who gave some of
his background and accomplishments:

He graduated with honors from the Coushatta High
School in Louisiana. He received the American Legion
Award for the outstanding senior who espoused the
principles of patriotism and courage, and was presi-
dent of the student body and captain of the basketball
team.

Brig. Gen. Sibley attended Northwestern University
at Nachitoches, La. and played varsity basketball. He
was the honor cadet graduate of Randolph Field, West-
point of the Air, San Antonio. After graduating from
Jet Fighter School, Williams AFB, Arizona, he flew
with the Silver Sabres, the Aerobatic team, that were
the predecessors of the Thunderbirds.

Brig. Gen. Sibley flew Sabre jets in Korea, com-
peting 67 combat missions and was awarded three
Distinguished Flying Crosses, three air medals, a
Presidential Citation, the Korean Air Medal, and the
United Nations medal.

After Korea, Brig. Gen. Sibley received his Bachelor
of Science and Masters Degree from Florida Southern
University, and was appointed Director of Louisiana’s
Sovereignty Commission and aide to Governor John
McKeetlen for eight years. He served one year as a
missionary pilot at the Navaho Methodist Mission
School in Farmington, New Mexico.

The Sibleys were married three years ago and lived
at Kerrville until moving to Winters where they reside

at 511 rnisco. Together they have eight children and
four grandchildren. June's children are Jeff, Jay, Joe,
Jill and Jim Heidenheimer, and Henry's children are
Hank, Jane and Jennifer Sibley.

Some of the highlights of Brig. Gen. Sibley's life are
repeated as he told them. He said that Patriotism is
“true love of God and Country.” and quoted Psalm
33:12 — “Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord;
and the people whom he has chosen for his own in-
heritance.”

“I grew up in a small town in Louisiana much hke
Winters — on the bank of the Red River some 48 miles
south of Shreveport. My father had the International
Harvester dealership. I had a very fine childhood and
grew up during World War II when patriotism in this
country was a very valid thing indeed. I gave my
parents the credit for instilling a love of country in
me.

“I started flying at age 13, in an old Stearman, a
biplane, in a hay patch in my hometown of Coushatta,
and my burning desire was to be an air force fighter
pilot.”

After completmg other training already mentioned,
Brig. Gen. Sibley went through an intensive air bat-
tery course at Nellis Air Base in Las Vegas, Nevada
and then on to Korea! He flew as the fourth fighter on
an interceptor wing, and they were stationed at Kim-
po, Korea, K14. They aircraft was the old P80 Shooting
Star and the F'86 was the first swept wing jet airplane
in existence. It held the world's speed record from 1949
till 1954.

“Of course our job in Korea, flying this aircraft, was
area combat with the Chinese Communist Migs. We
would take off from our base at Kimpo and engage in
pursuit at the Yalu River. Weapons on this aircraft
were 6-foot caliber machine guns. It doesn’t sound like
much now but the six directed in a fire pattern was a
deadly force.”

“I had always wondered what it would be like going
into combat and pursuing another human being — hav-
ing to destroy his aircraft. It worried me considerably.
However, when you see your comrades being shot
down — go down in a smoking plane — then this leaves
you. You don’t worry about it any longer.

“On my 67th mission, we were going out to destroy
an aviation fuel dump in North Korea. The Chinese
Communists were trying to move the fuel back across
the Yalu River. We fired rockets into the tanker trucks
and the storage tanks there. On one pass, 1 was
hit by the flak from the radar controlled 88 ground
guns. The shell exploded and knocked out all my con-
trol system. The only control left was the throttle and
the electrical trim tab, and my wing man covered me.

“Of course, being up in North Korea, the first thing a
pilot things about is being captured by the com-
munists, and this was not a very nice thing at all,
because these people are barbaric, they have no regard
for human life whatsover. My engine was running
rough and I had to clear a mountain range that was
around 14,000 feet high. The ejection mechanism had
been damaged by the shell in the rear of the fuselage.
Consequently, had I tried to bail out manually, the
stabilizer on the plane would have cut me in two. I
could not get the airplane on its back because I did not
have the full control system. I was in a bad situation.

“Ireally prayed that the Lord would help me back. It
seemed that the engine smoothed out and I was able to
make it over the mountains. I crash landed doing 140
miles an hour at a base on the front lines. On impact, I
pulled 25 G's. This force is your weight imposed 25
times on the body which is a severe crushing effect. My
back was broken in two places, both legs and both
ankles were broken, my collarbone was broken, my
scalp was ripped open and I had severe internal hemor-
rhaging. It was truly a miracle that I survived.

“After spending time in a hospital ship and exten-
sive surgery off the Coast of Korea, I was flown back to
the U.S. and spent 14 months at the medical center in
San Antonio. I had the finest care and rehabilitation of
any place in the world. I am very fortunate to be able
to walk on these crutches. I was not supposed to get
out of the wheelchair. Doctors had said that I must
reconcile myself to this fact, but I did not believe this,
consequently 14 months later, I walked out.

Four months later, I flew back to see the fellow in
charge of the Orthopedic Department after again
securing my pilots licence from the Federal Aviation
Administration. I hold a valid commercial license at
this time with 5,400 hours of flying time.”
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After hospitalization, Sibley returned home and
after his turn at politics, he became the missionary
pilot to the Navaho Indians which he considers the
most rewarding time of his life. And he believes Philip-
pians 4:13 — “I can do all things through Christ which
strengtheneth me.”

He is happy to be living in Winters with June. He
says some of the finest people reside right here and

Incum-
bant Republican Bill
Clements is being
challanged by Democratic
nominee Mark White,
who has most recently
served as Texas Attorney
General and before that
Secretary of State.

For the second highest
office in the state, that of
Lieutenant Governor, in-
cumbant Bill Hobby who
is a Democrat, is being
challanged by George W.
Strake, Jr. who is seeking
to step up from the
Secretary of State's office
to the Lieutenant Gover-
nor's post. A third name
appearing on the ballot in
the race for Lieutenant
Governor is David
Hutzleman of the
Liberterian Party and the
Citizens Party is
representated by Bob
Poteet for that office.

Another hotly con-
tested race is wrapping
up, that for the office of
Attorney General.
Former legislators Bill
Meier, a Republican, and
Jim Mattox, the
Democrat, are the front
runners while the
Liberterian Party’s can-
didate Katherine 8.
Youngblood is also on the
ballot.

Another race that has
received considerable at-
tention is that for the of-
fice of Comptroller of
Public accounts. Incum-
bant Democrat Bob
Bullock is opposed by
Republican Mike
Richards, and Libertarian
Janet Tlapek.

There is no incumbant
for the office of State
‘Treasurer which is being
'sought by Republican
‘Allen Clark, Democrat
‘Ann Richards, and Liber-
‘tarian Alma Kucymbala.

i The candidates for the
‘office of Commission of
‘the General Land Office
:are Woody Glasscock the
‘Republican, Gary Mauro
from the Democratic Par-

ty, and Charles S. Fuller
from the Libertarian Par-
ty.
In the race for the of-
fice of Agriculture Com-
missioner there is no in-
cumbant because the pre-
sent commissioner,
Reagan Brown was
defeated in the primary
elections. The names on
the ballot for that office
include Republican Fred
Thornberry, Democrat
Jim Hightower, and
Libertarian Stanley
Keen.

For Railroad Commis-
sioner the candidates in-
clude Republican John
Thomas Henderson,
Democrat James E. (Jim)
Nugent incumbant, Liber-
tarian Dick Bjornseth,
and Citizens Party can-
didate Bob Russell.

There are four other
contested races on the
general election ballot
that includes Justice,
Supreme Court, Place 1,
the place two seat on the
Court of Criminal Ap-
peals, State Represen-
tative of the 65th District,
and State Board of Educa-
tion, District 17.

The candidates for the
position of Justice of the
Texas Supreme Court,
Place 1, are Republican
John L. Bates and
Democrat Ted Robertson.
For Judge, Court of
Criminal Appeals, Place 2,
Republican Ray Moses
and Democrat Chuck
Miller are on the Ballot.

The final contested
race on the ballot is for
Member, State Board of
Education, District 17.
Candidates for that post
include Republican Carol
Hunter and Democrat
Jewell Harris.

In Runnels County, the
voters will see only un-
contested races for coun-
ty offices.

At the bottom of the
ballot are the six propos-
ed constitutional amend-
ments: Proposition
number one on the ballot
proposes r. constitutional
amendment that prohibits
any state ad valorem tax.
Receipts from previously
authorized state ad
valorem taxes that are
collected after the effec-
tive date of the proposed
amendment shall be
deposited to the credit of
the general fund of the
county collecting the
taxes and may be expend-
ed for county purposes.
Taxes collected before
that date shall be
distributed by the

legislature among educa-

tional institutions eligible
to receive those funds
under orior law. The pro-
posed amendment also
repeals a section of the
Constitution levying an
ad valorem tax for a con-
struction fund for 17 state
colleges and universities,

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment repealing the state
property tax.”

Proposition number 2
on the ballot: House Joint
Resolution 62 as amended
by Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 10 proposes a con-
stitutional amendment
that would eliminate the
$80,000,000 ceiling on
state welfare aid during
any fiscal year.

The amendment would
set the state welfare
spending limit at
$160,000,000 for the
1982-1983 biennium.

The amendment fur-
ther provides that, for
each subsequent bien-
nium, the maximum
amount spend for state
welfare shall not exceed
one percent of the state
budget.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
budget as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the
legislature to provide
assistance through the ap-
propriations process to
needy persons and to
place a ceiling on
payments for needy
dependant children at one
percent of the state

budget.”

Proposition number 3
on the ballot: Senate Joint
Resolution 8 proposes a
constitutional amend-
ment that would exempt
machinery and equipment
used in the production of
farm and ranch products
from taxation. No dollar
limits would be imposed
and the exemption would
apply to corporations and
partnerships as well as to
families and individuals.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment exempting im-
plements of husbandry
(agricultural machinery
and equipment) from ad
valorem taxation.”

Proposition number 4
on the ballot: House Joint
Resolution 77 proposes a
constitutional amend-

ment that would
authorize the Legislature
to set a four year max-
imum term of office for
board members of certain
water districts and con-
servation and reclamation
districts.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the
Legislature to provide
terms not to exceed four
years for members of
governing boards of cer-
tain water districts, and
conservation and reclama-
tion districts."

Proposition number 5
on the ballot: House Joint
Resolution 119 proposes a
constitutional amend-
ment that would
authorize Tarrant and
Bee counties to hold
county-wide elections to

abolish the county
treasurer's office by ma-
jority vote.

Should the county
treasurer's office be
abolished, the duties,
powers, and functions of
that office would be
transferred to the county
auditor or the successor
to the auditor’s functions.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment to abolish the office
of county treasurer in
Tarrant and Bee Coun-
ties.”

Proposition number 6
on the ballot: Senate Joint
Resolution 6 proposes a
constitutional amend-
ment that would raise the
constitutional interest
rate limit on state general
obligation bonds from 6
percent to 12 percent.

The new 12 percent ceil-
ing does not, however, ap-
ply to bonds issued by the
Veterans' Land Board.

The Proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment increasing the max-
imum interest rate allow-
ed on state general obliga-
tion bonds to a weighted
average annual interest
rate of 12 percent.”

On each of the proposed
constitutional amend-
ments voters will have
the option of voting either
for or against the amend-
ments as proposed.

The last day for voting
absentee for the general
election on Friday, Oe-
tober 29, in the Runnels
County Clerk's Office.

On election day, the
polls will be open from 7
.a.m. to 7 p.m. Voters are

reminded that they
should have their voter
registration cards (salmon
colored) with them when
they go to the polls.

All eligible voters are
urged to cast their ballots
in the general election.. It
is essential ,p'he founda-
tion of our system of
government that eligible
voters throughout all
parts of the state apear at
the polling places on elec-
tion day and vote free of
fear or intimidation. Any
Texan who is legally eligi-
ble to vote and who is
registered to vote, is elim-

AUSTIN—Many Texans have
bought goods and services like
magazines, kitchenware,
children’s photos, and in-
surance as a result of a
telephone call from a salesper-
son.

Sometimes those who make
their sales introductions by
phone are straightforward
enough to say they are selling
something. However, some
telephone sales people are
not so direct. Many use
unscrupulous sales tactics
calculated to trick consumers
into making a purchase im-
mediately, or into listening to
a sales pitch in our home.

Two favorite tactics of
telephone salespeople are the
“free gift’’ and "you've won a
contest’’. These are used to
sell everything from mag-
azines to baby equipment,
from encyclopedias to pots
and pans.

Here's how they work: The
consumer 1s told that he or she
has been selected to receive a
free gift, or that if they answer
a quiz question, they win a
prize. (The question is usually
no more difficult than “Who's
buried in Grant's tomb?") Or,
a free gift, like a camera, may
be offered.

The free gift or prize almost
always, has strings at-
tached. The free gift of
magazines, for example, will
typically involve a charge for
postage and handling, and
almost always this charge is
expressed in a way to mis-
lead. For instance: ‘‘These
three magazines will come to
you free for three years. All
you have to pay is 25 cents a
week for each magazine for the

three years. This cover the
handling and postage.” Now
25 cents a week for a magazine
doesn’t sound like much, but it
is approximately $117 for
three years. On top of this the
company will probably place a
finance charge which they
won't tell you about over the
phone. Similar practices are
used to sell sets of en-
cyclopedias. They may be
“free”” if you buy an annual
supplement costing several
hundred dollars.

To avoid the hazards of
telephone sales pitches our at-
torneys suggest that you
follow these guidelines:
—Never agree to buy a pro-
duct or to have a salesperson
come to your house during the
first call. Tell the person you
will call back. This will give
you a chance to consider the
offer.

—1f you are told on the phone
that you have won a prize in a
contest, ask if you will be
obligated to listen to a sales
pitch for a product or
service. Many times, to ac-
cept a ‘‘prize’’ is to leave
yourself open to an intense,
high pressure sales pitch.
—Find out the conditions of
getting the free gift. The gift
is usually free only if you buy
something. Often you will be
overcharged. Tell the calle:
you wish to shop around to
determine how the price you
must pay in order to get the
gift compares with the ‘item
without such a gift.

If you are a victim of a
fraudulent sales pitch, contact
the Attorney General's Con-
sumer Protection Division
nearest you.

Sweets don't necessari-
ly have to be associated
with halloween, according
to Ms. Nancy Gay Robi-
nett-Weiss, a registered
dietitian and Director of
Nutrition Services for the
Texas Department of
Health.

“Ask yourself, am I do-
ing the trick or treaters a
favor by giving them can-
dy and sweets?” Ms.
Robinett-Weiss said.
“Sweets contribute to
obesity and tooth decay,
ruin appetites for
nutritious foods, and can
cause upset stomachs.”

She said popcorn, fresh
fruit, dried fruits,
peanuts, pecans, sun
flower seeds, pencils,

balloons, sugarless chew-
ing gum, and pennies are
all good alternatives to
the traditional halloween
treats. “Even a little bit
of clay that a child can be
creative with later, makes
an excellent treat,” she
said.

Ms. Robinett-Weiss had
some advice for both par-
ents and children with
weight problems. “If you
are an adult with a weight
problem,” she said, “and
feel you must provide a
sugary treat, buy treats
that you don't like your-
self — so that you won't
feel obligated to eat up
what'’s left over.”

She said the children
with weight problems can

still go trick or treating at
halloween, but they
should bring everything
home and pick out only
four or five sugary items
to keep.
