o f injuries over the years. H.;’s 
been stepped on a few times by 
his horses and had collisions with 
them that left him with brolen 
bones and wounded pride. He 
once had a concussion and his 
arm pulled out o f socket from a 
roping accident, but a few inju­
ries haven't discouraged him any, 
he still loves to rope. "I started 
roping when I was 21 and plan on 
roping until I’m at least 105; it's 
good exercise and I try to keep 
active," Gibbs said.

He said that when he started 
roping many years ago at Win­
ters, they used the football field as 
a rodeo arena; they would put 
sand over the top o f the grass so 
that animals and contestants 
wouldn't slip on the grass. Gibbs 
won the last roping event that was 
held in Winters in 1946 with a 
tiedown count o f  7. He can still 
make a tiedown in a 12 flat count 
and a breakaway with a 1.6 count.

Gibbs was bom and raised at 
Crews and has lived there all o f 
his life. He met his wife Georgia 
at her home at Hayrick in Coke 
County. They were introduced by 
a friend. They married on August 
16,1941 at Ballinger.The couple 
has two sons, Connie Mack o f 
Winters and Donnie o f Menard; 
and one daughter, Linda Ford 
o f Rising Star. They have seven 
grandchildren and three great­
grandchildren. The couple cele­
brated their 50th wedding anni­
versary this past August at the 
Hopewell Church at Crews with 
over 200 friends and relatives 
attending. Gibbs said "there's ei­
ther a lot o f people that likes us or 
our kids for that many people to 
show up."

Gibbs belongs to the National 
Old Timers Rodeo Association 
(N O TR A ) and the Old Timers 
Rodeo Association (O TRA ). He 
participates in breakaway roping, 
tiedown roping and ribbon rop­
ing. He won the average at the 
NOTRA finals in 1989 at Abilene 
and he was in the running for the 
1991 championship but injured 
his foot when he was stepped on 
by his horse and had to draw out 
o f the competition.

Gibbs has roped at a lot o f  ro­
deos over the years, including the 
Stamford rodeo. Georgia recalls

that they would load up the chil­
dren and head for Stamford to the 
rodeo and camp out under the 
trees for the weekend, along with 
other rodeo contestants and their 
families. He has roped the last 
two years at Stamford in the 55 
and over roping and plans on going

again this year to try and win a 
saddle. He also roped at the 
Temple Rodeo (which was one o f 
the largest rodeos around) for 
many years and won the roping 
title at the last rodeo to be held 
there in 1972.

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Completions increase, 
permits decrease in '91

The Texas Railroad Commis­
sion has reported an increase in 
oil and gas completions for 1991, 
as compared to 1990, but total 
permits issued were down.

A  total o f 9,400 well comple­
tions were made in 1991, as 
compared to 9,082 in 1990.

In reveiw, 1991 began with 
higher levels o f activity in the 
midst o f strong oil prices and the 
Persian Gulf War, but activity 
decreased steadily throughout the 
year. By December, completion 
rates were below depressed year- 
earlier levels.

Overall, permits for oil and gas

wells in Texas were down 12 
percent in 1991 from 1990 levels. 
Only 13,810 permits were ap­
proved during the twelve months 
o f 1991.

The conflicting appearance o f 
rising completions with lower 
numbers o f permits may be ex­
plained in the effect o f the current 
oil field conditions.

It becomes more important to 
drill successful wells when reve­
nue is depressed as it was in 1991. 
Thus, operators may have been 
more selective in their attempts, 
resulting in a higher percentage 
o f successful completions per per­
mitted wells.

With the New Hampshire Pri­
mary signaling the beginning o f 
the political season, I believe it is 
time we discuss a few matters in 
that realm o f thought.

O f course, the main topic o f 
interest would be those relating to 
the oil patch— in this space, any­
way. This ‘ go-round’ , let’s talk 
about our very own Texas Rail­
road Commission.

A  very powerful board, cur­
rently made up o f two elected 
members and one appointed 
member, that can wield power in 
the oil industry, the gas Uansmis- 
sion business, the trucking indus­
try, and the railroad.

This fall, we will make it an 
all-elected panel with Lena Guer­
rero entering her first contest for 
Commissioner after being ap­
pointed to the post by Ann 
Richards, when John Sharp left to 
become Comptroller. Her oppo­
nents are many, both in the 
Democratic Primary aixl from the 
opposing Republican party.

Incidently, Ms. Guerrero is the 
current Chairperson. The post is 
passed among the Commission­
ers automatically after a pre­
scribed amount o f time. Although 
all Commissioners are equal in 
voting power, the Chairperson is 
on top o f the letterhead and can 
greatly influence public opinion 
o f the RRC by virtue o f being the 
spokesperson for the Commis­
sion.

With this backgound behind 
us, let’s focus on what we should 
be looking for in a Commissioner. 
That way, I don’t tell you WHO 
to vote for! Just (hopeftilly) allow 
you to make an informed and 
thoughtful decision on your own.

Some feel that a good RRC 
Commissioner is someone who 
has experience in the industries 
being regulated (trucking, oil & 
gas, etc.). Some even feel that the 
Commissioner must have experi­
ence in the industry that has the 
biggest impact on the state’ s 
economy— the oil &  gas busi­
ness.

Thosé that would narrow the 
scope o f a Commissioner’s back­
ground requirements would ar­
gue that 85% o f the RRC ’s busi­
ness involves petroleum, thus a 
Commissioner must have a work­
ing knowledge o f the petroleum 
business to be effective.

On the other side o f the coin, 
some might feel that someone with 
no ties to the regulated industries 
would helpkeepthings on an even

keel. An independent commis­
sioner would owe no favors to the 
industries being regulated, he/she 
would have no preconceived 
notions about the regulated busi­
nesses (at least that would favor 
the industries), and they could act 
on behalf o f the average citizen, 
instead o f big business.

I have my own opinion on this, 
and I think a middle ground on 
this subject is the best place to be.

First o f all, it is not practical to 
think that an average person can 
oversee a complicated group o f 
industries (including petroleum 
and transportation) effectively, if 
that person doesn’t have at least 
some background in those fields. 
It is just too difficult. The staff o f 
the Commission would bulldoze 
right over any ineffective Com­
missioner given the opportunity, 
and the general public’s repre­
sentation would be eliminated. 
One o f the current Commission­
ers is totally inexperienced, but 
has some big financial contribu­
tors that are bankrolling a staff 
that that person is using to look 
informed and effective. In reality, 
that person is not really capable 
o f understanding the effects o f 
what is ruled on ixir how it might 
all fit in to the big picture.

This situation could become 
dangerous if  the staff plays too 
big o f  a role in the decision­
making o f the RRC.

But, in all honesty, there are 
those that arc too close to the 
industries being regulated. Some 
potential Commissioners might 
become too ‘ buddy-buddy’ with 
the industries being regulated, or 
they might even have a few  
‘markers’ called-in from past 
favors.

So, balance is the key.
Also, it is important for the 

RRC to make decisions that make 
as much economic sense as pos­
sible, while upholding theircharge 
as Commissioners to protect the 
best interests o f the people o f 
Texas.

This also requires a balance. A  
balance between a strong busi­
ness base in a strong economy 
and public safety and resource 
protection.

It can be done— I really be­
lieve it can. So, vote everytime 
you get a chance and at least con­
sider what I ’ve said, as well as 
what else you can read or hear on 
the subject.

Voting an informed vote is the 
best feeling there is. oRcgBoioma

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Rain, rain and more rain
Our area and virtually all o f  Texas has been blessed by an abun­

dance o f  rain over the last few months. Farmers and ranchers have 
been pleased that they will be able to go into the planting season with 
sufficient moisture! That is, i f  they can ever reach their fields. There 
has been rumors that some o f our locals can’ t decide whether to plant 
rice or start raising catfish.

A  frequent saying that I often heard is that “ West Texas can t ever 
have too much rain.”  Some persons might dispute that now!

The streets in any city that you visit have suffered. Potholes have 
appeared and enlarged since its very difficult to do anything with them 
until the ground dries. Asphalt has softened and crumbled along the 
edge o f paved surfaces. Then you have the unpaved streets which have 
turned into bogs, guagmires, swamps, streams, or whatever. You no 
sooner get through grading a street, after waiting for it to dry, that the 
rain starts again.

With all this moisture, graves have subsided. The City puts dirt in 
those that are not covered with rock, but where can they find DRY dirt! 
You can’ t!

The rains that we had last year really helped the grass and other 
vegetation to grow rapidly. The City had sent letters to some persons 
asking them to clean up their property to help prevent fires aixl hiding 
places for animals and other critters. After the rains started, the City 
realized it would be too difficult for anyone to clean up their properties 
and dispose o f the debris. When it does dry up, the City wiU continue 
the program and seek your support in cleaning up the overgrown lots 
and those littered with various debris and discarded items. Your help 
would be appreciated, and the streets will be repaired as soon as 
possible.

W T U  files lawsuit to protect 
rights for property taxes

West Texas Utilities Company 
recently filed a lawsuit in Travis 
County to protect rights to prop­
erty taxes it will pay to the state's 
new county education districts 
(CEDs). W TU said it will pay its 
$9.8 million in taxes, including 
$4 million to CEDs.

"The lawsuit is not being filed 
to deny necessary funds to the 
school districts, but to protect the 
rights o f the company and its 
customers if  the tax is declared 
unconstitutional," said Gary 
Moore, area manager. "Property 
taxes are an expense that goes 
into the cost o f the product or 
service for any business and even­
tually are paid by customers."

"Because payments made with­
out filing this suit would be conr 
sidercd voluntary payments by 
the Texas courts we have been 
forced to file a protective suit to 
reduce the risk o f paying double 
taxes. We realize that the schools 
need the funds. That’s why we do 
not want to withhold the taxes 
pending a court decision," said 
Moore. W TU joined a number o f 
other Texas companies in the 
action.

Cases now are pending before 
the Texas Supreme Court, raising 
questions about the legality o f the 
Texas school property tax law 
passed in 1991.

The new law groups school 
districts into county education 
districts (CEDs) in an attempt to 
ensure a more equitable distribu­
tion o f school taxes. Property 
owners must pay 1991 school

taxes to both the previously exist­
ing school districts and the new 
CEDs, with the majority o f the 
taxes allocated among the CEDs.

The constitutionality o f the new 
law has been widely questioned, 
and the Texas Supreme Court is 
expected to decide the issue in 
early February. I f  the court de­
cides that the county education 
districts are unconstitutional, tax 
payments already made to those 
districts may be considered "vol­
untary" and not subject to refund 
or credit. I f  the court rules that the 
tax is constitutional, Moore said 
W TU  will drop its lawsuit.

W TU  serves 178,000 custom­
ers in 52 counties throughout West 
Texas.

Climbing the Cap Rock was an 
exciting journey o f  my childhood 
when I went with my parents up 
on the " H i^  Plains" o f  West 
Texas to visit my aunt and uncle, 
L iz z ie  and Am e Flache, o f  
Brownfield.

As our Model T  Ford chugged 
up the hill, I held my breath for 
fear the engine would stop and 
we’d roll down the hill backwards, 
which almost happened.

Before the days o f  cars and 
highways, the Cap Rock was quite 
a climb as cattlemen drove dieir 
cattle up the trail to Eastern mar­
kets. Uncle Ame was an old time 
cowboy and told us some o f his 
experiences as he rode with the 
D.D. Parramore Ranch crew.

Parramore was also an artist 
and preserved this scene, one 
which used to be familiar. In June 
1886, he wrote in describing the 
picture for his grandchildren, 
"2500 cows and heifers were 
started on trail out o f Runnels 
County to be delivered to Capital 
Syndicate Cattle Co. or X IT  out­
fit on Yellowhouse Canyon in the 
northern part o f  what is now 
Lubbock County. Jim Johnson 
was foreman. Helaterestablished 
a ranch north o f Winters and was 
the first president o f the Winters 
State Bank for 17 years. Other 
cowboys were Jim Lewis, Ame 
Rache, Bush Still, Charlie Brad­
shaw, Jeff Hanna, Pete Nations 
and two or three negroes were 
with the herd. The cattle were 
driven up Valley Creek, across 
Silver Creek, across the T& P  
Railroad at Loraine, on to Snyder 
to the Salt Fork o f the Brazos and 
up to Yellowhouse Canyon where 
they were delivered."

The name o f Bush Stell has 
been seen many times in writeups 
o f the old cowboys, but not until 
recently did I have his history. A  
letter came from Betty N. Reid o f 
Las Cruces, New Mexico, search­
ing for history o f the Stell family 
for her children. She sent me all

the information she had about 
Bush Steli.

Bush Stell was bom in 1856, 
son o f Jeptha Warren Steli and 
Elizabeth Bush, both o f whom 
were from Georgia. Records in­
dicate they migrated to Texas 
sometime in the 1850's.

The Stell Ifamily resided in 
Gonzales, where Jeptha Stell was 
a lawyer. He served in the Texas 
Legislator in the early 1860's. 
When he returned home from 
serving in the Civil War, he was 
again elected Senator from 
Gonz.aIes in 1866. One o f his 
daughters recounts that he had a 
stroke while on the way from 
Austin to his home in Gonzales 
where he died in 1874. It is not 
known how long he served in the 
Senate.

Bush Stell served as a page in 
the Texas Legislature while his 
father was there. Being young 
and not particularly fond o f 
school, he went to work for Mr. 
Parramore.

Bush Stell married Mary 
Louella Maddox, daughter o f 
W.F. Maddox and sister o f  Price 
Maddox o f Colorado City. (The 
Maddox family came to Runnels 
County from Grayson County.) 
Bush and Mary lived in Ballinger 
for awhile and then moved to 
Buffalo Gap. Nine children were 
bom to them, two o f whom are 
still living, a Mrs. Claire Waller 
and Ms. Allie Rumph o f Roswell, 
New Mexico.

The Stells moved to Kent 
County. They went by wagon and 
surrey where he operated a large 
ranch. Claire Waller recalls their 
trek to Kent County quite vividly, 
as one o f their nights was spent in 
a wagon yard. The men rode in 
the wagon while Mrs. Stell and 
the girls rode in the surrey.

The Stells lateroperated a hotel 
in Snyder, and from there moved 
to a faim near Quitaque. Bush and 
Mary Steli are both buried at 
Quitaque.

up," and depressed. There is a sort o f "faith comer" in the Winters 
Public Library that may be o f considerable help for you.

Under the Dewey Decimal Gassification, the books in this section 
I wish to discuss with you now are in the 200s or lower. Among those 
with "2(X)" on the spine you will find two books by Billy Graham, 
"World Aflame" and "Peace With God." Old-timers will recognize the 
name o f Peter Marshall, beloved U.S. Senate Chaplain o f  the late 
1940's. The library has a book o f his sermons, "Mr. Jones, Meet the 
Master."

Sidney Cave in a 1949 book that has worn well presents, "The 
Christian Way, A  Study o f New Testament Ethics In Relation To 
Present Problems." His first paragraph's title may ring a bell, "An Age 
Without Standards." "An Age Without Standards." He goes on to the 
mission and teachings o f Jesus, relating ethics to them. It is a 
thoroughly stimulating work.

Another "2(X)" book is the famous minister G. Campbell Morgan's 
"The Minor Prophets." Minor relates only to space taken up and 
includes such giants as Amos, Hosea, Micah, and Habakkuk. It is 
published by Fleming H. Revcll Co., a renowned firm that states in its 
introduction, right at the first, "Through these pages runs the excite­
ment o f discovery..."

Do you still feel "down" or "blue?" Try the "2(X)s": You might like 
them. There is a 287 book by Lois Olson that might well describe the 
remedy for those looking for "outside resources." It is called "Meeting 
Him In the Wilderness, A  True Story o f Adventure and Faith."

This "faith comer" might al.so be described as "thinking it through." 
There is a trio o f paperback books in The Credo Series, numbers " 1(X)" 
that might meet your mental needs quite well: "Two Modes o f  
Thought," by Dr. James B. Conanl; "Living In A  World Revolution," 
by Hans Kohn; and "The Anatomy o f Liberty," by Justice William O. 
E)ougIas.

Dip below the " 1(X)" mark and you also are in nether regions o f  the 
spirit quite often in "Drew Pearson Diaries, 1949-1959." This may not 
do much for your inspiration, as you encounter excitement, just plain 
orneriness and famous names scattered throughout. It may not do 
much for your admiration o f public figures in general, either, but will 
be revealing. Just one more, 001.6, John Baxter and Thomas Atkins, 
"Fire Came By, The Riddle o f the Great Explosion." Isaac Asimov 
introduces it. Dull? Hardly!

A  new toll-free phone number, 
1 -800-932-1900, is now available 
to persons wanting to know how 
to file a complaint against a Texas 
attorney. The State Bar’s Com- 
missionforLawyerDisciplinc and 
the Bar’s office o f  Genei^ Coun- 
sel/Chief Disciplinary Counsel are 
charged with protecting the pub­
lic by handling grievances against 
lawyers and are responsible for 
maintaining the toll-free number. 
The service is designed to pro­
vide the public with information 
about how to file a grievance and 
what to expect from the attorney 
disciplinary system.

The toll-free phone number is 
part o f an overhaul o f the State 
Bar's grievance system. New dis­
ciplinary rules were adopted by a 
statewide referendum o f the Bar’s 
membership in late 1990 and will 
be implemented in May to clarify 
the ways that complaints against 
lawyers will be handled.

"Offering a toll-free telephone 
number is among the steps both 
the State Bar and the Texas Leg­

islature felt would better inform 
the public and expedite the com­
plaint process," said Lonny D. 
Morrison, a Wichita Falls attor­
ney who chairs the Texas Com­
mission for Lawyer Discipline. 
The group includes six attorney 
members and six public, non-at­
torney members who oversee the 
attorney discipline system in 
Texas and who are instrumental 
in writing the new procedures.

"The Commission's obligation

is to make sure that the public 
knows about help available from 
the State Bar if a member o f the 
Bar has violated one o f the rules 
governing the legal profession," 
said Morrison. Persons who have 
a complaint should call the toll- 
free number for assistance.

Callers to the toll-free number 
will receive information about 
how the grievance process works. 
I f  more information is requested, 
callers will be sent a complaint 
form and written materials ex­
plaining the complaint proce­
dures.

As hunting partners go, Ace 
Sandusky is probably one o f the 
very best.

Around camp, he seldom 
complains, does more than his 
fair share and is always more than 
willing to go along with whatever 
is going on at the time. It's when 
Ace leaves camp that he seems to 
get into trouble!

Things just seem to happen to 
Ace that don’t happen to anyone 
else. O f all his adventurous modes, 
none are more bizarre than Ace's 
almost mystical quality o f  walk­
ing up on two animals in the midst 
o f a fight. No matter where or 
when, it's always a good bet that 
Ace will stumble onto creatures 
o f some type locked in a death 
stmggle.

From predator versus prey to 
woverines and wildcats, Ace 
could be counted on to not only 
witness these strange and often 
unnatural events, but to end to 
being involved and usually ter­
rorized in some way.

For instance, when a grizzly 
bear and mountain lion squared 
o ff for battle on a Colorado hill­
side, who do you think blundered 
out o f the oakbrush into the middle 
o f it? Only Ace's ability to scale a 
pine tree faster than either o f the 
other two parties saved his hide.

While crawling with his bow 
through a shinoak thicket, he otKe 
managed to get himself between 
a turkey, then intent on protecting 
her poults, and a kamikaze eagle 
on the attack.

Rural communities now eligible for 
state-funded health care program

Rural Texas communities, 
challenged by the need to fill va­
cancies in all health care profes­
sions, can now take advantage o f 
a unique state-sui^rted program, 
the Outstanding Rural Scholar 
Recognition Program admini­
stered by the Center for Rural 
Health Initiatives. The Center is 
accepting applications until Feb­
ruary 14,1992, for the academic 
year beginning September, 1992.

Under the program an organi­
zation in a rural community acts 
as a sponsor to a student in a 
health care field. The sponsor 
agrees to contribute financial 
supixjrt for the student’ s educa­
tional and living costs. In turn, the 
student agrees that he or she will 
work for the sponsor as a health 
care professional upon gradu­
ation.

Students who are selected as 
an Outstanding Rural Scholar 
based on academic records and 
recommendations are also eligible 
for loans under the Outstanding 
Rural Scholar Recognition Pro­
gram. State funds are available

through this program to match 
the rural sponsor’s contribution. 
For each year that the student 
works for the sponsoring com­
munity organization after gradu­
ation, one year’s principal and 
interest on the loan is forgiven.

There are now 10 rural Texas 
communities sponsoring students 
in the program in such health care 
fields as medicine, nursing, occu­
pational therapy and physical 
therapy.

Many rural Texas communi­
ties already subsidize educational 
expenses for local students pur­
suing a health career. The Out­
standing Rural Scholar Recogni­
tion Program can help a commu­
nity ensure a well-trained and 
committed health care work force 
for the ftiture.

The immune system and vaccination --P a rt I I
Last week we presented a very 

simple explanation o f the immune 
system and how it works. Re­
member we said that an antigen is 
an invader which, when allowed 
access to the body or any organ o f 
the body, was capable o f causing 
a pathological condition which 
wc call disease.

When the lymphocytes o f the 
immune system encounter these 
antigens, they recognize them as 
being harmful, and thus attempt 
to remove them by engulfing 
them, calling other white blood 
cells to help, stimulating the in­
flammatory response, and by dif­
ferentiating (changing) into 
plasma cells which function to 
produce antibodies.

Antibodies are protein com­
pounds which coat the antigen, 
tlius allowing the antigen to be 
impaired or destroyed by other 
cells o f the immurx; system. When 
antibodies to a particular disease 
arc detected by laboratory test­
ing, wc know that animal has been 
exposed to that disease organism.

Vaccination is simply a way o f 
exposing an individual to a dis­
ease producing organism without 
actually causing a diseased con­
dition.

There are several types o f 
vaccines. There are toxoids, 
bactcrins, modified live virus, and 
killed virus vaccines.

Toxoids arc vaccines made 
from toxins produced by patho­
genic bacteria. This toxin is puri­
fied and treated in such a way that 
the toxin itself is no longer dan­
gerous to the animal but it is still

recognized by the immune sys­
tem as a potential threat. Thus the 
immune system is stimulated to 
produce antibodies against the 
toxin that the disease producing 
organism liberates. A  good ex­
ample o f a toxoid that is used in 
both human and veterinary medi­
cine is tetanus toxoid.

A  bacterin is a vaccine made 
by chemically or heat treating all 
or part o f  a pathogenic bacterial 
organism. This is a killed organ­
ism and cannot cause a disease. 
Usually two doses o f a bacterin 
are required initially to develop 
optimum levels o f  immunity. 
Once the initial immunity is de­
veloped a yearly booster shot is 
usually recommended.

Modified live virus vaccines 
are vaccines which contain live 
viruses which are propagated or 
grown under laboratory condi­
tions until their ability to produce 
disease in the host animal is lost. 
This vaccine actually allows the 
live organism to replicate in the 
animal to which it is administered.

There are usually some slight 
manifestations o f  the disease 
produced when a vaccine o f this 
type is used. Careful attention to 
directions must be observed. For 
instance, you would not want to 
vaccinate pregnant cows with a 
modified live IBR vaccine, as it 
would cause them to abort. Killed 
virus vaccines are safer but are 
more expensive and a booster shot 
is required. A  killed virus vac­
cine is just what it says. The viral 
antigen is killed by heat or chemi- 
cally inactivated.

Most vaccines contain a com­
pound that is called an adjuvant. 
The adjuvant functions to slowly 
release the antigen into the sys­
tem o f the vaccinated animal, 
allowing a more powerful immune 
response to be elicited.

Brucellosis vaccine for cattle 
does not really fit into any o f the 
four common vaccine categories. 
It is made from a laboratory grown 
strain o f Brucella abortus bacte­
ria known as Strain 19. Strain 19 
vaccine can cause abortions when 
administered to pregnant cows or 
heifers. It is important that heif­
ers which are to be vaccinated for 
brucellosis be kept away from the 
bull and are not pregnant when 
vaccinated. Also it is important 
to note that heifers should not be 
older than one year o f age when 
they are vaccinated for brucello­
sis, as they are more likely to be a 
reactor on the card test (used at 
auction sale bams) when sold.

This would be a good time to 
say a little about corticosteroids. 
Azium® or dexamethasone acts to 
suppress the immune system. So 
it is important that you not use 
steroids when treating disease 
conditions i f  at all possible. I f 
you use steroids, you must rely 
totally on antibiotics to control 
the pathogenic organisms o f the 
disease you are fighting.

I hope this has given you some 
insight on what vaccination is and 
how you can use it to stimulate 
the immune system.

Effects of high watertable and subsurface drains

A  growing concern for land- 
owners in Runnels County is the 
areas o f land being taken out o f 
production by high watertables. 
The water is being held at this 
high fkisition by a substratum 
barrier, usually a dense clay ma­
terial having little or no permea­
bility. This area o f water usually 
occurs six feet or less below the 
soil surface. When the watertable 
reaches this area, it saturates the 
root zone, forcing the air out o f 
the soil. This adversely affects 
the production o f  crops by re­
stricting the root zone.

Almost all underground water 
contains a high number o f salts. 
The water containing these dis­
solved salts m oves upward 
through the soil. The extent o f  the 
upward movement is dependent 
on the soil type. As the moisture 
evaporates, the salts are left be­
hind, increasing the amount o f 
salt in the surface.

Considering the above causes 
and effects, there are three ap­
proaches to the treatment o f these 
areas. One is to eliminate the 
source o f water. Another is to 
intercept and dispose o f excess 
water before it reaches the af­
fected area. A  third is to provide 
relief drainage and keep the wa­
tertable at an acceptable level 
while leaching accumulated salu 
to a safe level.

The first mentioned treatment 
method will improve lands af­
fected by poor surface drainage. 
The cleaning o f  road ditches, 
sealing o f reservoirs, the proper 
use o f irrigation water and diver­
sion terraces, are a few practices 
to eliminate the source o f excess 
water. The second is the use o f a 
interceptor line which will drain 
the lateral movement o f water 
before it reaches the affected area.

a complete system o f relief drains 
is generally needed. The type o f 
system that would be most often 
used in this area would be the 
interceptor type. The field inves­
tigation would consist o f  a scries 
o f  soil borings to evaluate the 
direction o f water movement and 
to determine the location and 
depth o f  the line.

Dramatic results o f an installed 
system can be observed on the 
University ofTexas land atTexon. 
This area is the first major oil 
producing field in West Texas. 
Salt water from these wells were 
left to flow onto the ground, re­
sulting in the pollution o f the soil. 
No vegetation was growing and 
severe erosion was occuring.

A  drainage system was in­
stalled on a portion o f the area 
beginning in 1990 and completed 
in 1991. Results have already 
begun to appear, with growing 
amounts o f Kochia and other salt 
tolerant plants appearing on the 
land. This system requires rain­
fall to provide the water to leach 
the salts into the drains. Readings 
taken on the water from the drains 
to determine salt content, are al­
ready showing decreased amounts 
o f saJt from the start o f the system

in just a short time.
Based upon the findings o f field 

investigations, a determination o f 
need and practicality must be 
made. The determination o f need 
is more easily reached than prac­
ticality. Most soils in Runnels 
County that have seep problems 
can be drained. From a physical 
standpoint, it is possible to effec­
tively drain almost any soil. 
However, under present economic 
conditions, it is difficult to justify 
installation costs on some soils 
because o f the need for clo.se tile 
spacing.

Cost o f installation o f a system 
has been estimated to be approxi­
mately $1.85 per foot. This will 
depend on the price o f the materi­
als and if  the drain will need to be 
installed through rock. Possibly, 
if  enough interest in subsurface 
drains exists, a reduction in costs 
could be acquired.

Considering the results o f the 
Texon project and systems in­
stalled in the Colorado City, 
An.son, Rotan and Vernon areas, 
the subsurface drains will work 
and will benefit landowners in 
putting vegetation back on the 
land as well as greatly reducing 
erosion on these areas.
