WISD Board sets 1994 tax rate; 
hears enrollment report

The Board of Trustees of the 
Winters Independent School Dis­
trict has approved setting the tax 
rate for 1994 at $1.26 per hundred 
dollars of valuation. This is un­
changed from 1993.

The rate was set at the regular 
meeting of the Board onTuesday, 
September 13, at the Administra­
tion Office.

Although the tax rate is un­
changed, the typical homeowner 
could see a change in actual taxes 
paid if there has been a change in 
the taxpayer's property valuation. 
A higher valuation (as compared 
to 1993) would result in a higher 
tax bill for 1994 despite the un­
changed rate.

The total value of properties 
subject to taxes, which includes 
homes, businesses, agricultural 
properties, and mineral proper­
ties, is not significantly different 
than it was in 1993. Total tax base 
for 1993 was $88,986,280 and it 
is estimated to be $88,912, 550 
for 1994.

The September 13 meeting also 
included reports from the elemen­
tary and secondary school princi­
pals. Student populations were 
reported to be 494 in the K-6 
grades and 387 in the 7-12 grades, 
for a total of 881 students. This is 
a slight increase from 1993-94.

There was discussion regard­
ing a proposal to install a fence 
around the parking lot adjacent to 
the track field and the bus bam. 
After discussion of the cost (esti­
mated at approximately $1,(XX)) 
and the uses of the parking area 
for other events at Ted Meyer 
Park and Blizzard Field, the mat­
ter was dropped without any ac­
tion by the Board.

In other business, the Board 
approved the appointment of 
County Extension Service Agents 
Mike Mauldin, Patricia Hohensec, 
and Lance Rasch as "adjunct staff 
members for attendance account­
ing purposes". This action will 
allow students who are in various

functions supervised by these of­
ficials to be counted as attending 
school for Average Daily Atten­
dance (ADA) purposes. State 
funding and various ratings and 
designations are based on ADA 
accounting for the school district.

The meeting was adjourned to 
Executive Session under two sec­
tions of the Texas Open Meetings 
Act, including the .sections regard­
ing discussion of personnel and 
the discussion oftransfer or value 
of real property. The Executive 
Session lastedjustovcrtwo hours. 
No official action regarding the 
Executive Session was taken by 
the Board during the meeting on 
September 13, so no infonnation 
is available on the subject of the 
session.

The remainder of the meeting 
concerned routine paying of bills 
and the adoption of an update to 
the policy manual. All Board 
members were present for the 
meeting.

It's Oil Patch Basics time, 
again, and this time we are going 
to discuss the sucker-rod pump. 
This is the downhole pump that 
brings oil. water, and some gas to 
the surface from the bottom of a 
well.

Before we get into rod pumps 
particularly, we should review 
generally how positive displace­
ment pumps work.

Basically, the pump moves 
Gifts in this case) fluid in a direc­
tionbypulling fluid withaplunger 
of some sort. This plunger is seal­
ing as it moves, so it does not 
allow fluid to fall back past the 
plunger. At the same time, a 
vacuum is created behind the 
plunger, which allows fluid to 
come into a chamber.

When the pump finishes its 
movement up, it is allowed to 
move back to its original position. 
As it moves back, it releases the 
seal that prevented fluid from fall­
ing back so that it may move back 
through the new fluid that was 
pulled into the chamber.

To prevent the fluid from leav­
ing the chamber, a valve (usually 
a floating ball) closes. The vac­
uum created behind the plunger 
allowed this ball to float (opening 
the valve), while the force of the 
plunger returning to its lower po­
sition forces the ball against a 
rubber seat (closing the valve).

Thisprocess repeats itself over 
and over, thus displacing fluid up 
the hole from the bottom of the 
well.

There are several types of rod 
pumps. There is also a relatively 
complicated nomenclature system 
that pump shops and engineers 
use to keep track o f all these 
pumps. We won't even scratch 
the surface on that, but we will 
discuss three general types of rod 
pumps.

There are tubing pumps, sta­
tionary-barrel insert pumps, and 
traveling-barrel insert pumps.

A tubing pump is actually run 
as part of the tubing string (as 
opposed to the insert pumps, 
which are run exclusively on the 
rod string), with the sucker rods 
providing the up and down ac­
tion. The rods are mn into the 
hole and latched into the working 
barrel of the tubing pump. The 
rods then move the pumping 
mechanism up and down.

The stationary-barrel insert 
pump utilizes the rods to move the 
plunger up and down inside a sta­
tionary pump that was run in on 
the end of a rod string.

The traveling-barrel pump 
moves the pump up and down 
around a stationary plunger.

Many sources estimate that 
75% of rod pump installations are

operating at very poor efficiency 
because of poor pump selection, 
improper placement, and poor 
maintenance. A lot of these prob­
lems arise because of the diffi­
culty of evaluating the perform­
ance of something at the bottom 
of a well a mile deep. The rest of 
the problem arises because opera­
tors just don't know any better or 
are just plain lazy.

In any event, sucker rod pumps 
are the most widely-used means 
of artificial lift in the oil patch. 
They must be good for something.

Colorful Texas characters
Randall Underwood of Dallas, 

formerly o f Winters, telephoned 
me from his office with great ex­
citement in his voice. He had re­
ceived the September copy of 
"Texas Highways" and found two 
well-known Texans of this area 
included in an article written by 
Gene Fowler, an Austin freelance 
writer.

Fowler had been asked to pro­
file a handful of colorful Texans 
for a special issue on western cul­
ture . He included Nancy 
"Grandma" Parker, frontier herb 
doctor, who came to the Content 
area in the early 1870's. Also 
"Booger Red" who became a pro­
fessional broncobuster in the San 
Angelo and Bronte areas. He was 
known in show business as "the 
ugliest man living or dead".

The history "Runnels is My 
County" includes the story of 
Nancy Parker on pages71-72. She 
was a widow with three small 
children when she came to Con­
tent to live near her brother A.J. 
(Jack)Rosson. Her husband, John, 
a first cousin to Cynthia Ann 
Parker, died in 1969 and was bur­
ied in Johnson County,

Nancy made immediate plans 
for a half dug-out for her home. 
With the help of her brother and a 
few settlers the hole was dug, the 
log roof raised, and Nancy and 
her children had a home. This

lasted until Ranger Peak was es­
tablished northeast of Nancy's 
home. She mended the soldier's 
clothes and did their wash. They 
in turn helped her build a cabin 
where she lived for more than a 
decade. The dug-out continued to 
be used as a bedroom.

Nancy ministered to the ills of 
her neighbors with her home 
brewed teas. No doctors were 
availableand hardly adayornight 
passed that Nancy wasn't called to 
visit the sick. Teas were brewed 
in a huge pot on the fireplace from 
the plants and herbs that grew 
neaiby. Tea from the Balmony 
weed, which was very bitter, was 
given for billiousness. A brew
from the redroot plant was for 
diarrhea. Broomwecd for coughs, 
and candy made from muellin root 
was given to children for asthma. 
For adults, the leaves of the plant 
are dried and smoked for asthma.

When Nancy's eyesight failed 
she sold the cabin and moved into 
Content. The oak cabin, chinked 
with lime from a homemade kiln, 
still stands in a rugged terrain of 
post oaks, cedar brush, and tangled 
trumpjet vines.

Samuel Thomas "Booger Red" 
Privettgothisnicknameasa youth 
when he narrowly escaped death 
in a violent explosion.

While he was being carried to 
thedoctor,a friend remarked,"Red

sure is a booger now, ain't he?" 
The name stayed with him from 
then on.

Privett took his injury with 
humor. He even capitalized on his 
misfourtune by announcing him­
self as "Booger Red, the ugliest 
man living or dead".

Privett acquired a wagon yard 
in San Angelo, on the block be­
tween Beauregard and Towig. All 
the ranchers knew where to get in 
touch with him if they needed to 
tame a horse.

Booger Red was known all over 
the nation as the only bronc rider 
who had never been thrown. This 
was proven when he was declared 
the world champion bronc rider at 
San Francisco's Panama Exposi­
tion in 1915.

The story revolves itself around 
Red hirhsdlf and his many ex­
ploits as Hfe maneuvered his way, 
with his talented family, in and 
out of some of the most famous 
circuses and rodeos in America. 
The Privett family performed in 
the 101 Ranch Rodeo, Ringling 
Bros., the Miller Shows, and the 
Tom Mix Show, besides his own 
show.

Booger Red died in 1925, but 
his story lives on in the hearts of 
men. In 1975, he was inducted 
into the National Cowboy Hall of 
Fame in Oklahoma City.

The book, "BoogerRed: World
Champion Cowboy" written by 
Charlsie Poe contains 85 rare pho­
tographs that are not available 
elsewhere. It can be purchased 
from the author.

Other colorful Texas charac­
ters discussed by Gene Fowler are 
oil and cotton millionaire Jim "Sil­
ver Dollar" West; Houston’s most 
celebrated crime boff and unre­
lenting prankster; Sally Scull,pis­
tol-packin' mama, said to have 
used a vocabulary that would 
" scold the hide off a dog"; pioneer 
moviemaker and author, Patrick 
"Purple Sage" McGeeney, tried 
to establish San Antonio as a ma­
jo r  film -producing m icca in 
th e l9 1 0 's  and '20 's; and 
Bulldoggin' Milt "Mr. Rodeo" 
Hinkle set the world's records for 
bulldogging from a speeding au­
tomobile in 1931.

These are only a few of the 
colorful characters found in Texas.

The other night Ramona and I went to the football game. Winters 
Blizzards won. They won big. What a difference it made. Almost as 
much as the rain. The next day everybody was smiling. Coaches were 
smiling. Players were smiling. The whole town was smiling. You 
couldn’t find a copy of the Abilene Reporter-News anyplace. They 
sold like hot-cakes! There was a good story about how Winters won, 
and we all enjoyed reading all about it.

It gave us something to cheer about. We need something to cheer 
about. It gives us hope. Cheering encourages us. It puts courage into 
us.

I can remember when I was a kid in high school. I loved football. 
I loved to play football. We had a big parsonage lawn, and every fall 
it became a football field - where “me and my friends” played. In high 
school I went out for football. As a freshman I was so puny they hardly 
had equipment small enough to fit me. It wasn’t much better the next 
year. My junior year I had a little muscle and tipped the scales at 135. 
And made the team.

There were times when I wondered if it was worth it. All the work, 
all the practice, all the bumps and bruises took a toll on my body. And 
my soul. Deep within me some doubts came. Especially when we were 
defending our goal on our two yard line and the guy opposite me out 
weighed me by 60 pounds and looked like he could chew me up and 
spit me out o f his mouth.

I would feel discouraged. “What’s the use? They will score,” I 
would say to myself. Just for a moment. For about that time, when I 
was about ready to quit from within, from the stands we would hear, 
“Hold that line! Hold that line!” over and over again, ‘til it became a 
mighty chorus, and deep from within came a power surge into my soul 
and it infused my body and I didn’t feel the pain anymore and, together 
with my team-mates, we did hold the line. The power of cheering. The 
power of encouragement. The spirit of winning, of overcoming is very 
powerful. It can change your attitude.

My dad was a cheerleader. He would stand on the sidelines and, 
ever so often, when the crowd was quiet, I ’d hear him yell, “Come on, 
Jim. You can do it.” Mother was a cheerleader, too. She'd often say to 
me, “Just do your best. Do the best you can. You can do it.” Not only 
in football - but in music, and school work, and whatever.

Our coach was a cheerleader. He had a lot of one-liners that he 
would print on big sheets of paper and tape to the locker room walls. 
One that I will never forget is, “Winners never quit, and quitters never 
win.” He would give us “pep talks” before the game and at the half. 
Sometimes he was disappointed with our play and would say so. We 
would all feel bad. But, before he was through with us he had pumped 
us up with encouraging words and we went back onto the field with 
zeal and the desire to win. ^

Dodglas MacArthur, the famous general of World War II said it of 
football and other sports: “On the fields of friendly strife are sown the 
seeds which in later years in greater fields yield the fruits of victory.” 
He’s the one who said, when defeated at Bataan, “We shall return,” and 
we did. He was a cheerleader. He encouraged his soldiers. And we 
won.

The Apostle Paul was a cheerleader. He wrote, “Encourage one 
another and build each other up,” and “encourage the faint- hearted,” 
and “that we may be mutually encouraged by each other’s faith.’’Good 
words for us - as a community. Winters needs our cheers. So, let’s us 
all give cheers for Winters. Every day. And watch Winters win. 
On...some greater fields, too.

•12-16 years old - you must 
successfully complete a hunter 
education course or be accompa­
nied by a licensed hunter 17 or 
older.

•under 12 years old - you must 
be accompanied by a licensed 
hunter 17 or older. Participants 
must be at least 12 years old to 
take the course.

The minimum 10-hour course, 
which must be scheduled over a 
minimum of two days, focuses 
primarily on hunting safety, re­
sponsibility, ethics, game laws and 
a number of other topics.

The course costs $5. Certifica­
tion is not required to purchase a 
license, but the person must carry 
certification while hunting.

GENERAL SITUATION

Well, our July and August rain 
showers have finally showed up. 
Some areas of the Concho Valley 
have received up to 4 inches of 
rainin the last several weeks, while 
other areas are still looking for 
sufficient moisture to plant small 
grains.

Cotton has certainly matured 
in the last two weeks and some 
producers are now making deci­
sions on defoliation and desicca­
tion. Dr. Kater Hake. Extension 
A gronom ist-Cotton, says the 
added moisture and lack of sun­
shine, plus the cool weather dur­
ing September, will slow the boll 
opening process; but will provide 
some needed relief from severe 
moisture stress in fields with im­
mature bolls. Late May or early 
June planted cotton that still have 
immature bolls will probably ben­

efit from the rain showers.
Banded applications of low cost 

materials that provide a one shot 
defoliation/desiccation should be 
most economical on low yielding 
dryland cotton. Cyclone® will be 
beneficial for its ability to remove 
some leaves from mature, natu­
rally senesing cotton and provide 
desiccation for stripping. Consider 
tank mixes of Cyclone plus Def®/ 
Folex®, Chlorate or Quick Pick®; 
or Cyclone® by itself if the cotton 
is shedding lower leaves and 
shows no signs of regrowth. If 
regrowth is occurring in a particu­
lar field then Ginstar®' should be 
considered.

So, rest at ease, many folks are 
working very hard to pull this 
major task off and it is progress­
ing very well. To get the latest 
update, attend the Runnels County 
Cotton Information Day and Tour, 
Osama Ellissy will be the noon 
speaker and he will be discussing 
the Eradication Program.
