In their first road trip of the '94
season, the Winters Blizzards beat
the Stamford Bulldogs 32-0 Fri-
day night in Bulldog stadium.

64 total yards.

Action started a little slowly
for both the Blizzards and the
Bulldogs. On their first posses-
sion, Winters managed to put to-
gether a solid drive which ended
with a fumble recovered by Stam-
ford. The Blizzards' second pos-
session ended with an intercep-
tion.

But the Big Blue defense held
Stamford both times, forcing three
plays and a punt each time.

The Blizzards finally scored in

Winters threatened to score
again late in the second quarter
when the team switched gears to
their "2-minute” offense, driving
the ball down inside the 10 yard
line with 11 seconds left before
the half.

32 for Stamford. Robert Silva led
the Big Blue with 73 yards rush-
ing on just nine carries. Mark
Deike chalked up 60 yards rush-
ing.

Poe's Corner

The Triple L. Club met Thurs-
day in the First Baptist Fellow-
ship Hall for their back to school
program, a study of making the
most onmemory. This is a special
concem for senior adults.

Many of us become panicky
when we call one child by
another's name, lose our car keys
or forget an important appoint-
ment. We figure it is all downhill
from now on.

This is not the case. There is a
vastdifference betweenamemory
lapse and true memory loss. This
was discussed in"Health Digest",
amagazine provided by an insur-
ance company.

While medical conditions like
Alzheimer's Disease, Parkinson's
Disease, and stroke can cause
memory impairment, they are ex-
ceptions at any age.

Throughout your life, your
brain can store more than a billion
bits of information.

A recent study from the Na-
tional Institute for Health con-
cluded that brain cells stay active
as you age and that powers of
concentration actually improve.

However, the older brain, like
the older body it inhabits, tends to
process information more slowly
in the second half of life.

Keeping memory sharp de-
mands that we pay closer atten-
tion to what we want to remember
while grouping the thoughts or
images. For instance, remember-
ing the address 3241 Main Street,
one should group the number
32,41. After meeting someone
new, repeat the name several times
to yourself while associating it
with the face. That way, the face
will serve as a visual trigger to
remembering the name.

But focusing on remembering
isn't the only key. Memory re-
quires the same kind of care as
maintaining overall good health.
Like other organs, the brain de-
pends on a healthy diet and ad-
equate rest. As we grow older, we
often fajl 10 eat a balanced diét.
Over time, inadéquate nutrition
can affect memory.

Adequate rest is crucial to
memory. Many older people suf-
fer from insomnia, which can con-
tribute to memory lapses.

Memory lapses can be related
to medication. Over-the-counter
drugs for diarrhea, coughs, and
colds can affect memory. It is
important to discuss medication

Making the most of memory

with your doctor. Alcohol, drug
use, and smoking can diminish
memory, 100.

Loneliness, boredom, depres-
sion, and lack of exercise can af-
fect memory. However, memory
responds to a lifestyle that keeps
you engaged, active, and enthusi-
astic. When you're feeling your
best, your memory will take care
of itself. Don't let an occasional
memory lapse frighten you.

The meeting closed with adults
discussing tips to make the most
of memory.

Always put essential items -
purse, keys, watch, rings, and
glasses - inone spot, use a bulletin
board to post important remind-
ers. Place a bag or basket by the
door for items to take on errands.

Make a daily "to do" list in a
small notebook, cross offitems as
they're finished and add new ones.

Charlsie Poe, program chair-
man, handed out rubber bands to
those present withinstructions "to
place it on your wrist as a re-
minder". If that doesn't work,

He was
serving an “‘open country church” near Gruver, Texas. It happened to
be Vacation Bible School time. And, Ramona was excited. So much
so that she had to call me up on the phone, all the way down to Odessa.
“Jim,” she said, “I’'m so excited. All these little kids up here. And
they're learning songs by heart! Ezekiel can sing 2 verses of ‘Victory
in Jesus’.”

She still gets excited about singing. She always has been. Her
family, as some of yours, used to gather around the piano, which was
her mother’s place of honor, and sing. Her mother, mother of nine
children, used to play the piano for services at the “Icelandic Church”,
a little church down the road from their farm. She tried to teach
Ramona to play the piano. It didn’t work. But, for sure, Ramona
learned to sing. She learned it at home. With her brothers and sisters
and parents.

I’ll not forget the night after her dad was buried. We had justbecome
engaged to be married. In fact, I went up to his hospital room to ask for
her hand in marriage. That’s what we called it in those days. I think it
made for stronger marriages. It made you realize that this one you
loved was somebody else’s first. To go and ask permission was the
proper thing. I must have thought so, too. Each of my sons have asked
for the hand of their beloved, and, my son-in-law asked me for Katie'’s.

Anyway, when [ went up to his room in the hospital, it was just the
two of us. I got right to the point. “Mr. Kompelien, I'd like to marry
your daughter, Ramona, and I'd like your permission.” He gave me his
consent almost immediately. And, then we started to talk about
Ramona, and what a wonderful woman she was. Before long, I began
to realize that as we talked of her graces and virtues, he was beginning
to waver in his consent. Sensing this, I thanked him again. And left. He
died just a week or so later.

The night after his burial, the family was gathered in the living
room. The funeral was over. The business part was all taken care of.
And one of older brothers said, “Let’s sing!” Not everybody was in
agreement. But, we did sing. Before long, all were singing. Some of the
good old songs. And some of the good old hymns. It seemed to be just
right.

Our family, Ramona’s and mine, have been singers, too. We sang
a lot when the kids were young. Often we would sing in the car,
especially when we made a long trip. At first, there were always
protests. “Oh, do we hafta? Can’t we listen to the radio?” But, we
persisted. And soon we were singing. Now - all of them sing. And they
are teaching their children to sing. There are few nights when the
babies don’t hear the lullabyes of their mothers.

Lately, Ramona has been really stirred up. She has been fearful, and
rightly so, that there isn’t enough singing going on - in our homes, in
our churches, in our community. And, in our schools. So, when the
Methodist Church decided to hold a “singing” on Sunday, September
18, she really got excited. We even decided to join Billy Bishop in
singing “At Calvary”. And when we arrived, just a minute or so before
it was to begin, the place was packed. Chairs were being brought in.
And the folks stayed for 2 hours of singing. Ramona was thrilled. So
was 1. So was everybody who came.

It was like a rain on dry and thirsty ground. As we all, from all the
churches and communities around, joined in singing, the Spirit of God
fell upon our dry and thirsty souls, and we were filled. Praise God for
the “singing”. And Winters, keep on “singing”. (There will be another
one in December. See you there.)

Howdy, Winters! Well, I'mon
the Psychiatry rotation now. The
best thing about psychiatry is the
easy hours. I show upabout 8 a.m.
and leave around 4:30,and I'mon
call one night per week and one
Saturday and Sunday out of the
six week rotation. It’s home call
which means that I carry a beeper
home and go in to the hospital
when I'm called. I usually get
called in at least once each call for
an average of 3-4 hours at a time.

At the Lubbock campus, the
psychiatric rotationis divided into
two services, three weeks at St.
Mary’s Hospital and three weeks
at University Medical Center.
UMC isthehospital affiliated with
the Health Sciences Center. The
Psychiatry department at the medi-
calschool runsthe psychiatry ward
at St. Mary’s Hospital in Lub-
bock. St. Mary'’s psychiatry ward
has aninpatient ward withalocked
unit for those who may harm them-
selves or others or wander off as
well as an intermediate unit for
more stable patients.

My work at St. Mary’s con-
sisted of seeing all the patients
assigned to me and writing a note
in their chart concerning their sta-
tus or progress. The majority of
patients onthisinpatient ward had
Alzheimer’s disease or depres-
sion. I monitored side effects of
medications, suicidal thoughts,
and pervasive thoughts or con-
cems.

Our goal was to assist the pa-
tients in getting back to full func-
tion as soon as possible or in the
case of advanced Alzheimer’s
patients, to find a long-term care
home to transfer them to.

consisted of consult work. This
means the primary doctor caring
for the patient in the hospital feels
the patient has some psychiatric
concerns which need to be ad-
dressed so he calls the Psychiatry
department for a consult. Most of
the patients were in for suicide
attempts or complications of drug
or alcohol abuse. Our consult
aimed at assessing the problem
and at getting these folks some
sort of long-term treatment for
their problems.

Some patients develop psychi-
atric problems while in the hospi-
tal. For example, there is such a
thing as Intensive Care Unit (ICU)
psychosis. This is where a patient
has been in ICU so long that he/
she begins to hallucinate or have
paranoid delusions such as, “The
nurses are trying to kill me”. This
usually occurs in older patients
whose sense of awareness is al-
ready decreased due to the exist-
ing disease. It is said to be caused
by lack of sensory stimulation;
being in the same room, seeing
the same people, with an inability
to do much besides lay in bed for
days on end.

When we're on call, we're re-
sponsible for patients who appear
at St. Mary’s or UMC emergency
rooms with psychiatric problems
or patients who need to be admit-
ted to Charter Plains Hospital.
Charter Plains is an adolescent
substance abuse treatment center.

In a typical psychiatric inter-
view with a patient, I ask patients
to talk about past psychiatric prob-
lems and treatment, family his-
tory of psychiatric problems, cur-
rentmedical problems, past medi-
cal history and major traumatic

events in childhood or adoles-
cence. Childhood physical, men-
tal, and sexual abuse is a major
cause of adulthood mental illness.

After the history is taken, a
mental status exam is done to as-
sess the patient’s mental func-
tioning and awareness of his/her
surroundings. The patientis asked
to tell where he/she is, the date,
and time to assess orientation. To
test memory, the patient is asked
who the current President is and
torecall three items after five min-
utes. To test concentration, the
patient is asked to count back from
100 by 7’s. Other things can be
done such as repeating spans of
numbers, spelling words back-
wards, or interpreting proverbs
such as two heads are better than
one or the grass is greener on the
other side.

It is important to perform a
mental status exam each time be-
cause some patients may seem
clear as a bell one minute and then
be unable to tell you where they
areortoremembertheirownname
the next minute.

On this rotation, we are graded
by an NBME board exam (40% of
grade), clinical subjective ratings
by the faculty and residents (40%)
and an oral exam (20%). The oral
exam is a case presentation; a
patient comes in with certain psy-
chiatric signs and symptoms.
We're asked to decide what else
we need to ask, to make a diagno-
sis, and then to create a treatment
plan.

So that’s psychiatry. Overall,
it’s been very interesting and a
nice break before surgery rotation
which is next and which has very
long hours and hospital call. I'll
write next about that. See ya then.
