Voting extremely light 
in Saturday’s elections

New city officials sworn in; council 
approves firm to design new water tower

Whether from apathy or confu­
sion, Saturday's election saw an 
extremely light turnout of voters.

Tw o years ago W inters 
changed to a single-member dis­
trict form for school and city elec­
tions following threatened law­
suits from the League of United 
Latin American Citizens.

In May, 1993, Joe Guajardo, 
vice-president o f Runnels County 
LULAC said, "It is felt that if 
single member districts were cre­
ated, as they have been in many 
other communities, the minority 
community would have a better 
chance to run and elect candidates 
of their choice."

Since the re-districting was 
implemented, potential candi­
dates and voters have apparently 
struggled with confusion regard­
ing eligibility to both run for of­
fices and/or vote.

There were no minority candi­
dates in any school, city or hospi­
tal board elections last Saturday.

The re-districting stipulates that 
a candidate can run for any dis­
trict in town whether or not he 
lives in that district. However, if 
elected, he must move to that dis­
trict within 90 days o f being

Of 1,271 registered voters eli­
gible to vote in the city elections, 
only a handful cast b^lots.

Tommy Russell was elected as 
city councilman. Place 3, receiv­
ing 10 votes. Paul Bellinger, also 
a candidate for Place 3, received 
no votes and could not even vote 
for himself because he does not 
live in district 3.

Dawson McGuffin was elected 
mayor with 75 votes and Joe 
Gerhart received 7 votes as coun­
cilman, Place 1. McGuffin and 
Gerhart ran unopposed.

In the WISD board of trustees 
race, Allen Andrae was elected 
with 47 votes to Place 1 over 
challenger, Sealy Bryan, who re­
ceived 30 votes.

Incumbent Joe Pritchard ran 
unopposed for Place 7, an at-large 
position on the school board, and 
received 131 votes.

• All four incumbents running 
unopposed for positions on the 
board of directors o f North Run­
nels Hospital were re-elected with 
results as follows; Archie Jobe, 
135 votes; Phil Colburn, 132 
votes; Randall Boles, 129 votes; 
and Bob Webb. 128 votes.

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By popular demand. I am go­
ing to pry open the subject of 
where a barrel of oil goes once it 
enters the world of refineries, gas 
stations, and chemical plants.

Now this will come as a sur­
prise to many of you (especially 
my wife), but I don't know every­
thing—especiaUy aboutthe down­
stream side of the oil business.

(Note: "downstream" is a fancy 
name for everything that happens 
to oil and gas after it leaves a 
lease.)

Based on the requests of many 
of you, we are going to break this 
down into: one barrel of oil and 
what products come from it.

There is not necessarily one 
unique answer to the question, 
but there are generally accepted 
percentages. So, here goes.

In a typical barrel of oil (42 
gallons), about 15 gallons are util­
ized for gasoline, 18 gallons are 
used for diesel and lubricants (mo­
tor oil & grease), about 3 gallons 
are turned into jet fuel, 3 gallons 
are turned into speciality petro­
leum products (plastic and other 
substances), and 4 gallons are used 
to generate other by-products like 
coke (not the drink) and sulphur.

Now, not all of the volumes 
are equivalent after refining, 
meaning 15 gallons of crude oil 
does not necessarily make 15 gal­
lons of gasoline fit is actually 
slightly more because of changes 
in pressure and composition).

Also, the fact that only 15 gal­
lons are utilized for gasoline does 
not necessarily mean that it is all 
that can be wringed out o f it. The 
components that come out of crude 
oil processing and refining are 
decided by market factors as well 
as technological factors. It just so 
happens that about 30 to 35 per­
cent o f most cnide oil delivered to 
refineries has that much gasoline 
to give up considering the prices 
of products, the equipment avail­
able to refine it, and the size of the 
maiket for gasoline in a paiticular 
area as compared to other petro­
leum products.

The array of products that ctNne 
from crude oil would amaze you.

- For instance, did you know that: 
crayons, milk jugs, brassieres, 
tape, floor wax, tennis balls, dish­
washing liquids, inks, guitar 
strings, insect repellent, frisbees, 
and toilet seats all come from pe­
troleum?

So, next time you take the 
newspaper into the bathroom, con­
sider yourself a multiple user of 
petroleum.

When tragedy strikes
After Ethel and Harvey Baker 

were married, they worked hard 
to make a living on the farm. They 
were poor financially but happy, 
and to make their joy complete, a 
baby boy was bom to them in two 
years time. He weighed seven 
pounds and was named Albert 
Porter.

Conditions were still primitive. 
There was no running water in the 
house. It had to be drawn and 
carried in from the well. Laundry 
was almost as difficult as in Ethel's 
childhood. Wood was brought 
from the creek to make a fire 
around the washpot filled with 
w ater draw n from the well. 
Clothes were rubbed, boiled, and 
rinsed in bluing water, then hung 
out to dry. Ethel washed with lye 
soap she had made out of crack­
lings and hog skins.

In addition, Ethel said she hoed 
weeds out of their cotton every 
summer. She had no trouble keep­
ing her weight down, she re­
marked.

We were beginning to live a 
little better each year until 1931, 
when Porter and Harvey both be­
came very ill that summer. Porter 
had diarrhea and fever so high I 
kept him wrapped in wet towels 
all day.

Harvey was heading maize for 
a neighbor when he came home 
with a severe stomach ache; she 
had given him a big dose of epsom 
salt. He went to the doctor, but 
was told he would be o.k. in a few 
days. He became worse and the 
doctor took him to the hospital for 
su rgery . It was a ruptured 
appendex and Harvey died that 
night. About that time a new drug 
called “penicillin” came on the 
maricet. How I wish it had been a 
little earlier, perhaps Harvey's life 
could have been spared.

Opal Baker, my sister-in-law, 
took care of Porter while we were

at the hospital. He was so sweet 
and understanding fora four-year- 
old.When he saw me crying, he 
put his arms around me and said, 
“I'll lake care of you. Mother.”

This gave me courage to carry 
on.

When I received $2,000 insur­
ance money, I paid all my debts 
and had $75 left. I made us a 
living by milking cows and rais­
ing chickens, selling the cream 
and eggs for 10 cents a dozen. A 
man was hired to work the farm. 
During the depression of 1931,1 
got 100 bushels of oats and sold 
them for $30. Before I could cash 
the check. President Roosevelt had 
the banks closed. I thought I would 
never get my rent money.

Porter started to school when 
he was seven. I bought him five 
pairs of blue and white striped 
overalls for 50 cents each. His 
shirts were made with material 
that cost ten cents a yard. With 
these I kept him spick and span at 
all times. The older school girls 
told me he was the cutest little boy 
in school.

Porter and I walked three miles 
to church on Sunday. Most of the 
time, someone would come by 
and ask us to ride.

In 1934, Leon Bridwell was 
working the farm for me. His 
brother Elvin “Red” visited him 
often. He rode his horse and tied it 
in back of the house. I was begin­
ning to date and Elvin stayed and 
watched until my date left. Fi­
nally, Leon told him if he wanted 
to date me he could use his car. 
That's when things changed.

We went to Crews for a basket­
ball game. Porter went with us, 
also K at B aker and Frank 
Simpson. We had so much fun. 
Two weeks later Elvin asked me 
to marry him. Porter was asleep in 
the back seat. Five months later 
we were married. We had a happy 
marriage but very little money.

We continued on the same farm 
until 1941. ' ' ^ '

Further, I did not resign from 
the department in response to any 
idle threat of any one or group of 
people about possible civil litiga­
tion against me or the Winters 
Police Department over ^ y  ac­
tion that I took as a police officer. 
In my two years plus with the 
department, I made numerous ar­
rests, conducted hundreds o f 
criminal investigations, and testi­
fied in court numerous times. Each 
time I used fair and impartial judg­
ment, and as high of a degree of 
professionalism as possible. At 
no time did 1 violate the civil 
rights of any person. Any person 
or persons who claims that they 
“got my job,” is/are an outright 
liar(s). I have never treated any­
one unfairly. However, if you talk 
to the right people, they will tell 
you a different story. I quote Kevin 
Costner from the movie “J.F.K.” 
to describe this: “What do you 
expect from a pig but a grunt?”

Finally, the reason that I left 
the Winters Police Department is 
money. I have taken a job as a 
field unit supervisor with the 
Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation. I am making more 
with the Foundation than I ever 
could as a Winters Police Officer. 
I am also enjoying much more 
time with my wife and son, which 
we are all enjoying.

I hope that this communication 
has cleared up any rumors about 
why I left the police department. I 
look forward to woricing witheiti- 
zens in northern Runnels County 
with the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi­
cation Foundation as well as a 
Winters Police Department Re­
serve.

Runnels County Commission­
ers approved the bid o f Business 
Records Corporation of Dallas for 
the microfilming o f records of the 
County Tax Collector’s office in 
a meeting held Monday, May 8, at 
the Runnels County Courthouse. 
Business Records submitted the 
only bid at a rate of $.15625 per 
page for the service, with a mini­
mum fee of $4,000.

Commissioner Keith Collom 
asked Robin Burgess, Tax Col­
lector, approximately how many 
pages of records she had to be 
microfilmed. She told the com­
missioners there were over69,000 
pages. At the bid price, cost of 
m icrofilm ing  w ill be over 
$ 10,000.

Commissioners considered two 
bids submitted for asphalt with 
the bid awarded to Cook Materi­
als of Brownwood at a cost of 
$.6723 per gallon. Bridges As­
phalt of Garland bid $.78 per gal­
lon.
