According to Thornton, the 

study is a pilot project, which, if it 
works, will be something to help 
maintain water quality in the area. 
If this pilot test is successful, the 
Railroad Commission hopes to 
use this technique in the next phase 
of their oil field cleanup program.

The R ailroad Commission 
spends $10 million each year in 
fees collected from oil producers 
to plug leaking wells. Today, the 
only way to find a leaking well is 
to inspect for brine water flowing 
out of artesian wells or look for 
unusual alkali deposits. Experts 
say that a more pervasive and 
insidious aquifers, contaminating 
a source of drinking water to thou­
sands of people in west Texas. 
AEM surveying can, under the 
right conditions, detect brine to 
depths of as much as 300 feet 
underground. Results from test­
ing this promising technology 
should be available this year.

It’s a new year and the perfect 
time to make resolutions concern­
ing our business in 1996.

There are three areas that can 
help the average oil man or woman 
have a better year.

The first thing every oil com­
pany, big or small, must do is to 
decide: should I shrink, m ain­
tain, o r grow?

Get one thing straight. If an oil 
company is not drilling, acquir­
ing, or otherwise adding to its 
reserve base, then it is shrinking. 
There is no mercy...wells will 
naturally decline and reserves are 
being depleted with every barrel 
produced. So, if one produces all 
year and adds nothing, one has 
less than one started with. One is 
shrinking.

Just maintaining requires woilc 
in the oil patch. Adding just 
enough reserves and/or rate to 
match production and/or decline 
allows a producer to stay even. 
To get ahead, the operator must 
work doubly hard to find, drill, 
acquire, and bring to production 
new reserves.

Whatever you do, decide and 
be prepared for the consequences 
of your decision. Shrinking means 
a finite existence with an ever 
nearer end. Maintaining means 
laying out some dough, taking 
some risk, just to stay even. Grow­
ing means really stepping out and 
looking for acquisition targets, 
new acreage, and opportunities in 
exising properties.

Where do you want to fit?
Secondly, build your capital. 

Whether it is your cash position, 
your line of credit at the bank, or 
a dedicated group of investors, 
you will need that capital.

This year, there will be oppor­
tunities that will arise out of lan­
guishing prices. You can profit 
from this but only if you have the 
money to do it with. An acquisi­
tion, a prospect, or a chance to 
reward good employees will ap­
pear on the horizon.

Will you be ready?
Finally, resolve to do unto 

others as you would have them 
do unto you. I know this is not 
exactly a “dog-eat-dog” attack 
statement for the oil patch busi­
ness person, but I have my rea­
sons.

If you further the cause of fair­
ness, justice, and straightforward 
competition, you will accomplish 
at least two things. You will rein­
force the order of our society by 
playing by the rules, and this will 
benefit all. And, if yoU show oth­
ers that playing fair is profitable, 
then several inefficiencies (costs 
for dishonest dealings, for in­

stance) in our business will disap­
pear and there will be additional 
potential for more to prosper.

We remembered when the kids were small, and we drove back into 
the pine-hills in eastern Montana, to cut our own tree, and bring it 
home, and decorate it. We could almost smell the fresh cut. To smell 
it would just bring us home again. We recalled gathering all five kids, 
packing them in the car, and going caroling at 6:00 p.m. on Christmas 
Eve. We always had 5 or 6 folks who were alone that night, and they 
looked forward to us coming. And, so did we.

We spent a number of Christmas days by having a family of the 
Jewish faith come and join us for Christmas diniier. They were good 
people and good friends. They had told us how “lonely it was” in that 
town on Christmas— and how they felt “left out.” So, we invited them 
to come. We did the traditional Norwegian Christmas dinner. Morrie 
brought along his mother. My mother was there. They hit it off right 
away. So much fun. Morrie and Marilyn called us on Christmas day 
from Phoenix, to remind us again, of the good times —  when we were 
home for Christmas.

And the Christmas Cards — literally hundreds— from all over. We 
looked at each other and said, “We are rich, truly rich, to be so 
remembered.”

We were looking forward to having our 2 youngest, Paul and 
Timothy, with their wives Mary and Stephanie, and sons Timothy and 
Joseph. And they came. On Christmas eve. The boys sang at our 
candlelight service—  “O Holy Night.” I wept. We were truly “Home 
for Christmas.” And, they helped out with the late service, too.

Christmas day, after church, we came home and ate. And napped. 
And then the door-bell rang. 1 heard the carol, “We Wish You A Merry 
Christmas.” Who was that? Well, Katie, our daughter, and her husband 
Dan and son Hans had flown in that day to come and be “Home for 
Christmas.” Our cup runneth over. And we rejoiced and played games 
a n d j^ e ^ d  looktjd at eaclt ofljer and remembered. Our son John called 
froB>*W.iRcortsiato>wi8h,u8 a Merry Cliristrnas. And told us not to call 
becfiuse he and His family had to make some calls. Ouroldest, Nathan, 
called from American Falls, Idaho', to sing to 'u s ‘'W e’Wish You A 
Merry Christmas.” We were so blessed. The next day, the day after 
Christmas, we were seated in the living room and dining room — just 
having fun —  and the door bell rang. “We Wish You A Merry 
Christmas.” John and Julie and Peter and Rachel and baby Mara were 
here!

“Me-Too”
The latest news on TV last night 

CThursday, Jan. 4,1996) was the 
announcem ent that President 
Clinton was traveling to Bosnia 
where some of our troops are sta­
tioned.

Perhaps this doesn’t mean 
much to those who have never 
been in war nor had loved ones in 
service, butitmeans alot to Melvin 
Ray Williams, who served in 
Korea with the 1st Marine Divi­
sion, 7th Regiment, and also the 
1st Marine Air Wing during this 
time.

Williams sent me a story that 
he wrote for a Japanese newspa­
per in 1952, with the permission 
to use it in my column.

He says, “Every time I remem­
ber this experience, it makes me 
appreciate more and more our 
American way of life.

When the boys of the First 
Marine Division kicked the North 
Koreans out of Seoul in late Sep­
tember, 1950, they were witnesses 
to many cruel deeds committed 
by the retreating communist sol­
diers, mainly the random killing 
of hundreds of innocent civilians.

In the northwest comer of the 
city of Seoul, boys from the 7th 
Regiment found a small wounded 
gi rl lying on the steps of her burned 
home. In the ashes were the bod­
ies of her parents and two broth­
ers, their hands bound behind their 
backs and each shot in the back of 
the head.

The girl child had been shot in 
both feet, beaten with rifle butts, 
bayonetted in both legs and left 
for dead. The soldiers had also 
pushed nails into her ears and 
even hammered nails into her 
skull, but she was still alive. She 
was taken to the nearest medical 
aid station where her wounds were 
treated and she began to recover.

She was later taken to an or­
phanage betw een Seoul and 
Taejon. This place of refuge for 
orphans of the war was run by an 
International Religious Order but

was assisted by the United Na­
tions and Red Cross to see that the 
children received proper medical 
care, food, and shelter.

The Marines were always quick 
to respond to children in need and 
in the summer of 1952 I saw this 
child for the first time. She still 
hobbled around on her wounded 
feet, but was very active in help­
ing the other children. She was 
like a Mother Hen, helping to bathe 
and feed the less fortunate ones.

Even though she couldn’t speak 
or hear very well, this child learned 
sign language and how to lip read. 
She could never tell anyone her 
name, but learned two words of 
English and those were ‘Me-Too. ’ 
When she saw something she 
wanted or to participate in some 
activity she would say ‘Me-Too.’ 
The rest of the kids began to call 
her ‘Me-Too’ and this became her 
official name at the orphanage.

Winter sometimes comes early 
in Korea and this year there were 
already snow showers in October. 
The Red Cross workers and oth­
ers were talking of being home for 
Thanksgiving or at least by Christ- 
mas. The little girl would pat her­
self on the chest and say ‘Me- 
Too.’

Sometime in December ‘Me- 
Too’ disappeared from the orphan­
age. An extensive search was car­
ried on, but to no avail, she was 
never found. It was assumed she 
had been abducted. A few days 
before Christmas, some of the ci­
vilians were returning to their 
homes hoping to rebuild them. 
They found a small child huddled 
in the ashes of a house and cov­
ered with a cardboard box to ward 
off the snow and freezing rain.

The frail body was frozen and 
had been dead for several days. 
The bracelet she wore on her arm 
identified her orphange. No one 
ever knew how she made her way 
back to Seoul (almost 50 miles) 
and found her home.

For 
married couples earning over 
$44,000 a year or singles earning 
$34,000, you include 85 percent 
of your Social Security benefits in 
your taxable income.

The SSA-1099 statement you 
receive includes an IRS Notice 
703. You’ll know whether you 
need to pay tax on your Social 
Security benefits after you com­
plete the five steps on the notice.

DPS officers taking 
safety due to new 
laws for concealed 
handguns

Effective immediately, con­
cealed handgun license holders 
who are stopped for traffic viola­
tions should let law enforcement 
officers know if they are carrying 
their weapons.

Department o f Public Safety 
troopers will begin asking motor­
ists whether they have concealed 
handgun licenses, whether they 
have their weapons with them, 
and, if so, where the guns are 
located. Troopers will have the 
discretion to disarm license hold­
ers if they feel safety is at risk.

At the first opportunity, licens­
ees should let officers know where 
their weapons are located. If asked 
for identification while carrying 
their handguns, they always must 
present their concealed handgun 
licenses along with their driver 
licenses or I.D. cards.

During traffic stops, citizens 
carrying guns should keep their 
hands in plain sight and cooperate 
fully with law enforcement offic­
ers to ensure everyone’s safety.

License holders began legally 
carrying iheirconcealed guns Jan. 
1. As of December 28, 1995, ap­
proximately 1,200 licenses have 
been issued by the DPS. More 
than 17OJ0OO people have re­
quested application forms, and 
more than 35,000 have returned 
their completed application packet 
to the DPS.

Producers elected  
to  T exas G r a in  
Sorghum Board

Texas grain sorghum produc­
ers elected five producers to seats 
on the 15-member Texas Grain 
Sorghum Board. The board ad­
ministers the funds collected in 
the statewide assessment on grain 
sorghum. Under the assessment 
program, the state is divided, ac­
cording to sorghum production, 
into five districts.

Sorghum producers elected 
Kevin Neihues of Eola to repre­
sent the West Texas district, A. J. 
Kresta o f El Campo to represent 
the Coastal district, and Chris 
Cogbum of Happy to represent 
the Panhandle district. Alton 
Norman of Howe and Levi Heath 
of San Benito were re-elected to 
represent the Central and Valley 
districts. Each director will serve 
on the Texas board for six years.

Under state law, grain sorghum 
grown in Texas is subject to an 
assessment of .01 cent per hun­
dred weight. The funds generated 
by the assessment are used for 
research, education, and promo­
tion of Texas grain sorghum.

USDA issues sheep referendum 
procedures; sets referendum date

The U.S. Department of Agri­
culture announced procedures for 
a referendum on a proposed Sheep 
and Wool Promotion, Research 
Education and Information Or­
der. The referendum will be con­
ducted Feb. 6,1996.

USDA’s Agricultural Market­
ing Service, an agency in the mar­
keting and regulatory programs 
mission area, has oversight re­
sponsibility for federal research 
and promotion programs. AMS 
administrator Lon Hatamiya said 
all producers, feeders, and im­
porters who certify they were en­
gaged in the production, feeding, 
or importation o f sheep or sheep 
products (except importers of raw 
wool only) between Jan. 1 and 
Dec. 31,1994, are eligible to vote.

Voters may register and vote in 
person or request absentee ballots 
at the Runnels County office of 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. Absentee ballots must be 
requested from the county Exten­
sion office serving the county of 
voter residence, for individuals, 
or the county where the business 
headquarters is located, for cor­
porations. Absentee ballot re­
quests, filed in person or by mail, 
may be made between Jan. 16 and 
Jan. 26, 1996. Absentee ballots 
must be received in county Exten­
sion offices by close of business 
Feb. 2.

The Farm Service Agency, for­
merly the Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service,

will count ballots, determine eli­
gibility of voters, and tabulate re­
sults.

For the order to go into effect, 
the proposal must be approved 
either by a simple majority of 
voters or by voters who account 
for two-thirds of the sheep and 
wool production represented in 
the referendum.

Ifapproved, the program would 
be funded by mandatory assess­
ments. Domestic producers and 
feeders would be assessed 1 cent 
per pound on sales of live sheep 
and 2 cents per pound on sales of 
greasy wool. Importers would be 
assessed 1 cent per pound or the 
equivalent on imported degreased 
wool and wool products.

Details of the voting procedures 
are published in the Dec. 15 Fed­
eral Register. Copies of the final 
referendum rules, the proposed 
order, and additional information 
will be available at the Runnels 
County office of the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.
