softball on east field

During their regular monthly
meeting, the WISDboard of trust-
ees established a policy concern-
ing the use of the school's base-
ball fields.

High school softball, mixed
summer league, local church or-
ganizations, Mayfest softball,
Little League, Christmas in April
and non-profitorganizationevents
which benefit children will be al-
lowed on the west field.

The north field will host
Mayfest softball, Little League,
mixed summer league, local
church organizations, Christmas
in April and non-profit organiza-
tion events which benefit chil-
dren.

In other action by the board,
the contract for Charles Kidwell
as high school principal was ex-
tended for one year; the contract
of Terry Wyatt as elementary prin-

cipal forone year with anincrease
insalary by $1,200 was approved;
and contracts for Robin Byrd as
athletic director and Jimmy But-
ler as business manager were ex-
tended for one year.

The 1995-96 budget was
amended to increase Miscella-
neous Revenues $15,000,
Grounds Maintenance $4,000 (for
baseball figld dirt fill-in), and
Capital Expenditures $6,704
(lighting of the school tennis
courts).

Trustees voted to appoint the
following individuals to hold an
election on May 4, 1996: Emily
Pendergrass, election judge, and
Lois West, Edna England, Kay
Colbum and Nadine DelaCruz as
election clerks.

Early voting will be conducted
at the school business office be-
ginning April 15, 1996, through
April 30, 1996, with early voting
clerks appointed as follows:
Shirley Hill, Rhonda Goetz,
Sherry Byrd and Jimmy Butler.

Trustees set the fee for driver's
education for the 1995-96 school
year at $150.00 per student.

In this month’s installment of
“Qil Patch Basics,” we are going
to continue our study of oil field
personnel by talking about the
roustabout.

The roustabout is a colorful
character who is exactly what the
name implies -- a ‘jack of all
trades.” He or she is primarily
responsible for the installation,
repair, and maintenance of any
and all surface equipment and re-
lated facilities.

There is really no limit as to
what a roustabout may be asked to
do. He/she can just about accom-
plish anything he/she is asked to
do. Fixing leaks, laying a flow-
line, installing a heater-treater, or
chopping weeds are but a few
examples of what a roustabout
may be asked to do on any given
day.

Normally, aroustaboutis apart
of a contract “gang” (group of
roustabouts) that are led by a
“pusher” (head roustabout). The
gang is usually hired by a produc-
ing company to do any job that the
operator or the pumper can’t or
won’t do. It might include install-
ing or repairing tank batteries,
pumping units, or other surface
facilities.

If a person wants to be diversi-
fied, being a roustabout is an ex-
cellentcareerchoice. A roustabout
learns how to use hundreds of
tools, from the simplest wrenches
to mechanized pipe-threading
machines. They leam the basic
principles of pressure, fluid flow,
and leverage. It is a great educa-
tion.

Althought the working hours
are a little better than those of the
roughneck (see last month’s Ba-
sics), a roustabout is still required
to work late and long on occasion.
Often, a six-day work week is the
norm and hazards can be great,
but there is no better job if you
like to have your fingers in a little
bit of everything.

Almost anyone with some sort
of mechanical aptitude and a de-
sire to do heavy manual labor can
qualify as a “worm” (beginner)
on‘a gang. Oil field experience is
notnecessarily required, but there

are advantages to understanding
the basics of the oil patch. Espe-
cially,ifanew gangmemberwants
to avoid being made fun of.

Like a lot of oil field jobs,
being a roustabout is a dirty one,
so often, roustabouts are mistak-
enly considered dumb and lowly
gophers. In my experience, just
the opposite is often true. Innova-
tion and initiative are prerequi-
sites for this job, and roustabouts
often outperform a lot of other oil
field employees inthese qualities,
including engineers.

So, next time you see a gang
truck heading down the highway
with a bunch of filthy-looking
folks inside, try to see them with a
new perspective. Sure, they are
looking at those girlie magazines
during their break, but they just
might be checking out the Popu-
lar Science in the glove compart-
ment during lunch.

Teacher told us that the children like to read beaver stories because
their school mascot was a beaver. One little fellow wore a sweatshirt,
with a beaver on it and “Class of 2007” printed there. I must say Mrs.
K. had a room full of “cager beavers” and “busy beavers.”

It was so good. When we left, I felt so young again, and eager to
discover and leamn again. The “little child” in me was reborn. And,
more than that, I saw a lot of hope for future years. I'm sure it would
be the same at Winters Elementary. I take my hat off to all those
teachers, who, like Mrs. Kruckeberg, love their children and love their
work and everso often have a class of eager, busy beavers. And I praise
God that us older folks are always children in His eyes, and that as long
as we live we can leam.

The Fashion Shop

Winters has always been a pro-
gressive town. After it was orga-
nized, improvements and addi-
tions followed quickly.

Early in 1920, soldiers return-
ing from the war realized the value
of unity and organized the Ameri-
can Legion of World War Veter-
ans with Dr. T.V. Jennings as post
commander.

The Chamber of Commerce
wasorganizedin 1923 andin 1932
it sponsored the first beauty pag-
cant of the town. In 1924, the
streets were named and houses
numbered. In May, the Lions Club
was organized.

Outstanding events of 1925
were the assurance that Winters
would get natural gas, the organi-
zation of the Diversity Club, the
opening of a new lumber yard,
and the addition of 14 business
houses and 75 residences. The
Tinkle Park was opened to the
public by Dr. Fred Tinkle.

With other cultural and service
organizations added through the
years, it became imperative that
women have a special place to
buy fashionable clothing for such
outstanding events.

Thus the Fashion Shop came
into being. The first location was
on Main Street north of the beauty
shop, which is now the Beauty
Center.

It was opened in the 1930s by
Mrs. Gregory who greeted every-
one with the same words, “And
how are you this day?” It became
familiar to the ladies sitting in the
beauty parlor next door. Her as-
sistant was a plump lady named
Labenski, who was a great sales
person.

“They had beautiful clothes,”
says Margaret Poe. “I bought a
white dress from them for some
event at school.” The first time
she wore it there was a down pour
of rain; the dress shrank so much
she could never wear it again.

in the 40s. Mrs. Gregory sold the
shop to Eve Burns and Freida
Robertson. Beckie Poe was em-
ployed foralterations. Clifton Poe
said his mother was still with them
inthe location northof town when
she came home from college for a
visitin 1953.

Sometime later the shop was
moved to South Main Streetin the
old postoffice building which had
bars on the back windows. Beckie
was still with them and at Christ-
mas I found her wrapping gifts in
newspaper. She said, “These are
for our gifts to each other in the
shop—we are sotired of wrapping
fancy packages.”

Robertson sold out and Bumns
didn’t like buying or bookkeep-
ing and enticed Frances Campbell
to be partners with her. Ara Busher
worked for Bumns and Campbell
for awhile, but Poe had retired
and Parri Carwile was hired.

Downtown was like a big fam-
ilyinthosedays.Mrs. Lee’s flower
shop, Harry Herman’s men’s
clothing, and Farmers Merchantile
(now Heidenheimer’s) were north
of the Fashion Shop. On the south
was Belitz Bakery and Spill’s
Furniture.

Some of the men usually made
the coffee in the moming. Ted
Meyer had worked in Abilene at
Thomton’s ready-to-wear depart-
ment store, and he was usually the
provider. The back door was usu-
ally open at the Fashion Shop and
people often took the short cut to
the post office. Frequent visitors
were Sally Bryant, Mrs. Mord
Tucker, and Joe Ann Williams
who stopped in for a cup of cof-
fee.

Edna Ruth Self recalls work-
ing for Campbell in 1965. We
went to market and she tumed me
loose. She said, “If you buy any-
thing we can’t sell, you’ll have to
put salt and pepper on it and eat
oy

I worked five years and it was
exciting. We had fashion shows
on Saturday night in front of the
store, at the school cafeteria twice
a year, and other shows wherever

we could.

After Kat Young took her
youngest, Mary and Gary, off to
college in 1966, she went to work
for Frances at the shop as a clerk.
She had been tied down at home
withchildren; she thought itmight
be fun.

Campbell said she would hire
her if she had a housekeeper once
a week and keep a standing ap-
pointment at the beauty shop,
which she did.

Although the back windows
were covered with bars, someone
with a long arm broke the win-
dows and reached in to get gar-
ments in lay-a-way or to be al-
tered. However, their arms were
not quite long enough and they
had to leave without the pants,
Kat recalls.

She worked as a clerk until
Frances retired and Joyce
Bahlman bought the shopin 1970.
Joyce said she would raise Kat’s
salary if she could do alterations.
Kat agreed and stayed withit until
retiring in 1985. “We had custom-
ers from Abilene, Sweetwater, San
Angelo, Brownwood, and out of
state also,” said Joyce. “Those
were busy days,” she recalls. “Five
trips to markets at Dallas were
made each year to buy clothing a
year ahead of time. We also made
three trips to markets for the jew-
elry store.”

Improvements added were re-
frigerated air, a hemmer for the
sewing machine, and a remodeled
dressing room. Parri continued in
alterations. Dean Bums and school
girls worked at busy times. No
charge was made for alternations.

The shop was sold again to
Rhuenell Poe in 1976. She did a
complete renovation of the build-
ing and sold to Carolyn Gully in
1980. Her mother, Gracie Miller,
assisted in carrying on the work
for a number of years.

Gully sold to June Marks after
a few years. Later a church occu-
pied the building at one time.

It is now occupied by a branch
bank of the Wingate Security State
Bank.

What to do if you receive
unsolicited merchandise

A company sends you a giftin
the mail—a ball point pen, a key
chain, a tie. But you didn’t order
it. What do you do? If you are the
type of person this company is
looking for, you may feel guilty
about accepting the item without
paying for it. Don’t feel guilty!
It’s yours, and you are under no
obligation to pay anything.

You, the consumer, may only
legally be sent two types of mer-
chandise through the mail with-
out your consent or agreement:

» Free samples which are
clearly and conspicuously marked
as such.

* Merchandise mailed by a
charitable organization that is so-
liciting contributions.

And in these two cases, you
can consider the merchandise a
giftif you wish. In all other situa-
tions, itis illegal to send merchan-
dise to someone, unless that per-
son has previously ordered or re-
quested it.

These rules are codified in Title
39, United States Code, Section
3009. That section of the Postal
Reorganization Act of 1970 in-
corporates these protections for
American consumers and makes
the mailing of unordered merchan-
dise unfair methods of competi-
tion and unfair trade practices

under the law.

If you do not wish to pay for
unsolicited merchandise or make
a donation to a charity sending
such an item, you may do one of
three things (ineach case, by law,
you have no obligation to the
sender):

If you have not opened the
package, you may mark it “Re-
turn to Sender,” and the Postal
Service will retumn it withno addi-
tional postage charged to you.

If you open the package and
don’tlike what you find, you may
throw it away.

If you open the package and
like what you find, you may keep
it for free. In this instance, “find-
ers-keepers” applies uncondition-
ally. Furthermore, it is illegal for
a company that sends you unor-
dered merchandise to follow the
mailing with a bill or dunning
communication.

If you are aware of violations
of the federal law prohibiting the
mailing of unordered merchan-
dise, orif you have personally had
difficulty with such items—espe-
cially if you are sent statements
demanding payment for the mer-
chandise—you should contact you
local postmaster or the nearest
Postal Inspector.

Texas Jail Standards Commission says Runnels
County must continue effort to correct jail problems

Runnels County Commission-
ers heard Sheriff Bill Baird tell
them that something would need
to be done within 60 days on plans
foranew jail at theirregularmeet-
ing on Tuesday, February 13.
Baird, reading from a letter re-
ceived from the Texas Jail Stan-
dards Commission, told commis-
sioners the commission had ex-
tended the variance allowed the
current jail until April 12. The
letter stated that it would be very
unlikely the commission would
extend the variance if no plan had
been submitted showing good
faith in working to correct the
problems by that time.

Sheriff Baird recommended to
commissioners that they go ahead
and authorize an architect to draw
plans and recommendations for a
new jail. Several members of the
jail study committee were present
at the meeting and Johnny
Schwartz Jr. spoke, recommend-
ing the appointmentof four people
from the study committee to work
with the architect on what is actu-
ally needed in Runnels county.

Baird said if the county is not
able to get an extension, then beds
will have to be removed from the
jail and he would expect the ca-
pacity to be dropped to 15-16 in-
mates. There were 34 persons
housed in the jail on February 13.
Baird said he would recommend
retaining a firm named Wiginton
and Fawcetttobegin working with
the county on a design proposal
for a new jail. He said of all the
jails visited by the study commit-
tee, those designed by that firm
stood out as well built, very neat
and the most cost effective.

Commissioner Skipper
Wheeless asked Baird to review

for him and the rest of the com-
missioners what the jail standards
commission had recommended.
Baird said they recommended a
65 bed jail which would be ex-
pandable to 96 beds. He also told
commissioners he had a video-
tape of all the jails visited by the
jail committee if commissioners
wished to see it.

Commissioner Skipper
Wheeless moved that Runnels
County hire Wigintonand Fawcett
to give a proposal for a new jail
facility for the county. The mo-
tion was seconded by Commis-
sioner Ricky Strube and the mo-
tion passed unanimously.

Sheriff Baird then told com-
missioners that some of the county
inmates had been used to work
around the courthouse and legally
the county is to have a certified
jailer overseeing the inmates.
Carlos Martinez, the janitor at the
courthouse, is not presently certi-
fied but has agreed to begin work-
ingtoward certification. Baird said
itmay take a year or more for Mr.
Martinez to get certified.

Baird said several years ago
the county had two janitors work-
ing, one for the building and one
for grounds, and asked if that
mightnot be a possibility now. He
said that possibly someone who
was a certified jailer or whq is
closer to being a certified jailer
might be hired as the second jani-
tor and could also supervise in-
mates working at the courthouse.
The cost would probably be
around $20,000 per year.

Following some discussion as
to where the money might be
found to hire a second person,
Skipper Wheeless moved to table

action on the request and it was
seconded by Thurman Self. The
motion passed unanimously.

The third major discussion of
the meeting came when County
Auditor Darlene Smith asked
commissioners to give her some
direction on an invoice from Zee
Medical. She said the county has
been billed for antacid tablets for
the tax-assessor’s office and Pre-
cinct 1 Commissioner Skipper
Wheeless’ county bam. Smith said
County Attorney John McGregor
said he felt the expense was a
legitimate office expense. She said
the auditor who audits the county’s
books says it is not a legitimate
office expense becauseitis forthe
personal use of employees.

Commissioner Skipper
Wheeless said that Zee Medical
comes and refills a large first aid
kit once a month and that he has
no control over what they putinit,
but he thought they just put back
what was missing or out of date
each month. Tax Assessor-Col-
lector Robin Burgess said her of-
fice also has one of the large Zee
Medical kits in it and confirmed
Wheeless’ statement. Commis-
sioner Keith Collom said he
thought the expense should be up
to the individuals involved. Com-
missioner Wheeless said he also
thought it ought to be up to the
discretion of the department head
and moved to continue restocking
the first aid kit at the discretion of
the department head. The motion
was seconded by Commissioner
Thurman Self and carried unani-
mously.

Otheritemsofbusiness handled
atthe meeting will be published in
next week's edition.

Letter to the Editor

Concerned farmers support eradication program

Dear Editor:

We, the undersigned, ask that
you publish the following as an
open letter to cotton farmers and
landlords:

There is an attempt underway
to call a referendum to discon-
tinue the Boll Weevil Eradication
Program. Please consider the fol-
lowing information before you
sign a petition of recall.

The Boll Weevil Eradication
Program is working. We have re-
duced boll weevil numbers by
94% since the program began.
We have currently spent $11.5
million on eradication in the
Southern Rolling Plains and by
the time the election can be held,
$14 million of a total program
cost of $16 million will have been
spent.

Three-fourths of the actual
spraying has already been done.
The program is very close to the
projected budget and weevil re-
ductions at this stage are very
close to those of similar, success-
ful programs held previously in

Arizona and the Southeastern
United States. When this program
was set up, the eradication phase
was to last 4 years, with our pay-
ments for the program spread out
over 6 years. If we opt out of the
program at this time, we still have
to pay the debt incurred.

Yes, there are problems within
the program and everyone has an
opinion on what should have been
done or needs to be done. Despite
these problems, we must keep in
mind that over the years, the boll

weevil has caused far greatereco-
nomic losses to area farmers than
any other pest. If we cannot con-
trol the boll weevil, cotton pro-
duction as we have knownitinthe
past will cease to existin Runnels,
Tom Green, and surrounding
counties.

We are well along the road to
boll weevil eradication. The Foun-
dation is working to solve the
problems. There are hundreds of
farmers who have worked hard
for years and invested thousands
of dollars eachto see the reality of
boll weevil eradication.

Successful boll weevil eradi-
cation is very important to cotton
production in this part of Texas
and to the economic survival of
area agriculture. We don't need
the hard work and the investment
of millions of hard-eamed farm-
ers' dollars going down the drain.

Let's give the program achance
to work.
