Commissioners continue review of 
emergency medical services contracts

Rimnels County Commission­
ers continued to woricon bid speci­
fications for emergency medical 
services at their special meeting 
on Tuesday, May 21,

Com m issioners have been 
looking at the contracts with North 
Runnels Emergency Medical Ser­
vice and Ballinger Emergency 
Medical Service in preparation 
for asking for new bids this fall. 
Reasoning behind the discussion 
is to get a better handle on costs 
and be able to budget when the 
new budget is planned, even 
though the present contracts do 
not expire until December of this 
year.

In other business. Sheriff Bill 
Baird requested commissioners 
okay the entering into an agree­
ment with the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice for Runnels 
County to be able to handle pa­
roled prisoners. According to 
Baird, the inmates would be on a 
work release program which 
would require them to return to 
the jail each afternoon. The state 
will pay the county for housing 
and feeding the prisoners. The 
contract does allow Runnels 
County to decline to take certain 
prisoners, according to Baird.

Following a motion by Com- 
missionerSkipp)erWheeless, sec­
onded by Ricky Strube, the com­
missioners unanimously approved 
entering into the agreement.

Other business handled at the 
meeting included:

•Tabled a request from DPS 
Troopers Scott Warren and Geoff 
Aycock for the purchase of a com­
puter in lieu of the usual purchase 
o f a new radar system for the 
troopjers. The request was made, 
according to the troopers, to help 
ttiem complete forms and repxDits 
more efficiently with software 
available.

•Approved the signing of con­
tracts with Wiginton, Fawcett, 
Hooker, Jeffry, P.C., Architects, 
to draw up plans for a new jail for 
the county. The county will pay 
$3,000 upx)n the signing of the 
contract, with a total of $16,800 
due for the plans if approval to 
build the jail is not approved by 
vo ters in N ovem ber. The 
architect’s fee, if the jail is built, 
would be 8% of the total construc­
tion cost.

•Heard a report from Sheriff 
Bill Baird on the recent inspec­
tion of the county jail. Baird said 
the inspector faulted the jail for 
not having a jailer on each floor. 
Baird said he didn't think that was 
really necessary, but it is a state 
requirement.

•Transferred $22,500outof the 
General Fund to a new budget line 
item for jail planning.

•Tabled action on a resolution 
for installation of utility and pipe 
lines on county rights o f way and 
crossing county roads.

•Routinely approved accounts 
and the County Treasurer's quar­
terly investment repert.

Obituaries

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You have probably heard the 
story about Colonel Drake and 
how he was the first real oil man at 
that fateful first drilling location 
near Titusville, Pennsylvania.

And, a lth o u ^  he can lay claim 
to being the first company man on 
a drilling well, he wasn’t the first 
oil man by a long shot. He was 
about 2000 years too late.

An arabic race (wouldn’t you 
know it) is the earliest recoided 
instance o f someone dealing in 
oil. The people were called Na­
bataeans, and they controlled the 
production and distribution of oil 
(first integrated company?).

They got their petroleum from 
the Dead Sea, where they col­
lected oil from natural seeps. It 
was jelly-like as it floated to the 
surface o f the water. They pack­
aged the petroleum into small 
marketable sizes and transported 
it to Egypt for sale.

The substance was mainly used 
for mununification by acting as a 
preservative in about 500-300 
B.C.

The N abataeans becam e 
wealthy, as they held a monopoly 
on a substance valued highly by 
the leading civilization o f the day 
(sound familiar?). This fact was 
not lost on the Greeks and Ro­
mans who tried to conquer the 
Nabataeans on more than one oc­
casion.

Each time, the invaders were 
soundly defeated by a well -trained 
and well-armed military force.

This period of monopolistic 
prosperity lasted about SCO years 
until Marc Antony overwhelmed 
the Nabataeans and acquired the 
E)ead Sea and its oil seeps.

Love (or lust?) won out as 
Cleopatra was the recipient of the 
Dead Sea and its treasures as a 
gift from Marc Antony. She then 
promptly leased the oil rights back 
to the Nabataeans for the equiva­
lent of $4(X),(XX) per year.

Upon Q eopatra’s demise, the 
Romans became the owner of the 
Dead Sea. Mummification lost its 
luster and the oil business col­
lapsed (sound familiar, again?). 
TWs story was related to me by an 
economist friend of mine who did 
the research. He claims this is the 
first example of the boom and 
bust cycle in the petroleum busi­
ness.

One of the first poems I learned as a young boy was, “Mary, Mary, 
quite contrary, how does your garden grow? With silver bells and 
cockle-shells and pretty maids all in a row?” I’m not sure I understood 
it then. Or now. But it brings to mind —  gardens.

When I was growing up in Brookings. South Dakota, my folks had 
a garden. Every spring my dad and mother would work up die soil, lay 
out the rows, plant the seeds, fertilize the ground with good old- 
fashioned manure, and then, water. It was a lot of work for them, but 
I do believe they enjoyed it. As a young hand, my job was to help 
weeding. Not much fun. But very necessary.

Every year my dad had a contest with one of his good friends, a man 
by the name o f V.O. Madsen. The contest was which one would first 
have red ripe tomatoes on the vine. Dad won a couple of years in a row. 
But then there was the year the tomatoes seemed to stay green forever. 
And Dad was quite certain he would lose. But then, one day, early in 
the morning, as he walked to the garden he saw some red glimmering 
on the tomato vines. His blood started running faster as he quickened 
his pace to the place where his garden grew. He bent over, looked 
down, and put his hand around the red tomato to see —  that someone, 
during the night, had painted some of his tomatoes —  red!

Then, I heard him say, ‘T hat sucker!” It had to be V.O. And it was. 
We had many a chuckle about that garden tale that was true. And how 
that garden grew red tomatoes overnight!

Gardens are a way of life in England. They don’t fuss a lot about 
their lawns. But every house seems to have a garden, especially flower 
gardens. When we were there one summer you would see the folks 
weeding and trimming and watering their flowers. It looked good!

Carl Krenzel, a rural sociologist who was a professor at Montana 
State University in Bozeman, Montana, once told me how we could 
cure most o f the big cities social problems, the ones we read about in 
the paper every day— the crowded conditions, the poverty, the gangs. 
His solution? ‘‘1 would give every resident there a window box, full of 
good earth, and some seeds, and some simple directions as to how to 
make it grow. It would put them in touch with reality. It would put them 
in touch with the earth again. That is the best therapy there is. It would 
heal the cities.”

The other day a neighbor and I were talking. We were standing near 
one of our flower beds. He was sharing with me some of the things that 
made him feel down and depressed. And then he said, “You know what 
makes me feel good when I ’m feeling bad? When 1 get out and work 
in the yard and with the flowers!”

I’m sure it was something like that that was in the mind of Rudyard 
Kipling when he wrote ‘T he Glory of the Garden.” I found this poem 
in a garden —  on the grounds o f the H.E. Butt Retreat Center near 
Kerrville. It was laminated so the weather wouldn’t get to it. It says it 
all,

“Gardens are not made by saying,
‘Oh, how beautiful,’ and sitting in the shade.

Then seek your job with thankfulness 
and work till further orders.

If its only netting strawberries, 
or killing slugs on borders:

And when your back stops aching, 
and your hands begin to harden.

You will find yourself a partner 
in the glory of the garden.

Oh, Adam was a gardener, and 
God who made him sees.

That half a proper gardener’s work 
is done upon his knees.

So when your woric is finished.
You can wash your hands and pray.

And the Glory of flie Garden 
It shall never pass away!”

Composting, good waste reduction
The CityofW intcrs,underihedireciionofMayor Dawson McGuffin 

and the City Council and with the hard work of the employees, strives 
to initiate new measures and means to make the quality and quantity 
of City services better for the citizens of the Winters area. One of our 
duties is safety of life, health, security, and well being of the people. 
Waste reduction has a lot to do with the above mission. Composting, 
recycling, and reusing waste certainly will help.

Every year in Texas, nearly FOUR MILLION TONS of yard 
trimmings end up in Texas landfills. Landfill space in Texas is rapidly 
decreasing. If we all found a way to use/recycle our yard trimmings it 
would cut the landfill fill-up rate by 20%.

One o f the many ways that we can fulfill this need is to compost our 
yard trimmings and some kitchen scraps which we can then use for 
fertilizer and mulch. This not only saves money, it also saves landfill 
space and water.

Compost saves time and money by providing an almost constant 
source of free fertilizer and soil conditioner. Compost helps your 
plants grow by loosening the soil, improves moisture retention in your 
soil, can reduce your water bills and the potential for contamination of 
our waterways and drinking wa­
ter.

Compost can be used in many 
different, but similar ways. You 
can spread it on your yard to help 
the grass grow greener. You can 
place it around your trees to help 
them grow and produce. You can 
mix it into your flowerbeds and 
garden. It can also be used during 
the winter months as “insulation" 
around trees, bushes, and roses to 
be protected from the cold.

If you don’t want to or can’t 
compost on your own, ask around, 
maybe one o f your neighbors 
would like your yard trimmings 
for their compost pile. They might 
share it with you.

Composting is an important 
environmental project which can 
helpusnow and for generations to 
come. If we don’t start now, there 
may be no room for our children 
to use for landfills. Please start 
today.
DO’S AND DON’TS

Do use a variety of other 
vegetative food scraps with the 
grass clippings and leaves.

Do keep pile damp, but not 
soggy.

Don’t use the compost be­
fore it is ready.

Don’luse fish, meat, dairy, 
bones, fat or grease.

•* Don’t use diseased plants 
or weeds with lots of seeds or 
those that grow from runners.

Don’t use pet feces or used 
kitty litter in compost.

COM POSTING RECIPE
Find a well draining spot 

out of direct sunlight.
Start with a layer of coarse 

material like twigs, straw, and 
leaves.

Add a layer of grass clip­
pings and leaves, mixed with 
egg shells, coffee grounds, tea 
bags, and fruit and vegetable 
scraps from your kitchen, along 
with water and soil on old com­
post.

Add nr">re leaves, grass 
clippings, ana kitchen scraps as 
they become available.

->Tum the mixture on a regu­
lar basis to provide spaces for 
air to circulate.

Be sure it stays moist, like 
a damp sponge.

For best results, try to build 
your pile so that it’s at least 
three feet wide and three feet 
deep. If it’s smaller it will take 
longer.

-»U se compost when it re­
sembles dirt.

-» Compost bins are not nec­
essary to make good compost, 
but they can help.

Sheep & goat processing facility 
to be built near San Angelo

opportunity to p a r tic ip ^  in value-Constnictionof anew process­
ing facility near San Angelo is 
crucial to the survival o f the sheep 
and goat industry in Texas. Q os- 
ing of the Monfort plant created a 
void which the new facility will 
fill. At present lambs are being 
trucked approximately 750 miles 
to be processed. With the new
local plant, frci ght costs and shrink
will be drastically reduced, re­
turning more net profit to Texas 
sheep and goat producers.

The Board o f Directors and 
Organizers of Ranchers’ Lamb of 
Texas, Inc. announces the exten­
sion of stock sales until June 3, 
1996.
