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Wingate postmaster abducted at gunpoint
FBI and Federal Postal Inspectors jo in  manhunt

With a population of only 300, 
not much usually happens in the 
tiny community of Wingate, lo­
cated 12 miles east of Winters on 
highway 153. But at approxi­
mately 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday, 
Wingate Postmaster Garry Goff 
found himself looking into the 
barrell of a handgun.

With FBI officials and Federal 
Postal Inspectors involved, a tight 
lid was being kept on the incident 
so details were somewhat sketchy 
late Tuesday.

The following information was 
pieced together from eye wimess 
accounts and official unnamed

sources.
Three employees o f County 

Precinct #3 were working in the 
county bam in Wingate and were 
approached by a man asking for 
help with his disabled vehicle. 
Two of the employees took the 
man to look for his vehicle on 
highway 277. No vehicle was 
found and the man implied that 
the vehicle must have been stolen 
from him.

The employees and the man 
returned to the precinct bam and 
the man left to use a nearby pay 
phone.

Apparently at thistime, the man

entered Security State Bank of 
Wingate. Sources say the man 
entered the bank wearing a large 
overcoat, a big floppy hat and a 
mask. He allegedly told bank 
employees he was there to sing a 
happy birthday greeting and asked 
for a drink of water.

Bank employees became sus­
picious of the man's behavior and 
told the man that no water was 
available. When the man left the 
bank, employees locked the door.

Paul Aiihart, bank president, 
declined to comment, however, 
reportedly no bank employees 
were injured.

The man returned to the county 
precinct bam at which time Post­
master Goff drove up to visit with 
county employees. Goff got out 
ofhis late model Chevrolet pickup 
and walked toward the suspect 
and county employees. The sus­
pect had his back turned to Goff 
and as Goff approached, the sus­
pect turned and pointed a hand­
gun in Goffs face.

The gunman then forced Goff 
to return to his pickup to drive the 
man west on highway 153.

Goff was soon released, un­
harmed, on a county road off of

highway 153, only 1/2 mile from 
Wingate. Goff walked to high­
way 153 where he received assis­
tance.

Goffs pickup was later found 
on a county road off of highway 
277, near the Chadboume Ranch. 
Search dogs were released, road­
blocks were set up, and a helicop­
ter searched the area.

As of 10:00 p.m. Tuesday, the 
suspect had not been apprehended.

He is described as a white male, 
approximately 5’11", weighing 
180 pounds. He was last seen 
wearing jeans, a white shirt, a

faded baseball cap over hair that 
partially covered his ears.

Joining in the investigation 
were members of the Runnels 
County Sheriffs office. Winters 
Police Department, Ballinger Po­
lice Department, Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, FBI, and 
Federal Postal Inspectors.

Located on highway 153, which 
mns through Wingate, the Secu­
rity State Bank has six employ­
ees. It has been the site of several 
robberies in the past, two of which
involved killings of two would- 
be robbers in the 1940's.

School board okays TIPS, 
salary raises, track field

During another budget work­
shop portion o f their regular 
monthly meeting, school trustees 
appuDved the TIPS after school 
program for the coming school 
year.

Elementary Principal Terry 
Wyatt presented financial statis­
tics to the board regarding contri­
butions and other income to sup­
port the TIPS program which en­
rolled approximately 200 children 
last year. He also gave a projected 
budget plan which had been re­
duced from $55,000 last year to 
$41,069 for the 1996-97 term in 
an effort to keep the program alive.

Several school employees and 
parents attended the board meet­
ing in support of TIPS which pro­
vides students a safe environment 
both before and after school, along 
with academic assistance and a 
nutritious snack. Appearing before 
the school board were Fran 
K idw ell, L isa  N itsch , Dora

Martinez, Julie Wilkerson, Loretta 
Horton, Suzy Mendoza and Eas­
ter Walden.

After some lengthy discussion 
with some members being in sup­
port of the program and some 
against, the board voted to ap­
prove $9,358 from district funds 
for the TIPS program which will 
begin Monday, August 19.

Other items discussed during 
the budget workshop included 
raises for teachers aides, clerical 
staff, janitors, cafeteria woricers, 
bus drivers, and Charles Kidwell, 
secondary school principal. Also 
set aside was $80,000 toward the 
construction of a new track field. 
This amount is in addition to the 
$70,000 already approved.

Discussion was held regarding 
plans for the old band hall which 
is currently unoccupied. Trustees 
are considering remodeling the 
band hall into classrooms to help 
alleviate an overcrowding prob­

lem in the secondary school build­
ing. This possibility will be fur­
ther researched.

In other business, Edward 
Hernandez was hired as band di­
rector and Stephanie Olmedo- 
Borecky was hired as Deaf Edu­
cation teacher.

The health insurance bid sub­
mitted by RH Administrators was 
approved. The workers' compen­
sation bid submitted by Hibbs- 
Hallmark & Company was also 
approved.

The following classes were 
approved for the no pass/no play 
exemption: English Honors I, II, 
III, IV; English Gifted & Tal­
ented I, II, III, IV; Physiology/ 
Anatomy; Pre-Calculus; Calcu­
lus, and Physics.

Board members voted to hold a 
budget hearing on Monday, Au­
gust 19 at 7:30 p.m. The public is 
invited to attend.

An Open Letter from Winters City Manager
City receives $250,000for upgrading sewer system

Vital events do not always hap­
pen spontaneously. Economic 
constraints —  globally, nation­
ally, and in our state in particular, 
are crystal clear—  particularly in 
the last 15 years since the oil boom 
economy collapsed.

Cities have been more the vic­

tim of consequences, especially 
small communities. The cohesive­
ness of the Municipal Govern­
ment and the professional man­
agement of the situation are some 
of the biggest elements of pre­
venting small communities from 
falling.

Keeping an eye on the infra­
structure of the city services and 
keeping them intact and upgrad­
ing them are key. In the city of 
Winters, the upgrading of almost 
all infrastructures was tackled by 
federal and state grant funds.

The last and most severe infra­

structure problem that was tack­
led was the upgrading of our sewer 
system. We were under the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission's gun and were try­
ing to avoid being fined like our 
sister city, Ballinger. We applied

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I've said it before and I ’ll say it 

again: “The power that a small oil 
company now has at its fmgertips 
is a huge leap from what it was 
like 10 years ago.”

To illustrate the quantum leap 
that technology has brought to the 
small shop, let’s fantasize about 
what one person can now do with­
out any outside help.

One person, with less than 
$2,000 of computer equipment, 
can build a business presence that 
is professional and complete. He 
or she can print stationery on their 
own computer. He/she can have 
voice mail, create logos, and com­
municate with the outside world, 
for all intents and purposes, as an 
equal to a larger company.

One person can evaluate a well 
log with state-of-the-art software 
and present thousands of scenar­
ios for the success or failure of a 
well based on log data. He/she 
can build maps from this data that 
are complex and multi-layered, 
and he/she can do it in a matter of 
days. The final product is the envy 
of any draftsman.

One person can rent the use of 
a workstation for a few hundred 
dollars and evaluate 3-D seismic, 
project well success rates, and 
recommend the next locations for 
wells in a given field.

One person can do the drilling 
mud design, the casing design, 
and the tubing design— all sitting 
at one place.

One person can check out the 
competition and plot a base map 
in a matter o f minutes. As re­
cently as 1991, it took days to get 
that far.

One person can keep up with 
production, pay the interest hold­
ers, pay taxes, and develop a strat­
egy for the future financial plan­
ning of the company.

As a compay grows, you might 
need several people to get these 
jobs done, but, for the most part, 
the poor boy operating company 
can operate smoothly and within 
the law while using the most up- 
to-date techniques right at his/her 
own computer.

The historiacal significance to 
all of this is the fact that knowl­
edge is power—but the computer 
allows everyone to share the 
knowledge and grow from it.

Many major companies have 
already felt die heat of competi­
tion from these one-man shows.

But, one man shows aren’t the 
only ones that are flexing their 
muscles in the marketplace these 
days. Most are actually small com­
panies with 20 or less employees. 
But, for my purposes, the idea for 
a comparison works well when 
you illustrate what one person can 
do.

Good luck on starting your own 
one-man show.

There are some things even more important than the Olympics. You 
all know how addicted I am to Olympics. But, there are some things 
more important for me to do than watch the athletes compete. Some 
things —  like an Eagle Scout Court of Honor.

It was on a hot Sunday afternoon. It was held in Our Lady of Mount 
Carmel Catholic Church here in Winters, Texas. Eric Martin Joeris 
was to receive the Eagle Award. All was in readiness. Those who were 
to conduct the ceremony had practiced their parts. The fellowship hall 
had been decorated and ready for the reception. There were several 
tables of awards that Eric had earned on his trail to the Eagle.

The Eagle Award is the highest and most coveted rank in Scouting. 
Less than two percent of all Scouts in the United States reach the rank 
of Eagle. Requirements are stiff. One must go up the ranks —  
tenderfoot. Second Qass, First Qass, Star, Life, and finally. Eagle. 
Must earn 21 merit badges of which 12 are required. (Eric had earned 
52!) Serve actively in a troop leadership position for a period of six 
months after becoming a life ScouL Plan, develop, and carry out a 
service project worthy of an Eagle. Appear before a Board of Review 
of prominent persons and satisfy them that you have understood and 
do indeed live up to the Scout Oath and Law and in all ways qualify 
for Eagle Scout.

The Scout oath is quite a mouthful. “On my honor I will do my best 
to do my duty to God and my country, to obey the Scout Law, to help 
other people at all times, to keep myself physically strong, mentally 
awake, and morally straight.”To live it is a real challenge. As they say 
not only to talk the talk but indeed to walk the walk.

There were prayers by Father Sam, presentation of the colors, 
Pledge of Allegiance, and brief talks on Leadership, Proficiency, and 
the Eagle Charge. The Eagle Scout neckerchief, and badge were given 
Eric. Eric presented an Eagle pin to his father and mother. It was all 
very moving.

As I sat up front with Father Sam, my well started to bring up 
memories. When my mother was a Den Mother in Cubs. When my 
older brothers were Scouts and Patrol Leaders. When I got my 
Tenderfoot and learned the Scout Oath and Laws (I really never forgot 
them). Scout Camp. Merit Badges. I never made Eagle— but did make 
Life. But even so I have never regretted my involvement with Scouts. 
I have been on Board of Reviews, Troop Committees, and was a 
Scoutmaster while living in Havre, Montana. I will never forget a 
week we spent in Glacier Paric. We were to do some real mountain 
climbing, and the one really important mle was “Don’t bring new 
boots —  just boots that are well broken-in." Apparently one of my 
scouts had a hearing problem, or was brain-damaged, or something. 
Anyway, when we got to our camp site, he had only one pair of boots, 
brand new, and stiff as a board.

On the day of the big hike (we were going to climb 5,(XX) feet and 
then descend), Douglas was there. New boots and all. By the lime we 
got to the top his feet were one mass of blisters. (He could not walk. 
How' was he to get down? I wanted to lie him into a ball and roll him 
down the mountain. But, the Scout Oath saved him —  and me. ‘T o  
help other people at all times.” So, I carried him down. 5,(X)0 feet. We 
stopped often. But we made i t  By the grace of God and the Scout Oath.

It was my privilege to give Eric the Scout Challenge. ‘T o  live with 
honor —  so that he reflects credit upon his home, church school, 
friends, and himself. To be loyal. To be courageous. To be service- 
oriented, for real leadership is founded upon real service.” A deep 
commitment, and a high moment when Eric took the Pledge of the 
Eagle, ending by saying “To be a living example of the Scout Oath and 
Law.”

Yes, it was more important than the Olympics. Not just because 
Ramona said so. But because “the gold” is a reward for aperformance. 
The Eagle Scout Badge is a commitment to serve God and Counu^— 
for the rest of your life. The reward comes afterlife, when, by the grace 
of God we hear, “We done thou good and faithful servant. Enter into 
the joy of your Master.”

Runnels County is served by 

Q uality Tire Recycling.
West Texas businesses may re­

quest tire collection from the con­
tractors serving their particular 
county. However, they are not 
required to use these services if 
collection already is being pro­
vided.

Scrap tires collected by these 
contractors will be taken to an 
approved energy recovery facil­
ity, a registered waste tire proces­
sor, or an approved temporary 
storage site. The temporary state 
sites are located in Pam pa, El Paso, 
and Midland County.

The waste tire recycling pro­
gram began in April, 1992. It has 
resulted in the cleanup of more 
than 600 illegal tire dumps across 
the state involving the removal of 
more than 25 million used tires. 
The program also has processed 
83 million used tires collected 
from businesses in the last four 
years.

The U.S. Postal Service has 
announced changes in mail col­
lection procedures that will in­
crease security of commercial air­
lines carrying U.S. Mail.

“The changes are designed to 
enhance security measures and to 
protect the traveling public, postal 
employees, and postal contrac­
tors who transport U.S. Mail,” 
said Postmaster General Marvin 
Runyon.

Runyon added that the changes 
exceed FM requirements and are 
one of several important steps the 
Postal Service is “prepared and 
willing to take to improve the 
level o f safety and security of the 
airlines and the mail.” Officials 
declined to discuss all of the secu­
rity measures planned or already 
in place.

The typical consumer or busi­
ness will notice very few changes, 
nor will there be any impact on 
service. Express Mail service is 
not affected.

The changes, effective August 
16. affect packages mailed to in­
ternational or domestic addresses 
deposited in mail collection boxes, 
such as street mail boxes, lobby

and apartment drop boxes/recep- 
tacles, even rural customer mail­
boxes.

Customers will have to bring 
to post offices for entry with retail 
clerks

• domestic mail bearing stamps 
and weighing 16 ounces and over, 
and

• all international mail or mili­
tary APO/FPO mail weighing 16 
ounces and over and which in 
some cases may also require a 
customs declaration form.

The Postal Service will retain a 
record of the international and 
military APO/FPO mailing and 
the customer will be advised of 
this when the item is mailed.

Packages found in collection 
boxes will be returned to the sender 
if the addressee is outside the lo­
cal area identified for overnight 
First-Class Mail.

Packages returned to senders 
will have an accompanying ex­
planation advising them in the 
ftjture to deposit this mail at the 
post office. Previously applied 
postage may be used when the 
item is re-mailed at a post office.

M AIL COLLECTION SECURITY CHANGES 
QUESTION AND ANSWER BACKGROUNDER

Q: What are you doing?
A: We aie announcing changes in mail collection procedures that will increase 

security of commercial airlines carrying U.S. mail, and provide a safer environment 
for our employeesjand postal contractors who transport the mail.

Q: Why are you doing this?
A: We are complying with FM security guidelines to maintain a safe flying 

environment for the public and a safe workplace for our employees.
Q: Exactly what mail is affected?
A; Domestic stamped parcels, weighing 16 ounces and over, and all Interna­

tional and Military mail (including suunped. metered, etc.) weighing 16 ounces 
and over, will need to be presented in-person to a local post office or letter carrier

Q: What do customers have to do?
A: Instead of being able to deposit domestic stamped parcels weighing 16 

ounces and over, and International and Military mail (stamped, metered, etc.) 
weighing 16 ounces and over into postal collection boxes, we are asking customers 
to present these items in-person to their local post office or letter earner.

Q: Why 16-ounces and over?
A; That was an FM decision.
Q: How much mall Is Impacted?
A: Less than one percent.
Q: Does this collection box restriction also Include Express Mall?
A: No. These restrictions do not apply to Express Mail. Customers may 

continue to deposit their Express Mail items in Express Mail collection boxes.
Q: Has moving mail on commercial airlines been a problem?
A: No. Our efforts today are intended to strengthen and make commercial air 

travel safer.
Q: How much mall flies on airlines on an average commercial flight?
A: There’s no way to give an average. It could range from five pounds on up,
Q: Doyou anticipate the action todaywill drive more of the parcel business 

away from the Postal Service?
A: No. We think the public will be very understanding of our motives to tighten 

security procedures for their own safety, our employees, and those who transport 
the mail.

As the summer break draws to 
an end and children begin prepar­
ing to go to back to school. Con­
sumer Credit Counseling Service 
wants to remind parents to start 
planning for the sometimes for­
gotten costs of going back to 
school.

Parents often remember to plan 
for school supplies and clothes, 
but often forget expenses such as 
immunizations, extra-curricular 
activ ities, band instrum ents, 
travel, and graduation costs. In 
addition, if a student is leaving for 
college, expenses such as room 
and board and tuition usually are 
planned for, but books, living sup­
plies (i.e., linens, personal hygiene 
items and decorations) and pre­
trip car maintenance should be 
considered.

“Back-to school expenses are 
like the holidays, taxes, vacation 
or any other periodic expense, 
consumers need to plan for them 
in advance,” said Marianne Gray, 
President of CCCS. “Depending 
on the number o f children, ages, 
and type of schooling, this can be 
a major expenditure.”

However, involving children 
in back-to-school shopping ex­
cursions is a great way to teach 
them the importance of budgeting 
and planning ahead o f time for 
expensive purchases and gives 
parents an opportunity to rein­
force strong money management 
skills.

CCCS offers the following tips 
to help parents avoid back-to- 
school expense problems:

•EstaUish a realistic budget and 
spending limit for each child to 
obtain their school clothing and 
supplies. Determine how much 
money you can safely afford to 
spend 2Uk1 follow your plan as 
closely as possiMe. Parents who 
have children leaving for college 
this year should establish a bud­
get for the entire semester and if 
they are allowing their child to 
use a credit card, a strict monthly 
limit should be seL

•Once you’ve established a dol­
lar figure, let your children (with

your help) list the items and prices 
o f the things they feel arc needed 
for school. Help them determine 
priorities and emphasize the idea 
that sticking to a l^dget may mean 
sacrificing uiuiecessary items.

•Then add up the prices, com­
pare the totals to the limit you’ve 
set for each child and share it with 
them. If the totals don’t match, 
explain that there is a limited 
amount of money arxi it must cover 
all expenses. Suggest that per­
haps a $30 pair of jeans could be 
substituted as an alternative for 
the $60 pair they want.

•Shop with your children. Point 
out the benefits of sales, discount 
stores, and lay-a-way. Discour­
age them from iMiying faddish 
items or shopping impulsively.

•Try to ^ read  purchases out 
over an exended period of time in 
order to avoid having to spend a 
large amount of money at one 
time. Make purchases with cash 
whenever possible and when us­
ing a credit card, use the card with 
the lowest interest rate and have a 
plan to repay the debt as quickly 
as {X)ssible.

In the regular meeting of the 
Winters city council Monday 
evening, council members heard 
from Mrs. Nina Hale regarding 
the Z. I. Hale Museum.

Welfare bill fails true measure of reform
Editor:
The new Welfare Bill, while 

having some positive elements, 
fails the true measure of reform. 
The moral measure of our society 
is how we treat the “least among 
us.” The test of welfare reform is 
whether it will enhance the lives 
and dignity of poor children and 
families. While the bill supports 
more personal responsibility and 
community initiatives, this legis­
lation undermines the national 
safety net, reduces resources for 
hungry families, and unfairly tar­
gets legal immigrants. Sadly, this 
bill is more about reducing re­
sources and reallocating respon­
sibilities than it is about empow­
ering families and protecting chil­
dren.

The bill limits the time some­
one can be on welfare without 
adequately funding the job train­
ing that would make possible a 
transition to work. It requires 
mothers to participate in training 
or work, without guaranteeing that 
their children will be cared for 
while they work. This bill cuts 
foodstamp benefits for the work­
ing poor and eliminates vital as­
sistance to legal immigrants.

Legal immigrants often are 
people who have worked and re­

sided in the United States with our 
government’s permission, but 
who, for whatever reason, have 
not become U.S. citizens. In 1995, 
187,000 legal immigrants were 
receiving foodstamps, and 53,000 
were receiving SSI inTexas. As a 
resultofthe banonbenefits,Texas 
will lose more than $330 million a 
year in federal assistance funds.

The Texas 1995 welfare law is 
better suited for Texas. States like 
Texas with low benefits tend to 
have recipients who have fewer 
skills and who are not job-ready. 
That meaits that a larger portion 
of our welfare population will need 
a longer period of time to make 
the transition to woric. The Texas 
program waits to enforce the time 
limits on many recipients until 
they are connected with needed 
training and support services.

The servicq reductions of this 
new bill will-inevitably place a 
greater burdA  on local govern­
ments, charities, and the people 
who support those charities.

Memorabilia of the First United Methodist Church, Winters
by JEAN GIBBS

The First United Methodist 
Church of Winters is celebrating 
its 105lh Anniversary, Sunday, 
August 25,1996.

The Methodist Church was or­
ganized in Winters, August 1891.

In 1922, Rev. P.T. Stanford 
was appointed to the Winters 
church. Plans were soon under­
way to build a more adequate 
building for the growing congre­
gation. During construction, the

The congregation first worshipped congregation went back to the tab­
ernacle for all church activities. 
Rev. Stanford led the congrega­
tion in building the fourth church 
building. This church was a three- 
story, red-brick building with a 
basement. The third church was 
tom down and the congregation 
again used the tabernacle until the 
new church was ready.

The building committee was 
composed of Dr. W.D. Sanders, 
Chairman; J.M. Skaggs: J.L. 
Speer, J.W. Monroe; J.W. Tan­
ner; H.L. C hapm an: W .H. 
Rodgers: W.W. Poe; J.F. Paxton; 
William Stevens; and J.S. Neely.

On Sunday, October 12,1924, 
the congregation marched in pro­
cession from the tabernacle to the 
new building for the formal open­
ing. Later the tabernacle was re­
moved.

Rev. Gid J. Bryan succeeded 
Rev. P.T. Standord as pastor in 
N ovem ber, 1924. A total o f 
$41,328.(X) was raised in cash on 
the church building in a little over 
a year.

The final debt on the building 
was$8,5(X).(X). The building com­
mittee and congregation faced this 
debt and would either have to 
borrow it or pay it off. It was 
decided to try to pay it off. The 
announcement was made that on 
a certain Sunday they would put 
the “cash on the barrel head.” The 
pastor got a large barrel and placed 
it at the chancel of the sanctuary. 
The people came and laid their 
money on it. When the committee 
counted the money it came to a 
total of $8,500.50.

Back in the late teens and early 
twenties, there were some real 
barbecues! The men would clean 
out the long pit and lay the fire.

When the bed of coals were 
really hot, they put the beef on and 
all day they tended it, turned it, 
and treated it to the good old 
barbeque sauce. That evening the 
meat was ready and the feast was 
enjoyed by all.

The Drasco Chapel was an­
nexed as an educational facility in 
1962.

Worionen were digging for the 
foundation of the extension on the 
educational annex and dug into a 
big bed of ashes. One of the work­
ers told Reverend Roy Crawford, 
“Well, that is the old Barbecue pit. 
Those ashes are still there under 
the dirt.”

The present sanctuary was con­
structed in 1970. The sanctuary is 
the fifth building to stand on this

in members homes, and later in 
the school house, sharing Sun­
days with other denominations. 
Church members also held sum­
mer services under a brush arbor 
located in the north west part of 
Winters. Later a cotton gin was 
located where these services were 
held.

The lot where the First United 
Methodist Church stands today is 
ofhistoric interest The first church 
built on this lot was the first church 
building of any denomination in 
Winters. It is today the oldest 
church site continuously occupied 
by a Methodist church in Runnels 
County.

The deed to the lot where the 
church stands today was drawn 
up, signed, and recorded on Octo­
ber 11, 1899. It was one acre on 
the comer o f Church and Parson­
age streets. In 1899, Rev. W. 
Bowden was pastor whenthe first 
church was built on the present 
comer church lot.

Five houses of worship have 
occupied the same lot. Each build­
ing was used until the next one 
was ready for use. There has not 
been a Sunday since 1899 when 
there has not been a house of 
worship on this lot and in use by 
the congregation as a place of 
worship.

In 1911, a tabernacle was built 
just south o f the first church, on 
the same lo t The Rev. J.W. Patison 
was pastor at that time. The taber­
nacle was constructed so that it 
could be closed and heated in win­
ter and the sides opened for venti­
lation in the summer. The taber­
nacle was used for worship and 
Sunday School until the next 
church was built. It was also used 
for many large meetings such as 
banquets and dramatic produc­
tions.

Many great revivals were held 
in the tabernacle. There would be 
a long line of converts and new 
members at the front on the last 
night of the revivals. Sometimes 
the line would reach from one 
side of the tabernacle to the other, 
and on one occasion, at least, the 
line extended out the door on the 
grounds outside.

In 1913, Rev. John M. Neal 
was pastor. A red brick church 
with a tall spire was built on the 
comer about where the first church 
stood. The tabernacle continued 
to be used forextra Sunday School 
rooms,summerrevivals, and large 
meetings of the community.

comer lot. Under the leadership 
of the Rev. Glenn C. Bowman, 
pastor, ground breaking ceremo­
nies were .held January 25, 1970. 
On January 10,1971, the congre­
gation worshipped in the new 
sanctuary for the first time. Sun­
day, Jan. 17, 1971, a dedication 
service was held for the new pipe 
organ. The Casavant-Freres or­
gan was given by Mr. and Mrs. 
Donald C. Chapman.

The congregation used the Pres- 
byterian Church while this sanc­
tuary was being built.

On Sunday, May 2, 1971, the 
cornerstone was laid by the Dis­
trict Superintendent Rev. Gordan 
Dennis. On Sunday, May 16, 
1971, a consecration service was 
held.

On Sunday, July 16, 1978, a 
service of dedication for the debt- 
free sanctuary was held. The sanc­
tuary had been financed for 15 
years, the debt was liquidated eight 
years ahead of schedule. Bishop 
W. McFerrin Stowe preached and 
led the dedication service. The 
Rev. Jack Riley, district superin­
tendent; Rev. Glenn Bowman 
former pastor; and Dr. B. Thomas 
Tribble, pastor, participated in the 
service of dedication.

Over the years, five new par­
sonages have been built, includ­
ing the present parsonage con­
structed in 1984. A fellowship 
hall and classrooms were added 
in the mid 1980’s and in the early 
1990’s the church purchased the 
old Foxworth building to be used 
by the youth of the church and 
community. Interestingly enough, 
part of this land had belonged to 
the church until 1924 when it was 
sold.

In May of this year, under the 
leadership of Twyla Felty, the 
United Methodist Youth Fellow­
ship saw the completion of the 
sand volleyball court, south of the 
activity building. The court has, 
been put to great use by the youth. - 
On May 26, 1996, a city-wide 
Christian Youth Fellowship Night 
was finished off with some great 
volleyball games.

The Winters Methodist Church 
celebrated its 50th anniversary on 
Sunday, August 3, 1941. Rev. 
A.W. Hall was pastor.

The church celebrated its 75th 
anniversary on March 12, 1967. 
Rev. Ed Otwell was pastor.

The church celebrated its 80th 
anniversary on August 29,1971. 
Rev. Bob Sanders was pastor.

The church celebrated its 100th 
anniversary, October 12, 1991. 
Rev. Travis Franklin was pastor.

Scouts did begin seeing adult 
weevils feeding in blooms this 
week in several fields across the 
area. This will become more com­
mon as cotton fields cut-out and 
bloom out the top. Boll weevils 
will begin to move out of mature 
fields and into the more lush ac­
tively growing cotton fields. 
That’s why it is so important to 
use insecticides now that have a 
high rate o f control and will pro­
vide good residual control.

Boll weevil numbers are low 
and infestations are isolated right 
now. Weevils will begin moving 
from field to field within the next 
two-three weeks. It makes better 
sense to control weevils in a small 
number of fields than waiting un­
til they disperse across large acre­
ages and all acres have to be 
treated.

cut-out (4 nodes above white 
flower or less) it’s through mak­
ing cottoa A good two-inch rain 
would help mature out what’s been
set already. It is too late to start 
setting fruit now.

Bollwonns will have a diffi­
cult time surviving on much of 
this cotton that has cut-out. In 
another week, many of the dry­
land fields will have only 8-10 
day or older bolls left on the plant 
and bollworm infestations are not 
likely at all. Control of any pest 
would be questionable with the 
exception o f possibly cotton 
aphids.

What is the probability of sig­
nificant cotton aphid flare-ups? I 
don’t know for sure, but most 
years we have all ready treated 
most fields once for aphids and 
aphids could easily be found in all 
fields by this time. You are hard- 
pressed to find cotton aphids in 
many fields and even in fields 
which have been treated repeat­
edly cotton aphids numbers have 
remained low.

This situation could certainly 
change if weather conditions 
change and large cotton acreages 
are treated repeatedly for boll 
weevils and other pests. Nothing 
is absolute. The philosophy be­
hind using an insecticide with long 
residual control and good contact 
control is the fact fewer acres will 
have to be treated because fewer 
weevils are dispersing and repro­
ducing over larger areas.

One of the best ways to deter­
mine if a plant is running out of 
horsepower is to look at the termi­
nal squares. If you have small 
pinhead squares in the terminal, 
then it is definitely still adding 
new nodes and growing. The pres­
ence of large squares in the termi­
nal, minimal flexibility of the stalk 
in the lop of the plant, reddening 
of the stalk, or a node above white 
flower ratio of 4 or smaller, are 
good signs that cotton has stopped 
adding new nodes and will only 
grow a few more inches as the top 
iniemodes reach full length.
