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Commissioners end county subsidy for EMS services

$108,000 budgeted for EMS stays as line item

Runnels County Commission-
ers put an end to the county sub-
sidy of emergency medical ser-
vices (EMS) at a special meeting
on Thursday, August 29. They
first voted to exempt EMS con-
tracts from competitive bidding
under Section 262.024 of the Lo-
cal Government Code because it
affects the health and safety of the
public.

Following approval of that
motion, made by Commissioner
Thurman Self and seconded by
Commissioner Ricky Strube,
Commissioner Skipper Wheeless
moved that Runnels County not
enter into a subsidy contract at all
for EMS services. Aftersomedis-
cussion as to whether the motion
meant “forever” or “at this time,”
Commissioner Ricky Strube sec-
onded the motion, with the under-
standing it was to read “at this
time.”

Prior to the two motions,
County Judge Marilyn Egan, read-
ing from a prepared statement,
told the court and audience that
she had checked with the Texas
Attorney General’s office to as-
certainif the bids received and not
meeting bid specifications had to
be rejected. The AG’s office said
the bidsmust be rejected. She said
she had then asked whether the
county could enter into interlocal
agreements with other political
subdivisions, such as hospital dis-
tricts, without accepting competi-
tive bids. She found that could be
done.

She said that although some
people felt that would not allow
the county to contract with
Ballinger EMS, owned and oper-
ated privately by Bob McDaniel,
that was not the case. The county
could enter into an interlocal
agreement with, for example,

North Runnels Hospital District,
and a separate contract and agree-
ment with a private operator such
as Mr. McDaniel.

Judge Egan went on to say she
had spoken with citizens who did
not want to pay a subsidy but
would like for the County to enter
into a contract with EMS provid-
ers which would require them to
answerall 911 calls. She explained
that would not be possible be-
cause a contract is not binding
unless consideration (money) is
given for the services rendered.

Commissioner Strube, also
reading from a prepared statement,

explained his actions regarding
the EMS contractcontroversy. He
said he had contacted counties
surrounding Runnels County, ask-
ing for copies of their EMS con-
tracts and information regarding
whether ornotthey paid subsidies
to EMS contractors.

He explained that the present
contract with EMS providers is
not satisfactory and that his inten-
tions and that of the Court were to
get more detailed financial infor-
mation from the contractors in
order to make better decisions re-
garding the subsidy paid. He also
said work started early on the re-
visions to allow Commissioners
to budget forthe service, since the
contract ends in December and
the County’s fiscal year begins
October 1.

Strube said, “I do not like the
present contract the county has
with bothofthe Emergency Medi-

cal Services. In order for me to
justify a $4,500 a month subsidy
to each EMS, I need more de-
tailed financial statements from
them.”

Commissioner Strube said, “I
want to make one thing very
clear—no one on this commis-
sioners court tells me when or
how to vote! I work for the people
of Precinct 4 of Runnels County.
I do not work for Commissioner
Collom, Commissioner Self,
Commissioner Wheeless,orJudge
Egan, but I do work with them.”

In making his motion to do
away withthe EMS subsidy, Com-
missioner Wheeless reiterated his
stance that he does not like the
county subsidizing another tax-
ingentity (referring to North Run-
nels Hospital). He said that since
the hospital went into the EMS
business in 1991, the tax rate for
North Runnels had dropped from

$.28 per hundred to $.25.

In response to that statement,
Larry Suit, Administrator of the
North Runnels Hospital, told the
court the reason for the decrease
was not the subsidy, but because
the hospital had paid off their

* bonded indebtedness at that time.

Sheriff Bill Baird requested
again that the $108,000 budgeted
for EMS services be put in the jail
fund to be used to help pay for the
proposed new jail. Bonds in the
amount of $2.4 million will be
voted uponin the Novemberelec-
tion.

Following some discussion as
to what to do with the budgeted
money, County Auditor Darlene
Smith said the money could be
left in the EMS line item and the
budget amended if need be. Com-
missioner Strube said he would

Inourtour of oil patch person-
nel, it’s time for a visit with the oil
field mechanic in “Oil Patch Ba-
sics.”

Now, you may be thinking:
Mechanic? What's the big deal?
There’s one on every comer.

Well, an oil field mechanicis a
special breed of mechanic. He or
she must have flexibility in their
expertise and special skills in
areas way beyond auto repair.

Anoil field mechanic is some-
one who repairs or maintains
equipment used in the explora-
tion, production, and transporta-
tion of crude oil and natural gas.
He or she may be an independent
contractor or he/she may be on an
oil company’s payroll.

“The personmay be anautomo-
tivé mechanic with special skills
with avariety of engines and such
that makes him/her useful in the
oil patch, or he/she may be an oil
field specialist.

- Themechanic mustunderstand
all types of machinery and the
laws of physics and mechanical
motion that cause machines to do
work. The internal combustion
engine is only a part of the variety
of equipment a mechanic will en-
counter.

A mechanic may be asked to
geta compressor running againor
fix the gang truck’s winch. A min-
iature chemical pump or the huge
gears of a pumping unit may be
the object of the mechanic’s skill.

Injection pumps, circulating
pumps, electricalmotors, and Ajax
combustion engines are just some
of the myriad of prime movers
and other devices that an oil field
mechanic may run across.

There are some things that a
pumper or a roustabout can fix
without help from the mechanic.
But, there are many devices inthe
oil patch that can be complicated
and require skilled expertise that
only a practicing mechanic can
provide.

I can remember many times
when it felt so good to see the
mechanic drive up to where I had
been tinkering with some piece of
equipment for several hours with-
out any progress. A mechanic can

usually spot the trouble rightaway
and have it fixed before I can say
“college degree.” There isno sub-
stitute for experience and skill.

A mechanic’s job can be de-
manding, as they are usually on
call. This means working odd
hours and missing the Cowboy’s
game for a call out.

The people best suited for the
mechanic’s job seem to have an
untanny understanding of all
things mechanical. They have no
fear of tearing something down
completely and being able to put
it back together. Thatisn’t the end
of it, either, as they store this
information away for later prob-
lem diagnosis.

These folks know who they
are.

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When Ramona and I started our life together as husband and wife,
we were located in Hardin, Montana. Just 15 miles from the scene of
Custer’s Last Stand at the Battle of the Little Big Homn River. It was
our first stand, and we truly enjoyed our four plus years there. Nathan
and Kathryn were born there. We have good memories and good
friends from Hardin.

Our first Sunday there was July 4, 1954. It was hot — 105 degrees.
And no air conditioning. After the service we wound our way up to the
Pine Hills fora ‘“Pot Luck Dinner.” The meal was wonderful. The folks
were great. But the way up and back was neither. It was bad. We ate
dust both ways. We were in the midst of the drought of the 50’s. It was
so dry that when you walked across the plowed earth — it squeaked!
That year, the best return of wheat seeded was 13 bushels to the acre.
And, even with summer following most didn’t make enough to
harvest.

But, we were young. And busy. And excited about our work. We
didn’t realize that the devastation of drought takes a toll long after the
rains came in 57 and 58. Until those years, we averaged only 5”-7" per
year!

We are smarter now. I hope. At least we realize how devastating a
drought can be. Evenif we’re not riding the range like the cowboy who
first sang,

“All day I face the barren waste

Without a taste of water — cool, clear, water

Old Dan and I with throats burned dry

And souls that cry for water — cool, clear, water.”

There have been many days this year when my soul cried for water.
Not for me — not fordrinking water. We still have plenty of that, thank
God. But the plants, the wheat, the grass, the milo, and the cotton dying
of thrust. Water — you can’t do anything with the earth if it doesn’t
rain.

John Sharp, Comptroller of our state, writes in his Fiscal Notes “If
Texas seems to be drying up, that shouldn’t come as a big surprise. In
every decade of the 20th century, at least one major drought has
troubled some part of the state. Rain has been scarce again this year,
and each of Texas’ 10 climatic regions entered the summer facing a
moderate to severe drought.

“Current conditions aren’t as severe as the drought from 1950 to
1956 — when 94 percent of Texas counties were declared disaster
areas. But demands on the state’s water resources are much greater
now because the population has doubled since the 1950’s. This year 86
percent of Texas counties have qualified for emergency drought
assistance.” And there are some folks who say that we are still facing
two more years of drought!

It is scary. It shakes up the deep part of my well. What bothers me
as much as anything are the large number of people in our nation who
couldn’t care less. To them, water, the land, and the fruits of the earth

are automatic. Cheap food is their right and privilege. So what if farms
dry up and blow away? And farm folks have to sell out and move to the
city! You can almost hear them say, “We get our water from a faucet
and our food from the super-market.”

I was at a meeting of rural church people last week in a country
church almost 5 miles from the nearest town. We talked about a lot of
things. And, the drought. One of them said, “We really ought to do
some searching of Scripture and praying about this.” Another said, “Is
this a judgment of God on our nation which has forgotten God?”
Another, “Let’s all go home, do some study and prayerful reliction on
the question, ‘Why is God letting this happen?’” And, what are we to
do?

We surely can begin by praying for our nation. And confess to
Almighty God that we have “gone everyone to our own way.” For sure
we can give thanks when it does rain. Like right now when my rain
gauge reads 2 inches for the first time in along, long time. And the rain
is still falling. Just as the falling rain is good for the soil, so “saying
thanks to God” is good for the soul.

Nominations due Sept. 10 for Texas A&M’s Ranch to Rail

The Texas A&M Ranch to Rail
Program is an information feed-
back program that allows cow-
calfoperators and purebred breed-
ers to determine if their calves
meet the needs of the beef indus-
try, and to identify what consti-
tutes value beyond the weaned
calf phase of beef production. Pro-
ducers will be provided with in-
formation on both feedlot perfor-
mance and carcass value.

September 10 will be the dead-
line for nominating steers into the
1996-1997 Ranchto Rail Program
— and that’s just around the cor-
ner.

Nomination costs will be $15
per steer with a minimum con-
signment of 5 head in the 500 to
850 1b. weight range. All truck-
ing, feed, and medicine costs in-
curred during the feeding period
will be deducted from the final
sale price of the steers.

Animals will be collected for
trucking in early October at re-
gional pick up points. Contact the
county Extension office for more
information.

If you've considered placing
some calves in the program, it’s
definitelynottoo early to be think-
ing about backgrounding them.

Based on several previous
years’ data, it is strongly recom-
mended that backgrounding is
done in accordance with one of
the ‘Texas A&M VAC’ proto-
cols. Variations in the VAC pro-
tocols have been tailored for indi-
vidual management situations.

Essentially, the program in-
volves timely, vaccinations for
respiratory diseases, coupled with
a minimum 45-day background-
ing phase. Obviously, back-
grounding for early October de-
livery would necessitate weaning
sometime in late August or very
early September. Advance plan-
ning will help. Contact your vac-
cine supplier now sothat you have
enough of the right vaccines on
hand. Modified Live Virus vac-
cines, when used properly, pro-
vide the best immune response to
the respiratory disease complex.

Specific information on what
vaccines are recommended, and
on how to implement the VAC
protocols, can be obtained at the

Tocost-effectively background
calves, an inexpensive source of
quality hay or pasture will be
needed. Hay should be 11% crude
protein or higher. Hay may be fed
for the whole 45 days, or if pas-
ture is used, feed hay for the first
5-10 days calves are on pasture.

During the weaning phase, pro-
vide a 14-16% protein pellet or
sweet feed. Some producers like
to creep feed for 15-30 days prior
to weaning in order to get calves
on feed quicker at weaning. How-
ever, the cost of a creep program
may be a concerm.

Most lower-cost programs use
a 38-41% pellet, instead of a high
energy 14-16% creep. Consump-
tion should be around 1-2 1bs. per
day. As soon as the calves are
weaned “through the bawl,” be-
gin the hay and pasture program
supplemented with 1-2 1bs. of a
38-41%, or 2-4 lbs. of a 20%
cube, depending on cost and for-
age quality and quantity.

Last year, 258 ranches from
five states participated in the 1995-
1996 Ranch to Rail Program.

High grain prices and low fed

cattle prices resulted in an aver-
age loss of $28.32 per head. Nev-
ertheless, it is'revealing that the
range in returns per head varied
from +$137.04 to -$307.91.

Steers sold on a carcass basis
with premiums for Choice and
Prime quality grades and discounts
for Standards. Premiums were
paid for Yield Grades 1 and 2 with
discounts for Yield Grades 4 and

Prices received were also af-
fected by time of marketing. Us-
ing the average carcass prices paid
as an adjustment, the high selling
ranch entry still yielded $110.08
per head: indicating that even in
the most dismal of grain and cattle
markets, value can be realized
through high, efficient rates of
gain, low medicine costs, and lean,
high grading carcasses.

For all entries, calves that got
sick had an average medicine cost
of $34.05.

Ranch to Rail offers producers
a means of collecting data which
canhelp them identify those breed-
ing program and management
techniques which can add value
to their product.

to be held

October 1

Absentee ballot requests accepted through September 17

Voting on the Sheep Referen-
dum will be held Tuesday, Octo-
ber 1, 1996. Absentee ballot re-
quests can be made to the County
Extension Office through Septem-
ber 17, 1996.

Following is information on
voting guidelines and eligibility.

ABSENTEE VOTING

« Absentee ballots will be avail-
able only from the county Coop-
erative Extension Service (CES)
office.

* Requests for absentee ballots
may be made in person, by tele-
phone, by mail, by electronic mail,
or by facsimile.

« The CES agent or designee
will provide all absentee ballots
by mail, even if the request is
made in person.

« Each prospective voter (i.c.,
each individual, legal entity, or
group) may request ONLY ONE
absentee ballot.

« Individual voters and groups
of individuals such as joint ten-
ants, tenants incommon, or a fam-
ily, must request absentee ballots
from the county CES office that
serves the voter’s county of resi-
dence.

« Legal entities, such as a part-
nership, corporation, estate, etc.,
must request absentee ballots from
the county CES office that serves
the county where theentity’s head-
quarters is located.

» Completed absentee ballots
must be received in the county
CES office from which they were
obtained notlater than September
27, 1996.

ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to vote in this
referendum, you must have been:

A “person” as that term is

defined below, engaged in the
production, feeding, or impor-
tation of sheep or sheep prod-
ucts during calendar year 1994.

Importers who imported only
raw woolare NOT eligible to vote.

In this referendum, the term
“person” means:

* An individual OR

» A legal entity (forexample, a
corporation, partnership, estate,
etc.) OR

« a group of individuals with a
joint ownership interest in sheep
(forexample,a family, acoopera-
tive, and association, etc.)

In this referendum, the term
“ownership” meanshaving FULL
CONTROL of all buying, selling,
and production decisions.

In this referendum, each eli-
gible “‘person” has ONE VOTE.
Example of an eligible “person”
entitled to cast one vote:

« A family that owns sheep.

« A partnership thatowns sheep.

« Anindividual member of any
“group of individuals” (including
a family) who has independent
ownership of sheep separate from
the rest of the group.

In referendum, spouses who
jointly own sheep are considered
to be a “family” (i.e., a “group of
individuals™), and are not entitled
to two votes even in community
property states.

The question mark for the
Bearcats this year, “as it has
for just about every year,” says
head coach Glen Jones, is the
offensive line.

The Bearcats’ “Golden
Years” fifty years ago, must
surely have been 1941
through 1945. Those were
the last five years under
Coach Felton “Pooch”
Wright who was inducted
into the Texas Sports Hall of
Fame in 1995.

The Bearcat football
teams for those five years
left a remarkable record
which may never be
equalled, reaching the
Regional Championship
playoffs every year and
winning four of the five
years. In 1943 and 1945, the
Bearcats were not scored on
in District play and the 1945
team rolled up 570 points to
their opponents 72 in the 12-
game season.

In those years, only the
largest high schools played
on to a state champion. All
others played only to the
regional championship. The
Bearcat teams for 1941,
1942, 1943 and 1945 went
all the way!

In 1944, one of the better
BHS teams beat everyone in
the regular season except for
the “big city teams” of San
Angelo and Sweetwater,
losing in regional to
Seymour when a late TD was
cancelled by an offsides
penalty—a real hard one to
lose and the only hiatus in
the spectacular five year
streak of championships.

The football players in the
forties were still going both
ways, playing offense and

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defense and when listing the
outstanding players of those
years, there were only
“football players,” not an
offensive and defensive all-
star grouping.

Based on fair recollection
and having either witnessed
or played in each of the 55
games of 1941 through 1945,
I have set out my choices of
the most outstanding seniors
for each position during
those years.

Some of the players listed
lettered only one year, their
senior year in high school,
and many of them lettered
two years. We only had three
years in high school in those
days, yet a surprisingly large
number lettered on the
varsity team all three years.

One, Zane Gray
McWilliams, was a starter on
three successive regional
champion teams in 1941,
1942 and 1943.
