Senate
Weevil

With combined efforts from
cotton growers inplaces like Win-
ters, Ballinger, Rowena, Norton,
Wingate, Robert Lee, Colorado
City and elsewhere throughout the
western half of District 24, on
Friday, May 16, the Senate unani-
mously approved a bill which re-
stores the Texas Boll Weevil
Eradication program.

Senator Troy Fraser, along with
Senator Robert Duncan, R-Lub-
bock, co-authored Senate Bill
1814, 1o reinstate the Eradication
program which had been shut
down by the state Supreme Court
with a ruling on April 30. In that
ruling, the Supreme Court deter-
mined the program to be uncon-
stitutional because the State Leg-
islature improperly delegated

City council names " Blizzard Park"

During the regular meeting of
the Winters city council on May
12, council members voted to
name the small park at the base of
the new south water tower "Bliz-
zard Park."

Councilmembersdiscussed the
historical importance of this area
which was the previous home of
the old water tower built in the
1930's, as well as the home of the
old American Legion Hall.

The new water tower sports an
impressive Blizzard logo, and the
area beneath the tower has been
cleaned and leveled. An architec-
tural design has been drawn with
plans to add concrete sidewalks,
benches, shade trees and land-
scaping to enhance the beauty and
improve the utilizationof the area.

During the meeting, the oath of
office was taken and signed by
Mayor Dawson McGuffin, Alder-
man Tommy Russell, and Alder-
man Joe Gerhart.

Because these three incumbent

city officials ran unopposed for
the May 3 election, the city coun-
cil voted to cancel the election
and also voted the trio into the
offices they sought.

Council members discussed
paving of roads that were peti-
tioned by the homeowners last
year. City Manager Aref Hassan
told the council that a cost esti-
mate had been determined by the
city, and that letters were sent to
concemned property owners ask-
ing that they present an assesment
amount no later than June 5.

Council members directed
Hassan to schedule the pavement
of the roads if the homeowners
come up with their share of the
expense, which will be two-thirds
of the cost of materials only.

Hassan further reported to the
council that the city, county and
school district have twelve prop-
erties that have been taken for
back taxes and are ready to be
sold. Hassan said that once all

three taxing entities have passed
resolutions, the properties can be
put up for bid. The council voted
to approve the resolution autho-
rizing sale of the twelve proper-
ties.

In other agenda items, Hassan
told the council that the only ap-
plicant for a tax abatement is Al-
derman Cave. According to the
city's tax abatement policy, all
taxing entitics haveto get together
and decide the amount of abate-
ment. Hassan said he has informed
the other taxing entities in writing
and as soon as all pertinent figures
are gathered, a recommendation
will be made for final approval by
the city council.

Other council action included
approval of bills and minutes, and
hearing reports from the chief of
police and municipal court judge.

Council members voted to can-
cel the meeting scheduled forMay
26, due to the Memorial Day holi-
day.

Four arrested in connection with Wal-Mart robbery

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Qil Bidness

Let’s crank up for our monthly
feature of “Oil Patch Basics.” This
time, we are going to talk about
squeezing old perforations (perfs).

For those of you who need a
primeron ‘“‘squeezing” in general,
follow me to the next paragraph,
where I'll give you some useful
information on the subject.

Squeeze cementing is the proc-
ess by which cement is pushed
downtubing or casing, under pres-
sure, into holes (perforated oroth-
erwise) behind casing or into the
formation. Although some cement
will go into the formation, the
majority of it will seal the tubulars,
as it is intended.

When an operatordecides itno
longer wants some open perfs (for
whatever reason), the procedure
called a “squeeze job’ is at-
tempted. This is the subjectofour
Basics this week.

Whenasetof perfsisno longer
productive or the perfs are just no
longer desirable to the operator,
the perforations must be sealed.
Squeeze cementing is the most
often applied method for closing
out perfs.

Insqueezing operations, aplug
of some sort is set below the perfs
(to seal the hole below the perfs)
tostart. Above the perfs, tubing is
run in, usually with a packer, to
provide conduit for the cement
but allow for a seal of the perfs to
be squeezed.

A spacer of fluid (usually wa-
ter) is pumped down the tubing
first, followed by a pre-determined
volume of cement. Following the
cement is another spacer of non-
cement fluid to push the cement
away from the end of the tubing.

Pumping volumes and rates,
pumping pressures, and set-up
time can be predicted by judging
the number of perforations and
distance between top and bottom,
as well as the temperature and
fracture pressure. (Fracture pres-
sure is the pressure at which the
formation will crack and cement
would be lost.)

Once the cement is pumped,
the packer and tubing is released
and pulled up the hole to allow the
cement time to set.

Despite careful calculations of
the cement volume and spacer,
there will still be some residue
cement inside the casing adjacent
tothe squeezed perfs. Afterapres-
sure test of the cemented perfs (to
check the seal), the cement is usu-
ally drilled out. If it is desired to
getbelow the squeezed perfs, then
the plug set below the perfs is also
drilled out.

This is a very simplified
squeeze job, so lest you get the
idea its easy, I suggest you sit on
one of these and see for yourself

how exacting an operator must be
to pull off a clean squeeze. It can
be complicated by leaky plugs
and packers, not enough cement,
failed pressure tests, and amyriad
of other problems associated with
a procedure one or two miles
underground.

At least now you have a small
glimpse of what is happening
when the roughneck at the local
saloon says he spentall day watch-
ing them squeeze old perfs.

It’s bascball season again. Not
onlyinthe bigleagues. Alsointhe
little leagues. Not only in New
York and Cleveland and Atlanta,
in the big citics. Also, rightherein
Winters. For weeks, the folks who
put together the tcams, get the
managers, planthe schedules, and
get the umpires were meeting several times a week. At night. I know,
because they metin our church basement, orin the Education Building.
We were glad to give them the space.

Baseball and softball have been part of my life foralong, long time.
My earliest remembrances of my youth include me leaming how 1o
catch and throw a ball. It was my dad who taught me. My two bigger
brothers could not be bothered — after all, I could not throw it hard or
in the right direction. Too small to play. But, not too small to leam.

It was usually before suppertime. I had been playing outside. My
dad would pull upto the front of the house. He’d spot me. And he’d say,
“Jim, would you like to play catch?” Would I? You’d better believe it.

So, he’d get the ball, always a softball, and he’d toss it tome. I don’t |

know how many times before I got the hang of it. The secret, of course,
isto keep youreyes onthe ball! When Ilearned how to do that, it wasn’t
too long before I could hang on to it. And then it was fun.

Hitting the ball was the next step. My dad didn’t teach me that. I was
in the sixth grade before I leamed how to do that with any consistency.
Ourhighschool coach, Max Lynn, ranakind of baseball clinic forkids
that summer. He was a good teacher who had the patience of Job.
Truly. [ remember one day he pitched 90 balls to me before I hit one
— before I made any connection. Oh, I stood up to the plate all right.
And I swung the bat with great gusto. The only problem was I never
connected.

But, he continued. And he said, over and over, most patiently, “Jim,
just keep your eye on the ball. Follow the ball. Swing to meet the ball.
Until, on pitch 91 1 did hit it. Not far. But I connected. For a number
of days I was known as the “‘strikeout king"’ of Brookings kid lecague.

From that time on, it was fun. I never played on a Little League
Team. They didn’t have such in those days. But, sandlot ball became
a sport for me. A group of us would get together, pick 2 captains, and
then toss the bat up inthe air vertically, and as it came down one would

catch it. Then, one after the other, they would grasp the bat — ;

alternating — first the hand of one and then the hand of the other until
the one with his whole hand next to the handle got to make his [irst
choice for a player.

Not at all like the annual “draft’” of professional ball tcams. We were
all “free agents,” and we played for free, for fun. We didn’t have a
schedule. Just give us an empty lot, a few sacks for bases, and we were
off and playing ball. We had some fierce disputes about close calls.
And sometimes we almost had a “‘basebraw]™ game. Just like happens
some times in the big leagues. Only we didn’t get fined. And we
quickly decided it was more fun to win the ball game than to win the
fight.

Last Sunday afternoon I watched a really good game. Not in front
of my T.V. Nor was it at one of the wonderful ficlds we have next to
the city park. This game was different. It was home spun, homemade
Sunday afternoon baseball. No umpires. Second base was a tree in the
church parking lot. And the players? Dads and sons and daughters. It
was a blast. I watched from my livingroom window.

Big League Bascball may some day die. It might just price itself out
of existence. But it wouldn’t be the end of the game. As long as there
are balls and bats. And folks willing to teach their kids to “play catch™
and then play with them, the game will live on. After all, as one wag
answered the question, ““When did baseball begin?,” he replied, “Inthe
beginning.” And, whereas that might not have been what the author of
Genesis had in mind when he wrote 1:1, It surely is part of creation.
And a wonderful form of re-creation. And a couple of lessons I have
learned for the game of life, “Jim, keep your eye upon the ball.” And,
“swing to meet the ball.” Yeah. Amen.

6. PROBLEMS WITH ABSTRACT THINKING. Balancing a
checkbook can be challenging enough as it is. An Alzheimer's
patient who's trying to keep the books may forget what numbers
are and what needs to be done with them.

7. MISPLACING THINGS. You may lose a wallet or keys but
find them later. Those suffering from Alzheimer's put items in
inappropriate places and may forget the objects even exist.
Imagine a circular saw in the children’s playpen or an antique
wristwatch in the sugar bowl.

8. CHANGES IN MOOD OR BEHAVIOR. Alzheimer's patients
can exhibit rapid mood swings—from serene calm to angry
tears—for no apparent reason.

9. CHANGES IN PERSONALITY. While personality normally
alters somewhat with age, a person suffering from Alzheimer's
can have especially drastic changes. They may become con-
fused, suspicious or even fearful

10. LOSS OF INITIATIVE. Everyone gets tired of housework,
business activities, or social obligations, but most normal, healthy
people regain their initiatives. The person with Alzheimer’s dis-
ease may become very passive and require cues and prompting
to become involved. .

before the Supreme Court ruling,
with their existing validated as-
sessments.

The Rolling Plains Central zone
includes Brown, Callahan,
Mitchell, Nolan, Shackelford,
Stephens, Young and part of Tay-
lor counties. The Southern Roll-
ing Plains zone includes Coke,
Coleman, Concho, McCulloch,
Runnels and another part of Tay-
lor counties.

Thebill also provides forTexas
Agriculture Commissioner Rick
Perry to gain operational over-
sight of the program and be em-
powered to plan, carry out, and
operate eradication and diapause
programs.

At the same time, Commis-
sioner Perry will be allowed to
appoint the initial 15 members to
the Texas Boll Weevil Foun-
dation’s board and approve its
operating budget, ability to bor-
row money and its purchasing
policy.

All of this is good news to local
cotton producers, some 65-70 who
met the moming of May 14 in
Wingate.

Organized by Brent Mikeska,
owner of the Wingate gin, cotton
growers and ginners from Miles,
Rowena, Mereta, Winters, Win-
gate and Norton listened as Rick
Minzenmayer, Runnels County
entomologist, and Mandie En-
gland, independent entomologist,
encouraged cotton producers to
“keepapositive attitude” and take
an active role in controlling the
boll weevils.

Both entomologists support
monitoring cotton fields with boll
weevil traps which are available
from local gins.

“From what the Eradication
Program has already done, our

weevil population should be iso-
lated to just hot spots,” reports
England. “That’s the reason to
run traps, because there will be
fields where you can’t tell about
infestation unless traps are set.”

Minzenmayer and England
stress timely applicationof proper
pesticide at about the match head
square stage whichis usually about
28-33 days after planting.

The official planting date this
year was May 19, but some farm-
ers are waiting a few days due to
wet grounds.

“Traps, close monitoring and
timely application are crucial to
depressing the weevil until, hope-
fully, the (Boll Weevil) Founda-
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tion becomes active,” according
to Minzenmayer.

Minzenmayer said, “We all
strongly support the Eradication
Program. We’re way oo farin it
now to give it up.”

Statements by Amold Henson,
Chief Executive Officer of the
Farm Credit Bank of Texas, can
be found on page 10 in a letter to
the editor.

The Farm Credit Bank of Texas
and seven Production Credit As-
sociations across Texas have pro-
vided financing for the Eradica-
tion Program to the tune of $37
million.

Note: As of press time Tues-
day, May 20, the Agricultural
Committee of the Texas House
of Representatives was meeting
for consideration on the Boll
Weevil Eradication proposal.
Expectations were for the com-
mittee to pass the bill and for
the full House to vote on the bill
Wednesday, May 21.

Morales’ Municipal Advisory Committee
to distribute handbook on land-use issues

Texas Attorney General Dan
Morales and his 1996-1997
Municipal Advisory Committee,
which includes Winters City
Manager Aref Hassan, will pub-
lish a handbook on land-use is-
sues for Texas cities. The hand-
book specifically addresses the
powers of cities to utilize laws
relating to zoning, platting, an-
nexation, eminent domain, and
the abatement of substandard
structures. The diverse group of
37 city officials and the Attorney
General approved the publication,
which will be distributed to local
officials around the state.

“This book will serve as a re-
source manual and guide for city
officials wanting to make their
communities betterplacestolive,”
Moralessaid. “I congratulate these
members for providing the input
and assistance necessary to put
this handbook together.”

The Committee met in Austin,
on Friday, April 25, 1997, for the
third of three meetings that took
placein 1996 and 1997. The group
advises Morales on important is-
sues facing Texas municipalities
during their tenure.

Also during the meeting, Mo-
rales’ staff conducted presenta-
tions on the work of the Con-
sumer Protection Division and on
the programs offered through the
Elder Law Division.

Morales originally formed the
Municipal Advisory Committee
in 1992 as a way to establish a
dialogue between the Office of
the Attorney General and Texas
city officials. Morales also estab-
lished at that time a Municipal
Affairs Section, which assists and

advises city officials on legal
matters unique to city government.
The section is headed by Assis-
tant Attorney General Scott
Joslove.

Eachyear’smunicipal advisory
committee is asked to set a goal
for its term. Last year’s commit-
tee asked the Office of the Attor-
ney General to produce a hand-
book on economic development.
The committee served as editors
of the handbook, making sure that
itaddressed issues most helpful to
city officials.

A copy of this year’s handbook
on land-use laws will be mailed
this summer to every Mayor in
Texas. The popularity of last
year’s handbook on economic
development laws resulted in the
agency receiving requests for
more than 2,000 additional copies
after the original mailing.

During the past four years, the
municipal advisory committee has
given more than 120 city leaders
an opportunity for dialogue and
direct access to the Attorney Gen-
eral and his staffon key municipal
issues. Service on the committee
is for a term of one year. The
1996-1997 committee reflects the
state’s vast ethnic and geographic
makeup. Three of the 37 member-
ships on the committee are re-
served forthe following individu-
als: TML board president, amem-
ber of the Texas Association of
Hispanic Municipal Officials,and
a member of the Texas Associa-
tion of Black City Councilmem-
bers. The remaining 34 members
are elected and appointed city of-
ficials drawn from the TML's 15
regions.

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Poe’s Corner

Following the Fort Concho Trail

What is so rare as a day in
June? Unless it is a balmy day in
May when a bus load of adults
travel to San Angelo for an outing
and visit to old Fort Concho.

Virginia Schwartz was our ca-
pable driver as we sped along in a
round about way in order toenjoy
the well plowed fields blanketed
with small yellow flowers. They
resembled daisies against a back-
ground of sturdy green trees.

Those making the tour were
Harold and VandelinJosy, Vivian
Foster, Lee Claxton, Louis Wade,
Lillian Eubanks, Dorothy Long,
Bonnie Fairey, Hallie Sims and
Charlsie Poe.

Since the tour of the fort was
scheduled at 1:30 p.m., we had
plenty of time for lunch but none
to shop.

Constant work goes on at Fort
Conchoinrebuilding and we were
surprised that the entrance had
been changed from Headquarters
building at the back to the Bar-
racks Row 1 & 2 at the north west
corner. Here we were registered
and given a brief description of
the building.

Fort Concho was established
in 1867, and the construction was
drawn out over a decade. Slowly
the fort grew from a compound of
tents to one of substantial build-
ings. It became the pivotal point
in the frontier front line, the
launching pad for assaults on the
Comanche's plains and the

Charlsie

Apache's mountains.

Building the six enlisted men's
barracks at Fort Concho took low
priority, being preceded by con-
struction of two store-houses, the
post hospital, the powder maga-
zine, and five officer quarters.
Barracks 1 and 2, at the west end
of the row, were occupied in Au-
gust of 1869 though still unfin-
ished. Stones came from the Ben
Ficklin quarry, about five miles
away, while much of the other
building material was shipped in
from San Antonio.

Construction of additional bar-
racks, began in the summer of
1870, was delayed because of a
shortage of lumber. However, by
the fall of 1871 all six barracks
were completed. Together, the six
barracks could house as many as
cight companies.

Fort Concho was the central
point in a line of forts along the
outeredge of settlement in Texas.
Builtto protectnearby settlements
from Indian attack, it was located
at the confluence of the Concho
Rivers.

As the frontier moved steadily
westward, Fort Concho declined

in importance. It was closed in
1889. After the soldiers left, the
fort escaped demolition by being
converted into commercial stor-
age space and civilian housing.

In 1929, a fund-raising cam-
paign to buy the former Head-
quarters building was started. This
was accomplished in 1930 and
the Fort Concho Museum was es-
tablished. By the mid-1950s, the
city had rebuilt two barracks and
two mess halls from ruins. The
fort was designed a National His-
toric Landmark in 1961 and is
considered the best preserved
Western fort in the nation.

In the 40-acre site, there are 16
original limestone buildings, five
reconstructed buildings, and one
stabilized ruin. The city now owns
all Fort Concho buildings except
two cavalry stables (Wool Grow-
ers Central Storage.)

The most recent restoration has
been the post hospital building
which houses a museum of Fron-
tier Medicine. This exhibit in-
cluded sand boxes for the ailing
soldicrs, so they wouldn't have to
go out in the cold. These were
called thunder boxes by the En-
glish. This building also houses
the Fort Concho Elementary
School library.

The two brick buildings nearby
house the only public school in
the nation founded by and builton
a national historic landmark.

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Portions of Runnels County to be
regulated by hormone herbicide

The Northwest part of Runnels
County will be a Herbicide Regu-
lated area again this year, accord-
ing to Mike Mauldin, Runnels
County Extension Agent.

The dates that this regulation
are in effect is May 26 to October
1, 1997. All persons within the
designated areaare asked to abide
with these regulations.

The regulations for Runnels
County are as follows:

“That portion of Runnels
County beginning on the west
county line at the point of inter-
section with the Colorado River,
east-southeasterly along the Colo-
rado Rivertoits intersection with
U.S. Highway 83, thence north

along U.S. Highway 83 to its in-
tersection with the north county
line, thence westerly along the
north Runnels County line to the
northwest comer of the county,

thence southerly along the west
county line to the Colorado River,
the point of beginning, is regu-
lated by the Texas Herbicide Law.
In regulated areas, no permit is
required from October 1stthrough
May 25th of the following year.

The application of Ester formula-
tions of regulated herbicides is
prohibited from May 26th through
September 30th of each year pro-
vided that a spray permit is ob-
tained prior to each application.”

County to deposit monies with
Ballinger National Bank

Ballinger National Bank was
awarded Runnels County’s de-
pository contract ataspecial Com-
missioners Court meeting on
Monday, May 19.

Bids had been submitted and
opened at the previous week'’s
meeting to allow commissioners
to study the bid proposals. Mak-
ing the motionto accept Ballinger
National’s bid, Commissioner
Thurman Self said, “It looks like
their interest rate is a little bit
better and it would be in the best
interest of the county to go with
them.”

Commissioners voted unani-
mously to accept Ballinger Na-
tional Bank'’s bid.

John Frerich, President of Ro-
wena Water Supply Corporation
(RWSC) appeared before the
court, recommending acceptance
of the bid of Sims Plastic of Odes-
sa for pipe for the new water line
and the bid of Plastic Wholesale
of Abilene for fittings and con-

nections. Bids had been submit-
ted at the last meeting but they
were tabled to allow the engineer
to study and make a recommen-
dation.

Funding of boll weevil
eradication must continue

Dear Editor:
Inthe past three years, the farm-

er-owned Farm Credit Bank of

Texas and seven Production Credit

Associations across the state of

Texas have provided financing
for the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi-
cation Program to the tune of $37
million.

The money to repay this debt
comes from assessments of local
cotton farmers, collected by the
Texas Boll Weevil Foundation,
which administers the program
under a Texas law passed by the
state legislature in 1993. Last
week, a Texas Supreme Court rul-
ing, however, struck down the
law—Ileaving cotton farmers in
limbo, and us as theirlender hold-
ing the bag.

The boll weevil’s eradication
means higher cotton yields and
less pesticides—ultimately lead-
ing 1o a stronger local and state
economy with more jobs and an
increased tax base. In state where
eradication efforts have been suc-
cessful, production has increased
manyfold and insecticide use on
cotton has been reduced 40-85%.
The National Cotton Council es-
timates that every $1 spent on
eradication costs returns approxi-
mately $12in benefits to the econ-
omy.

We applaud the efforts of Sen-
ator Robert Duncan of Lubbock,
and others, who are working on a
bill to restore the legality of the

boll weevil program before the
end of the current session—and
legislators appear willing to ex-
pedite a remedy. Unfortunately,
however, early drafts appear to
focus more on continuing eradi-
cation efforts, without fully ap-
preciating the need to ensure the
Foundation’s existing financial
obligations are met.

Itis imperative that the legisla-
ture include provisions to ensure
the repayment of its present debt
obligations—Iloans that Farm
Credit institutions made in good
faith to the Boll Weevil Founda-
tion based on enabling legislation
passed by the Texas Legislature.
Will any financial institution pro-
vide funding for this, or any sim-
ilar program in the future, if the
existing debt on past obligations
cannot be collected? In other
words, without a financial partner
for the Boll Weevil program, the
legislature’s efforts will be in vain.

As the Texas Legislature de-
liberates the future of this impor-
tant program, the Farm Credit
Bank of Texas strongly encour-
ages interested Texans to remind
theirlocal state representative and
senator to stand behind their ac-
tions and commitments so that
boll weevil eradicationefforts can
continue in Texas.

Surveys for pecan nut casec-
bearereggs conducted in the area
indicate that the time to treat for
this pest is rapidly approaching.
The prediction date for this area
should be from May 26 to June 2.
Close monitoring for nut clusters
for egg deposition and/or feed-
ing damage will be necessary for
proper timing of an insecticide
treatment.

Adult female moths will soon
be laying eggs on the pollinated
nutlets, eggs should hatchin4 to
7 days thenthe young worms will
attack the nutlets. Eggs are usu-
ally placed singly on the tips of
nutlets. Eggs are small in size,
about the sizeofapinhead. Young
worms hatching from eggs, first
feed on leaf buds and then attack
the small nutlets.

At least 100 pecan nutlet clus-
ters should be checked ontreesin
home yards for eggs and worm
feeding damage. Check trees2 to
3 times a week for the next two
weeks. Where eggs are detected,
chemical treatment should be
applied in 3 to 5 days. Where
feeding damage is detected,
chemical treatment should be
made that day.

There has been several ques-
tions on what insecticides to use
for pecan nut casebearer control.
A short summary of insecticides
labeled for pecans and their uses
are:

Lorsban® 4E, chlorpyrifos,
provides good control of most
insects and good to fair aphid
control. It is labeled for black
pecan  aphids,  hickory
shuckworm, pecan nut case-
bearer, phylloxera, fall webworm
and spittlebug. It is also labeled
for yellow pecan aphids in com-
bination with pyrethroid insecti-
cides.

Sevin®, carbyl, has several for-
mulations. Early season applica-
tions tend to flair aphids and
mites. Sevin provides excellent
control of pecan weevils.

Thiodan®, endosulfon, is la-
beled forblack pecan aphids, pe-
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can nut casebearer, and spittle-
bug. It is highly toxic to cattle,
both oral and dermal. It is also
highly toxic to humans.

Guthion®, azinphos-methyl,
will not control aphids. It is la-
beled for pecan nut casebearer,
shuckworm, fall webworm, wal-
nut caterpillar, spittlebug, south-
ern green stick bug and twig
girdlers.

Dipel®, Bacillus thuringiensis,
and other Bt products provide
good control of pecan nut case-
bearer, fall webworms and wal-
nut caterpillar. These biological
materials are very easy on benefi-
cial insects and will not flare sec-
ondary pests. Residual is short-
lived.

Before using any product you
are familiar with, be sure and read
the label, carefully for rates to
use, mixing instructions and pre-
cautionary statements.

The pecan nut casebearer has
three generations per year. It is
about 42 days between the occur-
rence of each subsequent genera-
tion. Some years the second and
third generations of this insect
may cause considerable nut dam-
age. Total nut loss is usually dur-
ing the first generationbecause an
individual larvae may destroy a
complete nut cluster.

Zinc can be applied for foliage
of pecan trees when applying an
insecticide forcasebearer control.
Regular zinc applications are
needed for good development of
pecans in this area. When apply-
ing zinc, coverage is important
because zinc does not translocate
in the tree. Symptoms of zinc de-
ficiency are small leaves and
rosetted shoots. Elemental zinc is
toxic to most plants other than
pecans and grapes; therefore,
avoid drift to protect from phyto-
toxicity. Never spray young trees
that are not actively growing.

Fruit trees need weed control, water

When should the “bare look™
around fruit trees begin? It begins
atplanting time and continues for-
ever. The longer grass is allowed
to grow under fruit trees, the
greater the reduction of new
growth and future crops.

Weeds and grass around trees
decrease growth for several years.
For example, if tree growth is
reduced by 20 percent for one
year because of grass compeli-
tion, growth is automatically re-
duced 20 percent during the sec-
ond year's growth. Grass compe-
tition can reduce growth by as
much as 50 percent.

If you don’t like the bare look,
mulching can be beneficial.
Spreading organic materials such
as composted leaves and grass
clippings or straw under and
around fruit trees effectively con-
trols grass and weeds while at the
same time providing an attractive
appearance.

Not only does mulching with
organic materials prevent grass
competition, but it also conserves
moisture for tree root use and sta-
bilizes soil temperatures (roots do
not like extremely hot or cold
soils). Provide a 3 to 4 inch thick
mulch at least 3 feet wide around
young trees throughout the grow-

ing season. If trees are closely
surrounded by tenacious grasses
such as Bermuda, remove the turf
by hand or use a recommended
herbicide.

Liberal watering can offset the
retarding effect of grass. Proper
watering results in greater num-
bers of next years fruit buds that
will survive frosts more success-
fully. Higheryields andlarger fruit
size will result.

West Texas fruit trees need a
deep, thorough soaking once a
week during the growing season
either from natural rainfall or
supplemental irrigation. When ir-
rigating, be sure to allow water to
penetrate deeply. For large trees
let water flow slowly onto an area
under the dripline of the tree for
several hours. Since large trees
require considerable amounts of
water, irrigation that is adequate
for lawn grasses growing under
trees is not adequate for an ac-
tively growing fruit tree. A good
rule of thumb is to water large
trees every week by letting the
hose seep for 6 to 8 hours on at
least two sides of the tree. Water
within the dripline of the tree, not
juts next to the trunk. Few impor-
tant water absorbing feeder roots
are directly next to the trunk.
