"The long awaited local call­
ing to Abilene has hit yet another 
snag," stated Winters ELC coor­
dinator Randall Boles.

Public Utility Commission

Abilene, has filed for a postpone­
ment of extended local calling to 
Winters. This filing with the Fed­
eral Communication Commission 
(FCC) means that Winters will 
not get local di al ing to Abilene for 
probably another six months.

Hymans also stated that Win­
ters will get local calling to

Abilene but it is just being post­
poned.

"This is just another example 
of the wheel of government turn­
ing slowly again. While the delay
is certainly frustrating, I feel opti­
mistic about the end result," said 
Boles.

Filing deadline nears for city, school, hospital
Prospective candidates in the May 2 elections 

have until March 18 for the city and school 
signup and April 2 for the hospital signup.

As of press time late Tuesday evening, incum­
bent Allen Andrae was the only candidate signed 
up for Place 1 in the school board election.

The at-large Place 7, currently held by Joe 
Pritchard, has no candidates at the present time.

Anyone living in the Winters Independent

School District may file for the at-large position. 
Only residents of the Place 1 district may file for 
that position.

In the City of Winters council election, incum­
bents Shirley Hall and Nelan Bahlman have cho­
sen not to file for re-election.

Hall represents district 4 and as of March 10, 
Steve Esquivel has filed for that position.

A steady stream of visitors, pa­
trons and well-wishers stopped 
by cast highway 153 last Satur­
day, March 6, for a final burger 
and fries or just to reminisde about 
days gone by.

Bobby opened his eating es­
tablishment on April 14,1973, in 
a little 16x32 foot building which 
would seat thirteen people and 
wasapopularspot,esp>ecially with 
teenagers.

four other "hamburger 
joints" in town, some skeptics told 
Bobby he probably wouldn't last 
three months.

In 1977 he added a 1,000 square 
foot dining room which has, at 
times, been almost like a museum 
sporting such memorabilia as post­
ers of old movies and their stars, a 
picture of the Winters Junior Band 
dated January 15,1927. a picture 
of the 1940 Winters High School 
Band, and a 1928 portrait of the 
first Breezes football team.

For those who wanted to step 
back even further in time, there 
were original street scenes of 
downtown Winters taken in 1911 
and 1924.

At one time, visitors to the 
Burger Hut could find a print of 
the classic "American Gothic" 
featuring the very somber-faced 
farm couple with a pitch fork.

This picture served as the basis 
for one of Bobby's favorite stories 
in which one of his past employ­
ees once asked if the folks in the 
picture were his parents because 
he looked so much like his 
"mother" in the painting.

With so many knowledgeable 
and worldly opinions exchanged 
over plates of chicken fried steak 
orshrimp, Bobby said the conver­
sations could sometimes be quite 
heated. But he is quick to say that

the debates never got out of hand 
and that all participants and by­
standers would always end the 
good-natured conversations with 
hearty laughs and handshakes.

Good food, good friends, good 
visits. Such was the nature of the 
Burger Hut.

Now retired, Bobby plans to

time for a hobby," said Bobby, 
who worked for the Hodge Estate 
for 35 years, beginning his "movie 
career" at the ripe old age of 10, 
when he .sold popcorn. The Hodge 
Estate owned several theaters and 
drive-in theaters, and Bobby be­
came manager of the State The­
ater on December 1, 1975.

Bobby said he's always enjoyed 
being around people and will miss 
the daily visiting he's had with 
customers for the past 25 years.

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As we discussed last time, there 
is a movement underway to form 
a Western Hemisphere alliance of 
oil producers and markets.

This time, we will touch upon 
some of the potential effects on 
U.S. producers.

While it is true that, whether or 
not this alliance is cemented, do­
mestic producers will produce ev­
ery drop they can for consump­
tion, there is the potential for more 
subtle implications.

Transportation, competition, 
and pricing could change for the 
average producer, arxl this should 
be of interest to everyone in the oil 
and gas business.

Imagine, if you will, a market 
free of boundaries, where oil pro­
duced in South Texas could go to 
northern Mexico, refineries in 
Florida could be fed by Venezue­
lan crude, and Mexican oil could 
flow to El Paso on its way to 
California. There would be no 
borderlevies, no artificial bounda­
ries, and no political influence.

Sound impossible? Y ou’re 
right! But, it could get pretty close 
if this agreement is reached be­
tween producing and consuming 
countries in North, Central, and 
South America.

Joe Blow producer could start 
to feel the effect in transportation, 
first.

If it is possible to allow com­
petitive production from northern 
Mexico into pipelines that take oil 
to the Gulf Coast, Oklahoma, and 
Louisiana, transportation through 
those pipelines will be more avail­
able to those producers with clean, 
high-quality oil in significant vol­
ume. This could mean low vol­
ume, sour crude producers would 
have their choices for transport 
out of a given field limited.

Competition in the oil patch, 
typically only given lip service up 
to this point, could become a real 
prospect for many producers. For 
the first time, many producers 
would have to think harder about 
making their product more attrac­
tive in order to transport it and sell 
it.

Of course, the transportation 
and comoetition issues imoact the 
most important thing to a busi­
ness in the oil patch income. They 
impact costs, and they also will 
impact posted prices.

Prices would be structured to 
attract the better and higher rate 
oil. That means a one-tiered field 
pricing system would be gone for­
ever. There might be subtractions 
for distance to market, minimum 
volume, off-days, etc.

As 1 mentioned before, this 
deal has a way to go before it

becomes a reality, but it doesn’t 
hurt to consider the consequences 
in the interest of being prepared.

W e’ll keep our ears to the 
ground to sec if this goes any­
where.

In the minds of many people, 
funerals arc bad. The impression 
many have is that the pall of death 
predominates the scene. Funeral 
directors are depicted as tall, pale, 
spiritless people with only money 
on their mind. Preachers are seen 
as those who are standing with 

one foot in the grave, and a message that compliments the picture. 
Much weeping. Much pain. Much coldness. Something one wants to 
avoid.

I have not found it so in rural and small town America. The funeral 
directors I have known there are very human, very down-to-earth, and 
truly caring people. They may not have all the professional postures of 
their big city peers, but they have a heart for their clients and the folks 
in the community. If you were to talk personally with them about their 
profession, you would find that it is truly a ministry that they do —  a 
ministry to the grieving.

The congregations I have served in rural and small town settings 
have seen funerals as a congregational ministry — not just something 
the preacher and organist do. Everybody gets in the act and surrounds 
the folks who have lost a loved one with their presence, their prayers, 
and, for sure, food!

Just this pa.st week, the folks at St. John’s helped a family celebrate 
the death of a mother. She was a very kind and sweet lady. Had nine 
children, 22 grandchildren, 47 great-grandchildren, and 7 great-great­
grandchildren. All nine children came home for the funeral, and most 
of the rest of the family. Even when Minnie was dying, at the home of 
a son who lives in Tye, the atmosphere was one of peace and love — 
not fear. As she laid in bed, children, grandchildren, and even great­
grandchildren would gather around, hold her hand, speak with her. She 
was never left alone. And, neither were they.

To be sure, there were tears. And hugs. And many prayers. The day 
before when Ramona and I were with her and the family around her 
bed, we truly celebrated the Lord’s Supper. We said old familiar Bible 
passages —  like the 23rd Psalm, John 3:16, Romans 8 — the “nothing 
an separate us’’pa.ssage. We sang, “Jc.sus Loves Me,” not only the first 
verse but the next two:

“Jesus loves me! loves me still, ’tho I’m very weak and ill, 
that I might from sin be free, bled and died upon the tree." 

and “Jesus loves me! He who died Heaven’s gate to open wide;
He will wash away my sin, let His little child come in.”

So right, so appropriate. So full of love.
Then came the day she died. More family had come to be with her./i 

Truly, a reunion time. Just that afternoon, Ramona and 1 joined the 
family in prayer around her bed. We commended her to the Lord. 
Ramona and 1 had to leave. A brother pastor from Abilene came and 
stayed. The family kept vigil. Some in the bedroom with her. Some in 
the kitchen, the living room, the front porch. Surrounded was she. One 
of her daughters who was there when she died had this to say to my 
brother pastor, “You were there with us at that most precious moment 
inmy life— when my mother’s soul flew right up to Heaven. I’ll never 
forget it. Thank you for being there with us.”

The funeral was a celebration. A celebration of life over death. The 
women of the church served 130 members of the family and friends 
before the service. The tables were bulging with meat, chicken, 
barbecue, vegetables, rice, beans, salads, and desserts. Not a store- 
bought thing. A good bit of “left overs” went home with the family.

The service was simple— commemorative. “Jesus Love Mc,” “Thc 
Old Rugged Cross,” “Nearer My God To Thee.” and “Onward Chris­
tian Soldiers” were sung. Psalm 23 and John 3:16 and Romans 8 were 
all read. We thanked God for Minnie, remembered her, and com­
mended her to the God who made it all happen, the One whom Minnie 
knew in Jesus, and who, as she said, “has always been with me.”

The day after the funeral, I stopped by the house. There they were 
— the children and some grandchildren and some smaller folks — 
sitting on the floor, or on chairs, going through the scrap books, boxes 
of pictures. Sorting. Most of all “remembering.” “This one must be 
Aunt Lela,” and “Remember when this was taken.” Her daughter said, 
“It’s tough to see her go, but this is truly more like a reunion.”

And it was. A foretaste of the one God has prepared. In Heaven. For 
those who know “Jesus loves me.” Prepared by Him, and assisted by 
a whole flock of folks who helped make it so.

PAINKILLERS
How Do Painkillers Work?

Opiates and opioids apparently work through specific receptors in the 
central nervous system. Aspirin and the other non-prescription drugs are 
thought to work by blocking the body's production of particular types of 
prostaglandins, hormone-like substances that are produced throughout the 
body.

Secondary Side Effects
The most common side effect of aspirin and the stronger nonsteroidal anti­

inflammatories is gastrointestinal irritation. This can be minimized by taking 
them with meals or milk.

Acetaminophen does not cause as many intestinal side effects as aspirin, 
but it should be used with caution by persons who have liver or kidney 
disorders. The combination of aspirin and acetaminophen is especially 
damaging to the kidneys, as is heavy alcohol consumption and long-term 
acetaminophen use to the liver.

Codeine often causes nausea, dizziness, and constipation. A more serious 
problem, however, involves the tendency of codeine arid other narcotic drugs 
to produce drowsiness. Thus, these agents should not be taken by anyone 
who must remain alert. In addition, narcotic drugs should never be taken in 
combination with alcohol, antihistamines, and other allergy or cold pills, 
anticonvulsants, tranquilizers, muscle relaxants, or any other agent that 
depresses the central nervous system. Narcotics increase the effects of these 
drugs on the brain, and a fatal overdose can result from their combined use.

The potentially addictive effect of opiates and other narcotic agents is the 
major drawback to their long-term use However, overconcern about addiction

has resulted in their underuse in the control 
of severe pain in a patient with terminal 
cancer.

Some painkillers have beneficia l 
secondary effects. For example, low-dose 
aspirin may help prevent a heart attack or 
stroke by preventing clot formation. By the 
same token, aspirin can cause bleeding 
problems

Gold is where you find it
Unlike the man searching for 

gold, who returned home to find it 
in his backyard, the Winters se­
nior adults have known for some­
time they have it great here with 
golden days.

It came out of what we thought 
was disaster when Humble Oil 
Company moved away leaving 
their office empty, which was do­
nated to the city.

The Housing Authority was 
new and an effort to assist elderly 
people by serving them one meal a 
week from this building was be­
gun. This was started by Rose­
mary Bennie assisted by Marie 
Allen.

In due time, the city employed 
Gerald Danford to renovate the 
building and it became the Activ­
ity Center on 601 Wood Street for 
senior adults age 60 and above. 
This program was aided by the 
government and food was served 
three times a week, Monday, 
Wednesday, and Friday, for $ 1.00 
a plate.

The center was opened in 1977 
with Rosemary Bennie in charge. 
Marie tookoverwhen Bennie died 
in 1989 and worked three years to 
round out 16 years of service.

In the summer of 1994, Janet 
Cason became director. She is a 
young woman full of ideas and 
activities which she related:

“We began delivering meals 
three days a week, about 18 to 20 
meals a day. We deliver 60 now 
five days a week. We began in 
June of ’97 to serve five meals a 
day in the center.

“I ’ve always wanted to work 
with food and I cater on the side, 
mostly biscuits and sweets. We 
entered 15 different sweet items in 
the San Angelo Fair, March 7. My 
boys, Wacey, 12, and Ty, 8, help 
Mom.

“There is an average of 45 to 50 
people present two Wednesdays a 
month that Home Care comes to

take blood pressure and blood 
sugar.

“We are all getting excited 
about going to the Senior Jambo­
ree at Abilene Civic Center May 
19 from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. The 
theme is “ It’s A Jungle Out 
There.’’ Come dressed for the 
occasion — there will be prizes 
for best costume. There will also 
be a luncheon and seminars.

“Twenty-one went to visit the 
Christmas tree in Robert Lee last 
Christmas and ate out at the 
Cracker Barrel.

“Birthdays arc very important 
to us, and once a month, there is 
a party for those having a birth­
day and their meal is free. We 
play bingo on Friday.

“It is custom to stand and sa­
lute the flag while we quote the 
Pledge of Allegiance. Then a vol­
unteer leads us in repeating the 
Lord’s Prayer. Cards arc left on 
the table for us to sign for those 
who arc ill or bereaved.

“Home delivered meals, about 
60 a day, arc carried to the 
homebound over 60 years of age. 
The churches in town and East­
ern Star takes care of these. Where 
they are county sponsored, we 
ask for a donation. Suggested cost 
for homebound delivered meals 
is $2.25. People over 60 may cat 
here for a suggested price of $2.00, 
under 60 is $3.50.’’

The Activity Center has many 
friends and is lucky to have had 
Jim Jones, high school teacher 
with a class called “building 
traits,’’ to build an east wing in 
1981 at little cost for more space.

Soon after her arrival, Janet 
promoted the publication and sale

Protect y o u r righ ts! 
"Render" y o u r  taxable  

p ro perty  by A p ril 1 5th.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 1st 
of this year. The rendition form is available at your local 
appraisal district office... or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?
Y'ou must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income—such as the inventory 
and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

•V You give your opinion of your property's value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value is higher, it must 
notify you in writing of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board.

•V You record your correct mailing address so your tax 
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.

«■ You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify 
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the 
value of your property in 1997. The district will look at 
your property before assigning a value in 1998.

What^s the deadline?
The last day for filing 1998 renditions is April 15. Call your 
appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if mailing. You can get an extra 15 days if you ask for 
it in writing by the April 15 deadline.

Advice for pruning trees
DO NOT......
Do not top your tree. Topping 

is unfortunately a common prac­
tice designed to encourage vigor­
ous new growth. While that is 
achieved, the overall strength and 
structure of the tree are sacrificed. 
The limbs that are forced from 
latent buds are very often weakly 
attached, which makes them sus­
ceptible to wind damage. Pollard­
ing is often confused with lop­
ping, but this practice is follow­
ing by thinning, and is more tech­
nically demanding. Many Euro­
peans utilize this practice to dwarf 
their trees.

Do not make stab cuts. Do not 
leave a portion of the branch stick­
ing out; this will allow rot to enter 
more easily.

Do not make cuts flush with the 
trunk or adjoining limb. The 
proper cut is made flush with the 
collar at the base of the branch. 
The collar is a somewhat raised 
area surrounding the branch union 
with the parent branch or trunk. 
This zone contains chcmically- 
protectivc tissue; if it is cut off or 
severely cut into, proper natural 
“healing”cannot occur. And, once 
this area is damaged, it is dam­
aged for good. Trees have the 
unique ability to compartmental­
ize, or surround injured tissues 
with a protective barrier.

Do not cut large limbs with a 
one-cut method. This will surely 
result in bark peeling from the 
weight of the cut limb. Rather, use 
the three-cut method.

Do not use pruning or wound 
dressings. They do not encourage 
“healing,” nor do they prevent 
pathogens from entering the tree. 
Although they will not damage 
the tree, they will certainly prove 
to be an unwarranted cost. Paint­
ing could be justified where aes­
thetics are concerned. A dark paint 
can hide the glaring spot made 
from fresh wood being exposed 
from a recent cut.

DO......
Do approach the tree, and look 

for any limbs that might be a haz­
ard to someone underneath it or 
to a building or structure nearby. 
Broken branches, weak branches, 
narrow crotch angles, and other 
obvious faults should be identi­
fied. First and foremost, these 
limbs should be taken care of.

Do remove any dead or dying 
material on the tree.

Do remove limbs that are rub­
bing each other or cross over one 
another. Limbs that rub will de­
velop wounds that attract insects 
and diseases.

Do remove excessive vertical 
sprouts. Some may need to be left 
in place to encourage caliper

growth.
Do prune to encourage fruit­

ing. In the case of fruit trees, thin­
ning out of limbs will allow allo­
cation of nutrients, etc., for fruit 
production. In addition, practices 
such as opcn-ccnicr pruning al­
low sunlight penetration for fruit 
ripening.

Do choose to keep branches 
with wide crotch angles. Wide 
crotch angles arc generally from 
40 to 90 degrees, and are very 
strong as a result of being com­
posed of solid wood. Narrow 
crotch angles arc less than 40 de­
grees, and contain a bark inclu­
sion that causes them to be very 
weak. Narrow crotch angles 
should preferably be pruned out 
while the tree is still young. In 
older, established trees, bracing 
and cabling may be the only re­
sort.

Do prune the tree to your lik­
ing. There arc many di fferent ways 
that one particular tree may be 
pruned. Even experts will have 
differing opinions on which 
branches to remove. The bottom 
line is: whatever you like is what 
you should do, so long as you 
utilize proper cutting techniques 
and pruning methods.

Do keep in mind tfuxtyou should 
always have a reason fo r  every 
cut that is made.

Ways to stop sandburs and other lawn weeds
Sandburs and other hardy 

weeds are a perpetual problem in 
Runnels County lawns. They di­
minish the beauty of a lawn and 
certainly damage the value of the 
lawn for recreation.

Those of us that just have weeds 
where a lawn was meant to be 
may need to start over, but those 
who have a good lawn grass cover 
can successfully battle weeds with 
a combination of fertilizer, water, 
and/or herbicide.

Fertilizer and water may be all 
you need to stop sandburs and 
other nuisance grasses and weeds 
if you have a good cover of lawn 
grass. Given good growing con­
ditions, Bermuda and St. Augus­
tine, our most common lawn 
grasses, will choke outalmo.sl any 
competing grasses and weeds.

Fact sheets detailing lawn fer-

tilization and watering practices 
are available from the County Ex­
tension Office.

The first fertilizer application 
should be made in late MargJ\/)r 
early April at a rate of approxi­
mately 8 lb. per 1000 sq. ft. Addi­
tional summer and fall fertiliza­
tion coupled with regular soaking 
lawn watering throughout the year 
will prom ote lush, vigorous 
growth that can quickly crowd 
out burs and other weeds and 
grasses.

Preemergence herbicides can 
also be used to prevent the germi­
nation of sandburs and other an­
nual weeds and grasses, but the 
herbicides should be applied soon. 
Sandburs and other weeds begin 
germination by late February or 
early March and the prcemergence 
herbicide must be applied and

watered (1/2” or more water from 
rain or sprinkler) into the soil, 
before seeds begin to sprout.

Timing is a key factor when 
applying prcemergence herbi­
cides. Even though we are having 
warm days, the night time tem­
peratures have remained fairly 
cool. By the second week of 
March, the temperature should be 
warm enough to make a success­
ful preemergence application.

Prcemergence herbicides for 
lawn use can be purchased in liq­
uid or granular form. Applica­
tions of these chemicals must be 
uniform and accurately measured 
or damaging side effects to the 
lawn, trees, and shrubs could be a 
problem. If you doubt that you 
have the equipment and calibra­
tion knowledge needed to apply a 
preemergence herbicide strictly 
according to the label, then have it 
done by a professional.

Prcemergence herbicides la­
beled for lawns include:

XL 2G - a granular mix of 
surflan and balan.^XL is a top 
materi al for season long, safe con­
trol for annual weeds.

Surflan 4 A.S or 73WP - the 
same benefits as XL, but must be 
sprayed on.

RonstarG - a granularmaterial 
that is long-lasting and relatively 
safe from side effects. Available 
to commercial applicators only.

Princep - available as a liquid 
or wettable powder for spraying 
oras a granular material forbroad- 
cast application. Danger of harm­
ful side effects to grass, trees, and 
shrubs if label rale is exceeded or 
if applied to sandy or highly alka­
line soils.

Balan 2.5G - a granular mate­
rial that is very safe as far as side 
effects, but only offers about 2 
months of control for germinat­
ing seeds. Two applications arc 
needed for season-long weed con­
trol.

Roundup is a safe chemical to 
use around trees or shrubs as long 
as it docs not come in contact with 
foliage or green bark; however, 
there arc a number o f herbicides 
that are soil sterilants and should 
never be used around the lawn or 
near any valued tree or shrub.

Common herb icides that 
should not be u.scd near any lawn 
or valuable tree include: Giazon 
PC, Grazon P+D, Veipcr, Re­
claim, Spike, Hyvar, Krovar, and 
Pramiiol. Careless u.sc of thc,se 
and other chemicals often cau.scs 
dam age or death of land.scapc trees 
that the applicator thought were 
safe.

The catalogue, which contains 
bidding instructioas and a detailed 
description of each tract, can be 
ordered by calling 1-800-252- 
VETS.

Located in 90 Texas counties, 
the tracts range in size from five to 
200 acres. The tracts, known as 
Type I tracts, can be purchased 
with no down payment. Bids are 
restricted to eligible Texas veter­
ans.

The VLB will finance the entrie 
loan amount of all winning bids. 
There is no limit on the amount 
loaned or on the number of tracts 
that an individual can bid on. 
However, eligible Texas veterans 
are limited to one purchase in the 
sale.

Texas veterans will receive a 
7.64 percent interest rate with a 
30-year assumable fixed-rate loan.
