Although the first day of the 
new school year is just now here. 
W inters Independent Schools 
have already received their report 
cards.

The Texas Education Agency 
released its accountability ratings 
for Texas public schools on Au­
gust 3, based on the outcome of 
the mandatory Texas Assessment 
of Academic Skills (TAAS) test 
given the spring of 1998, cover­
ing reading, writing and math 
skills.

Winters ISD received an over­
all rating of Acceptable.

The highest rating a school 
may receive is Exemplary, second 
is Recognized, third highest is 
Acceptable and last. Academi­
cally Unacceptable.

To receive an Exemplary rat­
ing, a school must have at least 
90 percent of students passing 
each subject area, have 1 percent 
or less dropout rate for 1996-97, 
and have at least 94 percent at­
tendance for 1996-97 for grades 
1-12.

Recognized status requires at 
least 80 percent of students pass­
ing each subject area, 3.5 percent 
or less dropout rate, and at least 
94 percent attendance. Student 
groups are African American, 
Hispanic, White and Economi­
cally Disadvantaged.

Acceptable rating requires at 
least 40 percent of students pass­
ing each subject area, 6 percent 
or less dropout rate, and at least 
94 percent attendance.

Academically unacceptable or 
low performing indicates below 
40 percent of students passing any 
subject area, above six percent 
dropout rate, and at least 94 per­
cent attendance rate.

Individually, Winters High 
School received a Recognized 
status. W inters Junior High 
School received an Acceptable 
rating, and the Elementary re 
ceived an Acceptable status, each 
campus missing the Recognized 
status by a narrow margin.

Overall, Winters ISD reported 
a 2.7 percent dropout rate and a

95.3 percent attendance rate.
WISD Superintendant Mike 

Harris said, “I’m very pleased. 
For the third year in a row, we’ve 
come up in our scores. I think our 
teachers have done an excellent 
job. A lot of them have improved 
over 20 percentage points. Our

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Oil Bidness

Things are going great in the 
oil and gas business these days, 
except for that pesky oil price 
thing.

It’s kind of depressing, but ac­
tivity levels are up so things must 
be better than I realize.

I’m feeling pretty good. Costs 
are moderating and gas prices have 
held up, but overall revenue is 
down and some budgets are being 
cut...

Sounds a little schizophrenic, 
doesn’t it?

It’s no wonder. Everywhere 
you look, there are conflicting sig­
nals about the state of the busi­
ness.

This is compounded by the 
speed v'ith which things went from 
great to scary. In a little over six 
months, we went from a labor 
shortage and increasing prices to 
new staff cuts and a 40 percent 
drop in prices.

When things change so much 
over so little time, there is bound 
to be some conflicting informa­
tion being reported. After all, most 
statistical studies and trend analy­
sis is based on year-old data.

So, you have on the same page 
in your favorite news magazine 
how struggling independents are 
cutting staff and how demand for 
petroleum professionals is reach­
ing new heights. One is happen­
ing right now and the other is an 
analysis of data from the end of 
last year. Both meaningful, but 
not necessarily compatible, but 
surely ironic.

Witness also the results of the 
major tinancial consultants that 
report oil field activity each year. 
The bottom line to all of these 
reports for 1998 is that budgets 
are up, activity will increase, and 
optimism is high. One small flaw... 
the data is all pre-oil-price-drop. 
The reality is: activity will be 
scaled back and budgets are being 
slimmed.

Rig counts are down, but rig­
building is booming. There is over 
production, but, in every venue 

‘around the world, there is a 
struggle to increase production. 
Exploration companies are hir­
ing, but producing companies are 
reducing.

All the while, major compa­
nies can’t really decide what to 
do. Too competitive to be caught 
shorthanded at the next up-tick 
but too cautious not to scale back 
hiring plans.

These are interesting times, 
indeed.

Underneath these 
words, “Lands Lutheran Church.” We knew we were there, “at home.” 
Arrived. A good sign.

Our oldest son Nathan, wife Ruth, and three children had recently 
“accepted a call” to serve Lands Lutheran, along with two smaller 
congregations. Together, they form the MOE Parish, and last year 
celebrated their 125th anniversary. Out in the open country, 8 miles 
from the nearest town. Hudson, South Dakota, is their mailing address.

They are surrounded by gently rolling fields of tall com, soy beans, 
and pasture. Right now everything is green, green, green. The church 
and parsonage are surrounded with tall and stately pines, and also some 
hardwoods. The cemetery stands across the road, well-cared for and 
tmly beautiful.

These three congregations work together, and together have put 
together quite a campus near the Lands Lutheran Church. They have 
built a lighted softball field and every Monday and Wednesday night 
folks gather to just “play ball” or watch and have fellowship. They also 
have a tennis court, a volleyball court, and an “outdoor pavilion.” 
During the summer months, they have services there, underneath a big 
sign that says “Outdoor Church.” There is also a building that re­
sembles a retreat house, with kitchen and meeting room and a huge 
fireplace. The loft includes a small private chapel. Obviously, the folks 

‘ of this parish believe in wholesome, fun, healthy, community building 
activities.

I had been asked to preach the sermon at Nathan ’ s Installation, and, 
of course, I jumped at the chance. It is a high honor to be able to deliver 
God’s Word to a son and the congregations he serves at the beginning 
of their ministry together.

We had the service indoors. Early Sunday morning, the rains began 
to fall. Gentle. Soft. Soaking rain. So beautiful. Another “good sign.” 
Like the song “Showers of Blessing.” So — we couldn ’t meet outside.

The brick church is a beauty. It must seat 500 people. Was built in 
1950. Much of the work was done “by themselves.”

The Bishop’s Assistant was to conduct the installation. When he 
came into Nate’s office, the first words he said were, “Jim, my name 
is Jeff Sorenson. The last time I saw you was when I was a member of 

^̂ tĥ ’Bibie Class you conducted on the campus of the University of 
Minnesota —  Crookston.” Hey, this was no stranger! Another “good 
sign.”

Family and friends showed up from out of town. Nate’s sister Katie, 
her husband, and family; his brother Tim, wife, and family, too. And 
some dear friends from Crookston, Minnesota, came down, making 
our joy complete.

The Installation is a serious service. It has to do with commitment, 
pastor, and congregation to commit themselves to God and to each 
other for mutual service. It is almost like a “swearing in” to the service 
of one’s country, only deeper.

Nate stood there, before the Bishop’s Assistant, as he was asked, 
“Will you preach and teach in accordance with the Holy Scriptures and 
the Confessions of the Lutheran Church? Will you love, serve, and 
pray for God’s people? Will you nourish them with the Word and Holy 
Sacraments, leading them by your own example in the use of the means 
of grace, in faithful service and holy living?” Nate answered, “I will. 
And I ask God to help me.”

Awesome! Like the hush that happens when a couple takes their 
wedding vows before the altar.

And to the people, “Will you receive this messenger of Jesus Christ, 
will you regard him as a servant of Christ, will you pray for him, help, 
and honor him, and in all things strive to live together in the peace and 
unity of Christ?” And the people said, “We will.”

And, in my heart, I said “Amen.” So good to be part of the Family 
of God. Whether in Winters, Texas, or rural Hudson, South Dakota.

Commissioners keep 
same tax rate, hear 
progress of new jail

Runnels County Judge Mari­
lyn Egan told the Commissioners 
Court that because the county tax 
values had increased, the law re­
quired a resolution to allow for 
the increase in tax revenues at 
their regular meeting on Tuesday 
morning.

$250.00 (1st offense) and must 
attend a tobacco awareness pro­
gram or perform tobacco related 
community service (if the TAC is 
unavailable). Any convicted 
young person under 18 who fails 
to attend the TAC will be reported 
to the D epartm ent of Public 
Safety; the D.P.S. is required to 
suspend or deny the offenders 
driver’s license up to 180 days.

The Tobacco Awareness Pro­
gram involves a mandatory 8 hour 
class; class consisting of 4 ses­

sions with the ultimate goal be­
ing to teach ways to reduce to­
bacco intake, reconsider behavior 
and learn more effective coping 
strategies instead of tobacco use. 
These goals are reached by vari­
ous activities such as learning re­
fusal skills, healthy lifestyles, and 
recognizing and dealing with 
emotions.

Protect your landscape 
from drought damage

Summer’s heat and lack of rain 
has likely taken its toll on your 
landscape. Be sure to protect your 
expensive landscape tree and 
shrubs, even If your grass and 
flowers have to suffer a little. 
Grass and flowers are much easier 
and less expensive to replace.

Grass and flowers show signs 
of heat stress early and can be 
easily taken care of by a good 
soaking. However, trees show 
signs of drought damage or lack 
of fertilization slowly since their 
roots are so deep. By the time the 
problem is detected, it is often too 
late and you can be faced with the 
costly, labor intensive task of re­
placing the tree.

To avoid such problems and 
m aintain healthy trees, use 
mulches to conserve water and 
make sure to continue your wa­
tering and feeding schedules. 
When you water, increase volume 
of water and decrease frequency. 
This method lets you get the wa­
ter and food to the root system and 
encourages deep rooting.

WATER WISE TIPS
1. Proper soil preparation is 

crucial to saving water. Adding 
organic matter, such as peat moss, 
grass clippings, straw or hay, and 
fertilizers can help to improve the 
soil’s water handling abilities.

2. Place plants with high wa­
ter requirements in areas that re­
ceive a lot of water naturally, like 
drainage ways, depressions, or at 
the bottom of a slope. Plant shrubs 
in sunken beds to collect root run­
off.

3. Invest in a drip irrigation 
system or a soaker hose, which 
makes water less likely to be lost 
to wind and evaporation.

4. Use mulches to cover and 
cool the soil and to reduce evapo­
ration and weed growth.

5. Transplant on a cloudy day 
or In early evening to reduce plant 
stress and take advantage of de­
creased evaporation.

6. Postpone extensive planting 
until the fail so nature can help 
with the water supply.

TWo Types of Advance Medical Directives
1. Uving Wills*

These written instructions explain your wishes for health care if you 
can't communicate as a result of a terminal condition or irreversible 
coma.

2. Durable Power of Attorney for Health Care
This is sometimes called a “health care proxy.” It’s a document that 
lets you name a person (your proxy) to make medical decisions for 
you if you beeme unable to do so.

•age 12 through 16, you must 
successfully complete a hunter

education course or be accompa­
nied by a licensed hunter 17 years 
of age or older.

•under 12 years of age, you 
must be accompanied by a person 
17 years of age or older licensed 
to hunt in Texas.

Minimum age of certification 
is 12 years and cost of certifica­
tion is $5.00. Proof of certifica­
tion is required to be on the hunt­
er’s person while hunting; it is not 
required to purchase a license.

The Texas Department of Ag­
riculture will be conducting a 
“How to Comply” seminar for li­
censed pesticide dealers at 9 AM, 
Tuesday, A ugust 18, at the 
Ballinger Community Center, 
Crosson Avenue, in Ballinger.

The seminar will provide pes­
ticide dealers with information 
on complying with state and fed­
eral law concerning the distribu­
tion of pesticides. The seminar 
wilt be a forum for pesticide 
dealers to obtain information and 
ask questions about their respon­
sibilities under state and federal 
pesticide laws to enhance com­
pliance efforts.

This seminar is targeted to­
ward managers and administra­
tive staff who have responsibili­
ties and oversight of complying 
with pesticide laws and regula­
tions.

The seminar will last approxi­
mately three hours and will be 
structured informally to provide 
participants ample opportunity to 
ask questions and receive clari­
fications on the requirements of 
pesticide law and regulations. 

Topics to be covered include:
• an overview of the Texas 

Pesticide Law and Regulations 
that pertain to pesticide distribu­
tion,

an overview of pesticide 
dealer licensing requirements, 

a review of recordkeeping 
requirements for pesticide distri­
bution,

• an overview of pesticide reg­
istration requirements,

an overview of pesticide ap­
plicator licensing requirements,

• a discussion of pesticide 
dealer responsibilities in making 
pesticide use recommendations,

• a discussion of pesticide la­
beling requirements that affect 
pesticide dealers,

• an overview of the pesticide 
inspection process,

• an overview of ERA produc­
ing establishment requirements,

an overview of bulk distri­
bution of pesticides.

Pesticide dealers play a key 
role in ensuring that pesticides 
continue to be available as essen­
tial tools to producers of agricul­
tural commodities and to con­
sumers. However, many times it 
is difficult to understand what is 
required to be in compliance.

Runnels, Concho, Crockett, 
Kimble, Irion, Menard, Reagan, 
Schleicher, Sutton, and Tom 
Green counties were declared el­
igible for Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) disaster emergency loans 
on July 23, 1998.

Generally, that means that 
farmers/ranchers who have lost at 
least 30 percent of production and/ 
or a qualifying physical loss due 
to drought, that occurred from 
June 1,1997, through July 8,1998, 
and losses which occurred due to 
the storm on May 25 and May 26, 
1998, in Runnels, Tom Green, 
Concho, Irion, Menard, Reagan 
and Schleicher Counties, are eli­
gible for FSA loans. Proceeds 
from crop insurance are taken into 
account when determining eligi­
bility.

FSA Farm Loan Manager Fred

Greenway is urging farmers/ 
ranchers who are interested in re­
ceiving an emergency loan to get 
the i r appl ications into FSA as soon 
as possible. Greenway said, “We 
hope farmcrs/ranchers will get 
their applications in early, rather 
than waiting until near the dead­
line, which is approximately on 
March 1, 1999. The longer they 
wait, the more chance there is for 
long delays. If the applications 
come in early, we can avoid back­
logs and speed up the process.”

Pest Management News

G EN ERA L SITUATION—
Temperatures have cooled down 
somewhat the week of August 7. 
Cooler, cloudy weather has been 
a welcome site. Now if everyone 
could receive a 2-3 inch rain, at­
titudes would improve tremen­
dously.

W all, Vancourt, and Miles 
communities were blessed with 
some 1-2 inch rainfall amounts 
but the rest of the Concho Valley 
is still in need of rain. Hopefully, 
the big rain will come this week.

Insect pressure is minimal. 
Very little is happening in grain 
sorghum or cotton. Most of the 
cotton in the area is cutting out 
and many of the dryland fields 
bloomed out the top. Irrigated 
fields are going into cut-out and 
N odes A bove W hite Flow er 
(NAWF) ranges from 1-4 NAWF. 
Remember NAWF is an indica­
tion of yield potential and plant 
vigor.

Nodes above the white flower 
are defined as the number of 
m ainstem  nodes above the 
mainstem node location of the 
uppermost first position white 
flower. Tlie first position site in­
dicates the square site, square or 
boll that is closest to the mainstem 
on a fruiting branch.

To determ ine NAWF, one 
should count the num ber of 
mainstem nodes above the first 
position white flower node up to 
the terminal node where leaf size 
is at least 1 inch in diameter.

Research has shown that fields 
with greater than 6 NAWF at early 
bloom have the highest yield po­
tential. When 5 NAWF is ob­
served, growth rate is reduced and 
as 4 NAWF is reached, it is likely 
that the field will irreversibly 
reach “cutout.”

Looking on the good side of 
our situation in the Concho Val­
ley, boll weevils have had a very 
difficult time reproducing. The 
BWEP has done a super job of 
monitoring and spraying fields

this year, and the heat has cer­
tainly helped reduce the few wee­
vils that may have slipped past the 
pheromone traps. Our cotton crop 
will be a very early one this year 
and this will help the program as 
well.

Bollworm egg counts ranged 
from 0-18 eggs per 100 plants 
while larval counts ranged from 
0-10 treatable worms per 100 
plants. We have been seeing a 
great deal of natural mortality of 
bollworm larvae season long.

1 established a bollworm con­
trol test two weeks ago and the 
field was averaging 20% treatable 
worms at the time the treatments 
were initiated. Five and seven day 
post-treatments counts indicated 
no survival even in the untreated 
check. This has been the story 
season long.

GRAIN SORGHUM — Fall 
armyworms can still be found

feeding in the whorl on young 
sorghum plants. They are prima­
rily concentrated in the younger 
grain sourghum and hay grazer 
fields.

Before grain heads are avail­
able, larvae migrate to and feed 
on tender, folded leaves in the 
whorl. To find larvae in the 
whorls, pull the whorl leaf from 
the plant and unfold it.

Damaged leaves unfolding 
from the whorl are ragged with 
“shot holes.” Although this may 
look dramatic, leaf damage usu­
ally does not reduce yields 
greatly, and control of larvae dur­
ing the whorl stage is seldom eco­
nomically justified.

Insecticide application may be 
justified if larval feeding reduces 
leaf area by more than 30% or is 
damaging the developing grain 
head or growing point within the 
whorl.
