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"Largest saltwater disposal clean up in state's history" near Winters
Project near Poe's Corner cost $403,017

Texas Railroad Commission 
Chairman Michael L. Williams 
was in Runnels County last 
Wednesday, January 19, to unveil 
one of the commission’s largest 
environmental clean-up projects.

The clean-up site is an aban­
doned commercial saltwater dis­
posal facility. Runnels County 
SWD, Inc., originally owned by 
Bub Caffey of Norton, located 
approximately 5.5 miles from the 
city limits of Winters, just west of 
Poe’s Corner on State Road 384.

The site consisted of four large 
pits and eleven tanks (ve.ssels) 
situated on approximately six 
acres. The tanks and pits con­
tained basic sediment (BS) and 
water, crude oil, and saline pro­
duced water (saltwater). The site 
also had several spill affected ar­
eas.

According to John Tintera, as­
sistant director for site remediation 
and special response team for the 
Railroad Commission (RRC) of 
Texas, in a statement made in 
early October, the operator either 
failed or refused to clean up the 
site.

Under the supervision of the 
RRC, wastes from the area were

excavated and hauled to a Com­
mission permitted facility located 
at Gale in Borden County.

The effort removed more than 
2,360 barrels of saltwater, 22,285 
barrels of BS and water, and 680 
cubic yards of crude-oil contami­
nated soil. A barrel is equivalent 
to 42 gallons.

After the clean up, the soil was 
tested and about 500 cubic yards 
of clean dirt was brought on site. 
Railroad Commission officials 
said the site "never po.sed any 
threat to groundwater."

Lstimated to take three to four 
weeks to clean up, “depending on 
the weather,” the project was com­
pleted in approximately 60 days. 
The cost for the project was origi- 
nally estim ated to be about 
$250,(K)0. Total cost of the project 
was $403,017.

Monies to support the project 
came from the Oil Field Clean-up 
Fund of more than $10 million. 
Chairman Williams said “ the 
owner had come upon hard times,” 
and was unable to comply with 
the RRC’s clean-up regulations.

Labeled the “largest saltwater 
disposal clean-up in the state’s

Oil Bidness
By Reg Boles ®2000

We are ready to continue our 
discussion of deep-water explo­
ration and development. And, this 
time, we are going to talk about a 
few interesting items that might 
be encountered on a typical 
deep-water well.

As the deep-water business 
began to take off, it didn’t take 
long for operators and drillers to 
realize that setting casing was 
going to be a real challenge. Usu­
ally several strings are required to 
deal with all the situations in a 
typical drilling well.

There is a riser string, a string 
to deal with special problems at 
shallow sediment depth just be­
low the ocean floor, multiple 
strings to offset pressures that can 
be increasing at higher-than-nor- 
mal rates, and additional sets of 
casing to hold back the normally 
unconsolidated sediment near the 
reservoir of interest. The design 
of the proper sequence of such a 
complex set of strings requires 
intense effort and a high level of 
expertise.

There is also a unique phenom­
enon that is potentially cata­
strophic if not considered in 
pre-well planning: shallow-water 
flows. These flows are gaseous 
releases that occur regularly all 
over the ocean floor. They are 
very much like small volcanoes 
spewing methane and other gases 
into ocean water as a release of 
build-ups in pressure. The trick is 
not to avoid them (you can’t— 
they are everywhere), but rather 
to plan for them by surveying the 
bottom-hole location prior to spud.

The key seems to be to allow 
for their release by not blocking 
any currently active flows. If flows 
are blocked or disturbed, then the 
pressure has nowhere to go but 
some new outlet, and the worst 
place for that is up the wellbore 
you are drilling. The result is an 
uncontrolled blowout.

Completion of a well is also 
tricky. The application of deci­
sions more than a mile from the 
location of the bottom of the hole 
is always tough. In a deep-water 
well, the situation is made even 
more difficult by having to deal 
with the pressure of salt water and
their currents affecting tools used 
downhole. Perforating tools, log­
ging indicators, steering motors, 
downhole valves, and just about 
anything used to complete a well 
have to be designed with the spe­
cial conditions in mind.

Can you imagine a church with­
out a Ladies Aid?

I can’t.
Without a group of women 

who huddle together at least once 
a month... in prayer and Bible 
fellowship... havingaprogram... 

planning^ project... remembering birthdays... closing with “lunch?”
1 can’t. And 1 can’t really imagine a church surviving without one.
All of this came up out of my well when 1 heard Theodora Frick tell 

our congregation about the 75 years of Ladies Aid at St. John’s. 1 can 
assure you it was not boring! How eight women got in going in 1925, 
and how it has been rolling along ever since. In spite of all the 
“changes,” the program and the work is pretty much the same. Get 
together. Study the Bible. Pray. Celebrate birthdays. Plan a project. Eat 
lunch.

1 can’t remember a Ladies Aid where these basics were not the care 
program. And, 1 can’t ever remember attending a Ladies Aid meeting 
where 1 didn’t leave feeling renewed, encouraged, and proud of their 
mission and ministry.

But, in these days in America, Ladies Aids don’t get very good 
press. It seems that women have “come a long way.” And Ladies Aids 
aren’t part of that progtession. Remember the cigarette ad — with 
some slinky smooth sophisticated... and beautiful woman— who was 
pictured with a cigarette in her hand— and these words, “You’ve come 
a long way... baby.”

Well, that ad isn’t around anymore. For good reasons. And Ladies 
Aids are. For good reason.

1 can remember, quite well, when 1 was truly proud of the young 
people in our church up north. There were about fifteen of them, 
Ramona and 1, and some other sponsors. We were attending the 
national youth convention of our denomination in New York City. It 
was a large gathering and the meetings were held in Madison Square 
Garden.

On the center stage a group of young people were doing a skit, a 
short drama, on church life. They were trying to demonstrate how, in 
“our time” the old patterns don’t really work. They had a scene, very 
satirical, which poked fun at “Ladies Aid.” The women were portrayed 
as somewhat ugly, with high-topped tennis shoes and overly pious. 
Most of the crowd was laughing.

But... not our bunch. I heard them whispering to each other, “They 
are poking fun at our ladies aid” . .. “They are putting our mothers and 
grandmothers down” ... “What’s the matter with those kids? Don’t 
they realize^we wouldn’t be here if those ladies hadn’t helped us by 
serving meals,’having ‘bake sales,’ and even taking money out of their 
treasury?”

And, all of sudden, they all stood up and walked out!
Single file. In protest. We joined them.
God bless ’em. I’ve seldom been so proud of young people. They 

knew. They knew who truly loved them. Prayed for them. And... 
supported them. The Ladies Aid.

Ladies Aids have been around a long time. Since Jesus’ time. They 
supported Jesus and the 12, “The 12 were with him... and also some 
women... who provided for them out of their means.” (Luke 8:2,3) 
And Paul would never have gotten the church in Philippi off the ground 
if he hadn’t wandered down by the riverside together with Luke 
“where we sat down and spoke to the women who had come together 
(to pray).” One of them was Lydia, a worshipper of God. She heard the 
gospel and was baptized. “And opened her home to us,” writes Luke 
in Acts 16:14.

So — we can say, “You have come a long way, ladies.” Two 
thousand years of unbroken service all over the globe. And they keep 
on going. With or without a pastor. Coming up with new projects... 
even when they are old. The Ladies Aid Circle at St. John’s has another 
one —  “to renovate the Sanctuary at St. John’s — to be completed by 
November 4, 2004 —  the 100th anniversary of the church.” Even if 
some will probably not be on earth to see the completion.

No wonder they call themselves “the Ladies Aid.” For, indeed, they 
are “ ladies.” And for certain, they “aid.” First. And foremost. No 
wonder God chose one and her womb as a place to enter this earth. And 
thankGod for the mill ions of women in Ladies Aids who have received 
Him in their hearts and aid us in so many ways in their service of Him. 
Amen!

He 
gave a very interesting program 
on the history of Fort Chadborne 
and the re.storation project he and 
his wife, Lana, have undertaken.

Fort Chadbourne has been in 
the Richards family since 1876. 
The fort was established in 1852.

The fort was named for Lt. 
Theodore Chadbourne, who was 
killed during the 1840s in Mexico.

The first soldiers sent to the 
fort were infantry soldiers. Their 
duty was to defend against the 
Indians. They were later replaced 
with Cavalry soldiers. In 1867, 
Fort Chadbourne ran out of wa­
ter and relocated at Fort Concho. 
The final soldier was transferred 
out of Fort Chadbourne in 1873. 
In 1876 the Odoms established 
Fort Chadbourne Ranch.

The Fort Chadbourne Restora­
tion Foundation was established

in 1998. This project will have 
three phases. The first phase in­
volves research and recommenda­
tions for stabilization of the fort. 
The second phase involves estab­
lishing a visitors center and mu­
seum. The third phase involves 
reconstruction and restoration of 
some of the buildings.

The Winters Woman’s Club 
has a very rich history in this area, 
and the community is fortunate to 
be able to participate in the resto­
ration project by supporting the 
efforts being made to bring this 
part of the heritage to the public.

trict battle. Winters defeated the 
Lady Cats by six, 51-45.

“Both teams played really well 
in the first half,” said Fowler. 
“Coleman hit a three pointer right 
before the buzzer at halftime—to 
go up by 4.

“Probably some of the best

history,” the project marks the 
beginning of a heightened Com­
mission focus on cleaning up 
abandoned oil field sites through­
out the state.

AN ABANDONED COM M ERCIAL SALTWATER DISPOSAL facility located ju s t west of Poe’s C orner on SR 384, was the site 
of a $403,017 clean-up effort by the Railroad Commission of Texas— the largest saltwater disposal clen-up in the state’s history. 
The site consisted of 4 large pits and 11 tanks containing basic sediment and water, crude oil, and saline produced water. This picture 
was taken in early O ctober as contractors began the remediation process.
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THE RUNNELS COUNTY SWD, INC. was the site of a m ajor clean-up effort by the RRC to remove 22,285 barrels of basic 
sediment, crude oil, and saltwater, which was hauled to Borden County W aste Disposal in Gale. The remediation also disposed 
of 680 cubic yards of crude oil contam inated soil. BS was vaccumed from these pits, liners removed, and soil tested for 
contam ination. The six acres are now ready for grazing according to the Commission.

Earned Income Tax Credit means 
bigger tax refunds for many workers

Many Texans could end up 
with bigger tax refunds this year 
if they qualify for the Earned In­
come Tax Credit. But many tax­
payers who are eligible for the 
credit do not get it simply because 
they don’t file a federal income 
tax return.

According to the Internal Rev­
enue Service, in 1996 as many as 
1.2 million working Americans 
missed out on $751 million in 
Earned Income Tax Credits by not 
filing a tax return.

Don’t let this happen to you! 
Each Saturday, beginning January 
29 through February 25, 2000, 
taxpayers qualify ing  for the 
Earned Income Tax Credit can get 
free assistance. Visit the local IRS 
at 341 Pine St., A bilene TX 
79601, from 8:30 a.m.-12:30 p.m.

The Earned Income Tax Credit 
is a refundable credit for hard­
working people. It is designed for 
working taxpayers whose ad­

justed gross income is under 
$30,580 with two or more quali­
fying children resulting in a tax 
credit as much as $3,816. The 
credit could be as much as $2,312 
for working taxpayers whose in­
come is under $26,928 having one 
qualifying child. Working taxpay­
ers, between the ages of 18 and 
25, with no children whose in­
come is under $ 10,2(K) could walk 
away with a credit as much as 
$347.

“For those who qualify,” the 
IRS says, “you must file a return 
to get the refundable credit.” 
Qualifying taxpayers are encour­
aged to bring original Forms W-2 
or 1099s issued by their employ­
ers and valid social security cards 
for each person who will be listed 
on the return.

Tips for tree and shrub survival
The Concho Valley is actually 

in its third year of abnormally dry 
conditions.

Conditions right now are se­
vere for all plant life including 
established 20- to 30-year-old 
trees, shrubs, and turf grasses.

Homeowners are encouraged 
to deep water their trees at least 
once every seven to ten days. 
Grass needs moisture as well to 
survive but can be easily reestab­
lished if necessary. Trees and 
shrubs are not easily replaced.

Trees and shrubs are experi­
encing severe moisture stress and 
many will die if moisture condi­
tions do not change. Mulches can 
be used to help in conserving 
moisture and should be placed 
around small trees, newly estab­
lished trees, and shrubs where 
possible.

A mulch can consist of inor­
ganic or organic materials. Or­
ganic mulches include straw, pine 
needles, and bark. Inorganic 
mulches include gravel, stone, 
and even plastic.

Your choice of mulch depends 
on your personal preferences as 
to what looks the best and will be 
readily available. Of the materi­
als listed, sawdust is probably the 
least desirable because of its abil­
ity to rob nitrogen from the gar­
den planting. The key to using 
sawdust successfully as a mulch 
is to find well rotted and aged 
material.

Following is a list of mulching 
materials, along with their advan­
tages or disadvantages (if any):

Ground bark
Inexpensive, attractive, long 

lasting. Available in chip size or 
finely ground.

Stenholm looks to future as 
he announces for re-election

Expensive and somewhat dif­
ficult to prepare. Initially attrac­
tive, but it can dry out, lose aes­
thetic appeal, and shed water.

Grass clippings
Available to most gardeners. 

Mats quickly, generating heat; 
disagreeable results if initial ap­
plication is too thick. Spread 
thinly, allow to dry before apply­
ing to the garden. Do not use fresh 
clippings in your garden.

Straw
One of the best choices. Lxing 

lasting, can reduce m oisture 
evaporation by as much as 70%. 
Will deplete soil nitrogen, which 
should be replaced by adding ni­
trogen fertilizer or blood meal.

Sawdust
Easy to handle, but can se­

verely deplete nitrogen if not well 
rottted and aged. Supplemental 
nitrogen fertilizing may be nec­
essary.

Plastic film
Black polyethylene film is an 

excellent mulch, but unattractive 
w here aesthetics are a consider­
ation. Keeps soil temperatures 
even, eliminates weeds entirely. 
Punch holes in it for water pen­
etration.

News paper
Readily available, builds hu- 

mus. Can be shredded or in sheets 
to desired thickness. Can be held 
in place by rocks, bricks, soil, etc., 
and covered for better appear­
ance. The ink actually contains 
trace minerals beneficial to plant 
growth.

Using a mulch will certainly 
help in stabilizing soil tempera­
tures as well as conserving mois­
ture. Fertilization of trees will be 
very important in the spring as 
well.

C ongressm an C harlie W. 
Stenholm announced recently that 
he would be a candidate for re- 
election to the U.S. House of Rep­
resentatives.

In making his announcement, 
Stenholm cited several accom­
plishments of the past year in 
Congress, including passage of 
legislation to correct the unin­
tended consequences to health 
care providers included in the 
Balanced Budget Amendment.

In this important 
position, he has a great deal of 
influence on all agriculture legis­
lation and programs, including 
the issues of community develop­
ment and infrastructure. “This 
makes it possible for me to do so 
much for my district and for 
American agriculture. But we still 
have a lot to do and I look for­
ward to utilizing my seniority to 
accomplish those goals.”

Stenholm also pointed toward 
accomplishments regarding the 
oil and gas industry. “1 think we 
have made a lot o f positive 
progress, but we still have a long 
way to go. However, I think that 
the relationships that we have 
built between steel and agricul­
ture and the oil and gas industry 
will continue to be positive over 
the next few years.”

H ow ever, Stenholm  spent 
much of his time speaking about 
issues of importance to future 
generations. “My two reasons for

running are my grandsons Cole 
and C hase,” said Stenholm .

Booger was game and agreed 
to ride the gray if a purse was 
made up for him.

The killer horse started out in 
the style that had brought him vic­
tory a few hours earlier. After 
about 100 yards, he began fence- 
throw ing. He kept this up until he 
had churned up several acres of 
ground.

But the gray’s attention was all 
on the man fixed to his back and 
the quirting he was taking at ev­
ery jump— Booger’s way of keep- 
ing himself in rhythm with the 
horse’s motion.

Finally, the tiring bronc made 
one last desperate lunge and a 
high kick, then set out for the cor­
ral in a dead run. He stopped at 
the gate of his own accord and 
two men held him while the rider 
got down.

Booger Red was so drained 
that he had to lean against the 
fence. The gray had pitched him­
self blind. No one asked for his 
money back that day!

Privett's parents were both 
dead by the time he was 15.

Booger moved to San Angelo, 
hitting town like a West Texas tor­
nado. He went to a bootmaker and 
ordered some boots to fit his size 
4 foot.

He also wore leggins but no 
spurs; the bronc was controlled 
betw een his knees with his strong 
muscles. How good it felt to have 
a Stetson hat with a brim and a 
higher crown to protect him from 
the strong winds.

The rem ainder of P rivett’s 
dress w as plain except for a fancy 
vest, his trademark. Although dra­
matic in his [performance, Booger 
was quiet in his attire and his 
voice was a gentle baritone until 
he baptized some pitching cayuse 
w ith his boiling vocabulary.

Privett acquired a wagon yard 
in San Angelo, on the block be­
tween Beauregard and Twohig.
