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DA tells Commissioners

“no criminal intent”

In

Joyce Weems case

Runnels County Commission-
ers heard a report from Stephen
Smith, 119th District Attorney, at
their special meeting on Tuesday
morning.

Smith reported on the investi-
gation of the records of Joyce
Weems, former Justice of the
Peace, Precinct #2 in Winters.
Smith said after issuing a subpoe-
na for records in the office, Dep-
uty Sheriff Joe Stokes and a staff
member from the D.A.’s office
obtained all records and monies
in the office.

“After seizing the records and
looking into the situation, it be-
came very obvious that someone
just quit doing the job in March,
2000. We deposited all the checks
and money found and the county
lost very little money,” Smith said.

Smith said he had the county’s
outside auditor go through the
records and he was able to tie a
good portion of the money to the

correct tickets, etc. “Out of the
$31,000deposited, the county was
able to collect about $27,000,”
Smith said. The difference was
from checks (as far back as 1996)
on whichaccounts had beenclosed
or the checks were no longer valid
because of age, according to
Smith.

Smith told the commissioners
he would not pursue criminal pros-
ecution in the case, “because there
apparently was no criminal in-
tent—just a person not perform-
ing the duties of the job.” Former
Judge Weems has already been
reprimanded by the state, Smith
said, “so we don’t feel it would
serve any purpose to file criminal
charges.” Smith did recommend
that the county pursue recovery of
audit and investigation costs from
the bonding company which wrote
the bond for the Justice of the
Peace.

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Oil Bidness

We continue our discussion
about long-term contracts and
how they may tame the boom-
and-bust cycle of the oil patch by
completing our review of the facts
cited by those advocating such
contracts.

Last time, we confirmed that
there are basically no long-term,
fixed-price contracts in operation
in the business today. And, we
even mentioned some problems
with previous periods when long-
term contracts ruled.

Now we examine the results
from adopting a completely float-
ing price environment (like it is
today) and the potential impact of
increasing the influence of long-
term contracts.

By relying solely on a spot-
market to set prices, some good
things happen and some bad
things happen.

The New York Mercantile Ex-
change (NYMEX) and the spot
market have wrested some con-
trol of price-setting from big pro-
ducers like OPEC. While these
producing cartels can still influ-
ence the market when they main-
tain group discipline, they still are
at the mercy of the market, thanks
to an independent and open mar-
ket for petroleum products.

This is a good thing in most
cases because it spreads power
and reduces monopoly price-set-
ting power.

But, it has also made the al-
ready-risky business of oil and gas
more speculative than it has ever
been. Investors in equities and
securities (stocks and bonds) have
shunned the industry (witness
today’s undervalued oil company
stock prices) because the future
of the business is viewed as some-
thing just short of betting on the
lottery. There are many statistics
that show that the capital market
has continued to reduce its expo-
sure to the oil and gas business.

The result of this is that the
business can only attract specu-
lative capital at high costs. Ev-
eryone from the poor-boy look-
ing for«investors to fund his well
to the big guys looking to firm
thei—stock price are feeling the
pinch. This has caused us to be
in a world where few are willing
to spend to add new capacity for
oil and gas production at the risk
of a period of low prices that
could wipe out an investment.

So, what can long-term con-
tracts do to help the situation?

Just as hedging and other so-
phisticated financial instruments
attempt to reduce risk of down-
side prices, long-term contracts
can reduce the risk of low prices.
While such contracts may also
prevent participation in price
spikes, there will be a stability of
revenue brought to companies
that will shrewdly set prices in

their contracts.

This should bring more invest-
ment back to the market, while
maintaining the high returns ex-
pected with the technical risk (dry
holes, mechanical failures, etc.)
that will not disappear. The mar-
ket risk would likely be reduced
to a level that is more tolerable to
outside investors.

That is not to say that the spot
markets should be eliminated. As
we discussed last time, they serve
a purpose that is essential. It pro-
vides an outlet for uncontracted
volume, price competition for
contract negotiations, and a
mechanism that will continue to
signal what the market is trying
to tell buyers and sellers of petro-
leum products.

We’ll see if there are those out
there with the courage to pursue
this route and whether it will
work.

Both serve rural
Pastor churches, one in Wisconsin and
Jim one in South Dakota. Both are
Hanson Lutherans, of course. We are
proud of both of them. Nathan is
. the oldest and is serving, along
: Y s \vith his wife and three teenage
children, a three-point parish near Hudson, South Dakota. The name
of the parish is Moe Parish, and the names of the three congregations
that are linked together are Land’s Lutheran, Trinity Lutheran, and
Romsdahl Lutheran. Previously he served congregations in Northern
Minnesota (Bear River), Northwestern Texas (Oslo Lutheran... north
of Gruver), and Idaho (St. John’s Lutheran of American Falls). All
are rural, or small town.

He is a good writer, with his own style. Kind of a disciplined free
verse. He likes to write straight forward. Gets right to the point. He
has been struggling with the “rural crisis,” and want to and is willing
to work at “saving rural America.” He thinks it is worth saving. Just
like David Counts, a Texas legislator said at a meeting in Stamford
the other day. I hope it speaks as well to you as it does to me. He calls
it “Life’s Old Sweet Song.” Here it is:

Life’s Old, Sweet Song

Life in the rural community can be frustrating.

Here, there is little, if any, appreciation for those who produce the
food that blesses America’s tummy.

Here, there is no appreciation of the stewardship that is the heart of
farming and ranching.

Here, there is no voice for the oppression of city limits upon land that
was never meant to be paved.

Towns are losing their banks, their schools, and their post offices.

The people leaving here, to move to some other “there,” are taking
their votes with them.

There is no incentive to begin farming, even if it’s all you’ve ever
wanted to do.

There is nothing to invite hope here, unless it’s some sort of develop-
ment buying up the home place.

Even then, all you have is money for something as dear as home to
you.

I want to take a moment to tell you all how proud I am to serve here,
with you, in the face of all this.

Here, we are making a stand underappreciated by government, by popu-
lace... even by the church itself.

We might even be the only ones aware it is a stand we are taking at all!

What is it that the rural community holds sacred and worth holding on
to, in spite of our depreciation?

For one thing, we believe that God has something to do with our very
existence.

If you have fo go to a park to find real grass grawing, it is hatd 10 see
life as a gift. o s o)

If you've never seen a calf hit the ground and totter to nurse in min-
utes, you’ll take life as some sort of dumb luck.

Here, we have proof surrounding us, that the God of ancient days is
still capable of humiliating our best and brightest.

Blizzards and bitter cold are buffeted by spring thaws faster than UPS
could ever bring them express!

For another, we have cemeteries attached to our churches.

It’s really hard to forget our confession of a “communion of saints,”
when you see the pillars of hope on the way to worship.

Real heroes lie buried around here, some of promise and some of ex-
perience, all resting now in the arms of Jesus.

Some were torn from us, and some rested away, but all stand as ex-
pressions of hope that cannot disappoint us.

Balloons sometimes dance, flowers sometimes bloom, and snow of-
ten mounds in these holy places.

The Word that accompanies the stones breathes fresh life into each
new day over each battered stone.

The Word of Promise that never forgets, never neglects, and never is
silenced shouts here.

Something more, we have people who care for each other.

Letters to loved ones in jail have taken away despair and brought hope.

Meals to some of our elderly have meant so much more than food and
drink.

Our budding Family Friendship Fund, or whatever you want to call it,
brought great thanks and relief.

Hereabouts, it is not uncommon to be helped out of a ditch when you
discover the road is slippery... “No charge!”

A ride, when you car no longer functions, is not too long a wait.

A car, when your car no longer functions, is graciously offered, no
mileage charged.

There are other benefits, but this last is necessary: faithfulness to Christ.

If we are underappreciated, it is no more than was our Savior.

If we are spitefully regarded for our tending of the soil, our routines of

chores, it is no more than our Savior was.
If we are seen as disposable by the government, by the populace...
even by the church, it is no more than was Jesus.

We are summoned to be faithful, and to behave, spake my Uncle Rolf

once. ,
If we can do this, be faithful and behave, we will continue to be blessed
right here, and right now.

I fervently believe this to be true, and | am proud to serve all of you
who so confidently believe the same.

out Truett and Bill (Nance) as we
really grew up together. Our par-
ents were friends before us as they
lived in the Pumphrey Commu-
nity which was named for your
great-grandparent’s family
(named for Morgan Pumphrey,
brother of John Lewis Pumph-
rey).

Over the past interim, we
learned that over 600,000 Med-
icaid-eligible Texas children are
not enrolled in this program. Re-
cent surveys of Texas families

cess. Rather than enrolling their
children in Medicaid, many par-
ents choose to take their unin-
sured children to the emergency
room of the local hospital for
treatment. This method of health
care is putting a serious strain
on local taxpayers who are foot-
ing the bill with increased prop-
erty and hospital district taxes.

The 77th Texas Legislature is
calling for a simplification of the
application  process for
children’s Medicaid. Simplifica-
tion is a victory for rural Texas
because we can use additional
federal funds to show the cost-
shift to our local taxpayers.
Also, every $1.00 spent of
health care in a rural community
generates an additional $1.50 of
economic activity in that com-
munity.

Simplification is only the first
step in the crusade for rural
health care, but it is an essential
step. The time is right for your
legislature to take action.

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Pest Management News

It’s time for dormant spraying and
pruning to promote healthy growth

Now that you’'re eager to get
outdoors, you can start your early
spring chores with dormant spray-
ing and pruning. You’ll have a
head start on your battle against
bugs and provide the best envi-
ronment for new, healthy growth
on shrubs and trees.

A dormant spray is used on a
tree or shrub while it is leafless
and dormant—Ilive but not ac-
tively growing. This dormant
spray kills overwintering insects
and diseases before they have a
chance to multiply and infest new
growth.

In general, dormant sprays are
most effective against scale in-
sects, mites, mealy bugs, many
types of insect eggs, and hibernat-
ing caterpillars. Dormant sprays
are usually composed of oil, lime-
sulfer, or a combination of the
two. Some dormant sprays are a

combination insecticide-fungi-
cide that will control both insects
and plant diseases.

When spraying, cover the plant
thoroughly without overspray-
ing. Spray all plant parts—twigs,
branches, and trunk, just to the
point of runoff. And for precise
application, use spray equipment
which gives you proper control
over the spray.

In general, you should prune
when plants are in their dormant
stage, just preceding a time of
active growth during which the
wound will heal rapidly.

Usually, this is late winter or
early spring. The exception is the
spring flowering shrubs which
should be pruned as soon after
their blossom period as possible.
Winter pruning would destroy the
spring blossoms which were
made the previous season.

Clover—Have you seen the like?

Pre-lesson discussions in our
Baptist Men’s Sunday school
class are varied every Sunday
morning (so varied you wouldn’t
believe sometimes). Billy Joe
Colburn made the statement the
other morning about “filaree—
have you ever seen this much.”
Cliff Poe said something to the
effect “Yea, a person can find just
about anything that ever grows in
this country now.” They are both
right.

Impressive also is the amount
of clover observed. You and I
would call it “bur” clover—it ac-
tually is a medic. Look in the
ditches and edges of the grassland
pastures as you drive around. It
has the typical three leaves of a
clover and a very tiny yellow
flower.

Personally 1 do not remember
ever observing this abundance.
Scientists say that these types of
legume seeds can lay dormant for
decades before the conditions are
right for germination—some sci-
entists say centuries.

Bur clover, as is true with most
legumes, gathers its own nitrogen
from the air. Scientists tell us that
approximately 35,000 tons of ni-
trogen is present in the atmo-
sphere above every acre in Run-
nels County. The trick is to get
some of it into the ground for
plants to use. Agricultural produc-
ers in the county pay big time for
nitrogen fertilizer.

Legumes like bur clover do this
for free. Alfalfa for example can
provide up to 500 pounds of ni-

trogen per acre per year (Okla-
homa Soil Fertility Handbook
2000). Actually it is not the clo-
ver plant itself, but bacteria that
live on the root that gathers the
nitrogen. This bacterium packs
the nitrogen into little nodules
along the plant’s root system. This
is why the clover plants look like
they are doing so well around the
county—they make their own fer-
tilizer.

Fossil fuels are expensive and
likely to get higher. Thus fertil-
izer is not likely to get cheaper
either. Legumes may be part of
the answer for those of us that
graze livestock on established
grass.

One experiment station con-
ducted a research study on two
contagious pastures with two
equal herds of livestock. One pas-
ture was continuously grazed. The
other pasture was cut into six parts
and rotation grazed. After five
years of grazing, the continuous
grazed pasture clover population
dropped by half and the weeds
doubled. In the rotation pasture,
the clovers doubled and the weeds
dropped by half. This simple prin-
ciple of resting a pasture allowed
Mother Nature to select for the
higher and more palatable spe-
cies.

And the earth brought forth
grass, and herb yielding seed af-
ter his kind, and the tree yield-
ing fruit, whose seed was in it-
self, after his kind: and God saw
that it was good. Genesis 1:12
