City questions 911 dispatching charge
A $5,000 increase sought 

from the City of Winters by 
Runnels County for 911 dis­
patching was the main topic of 
discussion at the regular meet­
ing of the Winters City Coun­
cil on July 30.

The proposal from Runnels 
County shows the City of Win­
ters share to be $20,374.00.

The C oun ty ’s budget is 
$161,696.00 for 911 dispatch­
ing and pays 60 percent of the 
cost. The remaining 40 percent 
is divided between the cities of 
Ballinger, Winters, and Miles.

The amount paid by each of 
these cities is calculated by 
their population.

Winters’ share would be 13 
percent of the budget while 
having 25 percent of the popu­
lation. Winters paid approxi­
mately $15,000 for dispatching 
in last year’s budget.

Ballinger, which has 37 per­
cent of the population, pays 
$29,995,19 percent of the bud­
get.

Having 7 percent of the

population. Miles pays $6,225, 
which is 4 percent of the bud­
get.

This amount equals ap­
proximately $7.07 per person 
for Winters, Ballinger and 
Miles.

A motion was made by 
Councilman Mike Meyer to 
authorize M ayor Dawson 
McGuffin, Councilman Steve 
Esquivel, and City Manager 
Aref Hassan to discuss the re­
quest with the proper County 
authorities and report back to 
the Council for final action.

The Council accepted a pro­
posal for internet service from 
IVIT of Kerrville. This will be 
high speed service and will al­
low all city computers to have 
high speed access.

TXU Gas had requested a 
rate increase and the Council 
accepted a “favored nations” 
clause which allows the City to 
accept any negotiated rate but 
not have to pay for the legal 
expense to fight the rate 
change.

The Council meeting time 
was changed back to 6 p.m. for 
all regular meetings. Steve 
Esquivel requested this change 
to allow more people to attend 
the meetings.

Billy Jay Reeves, located at 
7825 Hwy. 153, requested an­
nexation into the city. Mr. 
Reeves is building a new home 
next to the James Brown resi­
dence. The Council voted to 
start the annexation process as 
soon as a legal description is 
received for the property and 
an easem ent agreem ent is 
made with Mr. Brown.

Roberto Ortiz was hired as 
a meter reader and part-time 
animal control officer.

Don Davis asked the Coun­
cil for permission to add fertil­
izer at the irrigation pivots that 
u.se Winters waste water on his 
property east of town. This re­
quest was approved after Wa­
ter Superintendent Jack Davis, 
Jr., said there are no problems 
with this, and Don Davis will 
pay for all alterations to allow 
this to happen.

Oil Bidness

Hospital administrator 
responds to article

A disturbing trend has devel­
oped over the last year or so, 
and it has implications that go 
beyond monthly profit and loss 
for oil and gas companies.

Recent studies have shown 
that finding costs are going up,
 ̂particularly when calculated on 
a per-bairel basis. This has hap­
pened before, but it looks as if 
we’ve learned little from living 
through these cycles before.

Finding costs, as defined 
here, are the costs for explora­
tion and development. That is, 
drilling wells to find new dis­
coveries and developing dis­
covered fields plus the costs for 
putting in new tank batteries, 
pipelines, etc. that need to be 
there to produce and sell oil and 
gas.

There are actually two rea­
sons for this trend, and they are 
not new.

The first is that higher prod­
uct prices encourage E&P com­
panies to spend more. In search 
of more profit from bigger mar­
gins, they have room to spend 
more on the finding and devel­
oping of their products. Some­
times this higher spending is 
justified and provides an ad­
equate return, but, other times, 
the spending can become frivo­
lous driven by unsophisticated 
investors or poor busines deci­
sions. This supports a higher- 
cost market for supplies and 
services that impacts every par­
ticipant, whether part of that 
frivolous group or not.

The other reason is a drive- 
by service and supply compa­
nies to maximize their profit af­
ter a down cycle in which they 
have fallen behind. This is not 
greed but is a natural tendency 
to get what you can while the 
“getting” is there. This is built 
on the expectation of another 
coming downcycle as much as 
the memory o f  the last down­
turn.

The trend towards higher 
costs per unit of new-found re­
serves has im plications. It 
causes producers to be more 
susceptible to a downturn in 
product prices, even small 
drops. And, when prices do 
come off a high, there is rush 
down that hill by the entire in­
dustry that cannot cope with 
high costs and low product 
prices. This vicious cycle Is a 
major problem for this busi­
ness, widely recognized but 
never solved.

We can’t solve it here, but 
perhaps we can learn a few 
things.

If the business people who 
participate in this industry 
would realize their actions con­
tribute to this whiplash cycle, 
that would be a start. Restraint 
on increasing costs would be 
difficult, would take great cour­
age, and may not even com­
pletely stop the cycle from con­
tinuing. But, it would poten­
tially start a trend to round the 
sharper edges of our cyclic 
business by lowering the spikes 
in costs.

It is a noble thought, but it 
doesn’t mean much to the guy 
trying to make a living and 
store up for that coming low 
season.

1 can’t help it if I have high 
expectations for people, can I?

Administrator Dick Stout re­
ports that during Monday 
n ig h t’s m eeting of the 
hospital’s board of directors, 
there were questions asked in 
response to last week’s article 
in The Winters Enterprise.

One question asked of Mr. 
Stout was why does the hospi­
tal with so few patients have 
so many employees.

Directors said this is evi­
denced by the parking lot in 
front of the hospital (patient 
area) having very few cars, and 
the employee parking lot being 
full of cars.

Mr. Stout issued the follow­
ing statement for publication:

The answer to that question 
is difficult. First, inequities in 
the Medicare system as dis­
cussed in last week’s Enterprise 
article, and a general migra­
tion to specialists in urban ar­
eas have contributed to re­
duced hospital censuses.

Reasons for lower inpatient 
utilization are very complex, 
but rooted in the economic de­
cline o f all. rural areas plus an 
aging population.

Inpa tien t censuses are 
down; however, outpatient 
medical care is on the increase. 
North Runnels Hospital has 
been converting services more 
to ambulatory care, while at

And Jabez called on the God of Israel saying, ‘Oh, 
that You would bless me indeed, and enlarge my territory, that 
Your hand would be with me, and that You would keep me 
from evil, that 1 may not cause pain!’ So God granted him what 
he requested.” (1 Chronicles 4:9-10)

That’s it. No more about Jabez. We don’t know how God 
answered his prayer. But we do know, now, about how God 
answered this prayer for Bruce Wilkenson. And how it became 
for him, next only to the prayer for his salvation, that which 
revolutionized his life and ministry the most.

How did Bruce Wilkenson, this man who introduced to the 
world “Walk Thru the Bible Conferences” years ago find this 
passage? (“Walk Thru the Bible” started with 25 or 30 confer­
ences a year. In 1999, “Walk Thru” conducted over 2500 Bible 
conferences — fifty each weekend. The ministry publishes 10 
different magazines each month to help individuals and fami­
lies grow in God’s Word every day. Since they started this pub­
lishing, over 100 million copies have been issued.) Well, he 
first heard it at chapel from a student at seminary in Dallas.

The seminary chaplain. Dr. Richard Seume, challenged the 
students by asking the question “Want a bigger vision for your 
life? Sign up to be a gimper for God.” A gimper, he explained, 
was someone who always does a little more than is required or 
expected. And then he read the story of Jabez. Wilkenson never 
forgot it. He went home and read the passage. He read the prayer 
over and over... word by word. Each morning. For thirty years. 
'And he hasn’t stopped.

And the little book he wrote is the story of how that prayer 
changed his life. How he, as ordinary a person as Jabez, was 
used by God in extraordinary ways and is continuing to do so. 
This gimper for God and his team asked the Lord this question, 
“Lord, what do You want done right now? What are Your bor­
ders?” And before long that prayer led to “O God, let us reach 
the whole world for You.” And, in January of 1998 they began 
WorldTeach, birthed from the womb of the Jabez prayer.

WorldTeach is a 15-year vision to establish the largest Bible- 
teaching faculty in the world —  120,000 Bible teachers for 
every 50,000 people on earth. Their goal for the year 2000 was 
to grow this teaching ministry to 35 nations and 5,000 teachers. 
This goal was significantly surpassed. Instead of 35 nations, 
they had reached 39. And instead of 5,000 teachers, 7,982. They 
are asking us to pray that in this year “our borders will be ex­
panded to 50 nations with 12,000 teachers.”

Truly the Jabez prayer is working for Bruce Wilkenson and 
for those who work and pray with and for him. But, the main 
reason 1 am writing his column on the subject is that it is work­
ing for me. 1 had been somewhat resistant to what 1 had heard 
about the book. 1 had the feeling that it was one of those “Pray 
and you will be successful, or rich, or whatever!” But, when a 
close friend of mine, a pastor, after reading it went out and bought 

' 20 copies and gave them to his friends, including me... 1 read 
it. So also Ramona. It has become part of our daily prayer. And 
1 find it somewhat dangerous.

Don’t get me wrong. 1 am hooked on this prayer. And it is 
changing me. To see that there really is no way to “retire” from 
ministry. And, that if you are willing to try this prayer and let it 
become a part of your life, you will discover that God has some­
thing for you every day of your life... someone you can help, 
or do something for... just for the joy of it. You can bless oth­
ers, and in so doing, be blessed. Thank God for Bruce Wilkenson 
and his book “The Prayer of Jabez.” You can get it at any Bible 
bookstore. At Sam’s. At Hastings. It is the “Christian Book of 
the Year.” It is not only a “faith lifter.” It is a “faith encourager,” 
and if you’re not careful, you will become a “faith doer.”

A man and his rocket dreams

It’s a bird. It’s a plane. No, 
it’s a barbeque smoker.

Local en trepreneur Ace 
Polk is aiming for the stars with 
his cooking business.

After returning a friend’s 
barbeque pit he had “bor­
rowed” for about five years, 
Ace determined it was time for 
him to have his own. So he 
spent about a year planning and 
sketching his “dream cooker” 
—  something large enough to 
handle up to 100 briskets yet 
mobile enough to travel from 
gig to gig. And, being a Chris­
tian and a proud veteran, Ace 
wanted to incorporate sharing 
his testimony into his business.

So, put all these ideas to­
gether along with materials, 
parts, money, and skills do­
nated by at least a dozen 
friends, and you’ve got your­
self a rocket cooker.

Extending 33 feet from the 
tip of the nose to the back door 
and weighing 9,000 pounds, 
Ace’s jet-black rocket cooker 
is quite a sight to see, whether 
rolling down the highway or 
parked along a tree-lined street 
in town.

While some curious onlook­
ers might wonder if they are 
being invaded by the military, 
other folks want to know how 
the one-of-a-kind item'is put 
together.

The three-section  body 
graduates in size from a 250- 
gallon butane tank to a 350- 
gallon butane tank to a 48” 
heater treater which were all 
donated. The “fins” are quar­
ter-inch steel plates.

According to Ace, friend 
Mark Kaezyk sp>ent many eve­
nings and weekends donating 
his welding talent to put the 
unique contraption together.

A Texas flag flies proudly 
from atop the rocket when it’s 
not being pulled on the 8 ’x30’ 
trailer.

To add to the effect, a large 
hydraulic lift can raise the 
rocket with the nose pointing 
skyward,“just for the fun of it,” 
says the smiling owner. Fuel is 
wood and/or butane.

Ace has loved to cook “for 
as long as he can remember” 
and his culinary skills range 
from small batches of home­

made cookies and breads to 80- 
plus briskets for the Super 
Bowl party  hosted by St. 
John’s Lutheran Church last 
January to benefit Christmas In 
April.

Alongside his catering busi­
ness, Ace and his rocket will 
participate in mid-August at 
the Texas Fiery Food Show in 
Austin as well as the “Go 
Texan” program at the State 
Fair in October.

He also plans to donate his 
time and cooker to help raise 
funds for the Scottish Rite Hos­
pital and the Children’s Hos­
pital in Dallas, the sites where 
his 13-year-old daughter, 
Amanda, has undergone two 
foot surgeries and one spinal 
operation.

“It’s something 1 can do to 
try to repay them just a small 
portion of what they’ve done 
for Amanda and our family. 
They are really special people 
and it’s something I feel led to 
do,” he says. He’s married to 
the former Martha (M arty) 
Brown of Winters.

And when Ace gets an idea, 
things happen.

Sheriff’s department to get new computers; no 
comments heard on redistricting of precincts

Commissioners took about 
15 minutes to approve Runnels 
County Sheriff Bill Baird’s re­
quest to purchase seven new 
computers for the sheriff’s de­
partment at a special meeting 
on Tuesday, August 7.

Baird made the request to 
purchase the computers from 
Computer ER of Coleman. 
“The computers we’re using 
now are all hand-me-downs and 
they stay down a lot. Along 
with that we have found it very 
hard to get anyone 'to service 
the old computers,” Baird told 
the court. Cost of the comput­
ers is $9,343.06, and will be 
paid from the County’s contin-

gency fund, according to Coun­
ty Judge Marilyn Egan.

Following the approval of 
the judge’s request, commis­
sioners began a workshop on 
the fiscal year 2002 county 
budget.

In a public hearing called 
for comments on proposed re­
districting of county commis­
sioner precincts on Thursday, 
August 2, the meeting lasted 
all of five minutes. Not a single 
citizen appeared to comment 
on the proposed redistricting, 
nor did anyone even call about 
the redistricting, according to 
County Judge Egan.

After closing the public hear­

ing, commissioners adopted the 
proposed plan. The plan will 
be submitted to the United 
States Department of Justice 
for approval before it will be­
come official.

The redistricting is based on 
the 2000 census. According to 
Judge Egan, the proposed plan 
has 2,844 people in Precinct 1, 
2,872 in Precinct 2, 2,955 in 
Precinct 3, and 2,824 in Pre­
cinct 4. All precincts will run 
into the city of Ballinger. The 
proposal submitted the Justice 
Department does not dilute the 
Hispanic vote in any way, ac­
cording to Judge Egan.

4 part time Home Health em­
ployees, and 3 full time and 11 
part time ambulance employ­
ees for a total o f  36 full-time 
and 21 part time Hospital Dis­
trict employees. This is signifi­
cantly less than in the past 
years.

Keep in mind also that the 
hospital is open 24 hours a day, 
7 days a week, never closes on 
weekends or holidays, and the 
ambulance is ready to respond 
any time o f the day or night. 
Home Health nurses are on 
call 24 hours a day to respond 
to patient needs.

Our employees are dedi­
cated professionals and cur­
rently are being asked to work 
under a lot o f stress. We appre­
ciate them and take this oppor­
tunity to thank them. 1 hope you 
(the public) m ight let them 
know you appreciate their ser­
vices whenever you have the 
need to access their medical 
expertise.

In addition to the above, the 
number o f employees we have 
is quite often mandated by 
regulation, fed era l andlor  
state. For example: the num­
ber o f registered and licensed 
nurses required to cover each 
shift is mandated by both fed­
eral and state regulations. The 
number o f licensed personnel 
to make ambulance runs is 
mandated by the state. This 
required number o f qualified 
people is mandated 24 hours 
per day. Currently, we are 
staffing the minimum number 
necessary.

Register for ACT 
exam by Aug. 17

The next ACT Assessment 
will be administered on Sep­
tember 22, 2001. College- 
bound high school students 
must register for the college 
adm issions and placem ent 
exam by August 17 —  the 
deadline for having your reg­
istration piostmarked. There is 
a late registration postmark 
deadline of August 31, but an 
extra fee is charged for late reg­
istrations.

Students can register for the 
ACT by getting information 
from their high school counse­
lor or on-line at ACT’s website, 
<www.act.org>. The website 
also has helpful information, 
sample tests, and the opportu­
nity to order test prep materi­
als including an interactive 
CD-ROM, “ACTive Prep”, 
which contains actual, timed 
tests and helps students build 
a study plan.

The ACT Assessment con­
tains four sections to the exam: 
English, reading, math, and 
science reasoning.

Sleep essential 
for classroom 
concentration

Getting plenty of sleep will 
help children concentrate in the 
classroom.

Missing sleep causes most 
of the day’s experiences to be 
stored ineffic ien tly  in the 
brain,” said Dr. Bruce Perry, a 
child psychiatrist at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Hous­
ton. “Interactions with teach­
ers, book chapters and lectures 
are harder to remember if a 
child is sleep deprived.”

Perry adds that students 
should study a little bit at a 
time, instead of cramming for 
tests. Resting for a while after 
studying will help them pro­
cess the information prof>erly 
in the brain.

Structure can 
improve kid’s 
study habits

A structured environment 
can help children overcome 
their problems with home­
work.

“One homework essential is 
adequate study space with 
good lighting and few distrac­
tio n s ,” said Dr. Florence 
Eddins, a child psychiatrist at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. “Desks in rooms are 
fine, but the kitchen or dining 
room table often work better 
and allow for better parental 
supervision.”

Parents should talk with 
children and set a specific time 
each day to complete home­
work. Parents should also con­
fer with teachers to find out 
what they expect from children 
when it comes to homework. 
A small reward for completing 
assignm ents can also turn 
homework into a positive ex­
perience.

WISD lunchroom to implement new service 
format for both main menu and snack bar

Besides a new food service 
director and the offer of a com­
plim entary breakfast each 
morning. Winters ISD has an­
nounced some additional 
changes to the lunchroom  
menu and its operation.

The school cafeteria will 
provide an Offer/Serve Option 
in the lunch lines beginning the 
first day of school, August 13. 
Students will be served the 
meat/entree item of the day; 
however, all side items will be 
offered in individual contain­
ers for students to take and 
place on their trays if they 
choose.

For instance on Monday, 
students will be served a piece 
of fried chicken, but may 
choose any and all of the fol­
lowing items to complete their 
meal: mashed potatoes and 
gravy, green beans, and a roll.

Wednesday at 7 p.m., Au­

gust 1, 2001, was the first 
Lipan-Kickapoo Water Control 
District (LKWCD) directors 
meeting attended by newly ap­
pointed Runnels County direc­
tors Bill Halfmann and myself. 
Thus it was also the first meet­
ing where the newly annexed 
Runnels County was repre­
sented. All seven directors 
were present.

The meeting was held at the 
LKWCD office in Vancourt. 
Vancourt is located on the 
highway between San Angelo 
and Eden and takes a hard 
hour’s drive to get down there 
from northern Runnels County.

It was quickly apparent Mr. 
Halfmann and my.self were the 
“new kids on the block.’’ Ev­
eryone else seemed to know 
what was being talked about 
except us.

However, we caught on to a 
lot toward the last of the m^et- 
ing.

It was also obvious there is 
a lot of money to be managed 
properly — your money. The 
current budget (without Run­
nels County) was $90,604.00. 
The proposed budget (with 
Runnels County included) 
jumped to $220,961.00. Your 
tax money and my tax money 
(our tax money) could contrib­
ute as much as $69,45l.(K) to 
the proposed 2001-2002 bud­
get. It is calculated by taking 
the Runnels County tax base of 
$161,514,640.00 times the 
voted on tax rate of 0.043 per 
$100 valuation.

The aspect of dropping the 
tax rate multiplier in the future 
to something lower than the 
0.043 was brought up at the

meeting by two of the previ­
ous d irectors. Both Mr. 
Halfmann and myself appreci­
ated this on behalf of Runnels 
County rural property owners. 
Certainly we agree.

No one likes to be told what 
to do. By Runnels County 
voting ourselves into the 
LKWCD, we indicated we pre­
ferred local control of our wa­
ter compared to control, for 
example, by the heavy handed 
TNRCC. To us, it is just the 
les.ser of two evils.

In review, the LKWCD ba­
sically does two things. It pro­
vides for the conservation and 
safety of both our surface and 
ground water. It also monitors 
the quality and quantity of our 
groundwater for the benefit all. 
Everything considered it may 
not be a bad deal —  we’ll see.

A lot of folks 
have been won­
dering what is 
happening with 
the Agriculture 
Assistance Pack­

age that the Hou.se of Repre­
sentatives passed last June.

The funds in this $5.5 bil­
lion economic assistance pack­
age will be used to make emer­
gency payments for fiscal year 
2 (K )1 .

The Senate finally began 
consideration of this legisla­
tion, and, after numerous par­
liamentary procedures and de­
lays, agreed on Friday, August 
3, to the House bill.

The funds for this economic 
a.ssistance would have expired 
on Septem ber 30, and this 
made it especially critical that 
the Senate complete consider­
ation of this legislation as soon 
as possible.

Once the President signs it, 
this year’s economic assistance

to farmers will be on the way.
Quality Loss Program
The USDA’s Farm Service 

Agency announced that sign­
up for the 2000 crop Quality 
Loss Program (OLP) will be­
gin August 13.

Crops that are eligible for 
Crop Disaster Assistance are 
also eligible for quality loss 
payments.

The Quality Loss Program 
(provides a.ssistance to produc­
ers of eligible crops that can 
demonstrate a minimum of 
20% decline in quality or price 
of their 2000 crop commodity, 
compared to a long-term aver­
age quality or priced produced 
in the county.

Producers will be able to 
apply for the program based on 
the smallest unit of the com­
modity for which they can pro­
duce records.

Cotton producers will be 
able to apply for OLP assis­
tance on a bale-by-bale basis 
by providing production evi­
dence showing the average

loan value for each bale.
Each b a le ’s loan value 

would then be compared to the 
county average loan value used 
to compute quality adjustments 
on the 2000 crop for the Crop 
Disaster Program.

If the comparison shows
that the 20% threshold has'
been met, the bale would be
assigned to one of five quality'
loss levels based on the actual**
loss in value relative to the*■
county average.

The final QLP payment rate* 
equals 65% of the difference 
between the full Crop Disaster* 
Program (CDP) price and the • 
applicable percentage of the^ 
CDP payment rate. 1

A combined $80,000 per* 
person payment limitation is 
applicable for all benefits pro­
vided through the Crop Disas­
ter Program and the Quality 
Loss Program.

City questions 911 dispatching charge
A $5,000 increase sought 

from the City of Winters by 
Runnels County for 911 dis­
patching was the main topic of 
discussion at the regular meet­
ing of the Winters City Coun­
cil on July 30.

The proposal from Runnels 
County shows the City of Win­
ters share to be $20,374.00.

The C oun ty ’s budget is 
$161,696.00 for 911 dispatch­
ing and pays 60 percent of the 
cost. The remaining 40 percent 
is divided between the cities of 
Ballinger, Winters, and Miles.

The amount paid by each of 
these cities is calculated by 
their population.

Winters’share would be 13 
percent of the budget while 
having 25 percent of the popu­
lation. Winters paid approxi­
mately $15,000 for dispatching 
in last year’s budget.

Ballinger, which has 37 per­
cent of the population, pays 
$29,995,19 percent of the bud­
get.

Having 7 percent of the

population. Miles pays $6,225, 
which is 4 percent of the bud­
get.

This amount equals ap­
proximately $7.07 per person 
for W inters, Ballinger and 
Miles.

A m otion was made by 
Councilman Mike Meyer to 
authorize M ayor Dawson 
McGuffin, Councilman Steve 
Esquivel, and City Manager 
Aref Hassan to discuss the re­
quest with the proper County 
authorities and report back to 
the Council for final action.

The Council accepted a pro­
posal for internet service from 
IVIT of Kerrville. This will be 
high speed service and will al­
low all city computers to have 
high speed access.

TXU Gas had requested a 
rate increase and the Council 
accepted a “favored nations” 
clause which allows the City to 
accept any negotiated rate but 
not have to pay for the legal 
expense to fight the rate 
change.

The Council meeting time 
was changed back to 6 p.m. for 
all regular meetings. Steve 
Esquivel requested this change 
to allow more people to attend 
the meetings.

Billy Jay Reeves, located at 
7825 Hwy. 153, requested an­
nexation into the city. Mr. 
Reeves is building a new home 
next to the James Brown resi­
dence. The Council voted to 
start the annexation process as 
soon as a legal description is 
received for the property and 
an easem ent agreem ent is 
made with Mr. Brown.

Roberto Ortiz was hired as 
a meter reader and part-time 
animal control officer.

Don Davis asked the Coun­
cil for permission to add fertil­
izer at the irrigation pivots that 
use Winters waste water on his 
property east of town. This re­
quest was approved after Wa­
ter Superintendent Jack Davis, 
Jr., said there are no problems 
with this, and Don Davis will 
pay for all alterations to allow 
this to happen.

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Oil Bidness

A disturbing trend has devel­
oped over the last year or so, 
and it has implications that go 
beyond monthly profit and loss 
for oil and gas companies.

Recent studies have shown 
that finding costs are going up, 
particularly when calculated on 
a per-barrel basis. This has hap­
pened before, but it looks as if 
we’ve learned little from living 
through these cycles before.

Finding costs, as defined 
here, are the costs for explora­
tion and development. That is, 
drilling wells to find new dis­
coveries and developing dis­
covered fields plus the costs for 
putting in new tank batteries, 
pipelines, etc. that need to be 
there to produce and sell oil and 
gas.

There are actually two rea­
sons for this trend, and they are 
not new.

The first is that higher prod­
uct prices encourage E&P com­
panies to spend more. In search 
of more profit from bigger mar­
gins, they have room to spend 
more on the finding and devel­
oping of their products. Some­
times this higher spending is 
justified and provides an ad­
equate return, but, other times, 
the spending can become frivo­
lous driven by unsophisticated 
investors or poor busines deci­
sions. This supports a higher- 
cost market for supplies and 
services that impacts every par­
ticipant, whether part of that 
frivolous group or not.
' The other reason is a drive- 
by service and supply compa­
nies to maximize their profit af­
ter a down cycle in which they 
have fallen behind. This is not 
greed but is a natural tendency 
to get what you can while the 
“getting” is there. This is built 
on the expectation of another 
coming downcycle as much as 
the memory of the last down­
turn.

The trend towards higher 
costs per unit of new-found re­
serves has im plications. It 
causes producers to be more 
susceptible to a downturn in 
product prices, even small 
drops. And, when prices do 
come off a high, there is rush 
down that hill by the entire in­
dustry that cannot cope with 
high costs and low product 
prices. This vicious cycle is a 
major problem for this busi­
ness, widely recognized but 
never solved.

If the business people who 
participate in this industry 
would realize their actions con­
tribute to this whiplash cycle, 
that would be a start. Restraint 
on increasing costs would be 
difficult, would take great cour­
age, and may not even com­
pletely stop the cycle from con­
tinuing. But, it would poten­
tially start a trend to round the 
sharper edges of our cyclic 
business by lowering the spikes 
in costs.

It is a noble thought, but it 
doesn’t mean much to the guy 
trying to make a living and 
store up for that coming low 
season.

I can’t help it if I have high 
expectations for people, can I?

North Runnels Hospital 
Administrator Dick Stout re­
ports that during  Monday 
n ig h t’s m eeting o f the 
hospital’s board of directors, 
there were questions asked in 
response to last week’s article 
in The Winters Enterprise.

One question asked of Mr. 
Stout was why does the hospi­
tal with so few patients have 
so many employees.

Directors said this is evi­
denced by the parking lot in 
front of the hospital (patient 
area) having very few cars, and 
the employee parking lot being 
full of cars.

Mr. Stout issued the follow­
ing statement for publication:

The answer to that question 
is difficult. First, inequities in 
the Medicare system as dis­
cussed in last week ’ä Enterprise 
article, and a general migra­
tion to specialists in urban ar­
eas have contributed to re­
duced hospital censuses.

Reasons for lower inpatient 
utilization are very complex, 
but rooted in the economic de­
cline o f all rural areas plus an 
aging population.

Inpa tien t censuses are 
down; however, outpatient 
medical care is on the increase. 
North Runnels Hospital has 
been converting services more 
to ambulatory care, while at

the same time continuing to 
serve a higher percentage  
(70% o f hospital admissions) 
o f the elderly population.

Ambulatory care consists o f 
outpatient services provided by 
the Hospital District which in­
cludes all the following:

Laboratory, ECG and x-ray 
for all local physicians in Win­
ters, gastrointestinal proce­
dures by Dr. Mathur, cardiac 
patient visits by Dr. Swarna, 
cataract procedures by Dr. 
Carter, ear-nose-throat visits 
by Dr. Gooodnight, eye exams 
by Dr. Bacigalupi, and neuro­
logical visits by Dr. Dickerson. 
Plus, the mobile units doing CT 
scans, bone density scans, 
MRIs and ultra sound proce­
dures.

The hospital is very in ­
debted to our physicians and 
is fortunate that we have the 
means to expand and broaden 
the medical services we pro­
vide.

Converting more to ambu­
latory care, sharing services 
and cutting overhead is pretty 
well the direction we are cur­
rently taking.

As to the number o f employ­
ees —  presently there are 30 
full time and 6 part time hos­
pital employees, 3 full time and

Right 
in the middle of a list of the names of the official family tree of 
the Hebrew tribes, beginning with Adam! Forty-four (44) names 
into chapter 4 is a story. A short story. The story of Jabez. Three 
verses long.

It reads, “Now Jabez was more honorable than his brothers, 
and his mother called his name Jabez, saying, ‘Because I bore 
him in pain.’And Jabez called on the God of Israel saying, ‘Oh, 
that You would bless me indeed, and enlarge my territory, that 
Your hand would be with me, and that You would keep me 
from evil, that I may not cause pain!’ So God granted him what 
he requested.” (1 Chronicles 4:9-10)

That’s it. No more about Jabez. We don’t know how God 
answered his prayer. But we do know, now, about how God 
answered this prayer for Bruce Wilkenson. And how it became 
for him, next only to the prayer for his salvation, that which 
revolutionized his life and ministry the most.

How did Bruce Wilkenson, this man who introduced to the 
world “Walk Thru the Bible Conferences” years ago find this 
passage? (“Walk Thru the Bible” started with 25 or 30 confer­
ences a year. In 1999, “Walk Thru” conducted over 2500 Bible 
conferences —  fifty each weekend. The ministry publishes 10 
different magazines each month to help individuals and fami­
lies grow in God’s Word every day. Since they started this pub­
lishing, over 100 million copies have been issued.) Well, he 
first heard it at chapel from a student at seminary in Dallas.

The seminary chaplain, Dr. Richard Seume, challenged the 
students by asking the question “Want a bigger vision for your 
life? Sign up to be a gimper for God.” A gimper, he explained, 
was someone who always does a little more than is required or 
expected. And then he read the story of Jabez. Wilkenson never 
forgot it. He went home and read the passage. He read the prayer 
over and over... word by word. Each morning. For thirty years.

And the little book he wrote is the story of how that prayer 
changed his life. How he, as ordinary a person as Jabez, was 
used by God in extraordinary ways and is continuing to do so. 
This gimper for God and his team asked the Lord this question, 
“Lord, what do You want done right now? What are Your bor­
ders?” And before long that prayer led to “O God, let us reach 
the whole world for You.” And, in January of 1998 they began 
WorldTeach, birthed from the womb of the Jabez prayer.

WorldTeach is a 15-year vision to establish the largest Bible- 
teaching faculty in the world — 120,000 Bible teachers for 
every 50,000 people on earth. Their goal for the year 2000 was 
to grow this teaching ministry to 35 nations and 5,000 teachers. 
This goal was significantly surpassed. Instead of 35 nations, 
they had reached 39. And instead of 5,000 teachers, 7,982. They 
are asking us to pray that in this year “our borders will be ex­
panded to 50 nations with 12,000 teachers.”

Truly the Jabez prayer is working for Bruce Wilkenson and 
for those who work and pray with and for him. But, the main 
reason 1 am writing his column on the subject is that it is work­
ing for me. I had been somewhat resistant to what I had heard 
about the book. I had the feeling that it was one of those “Pray 
and you will be successful, or rich, or whatever!” But, when a 
close friend of mine, a pastor, after reading it went out and bought 
20 copies and gave them to his friends, including me... I read 
it. So also Ramona. It has become part of our daily prayer. And 
1 find it somewhat dangerous.

Don’t get me wrong. I am hooked on this prayer. And it is 
changing me. To see that there really is no way to “retire” from 
ministry. And, that if you are willing to try this prayer and let it 

’ become a part of your life, you will discover that God has some­
thing for you every day of your life... someone you can help, 
or do something for... just for the joy of it. You can bless oth­
ers, and in so doing, be blessed. Thank God for Bruce Wilkenson 
and his book “The Prayer of Jabez.” You can get it at any Bible 
bookstore. At Sam’s. At Hastings. It is the “Christian Book of 
the Year.” It is not only a “faith lifter.” It is a “faith encourager,” 
and if you’re not careful, you will become a “faith doer.”

A  man and his rocket dreams
by Jean Boles, editor . .

It’s a bird. It’s a plane. No, 
it’s a barbeque smoker.

Local en trepreneur Ace 
Polk is aiming for the stars with 
his cooking business.

After returning a friend’s 
barbeque pit he had “bor­
rowed” for about five years, 
Ace determined it was time for 
him to have his own. So he 
spent about a year planning and 
sketching his “dream cooker” 
—  something large enough to 
handle up to 1(X) briskets yet 
mobile enough to travel from 
gig to gig. And, being a Chris­
tian and a proud veteran, Ace 
wanted to incorporate sharing 
his testimony into his business.

So, put all these ideas to­
gether along with materials, 
parts, money, and skills do­
nated by at least a dozen 
friends, and you’ve got your­
self a rocket cooker.

Extending 33 feet from the 
tip of the nose to the back door 
and weighing 9,000 pounds, 
Ace’s jet-black rocket cooker 
is quite a sight to see, whether 
rolling down the highway or 
parked along a tree-lined street 
in town.

While some curious onlook­
ers might wonder if they are 
being invaded by the military, 
other folks want to know how 
the one-of-a-kind item is put 
together.

The three-section body 
graduates in size from a 250- 
gallon butane tank to a 350- 
gallon butane tank to a 48” 
heater treater which were all 
donated. The “fins” are quar­
ter-inch steel plates.

According to Ace, friend 
Mark Kaezyk sp>ent many eve­
nings and weekends donating 
his welding talent to put the 
unique contraption together.

A Texas flag flies proudly 
from atop the rocket when it’s 
not being pulled on the 8 ’x30’ 
trailer.

To add to the effect, a large 
hydraulic lift can raise the 
rocket with the nose pointing 
skyward,“just for the fun of it,” 
says the smiling owner. Fuel is 
wood and/or butane.

Ace has loved to cook “for 
as long as he can remember” 
and his culinary skills range 
from small batches of home­

made cookies and breads to 80- 
plus briskets for the Super 
Bowl party hosted by St. 
John’s Lutheran Church last 
January to benefit Christmas In 
April.

Alongside his catering busi­
ness, Ace and his rocket will 
participate in mid-August at 
the Texas Fiery Food Show in 
Austin as well as the “Go 
Texan” program at the State 
Fair in October.

He also plans to donate his 
time and cooker to help raise 
funds for the Scottish Rite Hos­
pital and the Children’s Hos­
pital in Dallas, the sites where 
his 13-year-old daughter, 
Amanda, has undergone two 
foot surgeries and one spinal 
operation.

“It’s something I can do to 
try to repay them just a small 
portion of what they’ve done 
for Amanda and our family. 
They are really special people 
and it’s something I feel led to 
do,” he says. He’s married to 
the former Martha (M arty) 
Brown of Winters.

And when Ace gets an idea, 
things happen.

Sheriff’s department to get new computers; no 
comments heard on redistricting of precincts

Commissioners took about 
15 minutes to approve Runnels 
County Sheriff Bill Baird’s re­
quest to purchase seven new 
computers for the sheriff’s de­
partment at a special meeting 
on Tuesday, August 7.

Baird made the request to 
purchase the computers from 
Computer ER of Coleman. 
“The computers we’re using 
now are all hand-me-downs and 
they stay down a lot. Along 
with that we have found it very 
hard to get anyone 'to service 
the old computers,” Baird told 
the court. Cost of the comput­
ers is $9,343.06, and will be 
paid from the County’s contin-

gency fund, according to Coun­
ty Judge Marilyn Egan.

Following the approval of 
the judge’s request, commis­
sioners began a workshop on 
the fiscal year 2002 county 
budget.

In a public hearing called 
for comments on proposed re­
districting of county commis­
sioner precincts on Thursday, 
August 2, the meeting lasted 
all of five minutes. Not a single 
citizen appeared to comment 
on the proposed redistricting, 
nor did anyone even call about 
the redistricting, according to 
County Judge Egan.

After closing the public hear­

ing, commissioners adopted the 
proposed plan. The plan will 
be submitted to the United 
States Department of Justice 
for approval before it will be­
come official.

The redistricting is based on 
the 2(KX) census. According to 
Judge Egan, the proposed plan 
has 2,844 people in Precinct 1, 
2,872 in Precinct 2, 2,955 in 
Precinct 3, and 2,824 in Pre­
cinct 4. All precincts will run 
into the city of Ballinger. Tfie 
proposal submitted the Justice 
Department does not dilute the 
Hispanic vote in any way, ac­
cording to Judge Egan. •

This is signifi­
cantly less than in the past 
years.

Keep in mind also that the 
hospital is open 24 hours a day, 
7 days a week, never closes on 
weekends or holidays, and the 
ambulance is ready to respond 
any time o f the day or night. 
Home Health nurses are on 
call 24 hours a day to respond 
to patient needs.

Our employees are dedi­
cated professionals and cur­
rently are being asked to work 
under a lot o f stress. We appre­
ciate them and take this oppor­
tunity to thank them. I hope you 
(the public) m ight let them  
know you appreciate their ser­
vices whenever you have the 
need to access their medical 
expertise.

In addition to the above, the 
number o f employees we have 
is quite often mandated by 
regulation, fed era l andlor  
state. For example: the num­
ber o f registered and licensed 
nurses required to cover each 
shift is mandated by both fed­
eral and state regulations. The 
number o f licensed personnel 
to make ambulance runs is 
mandated by the state. This 
required number o f qualified 
people is mandated 24 hours 
per day. Currently, we are 
staffing the minimum number 
necessary.

Sleep essential 
for classroom 
concentration

Getting plenty of sleep will 
help children concentrate in the 
classroom.

Missing sleep causes most 
of the day’s experiences to be 
stored inefficien tly  in the 
brain,” said Dr. Bruce Perry, a 
child psychiatrist at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Hous­
ton. “Interactions with teach­
ers, book chapters and lectures 
are harder to remember if a 
child is sleep deprived.”

Perry adds that students 
should study a little bit at a 
time, instead of cramming for 
tests. Resting for a while after 
studying will help them pro­
cess the information properly 
in the bruin.

A structured environment 
can help children overcome 
their problems with home­
work.

“One homework essential is 
adequate study space with 
good lighting and few distrac­
tio n s ,” said Dr. Florence 
Eddins, a child psychiatrist at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. “Desks in rooms are 
fine, but the kitchen or dining 
room table often work better 
and allow for better parental 
supervision.”

Parents should talk with 
children and set a specific time 
each day to complete home­
work. Parents should also con­
fer with teachers to find out 
what they expect from children 
when it comes to homework. 
A small reward for completing 
assignm ents can also turn 
homework into a positive ex­
perience.

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Runnels County directors attend their first 
Lipan-Kickapoo Water Control board meeting
by B.D. Davis, LKWCD Director
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BUSY BARGAIN SHOPPERS were out in full force last Saturday during the Winters 
Trades Day and Community Wide Garage Sale, sponsored by the Winters Ministerial 
Alliance. Project coordinator Randall Conner reports about 35 garage sales took place 
during the day, which also brought shoppers to local downtown businesses.

Wednesday at 7 p.m., Au­
gust 1, 2001, was the first 
Lipan-Kickapoo Water Control 
District (LKWCD) directors 
meeting attended by newly ap­
pointed Runnels County direc­
tors Bill Halfmann and myself. 
Thus it was also the first meet­
ing where the newly annexed 

•R unnels County was repre­
sented. All seven directors 
were present.

The meeting was held at the 
LKWCD office in Vancourt. 
Vancourt is located on the 
highway between San Angelo 
and Eden and takes a hard 
hour’s drive to get down there 
from northern Runnels County.

It was quickly apparent Mr. 
Halfmann and myself were the 
“new kids on the block.” Ev­
eryone else seemed to know 
what was being talked about 
except us.

However, we caught on to a 
lot toward the last of the meet­
ing.

It was also obvious there is 
a lot of money to be managed 
prop>erly — your money. The 
current budget (without Run­
nels County) was $90,604.00. 
The proposed budget (with 
Runnels County included) 
jumped to $220,961,00. Your 
tax money and my tax money 
(our tax money) could contrib­
ute as much as $69,451.(K) to 
the proposed 2001-2002 bud­
get. It is calculated by taking 
the Runnels County tax base of 
$161,514,640.00 times the 
voted on tax rate of 0.043 per 
$100 valuation.

The aspect of dropping the 
tax rate multiplier in the future 
to something lower than the 
0.043 was brought up at the

meeting by two of the previ­
ous d irecto rs.

Economic assistance for farmers
Senate

Consideration
A lot of folks 

have been won­
dering what is 
happening with 
the Agriculture 
Assistance Pack­

age that the House of Repre­
sentatives passed last June.

The funds in this $5.5 bil­
lion economic assistance pack­
age will be used to make emer­
gency payments for fiscal year 
2001.

The Senate finally began 
consideration of this legisla­
tion, and, after numerous par­
liamentary procedures and de­
lays, agreed on Friday, August 
3, to the House bill.

The funds for this economic 
assistance would have expired 
on Septem ber 30, and this 
made it especially critical that 
the Senate complete consider­
ation of this legislation as soon 
as possible.

Once the President signs it, 
this year’s economic assistance

to farmers will be on the way.
Quality Loss Program
The USDA’s Farm Service 

Agency announced that sign­
up for the 2000 crop Quality 
Loss Program (OLP) will be­
gin August 13.

Crops that are eligible for 
Crop Disaster Assistance are 
also eligible for quality loss 
payments.

The Quality Loss Program 
(provides assistance to produc­
ers of eligible crops that can 
demonstrate a minimum of 
20% decline in quality or price 
of their 2000 crop commodity, 
compared to a long-term aver­
age quality or priced produced 
in the county.

Producers will be able to 
apply for the program based on 
the smallest unit of the com­
modity for which they can pro­
duce records.

Cotton producers will be 
able to apply for OLP assis­
tance on a bale-by-bale basis 
by providing production evi­
dence showing the average

loan value for each bale.
Each b a le ’s loan value 

would then be compared to the 
county average loan value used 
to compute quality adjustments 
on the 2000 crop for the Crop 
Disaster Program.

If the comparison shows 
that the 20% threshold has 
been met, the bale would be 
assigned to one of five quality 
loss levels based on the actual 
loss in value relative to the 
county average.

The final OLP payment rate 
equals 65% of the difference 
between the full Crop Disaster 
Program (CDP) price and the 
applicable percentage of the 
CDP payment rate. I

A combined $80,000 per* 
person payment limitation is 
applicable for all benefits pro­
vided through the Crop Disas­
ter Program and the Quality 
Loss Program.
