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Oil Bidness

We pick up where we left off 
last time talking about how a 
deal can be sold in almost any 
situation. As you may recall, I 
was sharing a few nuggets 
from experienced wildcatters 
who have sold a deal or two in 
their time.

We covered making sure the 
deal was really a deal and the 
idea of asking an investor to 
think beyond a single prospect. 
Now, we are ready to move on 
to some of the other pillars of 
a good deal.

So that your sale of a pros­
pect won’t be “history”, you 
have to present the background 
to a potential investor in a clear 
fashion to the extent it figures 
into the idea behind your deal. 
For example, if one needs to 
know that the zone you are af­
ter has been noted in a number 
of other drilled wells but was 
overlooked, then you need to 
say something about it. And, 
you need to say it in a way that 
the investor, at whatever level 
he or she happens to be, can 
understand its significance.

Included in that history is 
the ownership and legal stand­
ing of the mineral rights and 
surface property. An investor 
has to be sure you have the 
rights to your prospect and 
needs to understand any com­
plexities that might impact the 
deal.

Assuming your prospect in­
cludes drilling (most do), you 
need to explain how the well 
will be drilled. You don’t have 
to ply the investor with casing 
sizes, mud weights, and arcane 
technical data, but you do have 
to explain, in appropriate lan­
guage, the process of drilling 
the prospect. This might in­
clude the time to drill, how 
long until you begin, any spe­
cial equipment you might need 
to secure, etc.

Now comes the vision thing. 
To sell the prospect to the dis­
cerning investor, you need a 
story: basically, what will hap­
pen when the well succeeds. 
Will it lead to more drilling? 
How big could it be? What 
could it mean to you and/or the 
company you represent? What 
will the investor stand to gain 
besides a one time shot of 
money? The sale comes when 
the investor is absorbed into 
the deal by seeing the same vi­
sion you do.

But, it isn’t just a good news 
story. The investor deserves to 
hear the downside, too. What 
happens if the prospect is a fail­
ure? Is that the end of your vi-

sion or are there other paths to 
get to the same goal? More 
practically, will there be any 
financial liability beyond the 
initial investment? Be ready 
with a common sense story of 
the bad-news case.

And, if your potential inves­
tor has an accountant, as he/she 
probably will, you will need to 
have some economic projec­
tions showing all kinds of sen­
sitivities that fairly represent 
the landscape of the outcomes 
from the deal. This is all part 
of assessing the risk and re­
ward.

These are pointers for en­
hancement of your pitch. Of 
course, you have to have all the 
technical details nailed down 
before you get this far.

Maps, logs, calculations, 
projections, historical analysis, 
and about 90 other things that 
every good professional in this 
business knows about has to be 
available to the investor. Don’t 
give short attention to the ba­
sics of building the deal, tech­
nically. If you do, it’ll fall apart 
before you ever get to share 
your vision or ask for the 
check.

That’s about it...oh yeah, I 
promised something amusing, 
didn’t I?

How about the time the in­
vestor called and asked if they 
could hold up the drilling until 
his daughter’s birthday in six 
months even though they were 
within a day or so of the pay 
zone? Or, how about the guy 
who pulled up in a tanker truck 
after setting the pipe on a suc­
cessful well? His boss, the in­
vestor, had sent him to pick up 
his first load of oil. He wanted 
to save it as a memento.

There’s a lot more where 
that came from but no room. 
Maybe another time...

It was the Blizzards’ show 
on Friday night as the home­
town boys put a whoopin’ on 
the Eagles of Goldthwaite at 
B lizzard  S tad ium .

Hilda Turk, born October 
21, 1902, at C heapsidc in 
Gonzales County, Texas, came 
to Runnels County at the age 
of six. Her mother died when 
she was four years old so she, 
along with an older sister and 
younger brother, helped her 
stepmother and father care for 
their .seven children.

On January 2, 1923, she 
m arried W illiam  (B ill) 
Bredemeyer. They made their 
home on a farm two miles west 
of Winters that has been in the 
Bredemeyer family since 1899. 
It is here that they raised their 
three children: Estella, Wanda, 
and Edward. These children 
enriched her life by providing 
her with five grandchildren, 
seven great-grandchildren, and 
one great-great-grandchild.

After 53 years of marriage. 
Bill pas.sed away in 1976. 
Hilda continued living on the 
farm until she was 90 years old. 
When she was 87, she killed a 
fox with a tree root because it 
was trying to eat her chickens.

She is a true p ioneer 
woman, coming to Runnels 
County in a covered wagon. 
She washed clothes, using a

black-iron pot; baked bread; 
made cheese, peach preserves, 
and saltw ater dill pickles; 
raised chickens with setting 
hens; sewed quills and cloth­
ing for her family; and helped 
the family survive the Great 
Depression by selling eggs, 
butter, milk, and cream — all 
without the help of electricity 
or refrigeration.

Her large vegetable garden 
supplemented the smoked hog 
meat and beef, and the fried 
chicken. She never knew “idle­
ness” until she entered the 
nursing home at age 90, and 
still doesn’t like any part of 
idleness. Hilda truly posses 
that “pioneer spirit.”

ING PROCEDURES FOR GRANTING VARIANCES; AND PROVIDING SEVERABILITY AND 
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

ORDINANCE 2002-0»—AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WINTERS, TEXAS, ADOPTING 
A REVISED WATER CONSERVATION PLAN; ESTABLISHING CRITERIA FOR THE INITIA­
TION AND TERMINATION OF DROUGHT RESPONSE STAGES; ESTABLISHING RESTRIC­
TIONS ON CERTAIN WATER USES; ESTABLISHING PENALTIES FORTHE VIOLATION OF 
AND PROVISIONS FOR ENFORCEMENTOFTHESE RESTRICTIONS; ESTABLISHING PRO­
CEDURES FOR GRANTING VARIANCES; AND PROVIDING SEVERABILITY AND AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Winters, Texas recognizes that the amount of water available to the City
and its water utility customers is limited and subject to depletion during periods of 
extended drought;

WHEREAS, the City recognizes that natural limitations due to drought conditions and other acts
of God cannot guarantee an uninterrupted water supply for all purpose.

WHEREAS, Section 11.1272 of the Texas Water Code and applicable rules of the Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation Commission require all public water supply systems in 
Texas to prepare a drought contingency plan; and

WHEREAS, as authorized under law, and in the be.st interests of the citizens of Winters, Texas, 
the City Council deem it expedient and necessary to establish certain rules and 
policies for the orderly and efficient management of limited water supplies during 
drought and other water supply emergencies;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY WINTERS, TEXAS:

SECTION 1.
That the City of Winters, Texas Drought Contingency Plan and Water Conservation Plan, attached 
hereto as Exhibit “A” and made part hereof for all purpose be, and the same is hereby, adopted as the 
official policy of the City.

SECTION 2.
That all ordinances that are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance be, and the same are hereby, 
repealed an all other ordinances of the City not in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall 
remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 3.
Should any paragraph sentence, subdivision, clause, phrase, or section of this ordinance be adjudged 
of held to be unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, the same shall no affect the validity of this ordinance 
as a whole or any part or provision thereof, other that the part so declared to be invalid, illegal or 
unconstitutional.

SECTION 4.
This ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and the publication of the 
caption, as the law in such cases provides.

I he House is recessing un­
til November without address­
ing disaster assistance, either in 
a separate bill or as part of the 
continuing resolution that was 
passed to keep the government 
running.

riie agriculture d isaster 
amendment in the Senate is at­
tached to their Interior Appro­
priations bill, which is still not 
moving because of a dispute 
over forestry issues.

If agriculture disaster is con­
sidered when the House returns 
in mid-November, the question 
remains of how to pay for such 
assistance, and whether that 
would include proposals to cut 
the commodity and conserva­
tion programs included in the 
2(H)2 Farm Bill as well as more

restrictive payment limitations.
So, it remains to be seen if 

agriculture disaster assistance 
will be one of the measures that 
is addressed before Congress 
adjourns for the year. 
Pntcessing Direct Payments 
for Program Commodities

Local FSA offices also re­
ceived notification on October 
16 that the regulations to carry 
out the Direct Payment pro­
gram authorized by the 2002 
Farm Bill were filed for publi­
cation in the Federal Register.

This means that, at this 
point, local offices can begin 
to process direct payments for 
cotton, wheat, feed grains, and 
peanuts for the 2002 crop year 
only.

Cotton, wheat, and feed 
grain producers who already 
received their Fiscal Year 2002 
AMTApayment will be receiv­
ing a Direct Payment that re­
flects the difference between 
the payment rate for the FY02 
AMTA payment and the new 
Direct Payment rate for 2002.

Sign-up for 2002 and 2003 
crop direct payments began on 
October 1 and will run through 
June 2, 2003.

Crop Insurance 
Reform Bill

Last week. Rep. Sam 
Graves (R-Mo) introduced leg-

islation in the House to reform 
the current crop insurance pro­
gram.

This bill would change the 
program to provide more eq­
uitable aid for crop insurance 
participants and those produc­
ers who have been hurt by sub­
stantial losses from severe 
drought and floods. Currently, 
crop insurance policies u.sually 
pay for losses only in excess 
of 35%.

At the same time, ad hoc 
natural disaster assistance pro­
vided to farmers in recent years 
typically targets payments to 
farmers who lose more than 
35% of their crop to weather 
related problems.
