WISD trustees vote to drop 
CAPS participation

DR. JIM M Y  SM ITH (right) accepts his aw ard from 
Barron Guy, President of the W inters Jun ior Livestock

4 was dedicated to the veterinarian. Dr. Smith has been 
instrum ental in the annual event since the 1960’s when 
he taught Ag Science at Winters High School before com­
pleting vet school and returning to Winters. He is owner 
of Pioneer Vet Clinic.

In an ongoing effort to save 
money for the Winters Inde­
pendent School District, board 
m em bers voted M onday 
evening to drop participation 
next year in the Cooperative 
Alternative Program School 
(CAPS), currently known as 
Cap High School.

Developed in 1988, and lo­
cated at Talpa. Texas, for “at 
risk” students. Winters ISD has 
been among eight schools to 
participate in the program. 
Other school districts have in­
cluded Ballinger, Coleman, 
Bangs, Panther Creek, Santa 
Anna, Novice and Jim Ned.

“It’s a shame money doesn’t 
flow freely,” said Superinten­
dent Danny Clack. “CAPS is 
a good program but right now 
we’re looking at $9,000 per 
year per student, and for about 
half of that, we can do the same 
job.”

Winters has been paying for 
tw elve slots at CAPS this 
school year, at a cost of 
$108,000.

“Every school system must 
have (by state law) a program 
for a t-risk  s tu d en ts ,” said 
C lack. “Since we will no 
longer be participating in the 
CAPS program. Winters will 
expand our present local pro­
gram of the Computer En­
hanced Education Campus.”

This program was started 
th is school year using 
NovaNet, an on-line, self- 
paced curriculum  using 15 
computers with internet con­
nections. The .students log in 
with NovaNet for English, 
math, and other .subjects.

Colem an ISD has also 
dropped from the CAPS pro­
gram, and, according to Clack, 
Ballinger ISD is considering 
the same action.

Also during the January 13 
meeting. Clack recognized 
WISD board members and 
thanked them for their “dedi­
cation and hard work” as part

of School Board Recognition 
Month.

“The average John Q. Pub­
lic doesn’t know what’s in­
volved in serving on a .school 
board,” said Clack. “I certainly 
appreciate a really good board 
to work with . . . that we see 
eye to eye for the good of our 
school.”

Clack also reported that the 
football stadium seats will be 
painted this summer and that 
all the school buildings have 
new roofs except two portable 
buildings on the south side of 
the campus. Roofs were re­
placed due to damage from a 
severe hail storm last May. 
Clack said the new roofs have 
a 20-year guarantee, and 
“WISD got a real good deal on 
the new roofing.”

With reference to the dimin­
ishing student enrollm ent. 
Clack said that Winters does 
not exceed the 22:1 student/ 
teacher ratio as established by 
the Texas Education Agency.

Elementary Principal Brilla 
Magee reported an enrollment 
of382 on January 13. This time 
last year, there were more than 
400 students in the elementary 
grades, according to Clack.

City Council appoints members to 
join downtown improvement project

“With the water and hospital crises some­
what behind us, now is a good time to renew 
our efforts on the downtown revitalization 
project,” said Randall Conner, Director of Eco­
nomic Development of the Winters Area Busi­
ness and Industrial Corporation, as he addressed 
members of the Winters City Council Monday 
evening.

The looming budget deficit 
in the state of Texas is causing 
many to contemplate where to 
cuts costs, and those of us in 
the oil and gas business may 
be impacted in a very unique 
way.

Some are proposing that the 
Railroad Commission (RRC) 
be merged with other oversight 
boards in state government, 
including the Public Utility 
Commission.

While this is not a new idea, 
it is one that is likely to be 
taken more seriously than it 
ever has been before. Combine 
a worrisome budget shortfall 
with the decreasing influence 
of the oil and gas business in 
the state’s economy, and the 
stars may be aligned for a big 
change.

Then again, maybe not.
Make no mistake, there will 

be pressure to consolidate state 
agencies to save money. And, 
for sure, the oil business 
doesn’t carry as big a stick as 
it once did.

Half a century ago, oil and 
gas paid for most of the bills 
for everthing from education to 
building roads. But, now, high 
tech and sales taxes carry more 
of the load. As a result, state 
legislators are much less likely 
to genuflect when a petroleum 
lobbyist enters the room.

And, it may be prudent to 
combine some of the duties of 
the RRC into what other agen­
cies are already doing. After 
all, the three commissioners 
have such a narrow range of 
duties that they sometimes pick 
miniscule areas of the industry 
to adopt for their pet project 
(does promoting natural gas- 
powered scooters ring a bell?).

So, why won’t it get done?
It will likely not get through 

the legislature because of iner­
tia, pride,'and turf issues.’ '' '

The inertia'to which I re fe r' 
is the sheer w eight of an 
agency that is w eaved so 
deeply into the culture of state 
government, it fills several of­
fice buildings. Can you imag­
ine the hoops that must be 
jumped to change something 
with hundreds of employees, 
thousands of state-sanctioned 
forms, and so many arcane pro­
cedures that several business 
exist just to keep track of in­
ternal rules of the commission 
for outsiders?

And, you can’t escape the 
hit to the ego of the oil patch 
that would occur if its own pri­
vate regulatory agency were to 
disappear into the morass of 
forgettable agencies of state 
government. The very term 
“RRC” signals certain things in 
the brain of an oil man or 
woman. How would we feel

if it didn’t even exist any more?
Of course, it wouldn’t be 

government if there weren’t 
turf issues to consider. The 
three commissioners are going 
to be very protective of their 
positions. Many have used the 
RRC to springboard into other 
areas of state or even federal 
government. Getting elected to 
the RRC is kinda like sneak­
ing in under the radar. Once 
yo u ’re elected , y ou ’re a 
bonafide “government official” 
despite many who voted for 
you don’t even know what the 
RRC does.

I could be wrong. There 
will be consolidations during 
the current Texas budget crisis, 
but the RRC is very likely to 
escape unscathed.

However, it could be fore­
warning that the next crisis 
might not be so kind.

2002...The Year of the Blizzards

The year 2002 was a good 
year for Winters, but it brought 
many difficulties and many 
challenges.

The hospital crisis carried 
over from 2001 with the prom­
ise of new doctors early in the 
year. Then, with delays that 
turned into weeks and then into 
months for the arrival of new 
doctors, the future of North 
Runnels Hospital seemed un­
certain. Finally in September, 
Winters welcomed Dr. Endi- 
cott and Dr. Chhabra. The 
North Runnels Hospital Clinic 
has done quite well over the 
past four months and the hos­
pital is on its way to recovery.

The o ther crisis  from 
2001— water— continued to 
tug on our community during 
the first six months of the year. 
Then in a matter of a few days 
in early July, Elm Creek Res­
ervoir was full and running 
over. The busiest road in the 
area was that one going to the 
lake as alm ost everyone 
watched the lake level rise each 
day.

Winters gained some new 
businesses in 2002— Potbellies 
R estaurant and Bakery, 
Straight Line Construction, 
North Runnels Hospital Clinic, 
and Winters Print Shop. Fol­
lowing the hail storm in May, 
several roofing companies and 
contractors set up operations in 
Winters.

Texas Communications in 
Abilene built a new tower in 
Winters to provide high-speed, 
wireless internet service. We 
are one of the smallest rural 
communities in Texas to be 
“high-tech.”

Runnels County completed 
the remodeling of the old post 
office building and the West 
Texas Centers for MHMR oc­
cupied the building mid-year. 
The City of Winters renovated 
the community center, adding 
new air conditioning and heat­
ing.

The manufacturing compa­
nies continue to expand their 
production in Winters. The ag­
ricultural community had a 
fairly good year, despite the

drought early in the year. The 
local oil industry continues to 
stmggle, but higher prices have 
helped some.

Many local organizations 
have worked to make Winters 
a better place. The Hospital 
A uxiliary worked to raise 
money for equipment. Area 
churches, Christmas in April, 
and the Ministerial Alliance 
have done much to assist fami­
lies in need within our area. 
The Z. 1. Hale Museum has re­
modeled more rooms upstairs 
in The Rock Hotel for new ex­
hibits. The library is improv­
ing services to the community. 
Meals-on-Wheels and senior 
citizens activities continue to 
meet the needs of our older citi­
zens. Youth activities— both 
scouting and sports— are pro­
viding greater opportunities for 
area children.

We can all be proud of the 
Winters schools, as they con­
tinue to excel in academics, 
athletics, music, and extra-cur­
ricular areas. The administra­
tion, the faculty and staff, and

the student body have done 
much this past year to bring 
recognition to our community.

As we look around Rural 
America, we see so many small 
towns that are struggling in so 
many ways. We have found 
that we are not immune from 
the problems, but when com­
pared to many of our neigh­
bors, we have done fairly well 
in 2002.

The year 2002 really ended 
on a very positive note in Win­
ters, Texas. So many people 
have worked for years to pro­
mote Winters and to make this 
a better place to live. However, 
we found that a few 16-18 year 
old kids w ith some great 
coaching, an outstanding stu­
dent body, and a supportive 
community can do more in a 
few weeks to put Winters on 
the map than many other ef­
forts combined. Congratula­
tions to the Winters Blizzards 
of 2002— State AA Football 
Semi-finalists.

IRS announces taxpayers may now begin 
e-filing individual income tax returns

The Internal Revenue Ser­
vice announced today that tax­
payers began e-filing their in­
dividual income tax returns on 
Friday, January 10, 2003. 
“Choosing IRS e-file is the 
quick, easy and smart way to 
get your taxes done,” said 
Terry Lutes, Director of Elec­
tronic Tax Administration.

At the start of the filing sea­
son, the IRS also reminds tax­
payers that they should make 
sure they have the right income 
docum ents before e-filing. 
Taxpayers should have copies 
of all the Forms W-2, W-2G 
and 1099-R they expect to re­
ceive before they e-file. These 
forms report wages, gambling 
income and retirement income. 
In addition, tax professionals 
are prohibited from .submitting 
electronic returns to the IRS 
without getting all Forms W- 
2, W-2G, and 1099-R from the 
taxpayer. Payers should pro­
vide these forms to the recipi­
ents by January 31, 2(K)3.

E-filers using a personal 
computer enter the data from 
Forms W-2, W-2G, and 1099- 
R them.selvcs. This is similar 
to attaching the forms to the

face of paper tax returns. Tax­
payers who rely on end-of-the- 
year paystubs to submit tax re­
turns sometimes may not have 
complete, accurate tax infor­
mation. For example, some 
paystubs do not separate pre­
tax deduction—such as 401(k) 
contributions from total in­
come.

Almost 47 million Ameri­
cans chose IRS e-file options 
in 2002— 16 percent more than 
the year before. The IRS ex­
pects about 54 million e-filers 
in 2003, as more and maBatoK-i 
payers who file through a com-| 
puter or a telephone find that 
e-filing is fa.ster, more accurate 
and provides confirmation of 
receipt.

The IRS provides informa­
tion on its Web site, IRS.gov, 
about how individuals can e- 
file. The site includes a list of 
many software products tax­
payers can use to e-file. There 
is also contact information, by 
zip code, of tax professionals 
authorized to e-file their cli­
ents’ tax returns.

Faster refunds and more ac­
curate filings are ju.st some of 
the benefits of e-filing. Taxpay­

ers who choose IRS e-file and 
the direct deposit option may 
receive their refunds in as few 
as 10 days from the time they 
e-file. The average e-file re­
fund is issued in 14 days, com­
pared to four to six weeks for 
a paper tax return. Taxpayers 
who e-file have more accurate 
returns, because IRS comput­
ers quickly and automatically 
check for errors or other miss­
ing information.

There are three ways a tax­
payer can e-file. Individuals 
can file from a home computer, 
through a tax profession», and 
some can file from a touchtone 
telephone.

Taxpayers with a computer, 
a modem or Internet access and 
tax preparation software can e- 
file their tax returns from home 
any time, day or night. To do 
so, a taxpayer sends a com­
pleted, electronic tax return to 
a transmitter. The transmitter 
converts the file to an IRS-ap­
proved format and then sends 
the converted return file to the 
IRS. Within 48 hours, the IRS 
notifies the taxpayer through 
the tran.smitter whether or not 
the return is accepted. In2(X)2,

9.4 million taxpayers e-filed 
their returns from home— 37.9 
percent more than the year be­
fore.

Taxpayers can go to a tax 
professional who is an autho­
rized e-file provider to e-file 
their tax returns. Computer fil­
ing through an authorized pro­
vider has been the core of e- 
filing since its debut in 1986. 
Using this method, tax profes­
sionals send clients’ returns 
e lec tron ica lly  to the IRS. 
Some prepare their clients’ re­
turns and send them, others 
taite -returns prepared by their 
clients, enter the data, then e- 
file it with the IRS. Authorized 
providers filed 33 million re­
turns in 2002, up 15 percent 
from the previous year.

Some taxpayers can even 
file their tax returns over the 
telephone. Taxpayers who are 
eligible and who receive a spe­
cial TeleFile instruction book­
let from the IRS can file their 
tax return with an easy 10- 
minute telephone call. It’s the 
easiest way to file. More than 
4 million people chose TeleFile 
during 2()02.

•Appointments to the Run­
nels County Historical Com­
mission were approved.

•The County’s investment 
policy was approved.

•Accepted two bids on prop­
erty held in trust. The first prop­
erty, located at 1208 N. 8th 
Street, Ballinger, had already 
been approved by the City of 
Ballinger. The bid for the prop­
erty was $2,605 by Dan Likes. 
The second property was lo­
cated in Miles and the high bid 
of $201.50 was approved for 
that property.

Commissioners recessed, 
then conducted a workshop to 
consider use of available office 
space in county-owned build­
ings.

The 108th Congress con­
vened this week and the first 
order of business was to swear 
in new Members and to elect 
the leadership.

The House voted to re-elect 
Dennis Hastert of Illinois as 
Speaker, and in the Senate, Bill 
Frist of Tennessee has replaced 
Senator Trent Lott as the Sen­
ate Majority Leader.

This Thursday, Republican 
leadersh ip  e lected  Bob 
Goodlatte from Virginia to the 
Chairmanship of the House Ag 
Committee.

1 am pleased to say that I 
will continue to serve as the 
Ranking Member of the House 
Committee on Agriculture.

As many of you know, the 
former Chairman, Larry Corn- 
best of Lubbock, announced 
this past autumn that he would 
leave Congress effective May 
31, 2003.

In terms of membership, the 
House Agriculture Committee 
will again have 51 Members: 
27 Republicans and 24 Demo­
crats.

Each side will need to name 
at least six new Members to re­
place those who retired, ran for 
another office, or were de­
feated.

If the Senate Agriculture 
Committee maintains the same 
ratio, it will have 21 members: 
11 Republicans and 10 Demo­
crats.

Once the 108th Congress 
has been organized, there will 
be plenty of work to do, includ­
ing completion of the budget 
for fiscal year 2003, which be­
gan October 1, 2002.

Travel to China for 
Trade Talks

Next week, I will be travel­
ing to China with other Mem­
bers of the House to participate 
in the U.S. China Inter-parlia­
mentary Exchange Program.

Transportation will be pro­
vided by the Department of 
Defense, and this visit will be

an opportunity  for House 
Members to exchange views 
on trade issues directly with 
our Chinese counterparts.

During the next decade, 
China will probably be the 
number one potential growth 
market for agricultural exports.

The U.S. Departm ent of 
A gricu lture  p ro jec ts  that 
China’s agricultural imports 
will grow by $20 billion over 
the coming decade. This is 
about 15 percent of the ex­
pected increase in world agri­
cultural trade.

There will be plenty of for­
eign competition for a piece of 
this pie, and I want to make 
sure that U.S. suppliers have 
fair access to China’s increas­
ingly prosperous customers.

China was recently admitted 
as a member o f the World 
Trade Organization (WTO), 
and has agreed to play by the 
rules of world trade.

This visit to China wall give 
U.S. legislators an opportunity 
to talk to our Chinese trading 
partners face to face about 
China’s obligations under the 
WTO.

During the past year, U.S. 
cotton and soybean exporters 
have faced frustration with 
China’s failure to deliver on 
their commitments to provid­
ing access to China’s markets.

One of the key messages I 
intend to deliver to my Chinese 
counterparts is the need to meet 
these commitments.

ERA Announces Changes 
to CAFO Regulations

Last December, the EPA 
announced final, court-ordered 
regulations on water-quality 
permitting for Confined Ani­
mal Feeding O perations 
(CAFOs).

The new ly announced 
changes relate to animal feed­
ing operations that are now 
classified as “large” and cre­
ated a new class of “medium”

sized operations.
Large CAFOs have been 

redefined to specify that pro­
ducers with at least 700 head 
of mature cattle are classified 
as large operations, and “me­
dium” operations will have at 
least 200 head.

Rules relate to those opera­
tions that have a man-made 
structure that carries waste 
away from the operation, or the 
confined livestock come into 
direct contact with surface wa­
ter.

These rules were proposed 
several years ago and I ’m glad 
to report that after objection 
from many Members of Con­
gress including myself, the 
new rule is less harsh than 
originally anticipated.

Texas already has strict wa­
ter quality rules so few changes 
will need to be made in the 
17th District.

Sign-ups for Farm 
Programs are Slow

USDA recently reported 
that producers are registering 
at a slower-than-desired rate 
for crop supports under the 
2002 farm bill. At best, only 
40% of farmers in certain ar­
eas have completed the sign­
up process.

FSA has been accepting 
yield updates since mid-Sep­
tember and will continue to do 
so until the April 1 deadline.

Sign-up for the 2002-2003 
direct and counter-cyclical pro­
gram began on October 1 and 
ends June 2.

USDA officials are con­
cerned that farmers will wait 
until the last moment to update 
their yields and sign-up for 
these programs, creating a 
gridlock at county FSA offices 
in the spring.

Let me encourage you pro­
ducers to sign-up for these 
farm programs in your local 
FSA offices as soon as pos­
sible.
