Local law enforccment officers
complain that it is difficult to
xru the law among the neg-
: and Mexicans due to the
fact that some of our white cic
iaens are disposed, il not to en-
courage the Negroes and Mex-
icans in law infractions, to pro-
tect them and shield them from
the officers.

Such course on the part of any
citizen is very, very regretable.
Without law, no ona's life, liberty
and pursuit of happiness can be
guaranteed. And that is the
purpose of government and of
law,

Rev, W.H. Rosser made a
strong statementat the Amer-
ican Legion exercises at the
Methodist church, Armistice
Day evening. He said sub-
staptially that no man is a good
citizen who is a wilful violator of
the law. Yet, his statement in
its deepest sense is none too
stroong, for the man who violates
the law, or encourages others
to do 8o, stabs right at the heart
of all organic relations of men.
There are those who are un-
scrupulous enough to shoot an-
other down in cold blood simply
to take his money. All say at
once that such a man should be
hanged. Why? Because he has
not respected the rights of the
one he killed. 1lfit is irue in
one instance that the one who
violates the law should be pun-
ished, it is likewise true that
every one who thus violates the
law should be punished. If it
s true, that one should not be
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punished for violating the law,
then it must follow that no one
should be punished for violating
the law. Therefore, we see at
once where we are, without law
and the enforcement of the law.

Hence, no citizen can afford,
to take any other position than
that all wilful law violators
should be punished regardless
of the nature of the violation.

Some law violations are not
so heinous as others, i1t is true,
Nor do all law violations carry
the same penalty. But every
one should Ye punished accord-
ing to the nature and cthe hein-
ousness of his infraction regard-
Iuss of the nature of the infrac
tion, whether it is gambling, or
turning the street corners on
main street contrary to the city
ordinance.

And personally, The Knter-
prise wants one acd all to know
that we are with the officersin
the enforcement of the law,
against one and all alike. We
take the position, not because of
bias or prejudice either way, but
for the reasons set out above—it
is best forall, when thereisa
law, to enforce it and compel al!
alike to observe the law. With-
out law observance we are an-
archists and all are in danger,
and there can be no organized
protection against the criminals.

Hence wesay to the officers
charged with the responsibility
of enforcing the law, The Enter-
prise 18 with you and all others
who think rightabout thie mat
ter will be with you.

‘f'*o Postal Deliveries

On Christmas Day.

Widespread approval has
greeted the recent announce-
ment of the Postmaster General
that there will be no deliveries
on Christmas Day.

Almost without exception the
American public hasagreed with
the inherent justice of the rul-
ing which gives to the army of
postal employees some of the
holiday privileges enjoyed by
others, but so long denied them.

Of course the ruling applies
only to the coming Christmas,
being in the nature of an exper:
iment, the suceess or failure of
which will determine the proced-
ure next year.

The Postmaster General was
enabled to take the course he did
as a resultof the success of early
mailing campaigns conducted in
past years through the press
and the "‘'movies” and over the
radio, which had the effect of
moving the peak of holidav mail-
ing back far enough to justify
the experiment.

Officials of the Department
who are watching the exper-

.1ment closely have the utmost
confidence that it will gothrough
without hitch and tnas Christ-
mas Day of the future will be a
day of rest for the postman and
the postal elerk.

To accomplish this purpose—
and it is belieyed a landable one
—~the American public must
mail holiday tokens and greet-
inge in time for delivery ad least
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before the close of business
December 24

If there is apy appreciable
mail left over for delivery on
December 26, it will militate

against the chances of postal
workers for a similar holiday in
1926

ed in the County Commissioners
Court and will likely be up for a
hearing before that body at its
next regular monthly n.eeting in
J nuary,

The plan is, if The Enterprise
properly understands, to put all
the roads of the county under
the superivision of one man, who
will be employed by the Com-
missioners’ Court and the task
of keeping up the roads of the
county will be under his diree
vion and he can work roads as
he sees fit here and there over
the county and that will be the
end of the matter, exceptthe
commissioners’ court will re
ceive his report and order the
bills paid,

The Enterprise opposes such
plan. Itis not feasible. as we
see it, for several reasons.

Inthetirst place, the respousi.
bility of keeping up the roads is

one of the main duties of the
several commissiovers o f the
county. Without ithe work of
ten days per month for which

they get compensatiou in keep-
ing up the roads in their several
precincts, there would be no oc-
casion for the Commissioners,
except ove day in the mmonth on
which day they meet at the
county capital to pass upon and
order the paymentof the coun-

ty's expeuses. If the plan sug-
gested should be adopted it
would be a useless waste to keep
commissioners at all,

Again, if the roads of the en-

tire county should he placed un
der the superivision of one wan

e

8 C:unty Road ggmrvicar
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he would uecessarily baye to
make hig howme permanently in
one section of the county. Tl e
place a wan culls howe is alway s
the first with him, if heis worthy
to be called a real man. Natur-
ally, therefore, the county supe:-
visor woula first be interested
in bis local community. In the
wisdom of the makers of our
present road managemens, the
fact was evident to thew that tlie
local county commissioner would
take more interest in the roads
of his own besat than any one
else—hence he was made the
supervisor of roads in his beat.
And as we see it, to improve on
question will be difficult to do.

'Jesides, for one wman to be
supervisor of the roads of tie
entire counsy, he will be most of
Liis time in going from one sec-
tion to auother, and will nevyer
be where he can really supervise
a piece of road work. With soch
an arravgement it would neces-
sitate the employing of an expe.
rienced man in road up-keepingk
more or less on each road of the
eounty, which would be a heavy
expanse.

As The Enterprise sees it, thie
present plan should be let alone.
Let the commissioners each
oversee the roads in his precinct
and leave the federal highway in
the couniy as it is, with a man
in charge W keep it in fine con-
dition all the time.
