News Review of Current 
Events the World Over

Chancellor Chamberlain Says Great Britain Barits War 
Debt Cancellation—Inflationists Lose in Senate—  

Lame Duck Amendment Ratified.

GREAT BRITAIN haa been Invited 
to discuss with the United States 

the war debts with a view to revision 
and possible reduction, the Invitation 

having been extended 
by the Hoover admin­
istration with the al­
most certain concur­
rence of President- 
Elect Roosevelt. The 
conference, if  the Brit­
ish accept, will be 
held in March; and it 
will be followed Im­
mediately by similar 
conferences with the 
nations that are not 
in default in payment 
to this country, name­
ly. Italy. Lithuania. 
Finland and Latvia, 

o f State Stlmson. in 
sending ont the invitations, omitted 
France, Belgium, Poland. Hungary 
and Ksthonla. the nations that have de­
faulted; and this, too. It is under­
stood. met with the approval o f Mr. 
Roosevelt, who will be President when 
the negotiations are under way.

However, there were Indications in 
Washington that Mr. Roosevelt will 
have arranged separate conferences 
with the defaulters. England Is espe­
cially Interested In having France in­
cluded In such arrangements as may 
be made, believing a final settlement 
of debt and economic subjects cannot 
well be reached unless France Is tnken 
Into account.

Representative Rainey of minois. 
Democratic floor leader In the house, 
seemed to be roused by the news.

“The conferences won’t amount to 
anything, In my opinion," Rainey said, 
••because the American people are not 
going to stand for a reduction in the 
debts.

“ The debt conferences should be 
linked with the world economic con­
ference. The thing to do is to bring 
about a removal of International trade 
barriers so that trade can be revived. 
The conferences slready projected 
hold only a i»osjdbllity o f opening up 
trade routes and giving the debtuss a 
chance to pay.”

England accepted the Invitation, 
and her stand on the war debt ques­
tion was stated plainly by Chancellor 
Neville Chamberlain In an address be­
fore the Leeds Chamber o f Commerce. 
Briefly, the British government will 
ask either cancellation or reduction 
so drastic that it will almost amount 
to the same thing. If this cannot be 
obtained, said Chamberlain, the settle­
ment reached must be Anal and must 
Dot Involve resumption of the Herman 
reparations. “ To disturb the Lausanne 
agreement,” he said, “would be to r e  
open old wounds and to destroy for 
an Indefinite period all prospect of 
agreement on matters affecting the 
happiness and prosperity not merely 
o f Europe but of the whole world.”

Undertaking to explain the matter 
to "the farmer o f the Middle West," 
the chancellor said that If the war 
debts |«i) meats were to be resumed 
they could not be made by loans or 
by further shipments o f gold. “ E f­
fective means of paying.” he contin­
ued. “ would have to be found and they 
could only be found by increasing 
■alee of foreign goods to America or, 
what would come to the same thing, 
by diminishing purchases from Amer­
ica.”

T HERE Will he no more lame duck 
sessions o f congress, for the Twen­

tieth amendment to the Constitution 
has now been ratified by more than ¡10 
states and will go  
into effect October 1*> 
next. Action by the 
Missouri legislature 
clinched It. and sev­
eral other legislatures 
came into line the 
same day. Under tills 
amendment both sen­
ators and represents 
fives assume office on 
January 3 following 
their election. The 
I’res'dent and Vice 
President take office 
on January i!t) following election. The 
newly elected congress is automat­
ically called Into session on January 
3 and on the same date one year 
la far. The changes do not sffect the 
terms o f Hoover and Curtis or any 
member of the present congress.

Adoption of the amendment is some­
thing of s personal victory for Senator 
Norris o f Nebraska who fought for R 
through many years It was passed 
by the senate several tlmee but al- 
waya previously waa blocked In the 
house.

INFLATIONISTS are becoming mora 
vociferous and apparently more 

numerous daily In Washington, but at 
this writing they have not got any­
where. Their drat big effort was put 
forth during debate on the (Rasa bank­
ing bill In the senate. Wheeler o f 
Montuua, Independent Democrat, o f­
fered an amendment providing for the 
free coinage of silver at the ratio of 
sixteen to one— the old formula of 
William Jennings Bryan—and Huey 
Long of Louisiana proposed another 
amendment authorizing the govern­
ment purchase o f sliver and stablfiza- 
llou at approximately 14.3S to 1.

A fter violent discussion both these 
schemes were defeated, by a vole of 
00 to IS lu each case.

During ttie debate Senator Tom Con- 
nally o f Texas Increased the perplexity 
of the senute by announcing he was 
preparing a measure to debase the 
gold content of the dollar by one- 
third and perhaps, if it were consti­
tutional, to forbid Individuals making 
contracts calling for payment In dol­
lars of current weight and fineness. 
Bath Senator Glass and Senator Eess 
argued strongly agnlnst all the Infla­
tion proposals, as did Reed of Penn­
sylvania.

A fter being badly mangled by 
amendments the Glass banking bill 
was passed by the senate. Its fate 
In the house is problematical.

PRESIDENT HOOVER vetoed the 
first deficiency bill, carrying appro­

priations of KU.OOO.OUl) and Hie house 
upheld his uctlon, the vote being ill- to 
138. The President disapproved of 
the measure because he and Attorney 
Geueral Mitchell held unconstitutional 
a provision plnclng control of all sub­
stantial refunds from Income, gift and 
inheritance taxes In the hands of a 
Joint congressional committee. Sena­
tor McKellar indicated that he would 
make another attempt to remove con­
trol over refunds from the treasury.

MR. ROOSEVELT, in Warm Springs 
after his Inspection of Muscle 

Shoals, was busy studying the prob­
lems that will come before him and 

conferred with many 
notable men of his 
l>arty and n few who 
are not o f that per­
suasion. Among his 
callers were several 
who, according to the 
cabinet makers, have 
good chances of being 
offered p o r t  f o l i o s .  
A m o n g  these was 
Bronson Uuttlng, the 
senator from N e w  
Mexico who bolted 
tile Republican ticket 

Inst fall nnd bellied elect Roosevelt. 
The gossip was that he would lie made 
secretary of the Interior If he were 
willing to accept the place. Senator 
Cutting was accompanied on his visit 
by Senator I,a Eollette of Wisconsin, 
another “ rebel" Republican.

Bernard M. Baruch of New York, 
chairman o f the emergency national 
transportation committee, also was in 
Warm Springs helping the President- 
Elect orepnre bis program and giving 
ndvlce especially on the railroad sit­
uation. Tlier-. was talk that he might 
be appointed secretary of state, prob­
ably (lie only cabinet position he would 
take, though many still thought that 
position would go to either Senator 
Walsh of Montana, Owen D. Young or 
Norman Davis. Mr. Roosevelt told 
the rorres(K)ndents he might announce 
one cabinet choice before going on his 
yacht trip, but no more than one. I’ rts 
sunmhly Hint will t>e Jim Farley, who 
If Is conceded will he post master gen­
eral.

continuance. Also $300,000 was add­
ed to the appropriation for the re­
serve officers' corps. The measure 
was then passed.

The senate finance committee re­
ported the bouse beer hill amended to 
Include wine and to provide 3.03 per 
cent alcoholic content. This measure 
may get through congress before ad­
journment but probably will be vetoed 
If It does.

A LEXANDER, the handsome young 
king o f Jugoslavia, accompanied 

by Queen Marie atul his foreign minis 
ter, Busko Jeftlcb, spent the week In 

Rumania visiting King 
Carol at the Intter’e 
country place, Sinaia 
palace; Officially If 
was just a family via 
It, Marie being Carol’s 
sister, but the corre­
spondents said It wav 
for the purpose of 
seeking a c o m m o n  
front on the question 
o f equal armaments 
due to come up fot 
discussion in Geneva 
on January 31. Tbs 
little entente powers 

which include these two nations and 
Czechoslovakia, did not like the actios 
of the great powers in giving Germany 
Judicial equality in armaments with 
out consulting the little entente, and 
they propose now to demand more con­
sideration when Inqiortnnt matters 
come up at Geneva.

King Alexander wns especially anx­
ious to get Rumania's backing on a 
protest which Jugoslavia plans to raise 
ngnlnst Italy's alleged pouring o f mn- 
chlue guns and munitions Into Hun­
gary through Austria.

Diplomats in Bucharest said an Im­
portant side-issue of the royal visit 
would be a private conference con­
cerned with the problem of restoration 
o f former King George as the ruler 
o f Greece. Such restoration, it was 
explained, would be Immensely valu­
able to Jugoslavia, since a friendly 
Greek government would secure use 
o f Snlonlki harbor for Jugoslavia 
should circumstances demand.

SOUTH AMERICA'S two unofficial i 
wars attracted considerable atten­

tion during the week. Colombia sent 
a Joint note to signers of the Kellogg 
pact asking that they call upon I’eru 
not to violate the treaty at Leticia, 
toward which a Colombian flotilln 
was steaming to recapture the town 
from the Peruvian Nationalists who | 
seized it some time ago. The place I 
was ceded to Colombia by Peru tin- ! 
der n treaty signed in IfiC'J. The Peru- [ 
vlnn government nsked the League o f \ 
Nations to order suspension of "nil ; 
measures o f force’’ In the Leticia I 
area.

Secretary o f State Stlmson hurriedly 
called to tils home the diplomatic 
representatives of the powers signa­
tory to the Kellogg pact to consider ' 
this critical situation. He then sent j 
a note to Peru invoking the pact and , 
making It plain that tin* United States 
considered Peru was In the wrong in 
the dispute.

Bolivians nnd Paraguayans were 
fighting desperately for possession of 
Fort Nanawa In the disputed Gran j 
Chaco nnd both sides claimed the ad­
vantage. The battle Insted for days j 
and the casualties were numerous.

REPORTS from Tokyo said the Jap- | 
ariose cabinet had decided that Ja | 

pan's withdrawal from tin* League of 
Nations was Inevitable nnd had in 
slrucled Yostike Mntauoka to restate 
hU country's position In regard to 
Manchuria and then leave Geneva for 
home.

Foreign Minister Yusuyn Uchida j 
was understood to have informed tha 
cabinet Hint nppllcntion o f paragraph 
four o f article fifteen by Ilie league. | 
under which recommendation for dofl 
nite action in the Manchurian dispute 
can he made, appeared almost certain 
The cabinet. It was said, agreed that 
tills step would he followed by con 
demnntlon o f Jnpnn's action In recog 
nlzlng the Manchukuo Independent 
government headed by Henry Pu Yl 
the former emperor.

I<pnd Is one o f tin* oldest known 
metals, and many o f Its present u s «  
have persisted throiiKli the centuries. 
It  was evidently well known In Itlhll- 
cal times, for It Is mentioned In Kx- 
odus uud several other places In the 
Old Testament. In the days of the 
phuraohs It was used to icluze pottery, 
to make solder and ornamentai ob­
jects.
