LARGE OF FOWLS
WITHIN THE LIMITS

BRONTE
Be It Ordained By The City

Of Bronte:

SECTION 1. That it shall be un-
lawful for any person to keep
and cause allow or permit any

_ chickens, ducks, geese, turkeys

or fowls of any kind or deserip-
tion to run at large within the
corporate limits of the City of
Bronte.

SECTION 11. Any person violat-
ing any of the provisions of this
ordinance shall be deemed guil-
ty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction, shall be fined in any
