106 CASES RELAPSE FEVER

Austin, Texaxs, August 24.—
Relapsing fever or tick fever is
sometimes confused with mala-
ria, due to the simiMrity in the
attacks of these two diseases,
Relapsing fever is caused by a
corkserew shaped organism that
is introduced into the blood by
the bite of infected ticks, lice or
bhedbugs. The State Laboratary
is at  present doing some  re-
search work to determine with
more exactness teh life cycle of
insects and ground animals in
connection with the organism
causing this disease, One hun-
dred and six cases have been re-
ported in Texas.

Relapsing fever
ized by sudden onset, intense
headache loeated in the front
part of the head and pains in the
back and limbs,  The fever lasts
from three to five davs, then
slowly declines. The tempera-
ture remains normal for about a
week, when the fever repeats it-
self. There may be three, four
or more such relapses. One at-
tack protects against later at-
tacks.

The prevention of relpasing
fever is based upon sanitation|
or living quarters, personal and |
domestic cleanliness and the a-|
veidance of tick and other inscet |
bites. Suitable clothing, woin|

ance in the prevention of tiek!
bites. Hight boots, leggins and|
putees that are worn outside the
trouser leg are eflective, but in
~|»m‘ f their use ticks will crawl |
[up the outside of the clothing.
When they are found upon the
neck they can generally be  re-
moved before biting.
