According to Dr. W, A, Davis,
Director, Bureau of Vital Sta-
tistics, 61,260 persons died n
Texas last year. The leading
cause of death was heart dis-
ease and this elaimed 7,251 lives;
the other leading causes of
death in their order of import-
ance were pneumonia, tuberculo-
sis, cerebral hemorrhage cancer,
and accidents. Over
three hundred persons lost their
lives accidentally, and many of
them could have been prevented.
