Though fortune did not smile
on this Fast Texas boy, far as
material wealth was concerned,
yet the fires of noble ambition
burned early and constantly in
his bosom.

SAYS HEALTH OFFICER

AUSTIN, Texas, Dec. 1.—
“Beware of the common cold,”
Dr. John W. Brown, State

Health Officer, in a statement
issued here today, cautioned the
people of the State of Texas.
“This is the time of year wheu
colds are most prevalent, and
their consequences more far
reaching. The organism causing
the disease is not known, bul
every individual 1s acquainted
with its effects.”

Not a little of the suscepti
bility of catching colds can b
overcome by a gradual acclimat
ing to lower temperatures and
inclement  outdoor  weather.
This Lardening should begin
now, and consist of regular ex
ercise—walking is good—-to be

continued throughout the win
ter, in weather of every Kkind.
Some things to avoid are wet

stockings, drying on one's feet,
over-heavy clothing; over heat
ed rooms.

There are two broad prinei
ples to observe in the Lreatmen
and preevution of colds. The
first says: “lLet the patient
keep to himself, and keep his
oral and nasal discharges ti
himself.” This includes indis
criminate spitting, kissing, anu
other forms of contact.

The second principie require:

doing away with coddiing and/

over-protection of the body
against the elements.

“The cold is a common di
sease,” Dr. Brown said, “bBut
every cold is unmportant enough
to justify careful attention and
treatment for its immediat
cure., Death-dealing pneumonia
and tuberculosis may begin
with colds that did not receive
care and attention,

DENTON, Dee. 1.—A white’
woman, captared in infancy by
a band of hostile redskins and

reared by the Indians as one of
their own tribe returned at her
own will to assist white people, |
for whom she had nurtured a'
hatred many years, in the dedi- |
cation of an Indian tribal cere-
mony.

For years, after the horrors
of a dual-tribe raid in which |
Mrs. Millie Durgan, then a child |
of 18 months was taken captive, |
and her life in the Indian tribe, |
she has hated the white race.
Mrs. Durgan repelled all advan- |
ces of the missionaries whoi
sought to lead her into Christi- |
anity, and not until after the
death of her little son did she
change her attitude toward her
own race and accept the estab-
lished faith.

Mrs. Durgan is the mother-in
law of George Hunt, a native
Kiowa who came with his
daughter, loleta, and two Indian
girls to participate in the estab-
lishment of an Indian ceremony
at Texas State College for Wo-
men (CIA). The ceremony,
which symbolized the adoption
of freshmen on the campus into
the college tribe was initiated
as a college tradition by the
junior class.
