The legislation of one type of race track bet-
ting opened wide the gates to all of its companic ns, There
is more wagering through books in Texas today at least
in the larger cities, than through the pari mutuel machines.
There has been numerous arrests of known bookmakers but
few convictions. Technicality intervenes for one thing, al-
though the law is clear. Enforcement officers are loath to
attack one form of gambling that in all common sense is
Iittle different from another given legislative sanction, Jur-
ies are equally lax. :

“In the final :mul_vsi*.‘tlw pari mutuel law will die from
steady economic pressure. FEmployers are already refusing
to countenance their emploves following the horses. Credit
tightening 1s inevitable on the man whose settlement is
slowed down by his fondness for backing unlucky judgment
on horses. A state taxed to the limit of resources to religve
distress meets its obligations with a fine sense of community
responsibility but cannot be blamed if it tightens purse
strings against the results of folly and indulgence.”—Dallas
News,
