MORE ABOUT THE OLD AGE PENSION SITUATION

That the position taken by The Enterprise last week rel­
ative to the old age (tension question, namely, either give 
the people what they voted for in the old age pension a_ 
mendment, or else let it lie dormant until it is possible for 
Texas to raise the funds with which to carry out the man­
date of the people as expressed in the amnedment, is veri­
fied in the fact that now, according to current press re­
ports an amendment passed sixty-one years ago has never 
become operative because no enabling act was ever passed 
by the legislature making the amendment operative.

The question is: shall the people rule, or the legislature 
in its self-appraised wisdom enact a law and substitute it 
instead of carrying out the mandate of the |>eople? 'lhc 
deliberalized statute passed by the last called session of the 
legislature last fall, making “old age assistance" merely 
a “pauper’s stqiend," and for which to become eligible one in 
all essentials has to take a “pauper's oath.” does not up|H*al 
to the hardy old pionee r men and women who braved all 
the hardships >f the early days in Texas. And every one 
of them wno makes the oath that he »>r she is in “necessi­
tous circumstances” does so with more or less humiliation. 
And God save Texas from such treatment of its aged—l>et- 
ter nave no “assistance” at all than thus to humiliate those 
to whom Texas would extend its charities. Ye gods, the 
term “charities” is enough to make the angels blush with 
shame for Texaas!

Tnen, too, the way the law is now it evidently greatly 
inures to the good of the negroes and the mexicans—for, 
every one of them can and will take the substantial (>au- 
l**r’s oath that they are in “necessitous circumstances.” 
While on the other hand as intimated the average old Tex­
an will not take such an oath, unless driven to it through 
hunger and cold—and he will do it then, only in a deep 
spirit of humiliation. It seems to us that “Texas, my Tex­
as" can not mean as much to these old heroes and their com­
panions as it did before the called session of the last legis­
lature flaunted l*>th insult and injury in the faces of thes.* 
old people, most of them “standing with ne foot iu the 
grave.” The governor declares that lie will veto any bill 
that seeks to liberalize the law again, which shows that un­
derneath he has "a heart of st ne.” far as suffering old 
age is concerned, or els« he is as academic iu his thinking 
with reference ‘to these old people as a school boy. It is 
true, the governor now gets a “pittance” himself of only a 
th Misand dollars |H*r month, but, according to press reports 
a few weeks ago, quoting him, he said that lie was “satisfi­
ed” with hi> job now. The press re|M»rts told of the gover­
nor having his father and mother with him at his inaugu­
ration last week, and we were happy with him, for it all re- 
\eaied a happy family life- but, at the same time we 
thought of a hundred thousand men and women in Texas, 
practically all of whom are parents and most of whom are 
1 *v*d by their children, as Govern« r Allred loves his |»ar- 
ents. yet he says he will veto any law lo «king to the finan­
cial support and happiness f these old |x*ople who are less 
or!mate ■ ,un his owrj parvut'. unless the law conforms 

•»tmtly to hi> wishes in lue matter. And the inexcusable 
par' «it it ix that the law he sp< nsors compels the aged who 
have any self-res|»ect to humiliate themselves in «irder to 
get the “pau|**r\s stipend" tin* governor’s substitute for the 
mandate of the people, provides.

Ill«1 Hamlin Herald, «-diti-d by Bowa*n pope, a virile yet 
cautious an«i considerate writer on matters of public poli- 
e\ (tor Mr Pope w as at on»* time a memlier of the lower 
hous«* f the legislature and therefore knows the many 
difficulties witfi reference t<> getting legislation enacted) — 
has come to our exchange table. Mr Pop«* >|H*aks in no un 
certain terms He giv**x s|>ecitl( instances of th«* shanu* an»! 
wrong f th«* present «>l«l ag** law and calls u|»in the legis- 
lure to take immediate acti >n in th«* matter. We are filing 
the article f«»r lutur»* ref«*renc«* Far as specifie instances 
of injustice are concerned, we have such instances right 
h«*r«* in Bronte.

But it is n<»t the specific instances «»f givat injus­
tice that makes the dclffteralizod law tv rung, bad as those 
sjasific instances are The law i*. fundamentally wrung—
I it is a substitute for what the t»eo|>le by their vote on the 
amendment demand«*«! ami is just at»««ut as far fnmi what 
the mandate of the |**opl«- called for as it is humanly possi- 
ble f r human ingenuity (»»conceive: 2. it is an insult to 
old age sine of the grente*' an«i most inexcusable wrongs 
of which one can la* guilty.

As t<* whether or not Texas with its limitless wealth is 
able to provide funds with which to carry out the de- 
mands of the amendment touching the matter, we do not 
know for w»> have no »lata regarding the question. But, we 
do kn»iw that some mammoth dividends were declared for 
the past year by quite a numU*r »if the big corporations of 
Iexas, and that in s»>nie instance» what seemed to l>e some 
unscrupulously large salaries were |iaid the officers of some 
of those cor|*orati«ins.

Vet if it is true, Texas, without injustice toothers, can 
not provide the funds ftir old age as contemplated in the a- 
mendment, as the governor an»! his cohort» seem to have 
the "dope." then, if they are not "afraid «if their horses” 
let them submit the repeal of the old age pension amend­
ment to the people, and let the governor and those who a- \ 
gree with him, come to the people with the incontrovertible Jh 
evidence they seem t«> have, and let the |>eople say by their 
sovereign ballots whether or not. Texas is able to carry outflf 
the mandate of the people in regard to the matter. W henH  
jthat is done, far as the writer is concerned, it will be theH| 
«Ml of tb« controversy But, we are not wUling-and new ”

t>r will be willing simply to leave it to the legislature, led , 
by a “high-powered" governor virtually to tell the people to 
“go to hell."

Either take the legislative steps, as suggested above, ; 
to invalidate the enabling act making the amendment oper­
ative, and let it lie dormant indefinitely, or resubmit the 
question »if repealing the amendment, or else do the consist 
ent thing, under existing circumstances, and levy taxi's 
sufficient i n those who are able to pay and make the old age 
pension law a reality, and not a ”|Kilitical football," “play- . 
ing to the hand” o f the big interests with the plea that 
the present law is what the amendment called for.

However, the governor, though outspoken as to his atti­
tude touching the matter, was tolerant and stated that lie 
accorded to every member of the legislature, the right that 
he took for himself—that of each member of the legisla­
ture having his own opinions for himseelf and acting ac­
cordingly. That is a line spirit, every one should possess 
when it conies to questions of public policy, and it is in 
that spirit we write and insist on “government of the 
people, foi tin* pe. pie au«l by the people.” If any man by 
any process of c»>nsistent reasoning, can show us that we 
are not in harmony with the ideals of this republic and the 
ideals of democracy we will recede from our positi<»n. 
"Them’s our sentiments."

We do n: t know whether the author of the bill is friendly 
l»* old age pensions or not. The tax featur«* however is no*. « 
fair to the (ie»*ple. for there are many peopple who are op- 
|k»s«*«1 to the sales tax. Hence to be perfectly fair with the 
|H*«>plt* tin* amendment should be referred back to the el«*c- 
torate just as it was voted on before—then, if the sovereign 
voters vote off the amendment, good and well. But, it is 
first and last and all the time a «(uestion »»f letting the people 
say what shall b«* done with reference to old age (»elisions 
without any additional or extraneous matters being attach­
ed t»» the resubmission amendment. Governor Allred by 
his arbitrary attitude on th«* question in declaring in his 
message to the legislature that he wi uld veto any bill pass- 
♦*d by the legislature that did not conform to his demands 
with reference to old age (tensions, has been resented by 
»luite a number of the members of tile legislature. We as­
sert again that th«* ol»l people anil the friends of the old 
people owe a gr«*at deal to Hon. Bryan Bradbury of Abilene 
for his bold and c«»urageous stand in behalf of the people’s 
rule. .
