It was
the observation of this fact thaut
led to the discovery that rats are
carriers and transmitters of the
diseases, It appears
rat suffers attacks of this form
of typhus fever and that the
fleas harbored by the sick rat
bite man and thus human infec-
tion results,

Although this disease is not
commonly fatal, it cannot be
considered lightly. The intense
headache, the high fever and the
great mental depression are its
most unpleasant features. Like
in sea sickness, the patient’s
greatest fear is that he is not
going to die. The illness lasts
about two weeks.

The control of typhus is very
difficult and it depends upon the
extermination of rats and this
is no easy matter. Trapping and
poisoning help, but the best re-
