grasses and weeds during 1937,
said R. M. Milhollin, Project
Manager with the Soil  Conser-
vation Service. Such a com-
plete program provides for suf-
ficient temporary small grain
and sudan pasture, and feed
crops supplement native pastur-
es so as to maintain and pro-
duce the livestock that is raised
on the farm and not over graze
the pastures. Also the planting
of various crops insures a rota-
tion of crops on the cultivated
areas.

Terraced areas that held the
1936 tall rainfall and also held
consideravle water this past
spring, especially in the Veribest
and St. Anthony communities,
that would have been runoff, are
producing more feed than may be
expected without conservation
of water in years with as low
rainfall during July, August, and
,N'ptvmlwr as was common to the
Upper Concho area this year.
