“ Shortly thereafter the war 
clouds gathered and when the 
atmosphere o f uncertainty filled 
our Southland, little Madora Ann 
brought muih joy and comfort 
to the hearts of her parents. 
But this happy circle was not 
long to endure. At an early age 
Madora Ann was left an orphan. 
Hence, her life through the 
years that were to follow 
through the Civil war period and 
o f reconstruction would read, 
perhaps, like a story book.

“ In early womanhood the 
wondering life o f an orphan was 
changed when she and 1. S. Bald­
win, who preceded her many 
years ago in death, were united 
in marriage in White county, 
Arkansas. To this union 8 chil­
dren were born five o f whom 
have passed on.
