LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

The Senate committee gave a
favorable report to our bill au-
thorizing more than a million
dollars to supplement allotmen*s
for rural schools for the year

- 1937-1938.

Our sub-committee heard the
Universisty of Texas, A&M Col-
lege, John Tarleton Agriewsltural
and Mechanical College, North
Texas Agriewltural College, and
Prairie View College on their
budge*s.

We also had a good hearing on
the proposal to inaugurate the
Experiment Station in the west
cross-timber section. At this
hearing were delega‘ions from
Brown, Comanche, Frath, Fast-
land, Callahan and Parker Coun-
ties, and a splendid presentation
of the need was made.

The House passed to us the
State Bar Bill, and the Medical
Practice Bill, which was amend-
ed in its passage presemably ‘o
be satisfactory to the chiroprac-
tors.

Representative R, H. Reaves
introducel in the House, and 1
introduced in the Senate, *he hill
to ereate the ILower Concho
River Authority, which wonld
set up a state agency similar to
the Upper and Cen‘*ral Colorado
River Authorities, inchtling in
its confines Concho Countv. The
principal purpose of this bill is
to promote flood control and
water and soil conserva‘ion.

The House committee is con-
sidering revenue raising bills
which, under the constitsstion,
can only originate in that branch
of the Legislature, The Senate
committee on  Constitutional
Amendments set the two reso-
lutions proposing amendments
to authorize a sales tax and a
transaction tax, for payment of
the social security program, for
hearing Twresday night, Febru-
ary 28.

One of the most important ac-
‘ions of the week was the pas-
sage bv the Senate of the Bill
regulating mutual life insvrance
companies. The act requires all
such companies to pay the full
face valve of their policies if
they continue to do business in
Texas. Purial associations were
