LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

The Senate this week passed
a bill by Senator Roberts to con-
solidate the office of the State
Reclamation lngineer with the
General Land Otfice as an econ-
omy measure, The author said
this would save the state $25,-
690 a year. Both the Reclama-
tion lkngineer and the General
Land Office approved the con-
solidation.

Walter Woodward of Cole-
man, who served ovr district in
the Senate for ten years, was
confirmed for the position of
Life Insurance Commissioner.

The Senate gran‘ed the re-
quest of Governor O'Daniel that
he be permitted to withdraw the
name of Judge J. C. Hunter of
Abilene from consideration as
Highway Commissioner, and
awaitled a new appointment by
the Governor.

The House killed a bill to raise
the truck load limit to 20,000
pounds. A compromise bill call-
ing for an increase to 10,000
pounds was still in the Senate
committee,

The Senate passed the Medi-
cal Practice Act 30-0. Objec-
tions to new provisions in the
bill vdiced by various grotps
previously had been removed by
amendments.

The House Constitutional
Amendments Commi‘tee this
week recommended an amend-
ment to the constitution carry-
g a 2 1-2 per cent sales tax
and a 25 per cent increase in
natural resources taxes to pav
old age pensions, ‘eachers’ re-
tirement and aid to destitute
children. The measure will prob-
ably be considered in the House
.id next :ew days. It
now appears that the real issue
of the session concerning funds
st taese putposes will be wheth-
er or not the Legislatuere votes
direct or submits an amendment
putting the tax lexy in *he con-
stitution.

'Farm Security Administration
loans are made only to those

who are unable ‘o obtain ade-
quate nnancing trom any other
source,  the supervisor said.
“The borrower who can get the
financing which he needs irom &
bank or from any other private
financial instituuon is not eli-
gible tor an FSA loan. But
there are some ‘ypes of loan
which even tairly large farmers
and ranchmen can obtain only
irom FSA.”

rarm Secnrity has made
many loans this year to farmers
or ranchmen who were in need
of more cpaital to buy livestock
or to rent more acreage. In
these cases, the operator was al-
ways hard-pressed, and many of
them had to meet with their
creditors and get their debts ad-
Justed. Farm Security will not
lend to a man who is in such a
hard sitszation that he has no
prospect of paying off old d eb's
as well as new. If the old debts
are too heavy, FSA helps to
work out an agreement with
creditors by which the debts are
scaled down.

“Many of these borrowers are
fairly large operators, and “he
loans sometimes run to several
thousand dollars,” the super-
visor aid.

He also pointed ot another
type of farmer served by I'SA,
who cah get all the money he
wants at *he bank for his indi-
vidual operations. But he may
occasionally need to use big--
scale equipment for a few days,
or a pvire-bred sire, and yet have
too hittle need of it to own one
h.mself. He is eligible for one
of *the cooperative enterprises
which FFSA is financing.

Only ten per cent of farmers
in this state have taken advant-
age of these opportunities of-
fered by FSA to date, said the
supervisor. Those who canno
get adequate financing from any
other source were invited by him

INFLUENZA IS RAGING
OVER TEXAS NOW

AUSTIN, March 16 — The
first week of March showed
1,000 cases of inflvenza in Tex-
as. Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, has issued the
followiny statement on the dis-
ease,

“In its present form the
symptoms may range from a
common cold to high fever, back
ache and prostration, However,
pneumonia  as a  complication
represents a real hazard and it
is well known pneumonia is an
exceedingly dangerous disease.

| The remedy is go to bed wpon
' the lirst appearance of the cold

and remain there until advised
by a physician before one can
safely get out of it.

“Evervone should realize that
in its lightest form influenza can
very easily become a seriov;
matter. Prevention is far he*ter

vlhan cure and the careful ob-
servance of a few common sense
rules will materially strengthen
ones resistance to an attack of
influenza. Some of these 1vles
are:

“(1) So far as possible avoid
contact with members of "fami-
hies with colds or influenza.

“(2) Keep the feet dry,

“(3) Wash the hands before

SAFEGUARDS ARE
MOST IMPORTANT

AUSTIN, March 9—“Never in
history have there been safe-
guards available to protect the
health of the unborn child as
there are today. With ‘he fam-
ily physician supervising the
mother through the expectant
period, essential advice influ-
encing a favorable outcome for
both mother and offspring is
available *o all those whe will
take advantage of this protec-
tion,” states Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Ofticer,

“Unfortenately, the value of
this service is overlooked by
many expectant mothers. In-
deed negligence in this regard
annvally is responsible not only
for thousands of avoidable ma-
ternal deaths but for the birth of
physically and mentally handi-
capped children, for many mis-
carriages and for the majority
of still-births. Syphilis plays a|
significant part in these casual- '
ties. ‘

“It follows that every expec-
tant mother should make sure
that she is free of syphilis by

requesting a blood test when she

goes to her physician for a pre-
natal examination., The earlier
the discovery is made the bet-
ter., However, if the exami-
tion is conducted before the end

cent of untreated
women at childbirth.

“It is, therefore, of para-
movint importance that women
early in pregnancy should have
a blood test, so that if infection
is found, treatment may be

promptly instituted.”
