Under my contract with the 
Bronte Independent School Dis­
trict, I shall file suit against all 
who owe delinquent taxes on the 
1st day of July.

Collections have been much 
too slow, and it now appears 
that it will be necessary to insti­
tute a number of suits to fore­
close the constitutional lien 
created by these taxes.

In addition to the taxes, inter­
est and penalty, there will be 
such court costs as may accrue.

It has come to me, that it is 
Street corner gossip that these 
taxes are not collectable by suit; 
To those relying upon such in­
formation, 1 suggest that a good 
lawyer be immediately con­
sulted. As these taxes most eer-1 
tainly can be, and will be col­
lected.

Such taxes constitute a lien 
created by the Constitution 
against the property, and this i 
lien will be fordosed in a proper 
suit instituted for that purpose.
