To counter the protest move-
ment, the VFW urged flag-flying 
Wednesday by the nation's "si-
lent majority." 

In ordering the flag-flying cam-
paign nationwide, VFW Comman-
der in (lief Ray Gallagher said, 
"There have been many propos-
als as to how the 'silent majori-
ty' of patriotic Americans can 
counter the demonstrations in a 
dignified manner without inadver-
tently adding to the publicity 
which has already given prestige to 
actions of treason and shame." 

HE ADDED, "The symbol of 
patriotism, loyalty and courage 
has always been the flag of the 
United States. By displaying it 
preeminently before our homes. 
our places of business and cn thr 
streets, we can show our suppol 
for our country aril demonstrate 
that the 'silent majority' still has 
confidence in our governement and 
is willing to show it publicly." 

Those supporting the govern-
ment's Vietnam policy didn't re-
main silent in many cities across 
the nation, however. They organ-
ized parades and anti-moratorium 
rallies of their own, in addition 
to flying flags, driving with their 
headlieles an and leaving their 
eorchlights on all day.

This is apple season, so let's 
take advantage of it and prepare 
our family sonic apple dishes. 
Mrs. Dewey Wright makes a de-
licious apple cake and she has 
given me the recipe to share 
with you.

own 30, and it took the Mustangs 
only nine plays to move the ball 
to Dimmitt's 5-yard line. 

In this drive, Olton twice made 
first downs on fourth down tries. 

The Bobcats turned the tide 
briefly when Gary Langford in-
tercepted a Stockdale pass at the 
5-yard line. The big center ran 
it back to the 29, but he was hit 
hard and fumbled. The Mustangs 
recovered and Stockdale passed to 
Talamantez for 15 yards to put 
the ball on the Dimmitt 14 at the 
end of the third period. 

Stockdale kept and went 12 
'yards to the 2-yard line to open 
the hectic fourth quarter. 

HERE WAS the biggest test of 
the year for the Bobcat line, 
with the Mustangs on the 2-yard 
line with a first and goal to go. 

Three times Stockdale tried to 
go through the Bobcat line but was 
Stopped short each time. Finally, 
on fourth down, tailback Ronnie 
Sanders burst through the line 
for the score. Stockdale kicked 
the extra point and the score 
was now 26-21 in the Bobcats' 
favor, with a little over 10 minutes 
left in the game. 

Cleavinger fielded the kickoff 
on Dimmitt's 30-yard line and ran 
it back to the 37, where he was 
jolted loose from the ball. Olton 
recovered the fumble on Dimmitt's 
37 yard line, and this proved to 
be the turning point in the game. 

AFTER ONE Olton pass went 
incomplete, Dimmitt drew an ex-
pensive penalty to the 19-yard 
line for holding. Newton batted 
down a pass from Stockdale that 
would have gone for a touchdown, 
but on the next play Stockdale hit 
Rey in the end zone, and the 
151-pound junior end literally took 
the ball away from Cleavinger 
and Newton — who also had 
their hands on it — and fell in 
the end zone for the score. Stock-
dale kicked the point after to put 
Olton ahead for the first time, 
28-26, with 9:38 left in the game. 

Dimmitt's determined race-
horse offense started a determined 
downfield march.

FANS ON both sides of the stad-
mm came to their feet as Sanders 
hit Newton with a pass that car-
ried 34 yards before a determined 
Mustang tackler hauled Newton 
down at the Olton 20 as the clock 
ran out, 

Olton gained 118 yards to 
Dimmitt's 273 on the ground, 
but Stockdale hit on 21 of 40 
passes for 340 yards. In the air, 
the Mustangs got 114 yards passing 
in the first period, 138 in the 
second, 69 in the third and 19 in 
the final frame. 

The Bobcat line got to Stock-
dale on only four occasions, but 
only once when he was trying 
to pass. Dimmitt could stop the 
running plays, but as one fan 
said after the game in tribute to 
Stockdale's tremendous passing 
performance, "There was too 
much No. 12."

A fired-up herd of Olton Mus-

tangs kicked highly favored Dim-
mitt out of the District 3-AA lead 
Friday night as they handed the 
state-ranked Bobcats their first 
less of the season, 28-26. 

IT WAS a sweet homecoming 
victory for the sky-high Mustangs, 
who were the last team to defeat 
Dimmitt — last year in Bobcat 
Stadium, 10 games ago. The game 
also gave Abernathy and Floyda-
da the lead for the 3-AA marbles. 

The defeat, however, may not 
have been as disastrous for the 
Bobcats as the one last season. 
The Mustangs have already lost 
a conference game to Abernathy, 
the Bobcats' next foe. Abernathy 
and Floydada are the only two 
teams left undefeated in the dis-
trict race. 

Steve Stockdale, a 158-pound 
sophomore quarterback, paced the 
determined Mustang attack with a 
sensational performance ,both in 
the air and on the ground. 

STOCKDALE was confident that 
he could beat the Bobcats in the 
air, and he showed this confidence 
on five different occasions when 
he either ran or passed the ball 
on fourth down to keep drives 
going. If he had failed on any 
of these crucial fourth-down plays, 
it would have left the Bobcats in 
good field position. 

The Mustangs did a thorough 
job of stopping the long runs 
that are the Bobcats' trade mark. 
The farthest the Bobcat offense 
had to go on any touchdown play 
was a two-yard smash by Thomas 
in the first quarter. Dimmitt's 
longest strike, however, came on 
a blocked punt when linebacker 
Randy Schumacher picked up the 
loose ball and ran 92 yards for 
a score. 

Danny Newton was the Bobcats' 
most damaging runner of the 
night. The power-running halfback 
gained 105 yards on the ground 
in- 12 carries and he caught a 
Bill Sanders pass with seven sec-
onds left and rambled 34 yards 
before being hemmed in on the 
Olton 20-yard line as the game 
ended. 

THOMAS gained 79 yards In 20 
carries, Nelson Chavers ran with 
the ball 17 times for 62 yards. 
and Sanders gained 27 yards in 
four carries to account for all of 
the Bobcat yardage on the ground. 
Olton's line did a fine job of keep-
ing the fleet-footed Thomas from 
cutting the corner for a long 
touchdown run. It was the first 
time the Bobcats' famous "long 
strikes" have been stopped this 
year. 

Both teams held each other on 
the first series of downs with Olton 

running with the ball only twice 
— the first two plays after re-
ceiving the opening kickoff. The 
rest were passes by Stockdale, 
who gambled from the start on 
his deadly throwing arm. 

The Bobcats held on the second 
series of downs and forced the 
Mustangs to punt. Then. for the 
fifth time this season, Dimmitt's 
defense came up with a big play. 
Loy Wylie broke through and 
blocked the punt by Stockdale on 
the Olton 92, and Schmuacher 
grabbed the ball and rambled 42 
yards for the score. Mark Cleav-
inger kicked the extra point and 
Dimmitt led, 7-0, with 7:21 left 
in the opening period. 

PETE RIVERA returned the 
ensuing kickoff from the Olton 15 
to the 40 before being hauled 
down. From there, it took Stock-
dale only six passes to move the 
upset-minded Mustangs 60 yards 
for their first score. 

Stockdale was thrown for a four-
yard loss on one of his plays, but 
he bounced right back to hit Alon-
zo Springer with a 13-yarder that 
went to the Dimmitt 11-yard line. 
On the next play, he hit end 
Luis Rey with a pass that went 
for the touchdown. Stockdale boot-
ed the extra point, and the game 
was tied at 7-7 with 4:46 left 
in the opening frame, as the Olton 
stands roared. 

Olton tried an on-side kick, but 
the ball only went to the 50-yard 
line, where Loy Wylie fell on it to 
give the Bobcats possession at 
mid-field. 

CHAVERS gained six on the RS 
play, then Thomas and Sanders 
alternated to move the ball to 
the Olton 2-yard line. Thomas 
went over left guard for the score 
and Cleavinger again kicked the 
point to give the Cats a 14-7 
lead with 96 seconds left in the 
first quarter. 

Olton took the kickoff on its own 
27 yard line on a squibbler kick 
by Chavers that Springer could 
not pick up. On the first play, 
Carlos Talamantez gained 13 
yards through the middle of the 
Bobcat line, and after that every 
Olton play was a pass by Stock-
dale that eventually got the Muse 
tangs to the Dimmitt 19. But on 
fourth down, Danny Newton 
plunged through the left side of the

WELFARE BENEFITS 
According to Welfare Commis-

sioner• Burton Hackney, 509 Texas 
families may be affected by a 
San Antonio Federal court ruling 
requiring the State Department of 
Public Welfare to pay retroactive 
welfare benefits not paid since 
March under the now defunct one-
year residency requirement. 

Hackney said that if the depart-
ment had to pay off all the bad; 
benefits, it would average about 
$75 a recipient per month for that 
six month period. And, if all ap-
plicants on the list were quali-
fied, this would exceed $250,000 
However, he stressed that some of 
the applicants would be disquali-
fied for other reasons. He said 
no appeal of the decision was 
being planned.

All three of Castro County's 
candidates have been elected to 
the new 12-man Texas Grain Sor-
ghum Producers Board. 

THEY ARE Melvin Barton of 
Dimmitt, John Gilbreath of Sun-
nyside and Charles Heck Jr. of 
Nazareth. They were elected 
from a field of 24 candidates 
in the 29-county grain producing 
area that took part in the "check-
off fee" mail election that ended 
last week. 

The proposition to initiate a 
nickel-a-ton "check-off fee' on 
grain sorghum carried by a clear 
majority, although final tabula-
tions aren't yet available. 

The fee will be collected frem 
producers at the point of first sale, 
and will be used to pay for re- 

grants to 22 such centers in the 
state, but that the Legislature had 
approved only $41/2  million, so all 
fund requests had to be cut. 

However, Gollehon reported this 
week that the state board in Nov-
ember will consider a new grant 

tal of $64,184 for the Plainview 
regional center. 

Two Castro County men took 
part in a recent review session 
on the proposed Central Plains 
Comprehensive Community Health 
and Mental Retardation Center 
in Plainview. 

REPRESENTING the county at 
the session were Noel Gcllehon, 
a trustee of the center, and Coun-
ty Judge Raymond Wilson, whose 
court will serve as a future re-
ferral agency for the center's re-
habilitation and training facilities. 

The two local men were among 
39 persons representing the nine-
county area to be served by 
the center, who met with a seven-
person site team from the Texas 
Department of Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation to tour the 
proposed site and hear the pros-
pects for state funding for the 
center. 

Gollehon was one of the speak-
ers( at a noon luncheon of the 
tour group. Speaking on the prob-
lems of getting the center start-
ed, he said, "Our main job is 
educating people on what is avail-
able and what will be available." 

THE CENTER IS planned to 
include in-patient and out-patient 
care for alcoholics, 	psychiatric 
care for persons with emotional 
problems, a therapy center, train-
ing for mentally retarded persons, 
a sheltered workshop to help the 
mentally retarded become pro-
ductive citizens, and social field 
set-vice to help treat social, emo-
tional and family problems in the 
home environment. 

The center will tie in with the 
work of Dimmitt's Day Care Cen-
ter for Mentally Retarded Child-
ren, and also will provide facili-
ties for local courts which pre-
viously have not been available 

Charles Eskridge. chairman of 
the state's site team, said plans 
for the proposed center will pro-
bably be approved at the state 
level by Oct. 31. However, he 
said, the amount of money fund-
ed to the center will probably 
be about half the amount that 
regional planners consider neces-
sary. 

THE PLANNING group had ap•  
plied for $100,000, but the state 
board approved only $40,850. Esk• 
ridge explained that the state 
group had applied for $8 million 
from the Texas Legislature for 

search, disease control, market 
development and export expan-
sion for grain sorghum. The money 
and programs will be administered 
by the newly elected board. 

THE FEE Will technically be 
voluntary, in that any prodecer 
who does not want to participate 
in the program may have his fee 
returned by applying for it. 

Others elected to the new Tex-
as Grain Sorghum Producers

The board 
elected officers, drew for length 
of terms, and voted to initiate 
the nickel-a-ton check-off, effec-
tive immediately. 

K. B. PARISH of SprInglake 
was elected chairman of the 
board, and Barton was elected 
vice-chairman. Larry Witten of 
Olton was elected secretary-treas-
urer.

The board also appointed GS-
PA Executive Director Elbert 
Harp as the temporary executive 
director of the new Texas Grain 
Sorghum Producers Program, and 
is now interviewing candidates 
for a full-time executive direc-
tor's post for the program.

Full understanding of the new 
features of the "Form A Cotton 
Loan Program" is needed by 
cotton producers, their marketing 
agents and others participating in 
loan transactions, Charely E. Hill 
of the Castro County Agricultural 
Service Office said this week. 

NEW FEATURES of the pro-
gram are designed to reduce cot-
ton marketing costs, speed up 
redemption of loan cotton, permit 
cotton to move more freely into 
trade channels, and reduce gov-
ernment Costs, Hill said. 

"Leaflets explaining the pro-
gram have been mailed to cotton 
producers and will be available 
to others in the industry," he 
said. 

"It Is more important that the 
program details be fully under-
stood," he added. "The folks in 
the county ASCS office will be 
happy to answer any questions 
about them." 

FORM A Is used for cotton 
price-support loans by the Com-
modity Credit Corporation (CCCI 
to individual producers. For ap-
proved cotton cooperative mar-
keting associations, a Form G is 
used and a different adminis-
tractive procedure is followed. 
Loan rates are the same for both 
Forms A. and G and G programs, 
Hill said. 
A new feature in the Form A Cot-

ton Loan Program permits a pro-
ducer's agent to pool loan cotton 
with other producers' cotton for 
marketing purposes and to distri-
bute marketing proceeds on a pro 
rata basis.
