HOSPITAL VOTE
CARRIES 744-581

On the basis of unofficial returns,
the county-wide balloting last Satur-
day on the issue of providing time
warrants and the levying of a tax on
payment thereof for the construc-
tion of a county hospital was approv-
ed by the voters by a count of 744-
581 '

Legalities of the question appear,
however, to be still unsettled, as a
result of previous discussion on the
maltter

We quote from the Enterprise of
Feb. 27

After considerable discussion by
the Commissioners, Judge Bob Davis
pointed out that such an election
would have no legal status, since the
statutes did not provide for such an
election. Even though the election
were called and carried, it would not
be mandatory upon the court,

\ petition could still be presented
betore the contracts were made call-
ing for the matter to be handled on
a bond issue. Judge Davis cited Sec-
tion 4 of Article 2368a of the Revised
Statutes of the State of Texas, which
in part provides as follows: “If by
the time set for the letting of the
contract as many as 10 per cent in
number of the qualified voters of
said county whose names appear on
the last approved tax rolls as prop-
erty taxpayers, petition the Commis-
sioners” Court in writing to submit to
1 referendum vote the question as to

the
osition to issue bonds for such pur-
pose is sustained by a majority of
the votes cast at such election.”

Judge Davis further stated, “I
would like to suggest that the best
yrocedure in this matter would be a
Lnnd election as provided under Ar-
ticle 4478 . . . the procedure sug-
gested by the position, as pointed out,
1s not recommended because there is
no statutory provision for such a
cedure and if it is followed, there is
a possibility that you will have con-
siderable difficulties concerning
same.”

Legal details, of course, will doubt-
less be worked out in due time to the
satisfaction of all parties concerned,
the Enterprise was advised.

Plant Boxes Start Your Gardens

A plant box is a handy thing to
have around when it comes to sl.utmg
tender plants such as tomatoes, let
tuce, and peppers. Eggplant, ub—!
bage, caulitiower and Brussels sprouts |
may also be started in plant Lua.‘
Ihe boxes are easy to build. The
plants are seeded in rich, well repared |
soil, watered when they lwej it, and
insects and disease are easily con
trolled.

By using a plant box the small,
tender plants have a chance to get
started earlier in the spring, giving |
the gardener stronger plants and bet- |
ter stands. Plant boxes give the slow
growing plants a chance to get a head
start in long growing season, and the
“cool weather” plants have time m’
grow before the weather gets too hot
and dry. And the fall garden can
be started early in the plant box if |l!
kept in the shade

Make the plant boxes of good lum-

ber, and nail together vuﬁl so the |
weight of the dirt does not cause the |
box to fall apart. Size of the box is |
up to the gardner, but dont build |
them too big. You will want to move
them around frequently, and if they |
are big, they're heavy. Most people |
make them 18 inches wide, 30 inches |
long and 4 inches deep; or they can

be 15 inches by 24 inches by 3 inches.

Lumber can be 1 by 3 inches, 1 by 4 |
or 1 by 6, any of these are good. |
Ywinch space between |
the bottom boards so the box is easily

drained
