To Over $60,000 *i

Bronte residents reccived more 
than $80,000 from insurance com­
panies represented by Mrs R W
Rees and Youngblood & Glenn 
as a result of the hail damage 
here during the first part of 
May

L. T  Youngblood estimated 
that companies his firm repre­
sents paid at least $45,450 and 
Mrs Rees said a conservative 
estimate for the amount paid by 
companies for which rhe is rep­
resentative was $15,000

Probably insurance earned by 
local citizens with companies not 
having a representative heer will 
amount to another $15,000 or 
$20,000. running the total receiv­
ed to $75,000 or $80,000

Youngblood said he estimated 
almost $40,000 was paid for dam­
age to buildings and contents of 
buildings, while approximately 
$5,500 was paid for damage to 
automobiles.

Mrs Rees said that in addition 
to claims on i*rs and buildings, 
her companies paid damage to 
several house trailers which 
amounted to sizeable sums.

TVe hail, which occurred about 
5 30 a.m. on May 11, was one of 
the heaviest ever seen in this 
area It happened the same day 
that San Angelo was struck by 

tornado, doing uatoid damage 
to homes and other properly in 
the Lakeview district

A four inch r » ‘n followed the 
hail during the next few days, 
and Oa> Creek reservoir caught 
enopgh water to assu'c Bronte o f 
a plentiful water supply.

Both Mrs Rees and Mr 
Youngblood said that they were 
well pleased with the manner in 
which adjusters for the insurance 
companies handled the claims of 
their customers here in Bronte.

Smith recently received his 
certificate from the State Health 
Department, which shows that he 
has passed the qualifications test 
for treating water used by the 
public. It was presented to him 
after completing a short course 
from Texas A4M  College and 
other instruction in the treat­
ing and handling of water sup­
plies.

water by runoff,” Roane said.

Technicians of the Soil Con­
servation Service, a -.sting the 
Coke County Soil Conservation 
Distract, designed, staked, and 
checked terraces for Roane.

A. V. Shoppard, Work Unit 
Conservationist with the SCS at 
Robert Lee stated alsi that “The 
protection of crop stubble and 
returning it to the soil is one of 
the most ne- ded practice* in the 
district. Cr, p stubble correctly 
maintained and managed on or 
near the toil surface w ill give 
such benefits as control of wind 
and water erosion, retard the 
rate of rur.off, reduce evapora-

n, control exceaaive soil tern 
pt-rslures, increase infiltration, 
maintain organic matter content, 
and reduce raindrop impact. 
These benefits can be secured at 
little or no cost to the land own­
er."

D. K. Glenn, district cooperat­
or who farms and ranches near 
near Bronte is doing an excellent 
job of protecting his small grain 
stubble, according to Sheppard 
Glenn is plowing the land with 
small solid sweeps, epening up 
the soil to trap the water and 
increase the rate of infiltration 
when we receive ram.

Jacob Muriow, sis i cooperat­
ing with the Coke County SC 
District recently completed three 
mile* of level , loscd end terraces 
and built up four miles of old 
terraces to meet the need of the 
land. The terrace system is a 
part of Morrow’s complete co­
ordinated soil, range, and water 
conservation plan to treat each 
acre of his range according to Its 
needs The technicians of the 
SCS assisted Morrow with the 
development of the plan.
