ing for an election thereon, the proclama­
tion of auch election, and the form of 
ballot.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA 

TURK OK THE STATE OF TEXAS:
Section I. Article III of the Constitu­

tion of the State of Texas shall be hereby 
amended by adding thereto a new section 
to be known aa Section 61-b and reading 
as follows:

“ Section 61-b. (a) The State Building 
Commission is hereby created. Its member­
ship ahall consist of the Governor, the 
Attorney General and the Chairman of the 
Board of Control. The Legislature may 
provide by law for some other State offi­
cial to be a member of this Commission 
in lieu of the Chairman of the Board of 
Control, and in the event said State offi­
cial has not already been confirmed by 
the Senate aa such State official he shall 
be so confirmed a* a member of the State 
Building Commission in the same manner 
that other State officials are confirmed.

“ (b) Th# State Building F’und is hereby 
created On or before the first day of 
January following th# adoption o f this 
amemim#nt, and each year thereafter, the 
Comptroller of Public Accounts shall cer­
tify to the State Treasurer the amount of 
money necessary to pay Confederate pen­
sions for the ensuing calendar year as 
provided by tha constitution and laws of 
this State. Thereuj»ori each year the State 
Treasurer ahall transfer forthwith from 
the Confederate Pension Fund to the State 
Building Fund nil money except that 
needed to pay the Confederate pensions 
as certified by the Comptroller. This pro­
vision is self-enacting The State Building 
Fund ahall be expended by the Commission 
upon appropriation by the Legislature for 
the uses and purposes set forth in sub­
division (c) hereof.

" (c )  Under such terms and conditions as 
ar# now or may be hereafter provided by 
law. the Commission may acquire neces­
sary real and personal property, salvage 
and disiKJB# of property unsuitable for 
State purpose*, modernize, remodel, build 
and equip buildings for State puriioses. 
and negotiate and make contracts neces­
sary to carry out and effectuate the pur- 
|M>»e* herein mentioned.

“ The first major structure erected from 
the State Building Fund shall be known and 
designated as a memorial to the Texans 
who served in the Armed Forces o f th# 
Confederate Stairs of America, and shall 
be d#-voted to the use and occupancy of 
the Supreme Court and auch other courts 
and State agrtides as may be provid'd by 
law. The mound major structure erected 
from the State Building Fund shall be a 
Slate office building and shall be used by 
whatever State agencies aa may be pro­
vided by law

"Under surh terms and conditions aa ar* 
now or may hereafter be provided by law,

the State Building Commission may ex­
pend not exceeding five (6% ) percent of 
the moneys available to it in any ono 
year, for the purpose of erecting me­
morials to the Texans who served in the 
Armed Forces of the Confederate States 
of America. Said memorials may be upon 
lattlefields or other suitable places within 
or without the boundaries of this State. 
The authorization for expenditures for me­
morials herein mentioned ahall cease aa o f 
December 31. 1965.

“ Under sach terms and conditions as ara 
now or may hereafter be permitted by 
law. the State Building Commission mar 
expend not exceeding Thirty Thousand 
($30.000.00) Dollars in the aggregate for 
the purpose of erecting memorials to tha 
Texans who served in tha Armed Forces 
of the Republic in the Texas War for In­
dependence. Said memorials may be erected 
upon battlefields, in cemeteries, or other 
suitable places within or without the 
boundaries of this State. The authoriza­
tion for expenditures for memorial# herein 
mentioned shall cease as of December 31, 
1965.

" (d ) The State ad valorem tax on prop­
erty of Two (2cl Cents on the One Hun­
dred ($100.00) Indian valuation now levied 
under Section 51 of Article III of the Con­
stitution ns amended by Section 17, of 
Article V I I  (adopted m  1917) IS  hereby 
specifically levied for the purjiosea of con­
tinuing the payment of Confederate pen­
sion* ns provided under Article 111. Section 
61. and for the establishment and con­
tinued maintenance of the Slate Building 
Fund hereby created

“ (e) Should the 53rd Legislature enact a 
law or laws in anticipation of the adop­
tion of this amendment, auch shall not be 
invalid by reason of their anticipatory 
character.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of Texas at the general election 
to be held throughout the State on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November, 1954, at which election those 
favoring such amendment shall have 
printed or written on their ballot the fol­
lowing .

FOR the amendment transferring that
portion of the Confederate Pension Fund 
not needed for the payment of Confederate 
tensions to she State Building Fund to be 
UN*d for State building purposes as may 
be provided by law. and also permitting 
not more than six (6r?.) percent of such 
fund to be used for memorials for Texans 
who served in the Texas Revolution and 
In the armed force* of the Conf'derate 
States.

Those opposing such amendment shall 
have printed or written on their ballot th# 
following:
