In his early morning farm pro-
gram over Station KGNC, "Cot-
ton" John Smith saluted the pro-
gressive Castro county commun-
ity upon inaugerating telephone 
service in their community. The 
farm reporter placed a call to the 
residence of Mr. and Mrs. Ezell 
Sadler and talked to the Sunny-
side residents during his regular 
radio program. 

The local telephone company 
completed work on the Sunnyside 
project, Saturday, April 22, mak-
ing telephone service available to 
54 residents for the first time. 
The people of Sunnyside also had 
a part in the project as a num-
ber of residents hired out as 
laborers to the local company to 
set poles and string 46 miles of 
like at Sunnyside plus the trunk 
line to Dimmitt. 

Sunnyside subscribers can call 
any number in Dimmitt without 
extra charge. They may dial num-
bers at Sunnyside but must call 
the operator for a Dimmit num-
ber. 

A total of $7,200 teas required 
,by residents before the telephone 
service could be irtaugerated. The 
telephone company here matched 
that amount. 

The telephone service is a 
project of the Sunnyside Rural 
Neighborhood Progress Club. Sad-
ler was conlmunity chairman for 
the project when it was first out-
lined. However, Harry Axtell is 
serving in this capacity now.

No. 1 Problems 
Governors of five Southwestern 

states attended a White House 
conference to talk about the 
drouth. 

"Agriculture and livestock are 
our No. 1 problems," Shivers said 
at the conference and "a perman-
ent solution for them must be 
found. Past efforts over many 
years have not been more than 
temporary expedients." 

Present to confer with Mr. 
Eisenhower, Agriculture Secre-
tary4 Benson and other federal of-
ficials were the governors of Tex-
as, Colorado, Oklahoma, New 
Mexico, and Kansas. 

Among the recommendations, 
drawn up by the governors, were: 
reseeding grasses and cover 
crops, coordination of all federal 
and state agricultural agencies, 
more incentive for soil conserva-
tion practices, parity procedures 
to guarantee farmers in drouth 
areas adequate prices for their 
crops, and tax policies designed 
to promote proper land manage-
ment. 

Shivers said that suitable farm 
land shoUld be kept in farms, but 
land better suited to 	pasture 
should remain in pasture or be 
converted to pasture. 

Close to Home 
Prior to the Washington con-

ference, Shivers had said that 
water conservation should begin 
at home, with towns and districts 
taking the lead in financing and 
supplementary money coming  

from the state. 
In a session here, directors of 

the Texas Water Conservation As-
sociation echoed that opinion, call-
ing for financing at the "lowest 
practical political subdivision lev-
el.." 

Urged by the directors was a 
constitutional amendment setting 
up a state fund to underwrite lo-
cal communities in building dams. 

Money so used by the state 
would be recovered from the sale 
of water and electricity. 

J. E. Sturrock, general mana-
ger of the associatidn, was doubt-
ful that the state would ever solve 
the water problem. 

Sturrock said he had opposed 
federal participation in the water 
conservation program. But he said 
the people who are suffering from 
drouth don't care whether the 
water comes from a state tap or 
a federal tap;  

"The governor's in Washington 
today asking for drouth aid," 
Sturrock commented. "If we'd 
had water conservation in Texas, 
we wouldn't need drouth aid." 

Senator Lyndon Johnson spoke 
for action to combat drouth and 
asked for a $15 million increase 
in soil conservation funds, 

"This money," said Johnson, 
"would be used to fight the wind 
erosion that could so quickly turn 
one of the most fertile sections 
of our nation into a barren waste-
land." 

Big Crime Story 
Texas is about to become 

known as the biggest and best 
place for criminals to work. 

That being so, says John Ben 
Sbepperd, we had better hire 
more police officers at higher pay, 
give them better equipment, and 
rewrite the criminal code.

The cost-price squeeze on farm-
ers is predicted to continue in 
1954.  

This is due, says John G. Mc-
Haney, assistant economist, to 
an expected reduction in prices-
of some farm commodities coupl-
ed with little or no change in the 
cost of production items. 

In summing up the agricultural 
picture for 1954, McHaney says 
farm labor appears adequate, but 
tinder some circumstances recruit-
ment programs must continue. 
Farm wages should approximate 
`hose of 1953. 

Farm equipment production in 
1953 was moderately below 1952 
output, but prices in 1954 will 
differ only slightly from last 
fear, he says. Concessions and 
'rade-in allowances may be more 
liberal. 

Feed supplies are large. Costs 
of feed as a whole during the 
forthcoming months may average 
5 to 10 percent below the cor-
responding 1953 period. This 
however, will vary by areas, he 
adds. 

Thirteen percent more com-
mercial fertilizer will be available 
for the 1953-54 growing season 
with only minor price changes 
expected. 

And, adds McHaney, the cost 
of building materials, supplies and 
containers probably will be no 
higher this year than last. There's 
a possibility prices for these items 
may be slightly lower. 

Fincdly, he says, prices for in-
secticides ate expected to remain 
on or near the 1953 level,

Wheat Outlook in 
Texas Is Bright 

Prospects for a good wheat 
crop in Texas are bright. Also, 
indications point to a greatly ex-
panded planting of grain sorgh-
ums because of the reduced ac-
reage which can be planted in 
cotton. These two facts coupled 
with another, a shortage of com-
mercial storage space, do not 
make the grain storage picture 
a bright one at this time. 

Presently, according to C. H. 
Bates, extension farm manage-
ment specialist, the Commodity 
Credit Corporation owns 108 mil-
lion bushels of 1952 wheat which 
is stored in Texas, New Mexico 
and Oklahoma. In addition, he 
says, CCC expects , to take over 
large stocks of 1953 wheat and 
grain sorghums unless market 
prices rise above the government 
loan rate. If half the wheat and 
grain sorghums from the 1953 
crops are taken over when 'the 
loans mature, nearly all grain 
storage in the Southwest would 
be full. Add to his the privat-
ely owned stocks and the 230 
million bushels of storage space 
is practically all accounted for 

This situation presents a tough 
problem for the farmer who has 
a wheat crop coming on or ex-
pects to plant an increased ac-
reage of grain sorghums, says 
Bates, because storage must be 
available before price loans can 
be obtained. 

The specialist believes 	that 
farmers should commence now to 
make plans to meet the situa-
tion. On-the-farm storage becomes 
increasingly important and with 
a shortage of space in mills, ele-
vators and terminal facilities, if 
grain is to be produced, the grow-
er should be thinking about the 
marketing end of the deal. 

Loans for constructing farm 
storage facilities are available 
through the local Agricultural 
Stabilization Committees and are 
repayable over a five-year period 
at four percent interest. Too, In-
ternal Revenue Service regula-
tions permit farmers to "write-
off in five years as depreciation 
the cost of such structures. Fin-
ally, Bates 'says county agents 
have plans available at no cost 
for building grain storage.

Be A Dairyman, B-217, points up 
the major considerations of a 
dairy operation. It is a good guide 
to the prospective dairy farmer. 
The bulletin is available from 
county agricultural agents or 
from the Agricultural Informa-
tion Office, College Station, Tex-
as. Ask for the bulletin by name 
and number. 

So you want to be a dairyman? 
If it's because dairying offers a 
"get-rich-quick" venture, better 
stay where you are. 

But, if you like cows and en-
joy working with animals, dairy-
ing may have much to offer you—
and you, to dairying. 

These were the observation of 
A. M. Meekma and R. E. Burle-
son, extension dairy husbandman, 
in a bulletin recently published 
which deals with the whys and 
wherefores of dairying in Texas 
with a family sized unit. 

Dairy farming has become spec-
ialized, needs a business-like ap-
proach and requires a man with 
special talents, skills and under-
standing. The prospective dairy-
man, says the publication, must 
favor quiet, patient, regular liv-
ing and must have a strong com-
bination of brains and brawn. 

Financing is the biggest prob-
lem, says the co-authors. Your 
total investment will run about 

$1,000 for each cow in the herd. 
Limited finances can easily ham-
per or prevent a successful opera-
tion they say. 

It's doubtful whether 12 or 20 
cows can be efficiently managed. 
At least 20 cows usually are 
handled by a single family and 
40 or more if additional labor is 
employed. Land and equipment 
needed to produce pasture, hay, 
silage and herd replacements are 
other important considerations, 
the bulletin points out. 

Then, what can be expected 
from your investment? The dairy 
specialists say a production of 
6,000 pounds of milk per cow is 
not out of reach. The state av-
erage is 3,300 pounds and the 
Dairy Herd Improvement Assoc-
iation (DHIA) average is 6,800. 

Feed costs represnt 50 to 60 
percent the total operating ex-
penses and labor is next.
