49 Coke Firms 
Listed by D&B

A. J. Hemphill, district mana­
ger of the Fort Worth office of 
Dun & Bradstreet, Inc., has an 
nounced that statement requests 
were mailed to 49 businesses in 
Coke County. Figures were ob­
tained from a physical count of the 
Dun & Bradstreet Reference Book 
for January, 1964.

Business concerns in all parts of 
the United States are asked by Dun 
& Bradstreet for copies of their 
financial statements each January

This year requests were sent to 
nearly three million business con­
cerns — to the corner grocery 
store worth a few thousand dollars 
as well as to businesses worth 
millions.

The Dun & Bradstreet Reference 
Book lists those manufacturers 
wholesalers, and retailers who seek 
or grant commercial credit but it 
does not include some of the ser­
vice and professional businesses 
such as beauty and barber shops 
security dealers and real estate 
brokers. Therefore, the figures 
for total businesses in the United 
States would be higher than the 
three million quoted above.

During the past year, 33 changes 
were made in the Dun & Brad­
street Reference Book listings of 
Coke County businesses, including 
10 names added, nine names de 
leted and 14 changes in the ratings 
of continuing businesses. The 
changes occurring in Coke County 
are about even with the rest of the 
country where a change of busi­
ness significance is counted about 
every five seconds.

1,073 Poll Taxes Paid in Coke
A total of 1,073 poll taxes were 

sold in Coke County for 1964, ac­
cording to a report from the of­
fice of O. B. Jacobs, tax assessor- 
collector.

This figure exceeds the 770 poll 
taxes in 1963 by 303. However ‘63 
was an "o ff”  year with no county, 
state or national elections on the 
docket. It also is slightly above 
the 1.060 paid in 1962. when there 
were state and county elections,

but no balloting for a president or 
vice president.

The last year in which a presi 
dent was elected, 1960, Coke Coun­
ty had 1.414 paid poll taxes, 341 
more than this year.

Number of persons of voting age 
in Coke County is probably down 
some from 1960. but local politi­
cians feel that the shortage ot 
local contests has cut down on 
interest and caused fewer per­
sons to pay the $1.75 tax. Another

factor, they say, which might have 
lowered the number of poll tax 
payments is the fact that an a 
mendment to the U. S. Constitu­
tion which abolishes the poll tax 
requirement in all national elec­
tions was recently ratified. This 
latest development will allow any- 
one who is otherwise eligible to 
vote for president, vice president, 
senator and congressman without 
a poll tax.

In one process now being adopt­
ed by industry, oversized, loosely 
knitted socks are made from un­
treated yarn, then treated in so 
dium hydroxide to twist and crimp 
the fibers. This compound causes 
the socks to shrink to about half 
o f their original size.
