Patrons Meet with Trustees
To Discuss School Problems

A hundred or more school pa-
trons and friends heard a discus-
sion Tuesday night on the pros
an cons of consolidating the
Bronte School with the Robert Lee
School. The meeting was called
by the local school board after the
trustees of both schools held three
meetings together to discuss mu-
tual problems.

Board President Joe Rawlings

Opinions were varied at the meet-
ing held Tuesday night as to the
best solution of our school pro-
blem. As most of our readers
know the discussion centered
largely on whether or not the
Bronte and Robert ILee schools
should be consolidated.

It was brought out that the main
problem of Bronte School is one
of too few scholastics in the dis-
trict. We seriously doubt that
the shortage of scholastics is as
big a bugaboo as some think. For
instance, figures passed out fol-
lowing the meeting show the pre-
sent enrollment as 275. Back in
1956-57, we had only 288, a drop
of 13. When the enrollment for
the past nine years is added and
divided by nine, it shows an aver-
age of 294, less than 20 below our
present number of stuents.

However, we think most every-
one agreed that if we had more
kids to go to school the other pro-
blems would take care of them-
selves. More students would pro-
vide us with more money, and if
we had if we would be able to|
provide facilities needed; we would
be able to offer more courses;
we would be able to provide our
children with a better education,
which is, after all, the school's
only reason for existing. Every
person with whom we have talked

presided at the meeting. Supt. C.
B. Barbee made a short talk fol-
lowing the invocation by the Rev.
Murrell Johns and the pledge to
the flag, led by Prin. Joe B.
Simpson. The  superintendent
brought out that the boards had
made the study in an effort to
find a solution to such problems
as dwindling scholastics, limited
curricula and inadequate facili-
ties.

Barbee concluded his talk say-
ing, “Our objective in being here
this evening is to work toward
raising and retaining a higher
standard of education for the pre-
sent and for the future school boy
and school girl of the Bronte In-
dependent School District.”

Following the
talk, Rawlings opened the meeting
to questions from the audience. On
the stage with Rawlings and Bar-
bee were board members Horace
Taylor, A. E. Bell, Jr.,, Conda O.
Richards and J. B. Morrow.

One of the first questions which
was brought up was a comparison
of the bonded indebtedness of the
Robert lLee and Bronte Schools.
Robert Lee has a debt of $246,000
while Bronte owes $91,000. Board
members said the two debts would
be combined, should the schools
be consolidated, and taxpayers in
both districts would assume their
part of the entire debt.

The question was asked if only
the high schools could be consoli-
dated, leaving the elementary
schools as they are. Rawlings an-
swered this question by saying
that the entire schools system

is for maintaining present stand-
ards or improving them.

The thought has occurred to us
and to others that we should
exert our efforts on the cause of
our illness, rather than the symp-
toms; namely, getting more peo-
ple in the school district. Other
towns with less to offer than
Bronte are attracting industry to
their communities. They are try-
ing to provide jobs for young peo-
ple with growing families. Why
can’'t we do that? If we could do
it successfully, our major school
problems would take care of
themselves.

We believe the answer is not to
give up our school to another
town nor to a site halfway be-
tween Bronte and Robert Lee. We
believe our answer lies in spending
some money, time and effort to
improve our community to the ex-
tent that small industries would
like to call our town their home.
Bronte is the best small town
we know of in which to raise a
family. We have more facilities
for the benefit of young people
than any town our size. The
grown-ups here are more than ge-
nerous in their efforts to provide
recreation for the youngsters. We
have less than our quota of thugs
and delinquents. It's just a goo\?.
wholesome family town.

Perhaps what we need is to
spend a little money to let others
know abput what we have to
offer. A little horn-tooting might
be in order.

We have another problem here
in that jobs are scarce for young-
sters. The business community
of the town is not prosperous
enough to hire many youngste®s
during the summer months or af-
ter school. Of course, the main
reason for that condition is the
disloyalty of customers, including
some of our teachers, who are
looking for an excuse to buy out
of town. But that's another prob-
lem. However, they do all tie in
together, and the solution of one
will help solve the other.

As the matter stands right now,
we are unalterably opposed to con-
solidation. But we are in favor
of all school patrons and friends
becoming aware of the problem
confronting the school and its
board an® administration, and se-
riously seeking the best solution
for our boys and girls.

We are firmly for trying to im-
prove our school by improving our
community. We could all dig
pretty deep to finance a promotion
of this kind and still come out
better than we would financing a
consolidation.
