DINOSAUR TRACKS

Dee Culp, distribution techni- |
cian for Southern Union Gas Co.|
in Pecos, recently discovered nine |
dinosaur tracks l'.’()?
million years ago during the Cre- |
taceous period. Mr. Culp, who was
born and raised in the Fort Chad-
bourne community, made the dis-
covery about 24 miles west of Mc-
Camey while looking for Indian!
arrowheads,

Dr. Wann Langston, paleontolo-
gist with the University of Texas,
verified the find and gave some
information on the now extinct
animal which made the tracks. He
said the dinosaur was a duckbill-
ed plant-eating camptosaur that
walked mostly on two feet but did
drop to all fours on occasion. The
three-toed tracks measure 22
fnches from heel to longest toe
and his stride was nearly 12 feet.
The dinosaur stood approximately
12 feet high and was probably
wading in a shallow sea when he
left his tracks.

The discovery is only the third
one made in Texas and is the fur-
therest northwest in the state.
Texas Highway Department has
built a roadside park at the dis-
covery site, which is about 100
yards off US Highway 67. Pecos

Some fabrics, because of a par-
ticular design or weave, require
special thought and care when
you select a pattern and piace it
on the fabric. Such fabrics as
plaids, stripes, prints with an up
and down, widely open spaced
prints, diagonal weaves, twills,
corduroy, and velveteen fall into
this category.

You should select the pattern
and fabric on the same shopping
tour. It is difficult to say that
one should be selected before the
other. Usually the pattern is se-
lected first, however, Consult the
pattern envelope for suggestions
of kinds of fabric to use, or for
those not recommended for the
pattern.

Fabrics that require matching
are usually more attractive and
easier to cut and sew if you se-
lect a pattern with a few pieces.
Remember that the design or
weave of the fabric should be
the main interest of the garment,
rather than seams or decorative
lines.

Designs of plaids, tripes, di-
agonal and geometric prints
should be matched to give a pro-
fessional look. Alter the pat-
tern to fit before the garmen is
cut. Change in seam lines after
cutting may make the design
difficult.

Be careful to cut on the cor-
rect grain of the fabrics that
have a design which must be
matched. Check the fabric be-
you buy it to see that it is not
woven or printed off grain. It is
impossible to straighten some off-
grain fabrics.

Save and Use Bacon Drippings

Don't throw away bacon drip-
pings! Save those flavor drops for
cooking and seasoning.

To keep drippings in the best
condition, pour them into small
jars so that the bottom layers
won't become rancid. Date or
number the jars and store them in
the refrigerator. Use the oldest
fat first.

One pound of bacon will yield
anywhere from one to one and a
half cups of drippings. There are
any number of ways in which to
use this excellent energy food. It's
an ideal seasoning for vegetables.
Use it as a basis for soups and
white sauces. It adds meat flavor
to scalloped dishes, soups and
creamed mixtures.

Use bacon for (frying eggs,
French toast, potatoes, apple sli-
ces, and meats. Drippings are ex-
cellent for “buttering” crumbs for
caseroles. Light muffins, coffee
cakes, gingerbread, spice cakes,
and rich cookies can use bacon
'drippings to advantage.

In baking with drippings, use
one fourth les than for other spec-
ified shortenings, because its
shortening power is greater than
other fats.

Use Hard-Cooked Eggs

Remember the days when eggs
were hard-boiled?

Within the past decade there
has been a change in egg recipes.
For centuries, people have been
eating hard-boiled eggs or using
them in their favorite egg dishes.
Now, hard-boiled eggs are out of
style.

In their place, hard-cooked eggs
are the thing. The reason is that
boiling tends to make egg whites
leathery and tough.

How do you keep eggs from be-
ing tough, hard-boiled charac-
|ters? Put the eggs in a pan and
cover them with lukewarm water.
| Heat rapidly on the stove until the
water begins to boil. Remove from
| heat at once and put a tight cover
;nn the pan. Let the eggs stay in
the hot water about 15 minutes.

For easy peeling after cooking,
pour off the hot water and run
| cold water over the eggs until
they are cool enough to handle
Then crush the shells by running
them back and forth over a

smotth surface. The shells come
off with no trouble.

Eggs are exceptionally plenti-
ful now. Supplies are about 6 per-
cent larger than at this time last
vear. Egg production is always
high at this season.

Once you convert some of these
plentiful fresh eggs into the hard-
cooked variety, you have the be-
ginnings of delicious stuffed eggs,
using your favorite filling, or they
might be served on top of corn-
bread, toast, broccoli or bolled

ham or smothered under a cheese
sauce, sour cream or creole sauce,
