Tax valuations of all property 
in Bronte Independent School Dis­
trict will go up 10 per cent in 
1969. accaiding to a decision re­
cently leached by the school's 
board o f trustees. The raise is 
necessary, Supt. C. B. Barbee 
said, to maintain the quality of 

' «“ducat i n;d service which Bronte 
School patrons are accustomed to 

' receiving for their children.
The raise in valuation actually 

will not amount to a 10 per cent 
raise in taxes, since the tax rate 
will be lowered two cents on each 
$100 valuation below last year's 
tax rate.

Taxes for the forthcoming

piece of property which is valued 
on the tax rolls at $5,000. Under 
the present valuation of $5,000 
with $1.76 tax rate, the tax­
payer would {«ay $88.00.

With the 10 per cent raise in 
valuation, the property would be 
valued at $5,500, and with a tax 
rate of $1 74. the amount of taxes 
would Is* $95 70 or an increase 
of $7.70. This figures out to be 
8.75 per cent increase.

notice of any increase in tax val­
uation and these notices will be

3. The Legislature gear.to! our 
request and the Governor signed 
the creation bill.

4. The Commissioners Court set 
Aug. 23 as the date for the elec­
tion to confirm the district’s 
creation.

5. After the election for con­
firming the district, a bond elec­
tion will be the next step and 
necessary in the very near fu­
ture.

6. The nursing home, when 
built, will be independently own­
ed and operated by the district 
board of trustees which will be 
appointed for the first year and 
the loaf tor will be elected by a 
majority vote.

7. The nursing home will not 
be a part of the Bronte Hospital 
or John Ham s Clinic, but will 
cooperate with both of these pri­
vately owned businesses, and Dr. 
John Harris has given his assur­
ance of cooperation with the 
home.

8. There is no intent on the 
part of any person, individually, 
or group, collectively, for the dis­
trict to buy the Bronte Hospital; 
nor is there any intent or idea of 
Dr. Harris to sell the Bronte Hos­
pital. However, it is proposed 
that there be a mutual coopera­
tive atmosphere surrounding the 
creation, building and operating 
o f an East Goke County Nursing 
Home for the betterment of our 
community.

9. The nursing home will cease 
to be a Lions Club project on the 
day of the election.

Austin Water development

! another try with the $3 5 billion 
water bond authorization in the 
wake of last week's constitution­
al amendments elections.

Water bonds to finance the 
state's share o f the $5* billion 
Texas water plan were defeated 
by only a few thousand votes out 
1 1 some 700.000 cast.

Meanwhile, say water experts, 
the master plan is not dead. Pre- 

1 liminary negotiations for out-of- 
! state water can continue, and an- 
! other vote can be scheduled on 
j the bonds in 1971. Hopefully by 
then, some o f the major objec­
tions will be resolved.

Texans, in the amendments 
election, solved one of the state's 
pressing problems, for the Rfcc 
being at any rate. They voted 

I nearly two-to-one in favor of 
raising the welfare ceiling $20 
a year, to $80 million. This will 
get aid to families with depen­
dent chid re n (AFDC) payments 
back to |*r. and stave o ff  any 
more cuts in the near future.

Voters also favored issuing i 
$200 million more in college stu- 

j dent loan bonds to continue the 
I Texas Opportunity Plan of aid 
to needy youngsters bent on high- 

' er education.
i Elimination o f deadwood from 
| the state cnstitution met strong 
favor. So did fsayments to sur- 

I vtvors of volunteer firemen, re- 
| serve or auxiliary police a n d  
j other state or local government 
j employees killed in line of hazard- 
j ous duty.

On the other hand, voters were 
antagonistic toward four other 
proposed amendments on the 
August 5 hallot.

They overwhelmingly rejected 
pay raise* for state legislators 
and annual sessions o f the legis-! 
lature. The disapproved proper­
ty tax exemptions for non-profit 
water supply corporation» by a 
fairly strong margin and narrow- \ 
ly rejected lifting the constitu­
tional interest rate ceilings on 
state bonds.

Defeat o f the annual seasons 
amendment put an end to hopes 
of many legislators that another 
single-year, no-tax state budget 
can be passed in the current spe­
cial session and accepted by Gov. 
Preston Smith.

Announcement came 
from Tom Scaly o f Midland,' 
chairman of t h e  Coordinating 
Board on September 2. Funds 
will be available for fall semes­
ter loans. About 36,000 needy 
Texas resident students h a v e  
benefitted from a total o f nearly 
100,000 loans since the program 
went into operation in 1966.

Cleaning ami stain removal o f­
ten trouble owners o f antique 
glassware, but they can be prob­
lems for everyday glass articles.

Some solutions to common 
cleaning problems with glassware 
are:

Glass never is stained perma­
nently, the Glassware Institute of 
America says. It has a hard, 
smooth, non-absorbent surface 
that stains cannot penetrate, and 
surface discolorations can be re­
moved with treatment.

Minerals in water often cause 
lime deposits and surface disco­
lorations.

To remove lime deposits from 
the bottom of pitchers, bottles or 
decanters, put tea leaves on the 
stained surface and fill the ct n- 
tainer with a vinegar solution.

For surface discoloration on de­

canters, rub the glass with half 
a lemon, or wash it with vinegar, 
or partially fill with uncooked 
rice and vinegar and shake vigor­
ously.

A well-known research labora­
tory ofers this method o f remov­
ing hard water depugits wh tali 
have diied in designs and etch­
ings: soak glassware In a solu­
tion of one part muriatic acid and 
four parts water.

This acid, available at drug or 
hardware stores, should be hand­
led with rubber gloves. After 
snaking in the solution, rinse the 
glass thoroughly and dry.

Vinegar cruets often become 
stained and should be rinsed with 
diluted ammonia before washing. 
Shuns in flower vases can be 
cleaned with a chlorine bleach 
solution. To brighten glass co f­
fee makers, use a teaspoon of 
bilking soda In the rinse water.

your cologne by dabbing it on 
your clothing, remember: cidogne

and clothing do not mix.
Alchol In cologne can affect the 

dye in a garment. In addition, the 
small amount of oil a cologne 
contains may cause yellow or 
brown strains. So apply cologne to 
skin not clothing.
