Center of interest in the Wine-
dale Complex is the Winedale
Stagecoach Inn, built by William
S. Townsend about 1834 of cedar
timbers. It was purchased in
1949 by Samuel K. Lewis and
was known as “Sam Lewis' Stop-
ping Place” for many years,
The Winedale Inn was restor-
ed in 1964 by Miss Ima Hogg,
daughter of Texas Governor Jim
Hogg.
Miss Ima had purchased the
Winedale properties in September
1963. When she decided to re-
store the famous landmark at its
original site, Wayne Bell, AIA,
Architectural Restoration Advis-
or at the University of Texas,
was called in to supervise the
restoration. Miss Hogg, an au-
thority in her own right on ear-
ly American architecture, perso-
nally supervised the work and
made frequent trips to Winedale
from her home in Houston during
the nearly three years of the re-
storation.
Miss Hogg began to visualize
the Winedale restoration as a
center for study of the history
and culture of ethnic groups who
migrated to Texas early in the
19th century, and offered to give
the properties to the University
of Texas.

Since the Inn Properties and
area seemed particularly suited
to research on the Germanic cul-

Coke Historians Attend Workshop
On Preservation of Historic Sites

Hogg's concept was recommend-
ed to the board of regents of the
University of Texas by Chancel-
lor Harry Ransom and approved,
with acceptance of the gift of
the property and an endowment
for its support, early in June of
1965,

On April 8, 1967, the buildings,
the 130-acre site on which they
stand, and an endowment fund
for their maintenance, were dedi-
cated to the University of Texas

by Miss Hogg. At that time she
expressed her dream that Wine-
dale would become a center for
study of the history and the con-
tributions of ethnic groups who
settled in Central Texas. In ac-
cepting the gift, Chancellor Ran-
som said, “It is just such focal
points in the state that make vis-
ible the traditions of Texas and
make vital the spirit which in-
forms those traditions.”

Persons who visit the complex
will realize the truth and impont-
ance of sttements made by one
of the principal speakers at the
dedication, who said, ‘““The build-
ings left to us by earlier gene-
rations, which we once tiook so
easily for granted, now command
our affection and respect.. We
know that the real value of these
structures doesn‘'t come just from
their age, their size, or their ele-
gance, but rather from what these
buildings mean; their significance
in terms of human experience,

Wayne Bell, now consulting res-

toration architect with the Texas
State Historical Survey Commit-
tee, cdonducted a tour of the Wine-
dale Complex which included an
on-site inspection of a structure
in the process of being restored.
This and a candle-light dinner at
the Inn Friday night were high-
lights,
Another highlight for the Coke
County group was Dr. W. C, Hold-
en's report on the plans for and
the progress being made at the
Ranch Headquarters Complex be-
ing developed at Texas Tech Uni-
versity in Lubbock.

Other historical points visited
by the Coke group included Beth-
lehem Lutheran Church which
houses a hand-made, cedar pipe
rgan and was built at Round Top
in 1866; Old Independence, the or-
iginal site of Baylor College;
Washington on the Brazos, where
Texas independence was signed,
and Chapel Hill, with many an-
tique places of interest, including
the Methodist Church built in 18-
51 and an interesting community
museun.
