A t iVom temperature (70 to 
80 degrees) pecan meats keep 
fresh only two months. In the 
home freezer at zero-degrees, pe­
cans will be in good condition for 
two years.

Before cracking pecans, » wk 
them in water to increase the 
number of whole kernels obtain­
ed. I\>ur boiling water over the 
nuts and let them s;«k  15 to 30 
minutes «lepending cn the thick­
ness of the shell.
