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AUSTIN. Tex. — As the Jan­
uary 31 deadline for voters to 
register draws near. Secretary 
t>f State Martin Dies, Jr., the 
state's election officer, issued a 
"last call" to those who are 21 
Or over.

Registration is at the county 
tax assessor-collector's office, but 
In many counties, deputies have 
been set up at convenient loca­
tions. Persons over 60 who live 
In towns o f less than 10,000 or 
in rural areas must re-register 
every year.

Under the old law, persons past 
60 in small towns and rural areas 
did not have to register, but it 
is now  ordinary every year. If 
they fail to register by Jan. 31, 
they will not be able to vote in 
this year's important elections.

Dies also pointed out that 
young people who will become 21 
during 1970 can register before 
ttieir 21st birthday. Tax office 
will mark on their registration 
certificate the date on which they 
will become 21 and therefore eli­
gible to vote.

high ail Content which lends their 
characteristic rich flavor makes 
pecans very perishable.

To store pecans for year 
around us the cooler the place 
the better.

At doom temperature (70 to 
80 degrees) pecan meats keep 
fresh only two months. In the 
home freezer at zero-degrees, pe­
cans will be in good condition for 
two years.

Before cracking pecans, soak 
them in water to increase the 
number of whole kernels obtain­
ed. Pour boiling water over the 
nuts and let them soak 15 to  30 
minutes depending on the thick­
ness o f the shell.

Soaking makes the kernels 
more p l i a b l e  so they hold 
together better during the shell­
ing operation. Crack the pecans 
when the shells are dry.

Lake meat, pecans supply pro­
tein, fat and B vitamins.

Cook the 
nuts over low heat, stirring fre­
quently, for about 20 minutes, or 
until the nuts are heated 
and lightly browned.

Into a paper bag sift together 
3 cups confectioners’ sugar and 
2 tbsp. each cinnamon, ground 
cloves and nutmeg. Remove the 
nuts from the skillet with a 
slotted spoon and drain them on 
paper towels. Add the nuts 
to the spiced sugar and toss 
them gently to remove the ex­
cess sugar. Spread the nuts on 
paper towels to cool.

Cotton Support 
Payments Upped

Stamford — Farmers in seven 
counties at the bottom of the 
Rolling Plains will receive 
$1,435,385 more in total price 
support payments on their 1970 
cotton crop than they will realize 
off their 1969 crop, according to 
Charles Bragg, executive vice 
president o f the Rolling Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc.

The increase will result from 
an over-all hike of 22 pounds in 
average yields, a 2.07 cent-a- 
pound increase in payment rate 
and a 13,505-ac.re gain in allot­
ments, Bragg said.

Four o f the counties sustained 
reductions totaling 32 pounds 
when the State ASO Committee 
met recently to set the 1970 pro­
jected yields, pay rates and ac­
reage allotments.

Schleicher lost 15 pounds when 
the State Board cut yields from 
278 to 2*53 pounds for the 1970 
crop; Coke lost 12 pounds, from 
146 to 136; Concho dropped four 
pounds, from 226 to 222; and 
Coleman lost one pound from 172 
to 171,

Three cunties received a total 
boost of 55 pounds in projected 
yields for 1970; Runnels got a 
29-pound hike, from 261 to 290

Tom Green's projected yields 
were upped 18 pounds, from 278 
to 296. McCullough got an eight 
pound increase, from 169 to 177.

Ditmore Grandson 
Cited for Heroism

The grandson o f Mr. and Mrs. 
Claude Dttntane has received a 
medal for heroism in action in 
the Republic of Vietnam. The 
soldier. Garland Wayne McGin­
nis, is the son o f Mr. ami Mrs. 
Elton McGinnis of Eldorado. The 
action for which the Army Com­
mendation Medal with "V " De­
vice was awarded occurred on 
Aug. 20, 1969, while McGinnis
was serving ns a radio telephone 
operator in the Quo Son Valley.

The citation accompanying the 
medal said:

Far heroism in connection with, 
military operations against a 
hostile force in the Republic o f  
Vietnam. Private First Class 
McGinnis distinguished himself 
by valorous actions on 20 August 
1969 while serving as a Radio 
Operator with Company B, 1st 
Battalion 46th Infantry. On that 
date, the company was moving 
through a densely vegetated area 
in Que Son Valley to assist in 
evacuating casualties sustained 
by a sister unit. After linking up 
with the beleaguered friendly 
force, the company began secur­
ing an emergency landing zone. 
At this time, it came under in­
tense hostile fire from a well 
concealed enemy force. Observ­
ing a woimded comrade fall in 
the initial barrage o f fire, Pri­
vate McGinnis unhesitatingly left 
his relatively secure position and 
rushed f,award to aid hLs fellow 
soldier. While treating the man. 
Private McGinnis detected ene­
my activity to his right flank. 
Quickly securing hLs M-16 rifle, 
ITivate McGinnis raked the urea 
wth heavy volumes of fire, end­
ing the suspicious movement and 
bringing renewed security to the 
area. His Courageous actions 
were directly responsible for the 
timely medical attention given to 
the casualty and instrumental In 
the overall success of the mis­
sion. Private First Class McGin­
nis’ personal heroism and devo­
tion to duty are in keeping with 
the highest traditions of the mil­
itary service, and reflect great 
credit upon himself, the Ameri­
ca! Division, and the United 
States Army.

McGinnis has served in Viet­
nam for the past eight months.

able type designed especially for 
knits. Here are sewing pointers.

If a slight shrinkage of fabric 
might present a fitting problem, 
preshrink fabric by washing and 
tumble drying. Preahrink zipper 
as well.

Pin pattern on grain using 
sharp dressmaker pins.

Use fine needle (9-11) and 
long stitch (8-10 per inch, or 
even longer). Try each fabric 
for best results.

Use cotton-covered jiolyester 
thread.

Check tension by sewing a 
double thickness of fabric. Ad­
just so stitch looks same on top 
and underneath. Guide fabrics 
gently under pressure foot.

If lining is used, attach only at 
neckline, armholes and waistline 
seam to benefit from stretch and 
recovery characteristics of fabric.

Press seams open as you sew, 
using low steam setting. If you 
want semi - permanent creases, 
“ test press’’ fabric to determine 
degree of crushing or glazing to 
expect.

When putting in hem, make 
single row of stitching a half 
inch from bottom edge, pinking 
if desired. Pin up hem. Hold back 
top edge and loosely catch the 
line o f machine stitching to fab­
ric directly opposite. The hand 
stitching will not be visible on 
garment, since hem will be a 
half inch below edge. "F'usibles’’ 
may be used as short-cut meth­
od of hemming knits.
