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Austin—Local ached districts 
will contribute $217.2 million to­
ward financing Texas' basic 
foundation education program in 
1970-71.

State Board of Education set­
tled on this figure in approving 
local fund assignments of ap­
proximately 20 per cent o f the 
total program a. at. State pays 
the rest.

Sixty-first Legislature set lo­
cal fund alignm ent at $204 9 
million, plus 20 per cent o f the 
cost of new programs.

Board approved the economic 
index for each o f 254 counties, 
determining the contribution to 
be made by districts as a fair 
share of costs. Each district is 
further assigned an amount bas­
ed on the percentage of tax val­
uations. Tentative indexes have 
been mailed ho district and coun­
ty superintenilenta.

CXJUftTS SPEAK In a prece­
dent setting case. State Supreme 
Court held that mineral rights 
are dominant over surface rights 
in lamia condemned by govern­
ment agencies.

Owners have a right to rea­
sonable use of the surface to get 
minerals under such lands, says 
the Oairt, and where public use 
Interferes with recovery of min­
erals. a second condemnation i 
necessary Case involved 7 6 
acres o f land condemned by 
Chairibnrs-Liberty Counties Na­
vigation district.

High court also agreed to hear 
arguments April 1 as to wheth­
er a house owned by the Bar 
Antonio Methodist Church should 
be exempt from property taxa­
tion.

GOALS IDENTIFIED — Phase 
II of Gov Preston Smith's 
"Gf als for Texas" program was 
kicked off when representatives* 
of each o f the 21 planning re­
gions of the state came to Aus­
tin for a conference, and pre­
sented recommendations for im­
provements in the Texas way of 
life.

These recommendations will 
ferm the basis of his 1971 recom­
mendations on state goals, sayw 
the g.n’emor. Smith sees the 
process as “ bringing the govern­
ment el s e  to the people” . . .  .a 
procedure he favors.

"If we win. we will have made 
state government more respon­
sive and more relevant to all 
Texans." he said. "W e will have 
taken the leadership among our 
sister states in providing solu­
tions to our own problems and, 
m re important, we will have In­
volved people in the decision- 
making process."

INSPECTION D E A D L I N E  
NEARS There still are nearly 
3 2 million Texas vehicles yet to 
be inspected before the manda­
tory April 15 deadline. Depart­
ment of Public Safety warns.

About 2.4 million cars and 
trucks have complied with in­
spect!* n requirements since the 
new period began on Sept. 1. 
This is the last deadline under 
the old law. State now is on a 
12-nionth inspection peritxl, with 
stickers expiring on the last das 
of the month, 12 monthn from 
date of the sticker.

New stickers are placed on 
left side of the windshied. They 
show the month of inspection and 
expiration. So, if you istill have 
a sticker or the right side of 
your windshield, your car must 
be inspected by April 15.

Another 29 are 
undecided or liave not indicated a 
preference to welfare officials.

In any county which refuses 
to cooperate in a food assistance 
program. Welfare Department 
will, under Court order, operate 
a commodity distribution pro­
gram at federal expense, Com­
missioner Burton Hackney said.

SCREWWORMS - There wore 
no new cases of screwworm de­
veloped in Texas in January, but 
the total for 1969 came to 160 
laboratory confirmed cases, ac­
cording to a year-end report o f 
tlie State Animal Health Com­
mission.

Seven million sterile flies were 
released in Texas in January in 
the screwworm eradication pro­
gram even though there were no 
cases that month.

REHABILITATION —  Gover­
nor Smith gave Texas Jaycea* a 
certificate cf commendation far 
their efforts to re-open a reha­
bilitation hospital at Gonzales. 
The group is conducting a state­
wide drive to raise $50,000 for 
the hospital, to help match a 
$140,000 Federal grant. When 
completed it will be able to treat 
300 patients a year, doubling the 
state's facilities for rehabilitation 
work.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 

CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY

Section 1. Pursuant to Tex.

(1963) there is hereby annexed 
to the City of Bronte the terri­
tory described in Section 2 of 
this Ordinance. (Said territory is 
hereinafter referred to as the 
Annexed Territory.)

Justice of the Supeme Court, 
William O. Douglas, has recent­
ly written a 97-page bookie* en­
titled "Points i f  Rebellion.”  It 
is a tirade against the ‘ ‘Ameri­
can mtablishinent"- the Penta- 
g.m. the FBI, the CIA, police, 
employers and educators. One of 
the strongest sentences is that 
“ violence may be the only ef­
fective response of outraged 
youth."

Justice Douglas compares our 
today's etablishment with King 
George III of England. "George 
III was the symbol against which 
our founders made a revolution, 
now considered bright and glori­
ous,” Justice Douglas wrote. The 
Justice says in his book, “ We 
must realize that today’s estab­
lishment is the new Gnorge III. 
Whether it will continue to ad­
here bo its tactics we do no* 
know If it i loos, the redress 
ignored in tradition is also revo­
lution."

Throughout his treatise, Mr 
Douglas offers justification for 
violence. In an appraisal o f his 
writings, he acknowledges that 
riot has no constitutional sanc­
tions but says that “ Injustices 
may pile .<*> high that violence is 
the only answer."

In other fvcssagew, the Supreme 
Court Justice advises American 
protesters to risk arrest because 
the police have no right to in­
terfere with their freedom. (Can 
you imagine this?)

Mr. Justice Douglas excoriates 
the military, FBI snooping and 
.ther law enforcement agencies 
trying to get at lawlessness and 
writes an indictment of our so­
ciety in general. To this criti­
cism alone, he is entiled to his 
pers. nal opinion.

It is quite a horse of another 
color when he attempts justifi­
cation of violence anil revolution 
directed at influencing the over­
throw of the Government o f  the 
United States of which he is a 
part. Reading his words there 
seems to be no distinguishable 
difference between “ the system," 
“ the establishment" and estab­
lished order under law.

Justice Douglas writes that he 
hopes the revolution he is talk­
ing about will not be like the one 
in 1776. The revolution that is 
ojtnlng he says, will arise from 
"the search of youth for wav's 
and mean* of making the ma­
chine.. .  the servant i f  man." 
Just exactly what this means is 
a tittle difficult to interpret.

T h e  interpretation is lews 
vague when he encourages vio­
lence and says that it bathers 
him that the establishment may 
not be wise enough not to use 
"its stix-kpile of arms" to sup­
press the dissenters, for he 
thinks that will bring on an aw­
ful ordeal

Data is being collected in cer­
tain efforts to determine if im­
peachment proceedings will stand 
up against Justice Dugina. In­
cluded in the collection of evi­
dence is Mr. Douglas' past as- 
sociatiin with a private founda­
tion alleged to be tied to racke­
teers

" Prints <f Rebellion" Is being 
added to a Bail r f  Particulars 
Agaimf Justice Douglas. At least 
he should resign from the Su­
preme Court, which he must also 
hate even in its recent years i f  
applying the extreme liberal 
philcaophy. Apparently the Jus­
tice has prejudged canes which 
could possibly rim e before him 
of a nature involving revolution­
ary activitiea

Frozen Foods
The average American eats 70 

pounds of frvzen foods a year.

of today's total frozen food sales. 
In 1952, they accounted for on­

ly two per cent.
Within the jiast ten years, the 

number o f TV dinners sold an­
nually has Increased from 50 mil­
lion to over 600 million, and the 
market is still gaining at a rate 
of 15 per cent per year.

Last year, there were enough 
frozen prepared dinners sold to 
feed every man, woman and child 
in the United Stales three times.

The TV dinner line has grown 
from three, In 1962, to nearly 
30. And today's frozen TV din­
ner is much improved anil better 
prepared and they sell at almost 
half the or.ginal price. Frozen 
dinners dominate t h e  prepared 
foods category.

Why are TV dinners so popu­
lar?

According to an economy study 
conducted by Drexel Institute o f 
Technology, to prepare the name 
meal, the homemaker must value 
her time at only 16 cents an 
hour.

Frozen prepared foods have 
eliminated much of the time-con­
suming food preparation chores 
Homemakers working away from 
home are not faced with kitchen 
chores when they get home. Ev­
en washing dishes after dinner 
virtually is eliminated.

Frozen foods have come a long 
way since Clarence Birdseye con­

ceived the idea 55 yeans agio. The
few commerical products intro­
duced then have evolved I n t o  
thousands of forms, all clamor­
ing for space in the retailer’s 
case.

No doubt the development of 
the frv«zen food Industry h a s  
contributed measurably to t h e  
changes now so evident in family 
living patterns today.
