School Lunchroom Policies Explained

In compliance with Public Law
91-248 conceming the National
Scho:l Lunch Puogram and in the
belief that meeting nutritional
needs of students is a part of the
Bronte Independent School Dis-
tnict’s educational responsibility,
the school sets forth below a
statement of policies

I It shall be the responsibility
of the Superintendent of Schools
to determine which students
qualify for free ar reduced-price
lunches. It shall be the respon-
sibility of the High School Prin-
cipal, the Elementary Principal,
the school seoretanies, and the
classroom teachens to refar stu-
dents’ names for consideration
Students’ nameas may be refer-
red by the parent in response
to the public announcement
through the school and thwough
the news media.

II. A student shall be consider-
ed eligible for a free or reduced-
price lunch only if (a) he quali-
fies through the eligibility stan-
dards and /'or meets the addition-
al criteda, (b) files a written
application, (¢) has proper in-
vestigation by school officials,
(d) has approval by the Super-

of its curricula activity” but no

where in its decishon was there
any prohibition against volunta-
ry praying. The specific case re-
ferred to a local wchool board.
The Cowt's ruling was directed
against the doctrine of compul-
sion—the idea of a prescribed
prayer which the students had to
accept. The Court did not, and
has not, ruled illegal the oppor-
tunity to participate in prayers
for those who wish to do so.

The important question in the
New Jersey case, soon to be de-
cided, is whether the decision
means that no prayer «of any
kind is to be permitted in a
school building even if it is en-
tirely valuntary.

Should the High Court uphold
such a case as the one in New
Jerey, it is interesting to pon-
der what could be done to prohib-
it the Senate and House of Rep-
rvesentatives from opening each
session with prayer.

The military services provide
chaplains from different religions
and, of course, attendance is
voluntaiy.

decision like that of the New
Jernsey Qourt be upheld, will the

Would they attack “In God We
Tiust” carved on the Speaker's
stand in the House of Represen-
tatives ?

It is difficult to imagine that a
Nation founded on Christian con-
cepts would stand for nonsense
of this nature. We call ourselves
a Christian Country. It is not
likely we are going to stand by
and see a deterioration of our
voluntary worship.
