Robert I. Browns Write on Trip to Europe

The following intevesting let-
ter was received last week from
Mr., and Mrs. Robert I. Brown,
who have returmed from a visit
with their daughter and family,
Mr. and Mrs. Jim Manning, who
are stationed in Germany with
the U. 8. Air Force.

The letter follows:

We left for Germany Nov. 16
to visit our daughter, Sue, and
family. The grandchildren have
really grown. Sue and Jim met
us at Frankfurt, Germany. That
is about 100 miles from Spong-
dahlem, where they live. We saw
some snow on the way there, but
didn't see any more while we
were there.

The roads are very narrow
and no shoulders at all. The rail-
road is close to the highway.
The railroads are all welded
rails. They have both electric
and steam trains.

The people don't live out on the
land, which is all mountainous.
They live in villages in low plac-
es. Houses are several stories
high. Also business firms are in
the villages. They farm all the
land that isn't in forests. A lot of
the land is in vineyards and the
people make much of their liv-
ing by growing grapes, then
making them into different kinds
of drinks and wines, We could-
n't see how the tractors stayed
on the side of the mountains
when they farmed.

They keep their countryside
very clean. They keep their cows
and other livestock under the
houses where the people live.
They take the cows and &heep
out to graze, but someone stays
with them and brings them back
into the village at night. Stock
are not turned out at all during
winter, Most of the cows are

housed under homes right down
in the middle of town.

They say they have welfare
over there but no unemployment.
If a person is able to work, they
find a job for him, if it's only

sweeping the highway. We saw
men with wide brooms and sho-
vels sweeping the highway
around Bitebuwrg and Spangdoh-
lem,

Their customs are a lot differ-
ent from ours. You don't see any
places to eat except hotel restau-
rants and they didn't serve food
after 2 p.m., only drinks.

The only soft drinks we saw
were Pepsi Colas. If you don’t
order wine or other alcoholic

drinks with yur food, they bring
Pepsi Cola. If you are served wa-
ter you order it and it will be
mineral water. Cafes serve on-
ly drinks, no food.

Most business places close at

12 noon and open again at 2 p.m.
All businesses are closed on Sun-
day except the flea markets,
We went to Leige, Belgium,
and it was a sight to see. People
from all different countries were
there. Robert was quite an at-
traction with his wide brim hat
and boots. We couldn’t see things
at the market for people gather-
ing around to look at him. He
is taller than most of the people
you see over there,
We went Trier,
It was part of the Roman Em-
pire at one time. They are re-
storing part of the buildings and
walls and making a museum out
of them. Tiier is a very large
town. From there we went to
the city of Vianden, Laxembourg,
where we saw an old Roman cas-
tle which was built before 376
AD. 'The castle was owned at

on to the city of Luxembourg
and visited the Military Owver-
seas Cemetery where General
Patton is buried with 5076 Amer-
boys who gave their lives
for their country.

It makes you feel very sad,
but very proud to be a part of
this great country of ours. They
keep the cemetery very beauti-
ful.

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Don’t Let Fire Ruin Your Holiday

Keep the “Memy” in “Merry
Christmas’” by keeping fire out of
your holiday activities, Fire Mar-
rhal Billy Joe Luckett said this
week.

Urging attention to fire safe-
ty when planning Christmas
trees, lighting, decomations and
gifts, the Fire Marshal began
with two rules good all year but
especially important during the
busy holiday season: Never leave
children alone or without proper
supervision, even for a brief time;
and have a family escope plan,
worked out and rehearsed flor use
in case of fire in your home.

National Fire Protection As-
sociation studies show that each
year some lives are lost in
Christmas tree fires, the Marshal
said, and last year in the United
States alone holiday fires dam-
aged or destroyed homes and oth-
er property valued at $3.1 million.

The Fire Marshal offered
these Yuletide fire safety guide-
lines:

1. Natural trees should be
fresh looking and firm needled
when you select them. Saw off
the butt an inch above the origi-
nal cut, stand the tree in water,
and keep it in water until you
dispose of it—soon after Christ-
mas Day. Don't rely on do-it-
yourself flameprofing treatments,
as none is truly effective. Set up
the tree away from heat and
where it won't block doorways or
stairs. Artificial trees should be
clearly marked as made of slow

burming matenials. lLook for the

Underwriters' Laboratories (VL)

label on trees with built-in elec-
trical systems. With metal trees,
use only indirect lighting to
avoid the possibility of electric
shock.

2. Check lighting strings for
frayed wires, loose connections,
and broken sockets. Replace on-
ly with UL-labeled sets. Bulbs
made in the U, 8. generally are
safest; imported bulbs may have
dangerous hot spots. Electric
cord sets with built<in fuses are
strongly recommended. Always
arn off tree and other indoo.
holiday lighting when leaving the
house or retiring for the night.
For outdoor lighting, use only
sets Ul-listed for this purpose,

3. Noncombustible matenals
such as metal, glass and asbes-
tos should be used for deowwa-
tions as much as possible. Make
sure cotton batting, flock and
decorating paper are flame-
proofed. Natural evergreen de-
corations dry quickly, burn rea-
dily, s> keep them well removed
from candles, the fireplace and
other heat. Don't use polystyrene

foam for table or mantle decoras
tions where there are lighted
candles,

4. Dispose of gift wrappings
promptly and safely—NOT in the
fireplace.

5. Be especially careful during
the Christmas season to keep

matches and cigarette lighters
out of the reach of children, and

try to keep the youngsters from
playing beneath or near the
Christmas tree,
