ceive some care in the near fu­
ture if they are to survive the 
weather and traffic hazards to 
which they are subjected.

The t! immissioner said the 
only answer to the problem is 
to have all the streets in both 
towns <sealcoated as s o n  as pos­
sible. He predicted that unless 
this action 1l» taken in the near 
future, the pavement investment 
in both towns will be beyond re­
claiming within three years.

Commissioner Havins, who is 
the dean of the commissioners’ 
court o f Coke a u n ty , said the 
streets in the two towns were 
last sealcoated in 1959, so me 12 
years ago.

Havim said that about 90 per 
cent of the streets in both tw n s  
are paved and the almost com­
plete paving of them is a Source 
o f pride to local citizens and a 
factor in bringing new residents 
to live in both towns.

The commissioner pointed out, 
however, that there is a prob­
lem in preventing the loss o f 
the pavement—a method o f fi­
nancing sealcoating. The only 
answer Havim could see to this 
problem was for the citizens o f 
Coke County who are interest­
ed in preserving the paved 
/streets to vote a bond issue to 
provide the money.

Havins said the 1959 sealcoat­
ing job was done without a t> nd 
issue but a 1971 job o f the sarm 
kind was not possible without 
voting the money. The 1959 job 
wa; done with the help of some 
money left over from the origi­
nal paving bond issues and wth 
a sizeable amount o f  gravel al­

ready on hand. Neither o f these 
backlog! stiil exist.

Havins pointed out that he is 
only interested in the best Inter­
est < « f  O .ke County, and that 
he has only one m  re  year to 
serve at* a member o f the oom- 
miaioners' court. He indicated, 
however, that he would like very 
much for the people of this coun­
ty to act affirmatively in an ef­
fort to keep up the fine im­
provements which have come 
with the paring of streets in 
both Bronte and R  bent Lee.

Washington — If much of our 
foreign aid is not idroady wholly 
ridiculous and asinine, it ha* 
been made worse by recent ac­
tion of the House o f Representa­
tive!*.

The Foreign Aid Authorization 
Bill, passed by the House and 
nnw before the Senate Foreign 
Relatims Committee, contains a 
i-ectlon which prohibits military 
assistance to Greece because the 
country is run by a military jun­
ta considered to be a repressive 
dictaLuship by the “ liberals.”

At the end o f World War II 
and for several years thereafter, 
Greece was in a civil war. At 
lea-t it was called that but it 
was cbvious that it was not all 
Greek fighting Greek. The 300 
mile northern border o f Greece 
jo.ns communist Albania, Yugo­
slavia and Bulgaria. Elements o f 
these countries joined the Greek 
cummunists to bring that nation 
beh nd the Iron Curtain with 
them.

government. Greece took this 
d >urse in April 1967, at a time 
when again a communist take­
over was o  ■nsidened imminent. 
No one has* tto approve o f this 
type o f government but the fact 
remains Greece Is our friend and 
vital to  the defense at that stra­
tegic area.

The same voices o f condemna- 
tin»i o f Greece are not directed 
against the dictatorships o f  Yu­
goslavia, the Red juntas in A l­
geria, Syria, Libya and others -  
not Red China or the Soviet Un­
ion. Strange.

Yet the House o f  Representa­
tives say's that no military aid 
should go bo Greece unless the 
President finds it iu required for 
America’s rational security. To  
place this onus cm the F*resddont 
or to extend this authority, is 
yielding to political escape.

Teas a Look et the Adt.
A little time spent in reading 

them it time well spent.
With military aid from t h e  

U. S., the non-communU'.ts of 
Greece were able to stand and 
today it is the only Balkan na­
tion outside the Iron Curtain.

If this personal reference may 
be pardoned, some 23 years ago, 
from a front line vantage p  int, 
I saw Greeks loyal to their coun­
try defending it. Finally a sta­
ble government was established 
and they have been our friends 
through turbulent times since.

Greece I* a strategic impera­
tive in the Mediterranean. She is 
the anchor o f NATO. While 
flanked by two other NATO na­
tions, Turkey and Italy, these 
latter show an instability which, 
to say the least, it* not eno ur- 
aging. The ports o f Greece are 
really the only places in the Eas­
tern Mediterranean where our 
6th Fleet can go without resent­
ment. Recent entry by our ship* 
into the ports of Turkey set off 
riots, protest bombings and crip­
pling strikes.

Look at a  map o f  the south­
ern rim o f  the Mediterranean and 
cur relations with those a un- 
tr.es it touches. Except for Tur­
key, once a bastian on NATO Is 
south flank, Israel, Tunisia and 
Morocco, there is hostility to­
wards the United States. Even 
the Island o f Malta, only ab -ut 
60 miles below Sicily, athwart 
the narrow channel along the 
n th c  al t of Africa, is now- tak­
ing anti-NATO actions and sh w- 
ing strong sentiment for Soviet 
Rus ia. For 150 years Malta was 
a key power point for the Brit­
ish but like England’s other di­
minished positions, it slipped a- 
way. A Malta oriented to the 
U. S. S. R. wiould result in the 
ability o f the Soviets to control 
the crossroads of the Mediter­
ranean as the British had histor­
ically done.

The liberal New York Times 
and the liberals in Congress turn 
the heat on Greece because they 
say it is a military, dictabarial

Washington — If much of tair 
foreign aid is not already wh 41 y 
ridiculous and asinine, it ha« 
been made worse by recent ac­
tion o f the House of Representa- 
tiveu.

The Foreign Aid Authoriz'd! n 
Bill, passed by the House and 
now before the Senate Foreign 
Relati ns Committee, contains a 
section which prohibits military 
assistance to Greece btnau.se the 
country is run by a military jun­
ta considered to be a repressive 
dictatorship by the "liberals '’

At the end o f World War II 
and for several years thereafter, 
Greece was on a civil war. At 
lea-t it was called that but it 
was i bvious that it was not all 
Greek fighting Greek. The 300 
mile northern bolder o f Greece 
jo.ns communist Albania, Yugo­
slavia and Bulgaria. Elements uf 
these countries joined the Greek 
cl mnmnists to bring that nation 
beh nd the lion Curtain with 
them.

With military aid from t h e  
U. S., the non-conununf ts of 
Greece were able to stand and 
teday it is the only Balkan na­
tion outside the Iron Curtain.

If this personal reference may 
be pardoned. *ome 23 years ago, 
from a front line vantage p  int,
I saw Greeks loyal to their coun­
try defending it. Finally a sta­
ble government was established 
and they have been our friends 
through turbulent times since.

Greece Is a strategic impera­
tive in the Mediterranean. She is 
the anchor o f NATO. While 
flanked by two other NATO na­
tions, Turkey and Italy, these 
latter show an Instability which, 
to say the least, te not ena, ur- 
aging. The porLs o f Greece are 
really the only places in the Eas­
tern Mediterranean where our 
6th Fleet can gk> without resent­
ment. Recent entry by our ships 
into the ports of Turkey set o ff 
riots, protest bombings and crip­
pling strikes.

Look at a  map o f  the south­
ern rim o f the Mediterranean and 
cur relations with those a un- 
tr.es it touches. Except for Tur­
key, once a bastion on NATOts 
south flank, Israel, Tunisia and 
Morocco, there is hostility to­
wards the United States. Even 
the Island o f Malta, only ab ut 
60 miles below Sicily, athwart 
the narrow channel alnng the 
north oral t of Africa, is now tak­
ing anti-NATO actions and sh w- 
ing strong sentiment for Soviet 
Rus ia. For 150 years Malta was 
a key power paint for the Brit­
ish but like England’s other di­
minished positions, it slipped a- 
way. A  Malta oriented to the 
U. S. S. R. wiould result in the 
ability o f the Soviets to control 
the crcsov ads o f the Mediter­
ranean as the British had histor­
ically done.

The liberal New York Times! 
and the liberals in Congress turn 
the heat on Greece because they 
say it is a military, dictatorial |

government. Greece took thi* 
d>urae In April 1967, at a  time 
when again a communist take­
over was o  nsidered imminent. 
No one has t*> approve o f this 
type utf government but the fact 
remains Greece is our friend and 
vital to the defense o f  that stra­
tegic area.

The same voices o f condemna­
tion o f Greece are not directed 
again.<t the dictatorships o f Yu­
goslavia, the Red juntas In Al­
geria, Syria, Libya and others — 
not Red China or the Soviet Un­
ion. Strange.

Yet the House o f  Rapreeenta- 
tiveo says that no military aid 
should go bi Greece unless the 
President finds It ki required for 
America's rational security. To 
place this onus ««» the lYesidcnt 
or too extend this authority, is 
yielding to political escape.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE

Section 1. (a) This Act shall 
apply to every county in this 
State. In all the counties each 
owner of any livestock mention­
ed in Chapter 1 o f Title 121 of 
the Rovt-ed Civil Statutes of 
1925 shall within six months a f­
ter this Act takes effect have 
hits mark and brand for such 
stock recorded in the office of 
the oounty clerk o f the county. 
These owners shall record the 
marks and brands whether the 
brands and marks have b e e n  
prev.ously recorded or not.

(b) The owner shall haw  the 
right bo have his mark and 
brand recorded In his name who 
according to the present records 
of the oounty first recorded the 
brand and mark in the county, 
or in event it can not be ascer­
tained from the records wtv> first 
recorded the brand and mark in 
the county, then the person who 
lias been using such mark and 
brand the longest shall have the 
right to have the brand and mark 
recorded in his name.
