The bird
should be stuffed just before
roasting. Fill the body cavity
ligh'ly so stuffing will have room
tu expand. Extra stuffing can be
baked in a separate pan for about
an hour.

Remember, bacteria grow when
food is neither very hot mor very
cold, so put the turkey in the
oven immediately after stuffing.

Cook the stuffed bird until the
stuffing temperature reaches a
least 165 degrees. The internal
temperature of the thigh should
be between 180 and 185 degrees
F., whether or not the cavity is
stuffed.

It is very dimportant that lef
over stuffing be removed from
the turkey first before being re-
firigerated or frozen. Ccoked poul-
try may be safely frozen in »
home freezer at zero degree F.
for up to six months. Use cooked
poultry and stuffing in the re-
frigecator within one to two days;
flavor deteriorates in poultry if
held under pcor storage condi-
ticns for too long a time,

Instead of the solid mesh
cap, a stretch framework has been
developed, in which softt bamnds
hold together free floating strips
of the fiber., Every strand of hair
cen thus be brushed in any di-
rection and parts placed any-
And the wearer's own
hadr can be pulled through to
blend with the synthetic fiber.

These new developments, then
allow the wearer to completely
restyle her wig and t¢ combine
natural and synthetic hair fibers
for creative holiday styles.
